The very
fact that the teams continue Lo RO
Suuth Is The best proof in the world
that the men behind the guns regard
the spring training trip as a profitable
investment, both artistically and finan-
clally.

No doubt to the average fin |t seems
guite an item of expense for 4 olub to
send thirty or forty men Houth for
slx weeks to get In shape for the
coming senson ot the expense of Lhe
club, The players always travel on
the hest tfalns, stiy at the best hotels
and get every atténtion poseible, Each
spring every major league club must
spend $6,000 on the prellminary work.

Bomeétimes the weatlier condltlons in
the South are not any too favorable,
and other times the varlous clubs run
into all kinde of tough luck on their
way North, Exhibition games that had
been arranged for during the winter
must be postponed” on  account of
weather or ground conditions, and
many chances are lost to get back
soms of tho money spent.

When training trips were first in-
nugurated years ngo the coming of m
major league club to the Boulh was
an event of much Importance. The
errival of thg blg league stars was
enxiously awalted, and during thelr
Etay they wers very much bf the
whola show, The pxhibition ganies
would always draw big crowds, and
oftén quite a 1lttle mopey would be
inade In this way.

the vear around. The club pwners re-
alize this, and pra always alert to any
measure that will lelp parpetuats the
game.

For_fiva or slx weeks prior to tha
openink of the season the Yans devour
with relish all the dope thit is served
up to them by the stamr correspond-
ents. Tho opinlons of the writérs on
all subjects sre considered, and many
& heatsd argument ls caused by some
of the stuff sént from the South.

It ixr also a time when the fans may
read about the bush league phenoms.
During the training trip cach” year
evary clib appears to have ssveral
who uré bound to met the Jeague on
fire. Hometimes they make good and
llve up to even the strongest advance
notlces, but generally they are put out
bafore ther even get a chance to start
any conflagration in the majors.

The scribes reallze that the fans in
their home town are famillar with all
the good and bad quilities of the vet-
erans, and they always select the
youngsters as fit subjects for stories
of all kinds. Bome of them nare real
truth; others ara nearer fiction.

The helght, the welght, the pecullar-
{tles, in fact. everything about the
voungaters that might be of interest
is dlshed up for the fans' consideration.
¥For four or five weeks the new ra-
cruit has the spotlight continually
played on him. Often it's the only
chance he will ever get, or at least
get for o time.

The distance,
pne and one-half versts, Is about thirty
feef short of an American mile. Krep-
izh, & pura bred Orloff trotier, 181-2
tiapds high, foaled in 1904, won ﬂrs_l('
money. & trotted fn 2:15 1-2, but, get-
ting on sllowance of*fve seconds, that
reduced his time to 2:101-2. Prosty,
although she trotted in 2:131-8 had to
take gecond money, and Oumney, the
fast san of Quartercousin, foaled In
1904, who trotted in 2:151-2, seme a3
the winner, got third money, Quarter-
cousin |8 an exported American, being
recorded under the numbar 27,286. Ha
ls by Quartermaster, 4540, and la out
of Fox Maid, by Foxwood, 3408. He
ned a record of 2:3% 8-4.

Condltions of the race classifled them
aceording to breeding and nativity.
Thus horses not bred in Russla gave
to purg Orloft's five, seven or ten sec-
onds, according to whether they wers
aged, middle or voung horses, tHese be-
Ing the designations applied to those
foaled prior to 1304, foaled in 1904, and
those foaled in 1804, and these, in turn,
conceding twn and three seconda to
each age clags,

Tn divlding the 22,200 roubles. the
prize was class(fled Into ten parts,
the first horse standing to win 15000
and tha tenth horse 500, hut from each
winner § per cent was deducted to
go to the breaden. £

In making estimates of this race It
ig well to remember Lhat the Russlan
roubla ig agulvalent to a little less
than 15 cents of our money, this race
belng worth a trifle more than 322,500,
and the money to the winner worth
about §10,000.

Some of the Russian trainers sesam
to have learnad the trick of kesping
a fast horse on edge for a long time,
as the driver of Krapish drove him a
mila lgst summer. In 2:14 3-8 and an-
athor in 1:158-3.
