)ear reader. I am going to mako a

ew confessions here. Washington, I
,m aorry to tell you, la the home of
revaricatora, und grafters. and tho
hlngs that prcss correspondents do
ot send out ara more lntorastlng than
he onea they do. Therefore, you
.iu-t be careful how you tell thls
.round.
The Inauguration was on Thursday,
he 4th, at noon, in the Senate cham-
ler, at tho Capltol. Mr. Taft would
iave been iworn ln outside of the
luildlng, on the east portlco, had lt
lot been for the groundhog storm
hat swept Washington that morning.
--verything posslblo that money and
nen could do had been done in the
vay of proparatlon for the ailalr.
2ven the Weather Bureau man had
irodletod an agreeable uay (the gen-
:ral impreaslon, however, Is that hia
'orecaster had been tampered with).
For weoks carpenters had been at
vork bulldlng stands along Pennsyl-
ania Avenue, the maln tlioroughfaro

:if thls clty, so that tho visltors wlio
lad tho dough.anywhere from J5 to
1500.could aee the great parade to
lollow the ceremonles at the Capltol.
Every merchant, by. the way, had

.va^hed his wlndows and provlded
seata to let at the market price. Noth-
ng had been loft undono that prom-
ised to brlng In a dollar. The beer
saloons had dlscontinued thelr hand-
juta of plckle, groundhog, onlons, and
3heese, and erected temporary Iunch
counters to sell food as well aa drlnk.
JPhe dollar mark was on everything.

Expected Rnre Plcktng.
The natlves of Washington had

their bladea aharpened and ready to
trlm every vlsltor that came. Thoao
who could aell drinks, something to
eat, and seata, for tlie parado_ drcam-
ed of fortunes, and, had not tho ele-
ments Interfered, they would havo
roallzed them. I saw one little fruit-
stand man, an Italian, refuae $10 for
two amall seats, for the reason tliat he
expeeted $20. Lodglng houaea had put
in extra beds and cota. and apread j
down pallcta, and, to engago a room
or a place to sleep ahead of time, one
had to contract for flve days, and,
strange but true, two days before the
Inauguratioh every rooin ln. town was

sold. A
I have found that our people have

two fatal weaknesses: the love of
pleaaure aud tha love of spendlng long
green. and forelgners. who como hore
from Sunny Italy and Greece, Syria
and other placea, havo dlscovered that
fact, and take advantago of it on
such occaalona. Of the thouaanda of
souvenir vender3 on the Avenue last
week, I nover saw an Amerlcan. That
ts the way lt goea, whllo wo play the
crafty forelgner stlcks to hia trado
and gathera in fllthy lucre. Half of
the spielers that I heard could not
speak decent Engllsh.

I saw ono fellow who did not know
two dozen worda, but he was taking
in the money. You could aee the
meaning of hla efforts at speech ln
his eyes. He waa wild wlth joy over
the lncreasing swag ln his pocket.
But lt ia all right. Tho Amerlcan

delights to blte; he is the sucker and
the immlgrant the flsherman.

Stuck to Teddy.
I saw much to amusa mo during tlio

festlval days. Prealdent Roosevelt,
whom some of the newspaper wugs
call Mulo Tooth, for what causo I do
not know, qult tlie clty inauguration

. day. Ilc made hia exlt beforo Mr.
Taft got to tho White House. There
ls ao much dlfference in the tempera-
menta of the two mon that it ls eaay
for tlie average reporter to guess
which will create the boat story flrst.
Aa the exerclsea in the S'enato were

closlng a number of the boye in the
press gallery debated the question of
following Taft or Teddy.

I decided to stick to tlie latter, feel¬
ing that he would make more copy,
and, sllpping out ahead of tlie crowd,
went to the union station to awalt
developpionts. I did not tarry long
before something did happen. At tha
north end of tho Capltol, soveral hun¬
dred yarda away, I aaw a squad of
mounted polleenten drlvo back tho
mob that had swarmed Into tho streot
to mako way for a llne of earriageM.
Soon the tap,- of a drum was heard,
and the forernost cab started in my
dlrectlon, and others followed. Had
lt not beon for the offlcera, onlookers
wouW havo rushed down on tho first
vehlcle ln-thelr oagerness to seo tha
occupanta. I knew thut Teddy wus
on tho, way. Being well-booted, as
if preparing to go fux-hunting, I run

through the snow to meet tho on-

comlng procesalon. A New York band
waa piaylng and tho crowd yelled.

"Good-by Teddy."
"Good-by Teddy," shoutod some

urchin. A broad. heavy face, llt ui>
with a row of'strong, healthy, white
taeth, bo'bbeej out of the front cur-

rlage, and a allk hat lifted. lt waa

Teddy, and by hia slde sat William
Loeb, his private secretary, a aallow,
cold-fueed man, wlth ravon locka and
tli(n black nuistache. In the cabs foi.
lowlng were niembers pf tho Roose-.
velt Cabinet .going to aay t'arewell.
Aa Teddy alighted from hia car-

riagfl ou tho ljj_ndli|g just otitalde ol
the waltlngTrooin provlded for Presl¬
dent? and ex-Pres|dents. luindreds pl
men and woman crowded in to get a

par.tIng look, anfl, lf pogsible, hear n

last word. In thq crtish which fol¬
lowed umbrallas and flags were
ijniashed Into kinillUis wood. \rot'
could t\ear tha tlmbars breo-klng. Foi
several seconds the scane lqaked dan-
geroua, »nd tha pollcomtm htvd to llt-
oraily tjlrow tjia woman buck to kaei
thoni /rom being tranipled. Fron
evary/qaarter poople camo ru-.inlng
Until'thpusands wara in tho clrcl-
ftboijt tha ratreating Presldent.

Off for Parade.

I hurried from the atatlon dOwntown
to see tho parade, and if I UVe to ba
i hundred years old I wlll never forget
that procesr lon.the Taft-Shorman In¬
augural parade.aa lt wended Ita way
ilong Pennsylvania Avenue. Belng a,
member of the Senate press gallery
and a frlend of t,he superlntendent,
Jimmie Preston, I got a good aeat on
tlie revlewing stand In front of tho
Whlto House, where I could see tho
dlgnltarlea wlth one eye and the pa..-
rnders wlth the other. Another scrlbe
and I wore together. We were late ln
getting on the avenue, and the proces-
slon waa movlng when we arrlved, ani,
to make our posltion worse, we wera
on the wrong slde of the street, whlch
had been cleared of atreet cara, car-
riages, pedestrlans, and everything elsa
not taking part In the program.
The polico offlcers of Washington

are a stubborn set, as I learned that
day, and although we had permlt..
aigned by Major Sylvester, chief of the
pollce department of the clty, we had
trouble ln crossing the llne.
Tho flrst enp told ua that We could

not pass; but whllo he was explalnlng
why a negro pollceman, who came up
and put in, told us that we might slip
under the rope, steal up the aldewallc
untll we reached a point above the re¬
viewlng stand and then croaa pver. 1
had never had to get permisaion from
a negro offlcer before, but lt did not
atop me. To tell the truth, the negro
ln that Instance seemed to hjlve more
authority, and really had more sense,
than the white man by his slde. Tha
negro waa a regular offlcer.
Once on the other slde of the ave¬

nue, we were all right. The seats re-
served for us were close to Taft and
Sherman and full of snow; for the loca¬
tion we wore thankful. and for tha
cushion of Ice, truly sorry for tha
weather, at best, waa too cold for com¬
fort.

Those Fnmoua S'leeda.
The Assoclated Preaa has tO'.d of the

grand parade.Its length, its attractive
featurea, and Ita characters.-but I
have not seen any account of the
horses on which the dignitariea weve
mour.ted. Therefore, it is my our-
pose in thls report to tell oC tha
famous bensts that i saw. I had heard
much of the uniformity of tlie ns-gn
that the various aides -were tc hava,
and before planting myself for the
afternoon, I rejolced in my heart a.t
the promised opportunity of looking
at somo line quadrupeds, but ere long,
after maklng myself as anug a«_ I
could ln six Inchea of snow, a great
deal of which found Its way through
my trousers. I reallzod that I had been
faked worso than any tlme alnce tha
night I held the bag for the snlpea
nt tho Agrlcultural and Mechanlcal
College at Ralelgh, nearly two decade*
prlor thereto.

Of all the motinta that ever oama
down the pike. the ones ln the Taft-
Sherman Inaugural parade were tha
worstj. Vlrglnla mules would hava
siiones heside them aa the sun doea by
the moon. Big hends, clubfoet, un-
ahorn fetlocks, matted taila. crooked
noses, and every other thlng to mako
a horso cumbersome and repulslve io
the eyo, was thero. Thero Were raek-
ors. pacers. slngte-footers, runnlng
walkers, and plain old jog trotters.
All the draft horses, antlquated fira
runners, and boneyard subjects wera
prcssed into service. Beaata wlth
spavined hlnd legs. awinney, distern-
per. ahotten hips, thumps, and threat-
ened with the botts, were ln Une.
The charger that ono Governor roda

waa knockkneed In front, bow-log-
ged behlnd, wind broken. thlck wtnd-
cd, had ope aar shortor than the oth¬
er. and wore a long mane anc| a shavedt
tall. I am nearly forty yeara old, and
have been in many places, but no such
anlmal ever came under my observa-
tlon before the 4th of March. 1909.
During tho afternoon. however, on«

rider attracted tho attentiop pf mon.
women and children. Hia nioptit waa
one of the most dlalrucllng, but he waa
a better show. Tall, angular, wlth
legs long and light, jind Wearlngf %
tlie hat of tho vlntage of Henry
Clay, tha man.au aide frorn soma-

where, no one In the revlew stand
knew where.paased. sniiling and taow-
lng. Tho yelis of derlslon of tha
crowd moved hlm to resppnSlve bowa.

hia heast rocked along. At flrat slght
of thls remarfeable man, I thought' I
recognized in him a well-known Vlr-
glnian, but on oloser examlnatlon I
was delighted to Iind that I was mll-
taken.
