IDENTIFICATION IS
COMPLETE BY WILLIE

Again," Said Mrs.
.Whitla's Sister.

CLEVELAND, O., March 24..Wlllle
Whitla to-day identltled tho man
and woman held on ausplclon by

tlie Cleveland pollce aa tho persons
.who kldnapped hlm from the achooi
at Sharon, Pa., last Thuraday and held
hlm for the $10,000 ransom, whlch waa
paid by hls father. Attorney J. P.
.Whitla, Monday.

Wlllle aaid the man, who gave the
name of Jamea H. Boyle, wbi tho one
who took hlm from school and carrled
hlm through a tortuoiiB route to Cleve¬
land, thtn to Ashtabula, back to thls
clty, and placed hlm in the house in
tho Eaat Knd, where he waa held untll
tho monay waa vaid. Wlllle also de¬
clared that the woman was tho one
who cared for him Lt the houae whero
he waa dctalned, and who acted the
part of a nurse.

Boylo said tlie woman ls hla wife.
The pollca have no other ldentlflcatlon
of the couple than the namea glven.
So far as the man ls concerned the
pollce belleve the name la correct.
Boyle ls said to roslde ln Sharon, and
la a plumber by trade. He ia sald to
have a wldowed mother, four brothcra
and a Blster.
The woman, who ls aecrcdlted wlth

belng tha wife of Boyle, declared aoon
after her arrest that her ident!ftcation
would cause a sensatlon in Sharon.

Waltla Saj-a Aothlngr.
When the ldentlflcatlon waa com¬

pleted Mr. Whitla would say nothing
regardlng the woman. He aaid ha
knew Boyle slightly.
Immedlately after Wiliie Whitla had

seen the man and woman at the Cen¬
tral Polico Station they were taken tu
the county cour.nouse, and there ap¬
peared before the grand jury. They
wero examined for the purpose of ald-
Ing the Jury in its attempt to Hnd an
indictment agalnst the two prisoners.
The charge under tho laws of Ohio
Hgalnst the man and woman, if an
indictment were found, will bc black-
mall. Thls !s ba3ed upon the payment
of the $xu,000 ransom paid by Mr.
Whitla.
A woman known as Mary Dlener,

who, tlie police aay. may havo been an
associate of the kldnappera, or was

iinpllcated in the plot, cotnmitted sul-
cide to-day by drinking morphine. The
woman drank tho poison whllo stand¬
ing ln front of a drug store In the
East End, not far from the house ln
which Wlllle Whitla was detalned here.
She died in an embulance Whi.a being
taken to a hospital.

Attorney Whitla, aceompanied by
Mrs. Whitla, their son and daughter,
Wlllle and Saline. a boy schoolmate ol
Wlllle, Harry Forker, a brothor of
Mrs. 'Whitla; Janltor Sioss, Chief oi
Pollce Crane, Detectlve Kempler, Dis¬
triet Attorney LInlnger, former DIs-
trick Attorney Cochran and Detectlve
Ward, all of Sharon, arrived here at
1 o'clock to-day to see the two pris¬
oners.

Poliee Chief Ia Hot.
Whitla telephoned to Chief Kohlei

from the hotel that ho had arrived
and that he was ready to see the
chief. Chief Kohler replled hotly that
he was at the police station where
the prisoners were belng held; that
Whitla could see hlm there if he
cared to asslst in the prosecution ol
the man and woman in custody.
Mr. Whitla' then went to the pollce

etatlon, but waa not allowed to see
the prisoners himself. He was in¬
formed by the chief that the only
ldentlflcatlon he desired was that whiel
only the boy, Wlllle, could make. The
father then agreed to let Wlllle see
the man and woman.

Mr. and Mrs. Whitla, thelr childrer
and Janltor Sloss appeared before the
Chief of Pollce.
Tho man was the flrst one taker

before them. Boyle was a llttlt pale
and nervous.

Chief Kohler asked Wlllle lt he hac
ever seen the man before.

"Sure," sald AVlllie. brightly. "Why
that is the man I left Sharon with. He
took mo to Cleveland, then to Ashta¬
bula and back to Cleveland."
The boy was asked the same ques¬

tlon agaln to make certain of hlt
memory, and again the lad declared h<
was positive.
"He had a mustaclie when I flrsi

saw hlm at the sehoolhouse," Willit
tiupplemented, "but he must have eu
lt off later. Thls is the way he lookei
when I last saw him in Cleveland."
Boyle smiled sarcastically, but sale

not a word. Then the woman wai
brought in.

Shaki'M Hands Wltli Woman.
She was dellant and haughty in hei

demeanor. Blankly she stared a
Whitla and tlie other members of tlu
party. Her only relapse from the ln
dlgiiaut manner wus when she firs
saw Wlllle. The woman smiled.
Immediutely Wlllle walked i.p ti

lier, and extending liis hand suid:
'"How do you do?"
"Ilollo, Wlllle,'' the woman replied

as sho placed her hund upon hls hoai
und caiipsssed him for an Instant.
The boy then stepped back to hl:

father, and wan asked several ques
tlons hy the chief of polico.

"Yes, I know hor," he satcl "Sh'
was the'tiuruo who took care of m>
ln Cloveland. She told mo I wns slgi
aud ln a hospital. I saw her a wholi
lot, and sho was wlth mo most o
tho tlme."

SENATOR SMITH TALKS
ON THE SITUATION

Republicans Do Not BelieveTheir
President Will Appoint Regard-

less of Politics, but Indica-
tions Are That He
Will Do So in Cer¬

tain Cases.

PRESIDENT TAFT has etfclted the
Interest of every Southerner ln
thia clty. The stories that are

leaking from the Whlte Houso about
what hc ls going to do for ple-counter
Republicans in Virginla, North Caro¬
lina, South Carolina, Georgia and other
States In Dlxle are being discussed
freely.

It ts a fact that tho Prealdent has
consulted Democratlc Senators con-
cernlng vacanclea on tlie Federal
ixmch In the Southern States, and
that he has repcatedly sald that he
would not, lf ho knew what he was
dojng, appolnt any "scrub" or polltl-
cian judge. Most of the callers have
been too discreet to talk of what was
eald at tlie Executive Manslon. but the
now benator from Soutii Carollna. Mr.
Smith, came away drlpping informa¬
tion.

Mr. Smlth Talks.
"1 am fully convinced," aaid Mr.

Smlth, "that Mr. Taft means to confer
fireely wlth Democratlc Senators of
some of the Southern States, and that
lils pollcy wlll bo to give careful at¬
tentlon to the volce of the majority
of the people. Hia appointments In the
South, I think, wlll not be made with
any reference to the politics of the
candldatc, and he wlll seek only the
best men, whatever their party faith."

Thls ls going pretty far, and Re¬
publlcans do not belleve that their
President will do any such thing, but
there ls much speculatlon as to the
course ho will follow in dealing out
patronage in the bouth. Having been
a distriet judge himself. -Mr. Taft
know3 well the type of man he should
namo for places llke the one now

vacant In Eastcrn North Carolina. H«
pnfi-rs, it is understood. to have a

party man, but if lie cannot find ont
tliat comea up to the requirements at
he sees them he will take a Demo¬
crat;

In ono of his excellent short stories
Mark Twain makes a character cor-

rupt a sturdy, qulet town by the offei
ot money. lt seems now as lf the
President of the Unlted States had
broken all party ties by the lntlma-
tion that he mlght, under certaln con¬

ditions, appoint to tlio Eastern judg-
ship a Democrat. Name after name

has come here. Many have drifted ir
in round-about ways, but they go1
here all the same. In some lnstances
Democrats have come on to recommenc
Republlcans. Senators Overman anc

Simmons have thus far refrained fron:
indorsing any one. When Mr. Roose¬
velt asked Mr. Overman about the mat¬

ter, he told him that he had no ont

to suggest for the place, but lf ht
were considertng any person that ht
knew, he would gladly glve him lils
opinion about him if he desired anc

asked for it. He told Mr. Taft tht
same.

All Are Ple Hungry.
It has become evident. however, tha-.

if Jlr. Taft were to decide to ask tlie
Democratic Senators of tlie South to
help hlm to select the Federal ofllce-
holders of that section the Senate
offlce building would have to be en-

larged so that each Senator could liavt
at least ten waiting rooms. Demo¬
crats as well as Republicans in Dixic
are pie hungry. If one is to judge by
the tlurry caused by the announeement
that a North Carollna Democrat mlght
be named to sueceed Judge Thomas
R. Purnell he would conclude that ha-3
Bryan been elected the State would
have been depopulated long befort
thls.

Mr. Taft is on trial. It is belng put
right up to him. If he means what
he says there will be a seml-revolu-
tion in tlie South, but if he is joking
tlie Southeruers will give hlm tht
lioise laugh at the flrst opportunitj
The appointment of a Democrat tc
the Eastern judgeship would mean fi
throw-down for the Republican or¬
ganization, and thero wouid be thou¬
sands of mad partisans in the ole
State. If, after so much talk, he shoulo
appoint one indorsed by Adams ant.
Duncan and Prltchard the Democrat:
would say, "I told you so. He is just
like the rest."

ON TIIIFF BILL
Leader Clark Interjects Hu¬
mor in His Speech Scor-

ing Measure.

SPEAKER TAKES THE
FLOOR TO EXPLAIN

Mr. Cannon Admits Visiting
White House by Request, but
Denies That He Talkcd Tariff.

Clark Shows Payne Bill
Is Higher Than the

Dingley Law.

WASHINGTON, March 24..Intorest
in to-day's tarlff discussion in
the Hou3e centred ln tho speech

of Mr. Clark, of Missouri, minority
leader, and ranklng Democratlc mem¬
ber of the Commlttee on Ways and
Means. As a prellminary to his set
speech, Mr. Clark provoked the House
to great laughter, .and Mr. Olmstead,
of Pennsylvania, the chairman, to no
little embarrassment by congratulatlng
him on the, advont on yesterday of a
son.
For Mr. Payne, the minority leader

had only words of praise, and hia re¬
marks ln that connectlon ellclted ap-
plauso on both sides. Mr. Payne's
powers of endurance, he declared, were
a marvel. and hla nine-hours' speech
on the tarlff had made hlm a great
historical person. "Indeed," said Mr.
Clark, "ho has knocked higher than
a klte the idlotic theory of Dr. Osler."
The apeoch of the majority leader he
cna.racterlzed as a superb vindlca¬
tion of hia physical and mental
strength.

Mr. Clark also had a klnd word
for every member of the Committee
on Ways and Means. "We worked
llke galley slaves in trylng to asstst
the truth," ho said. Ho denied that
the commlttee had bullyragged any
wltness, as he sald had been charged,
and declared that lf any wltness had
received an Indecent word in the
committee room he had provoked it
by hls own acts.

Rooaevelt Ia neaponnlble.
Mr. Clark sald that tlio bottom of

the movement for tarlff revlslon was
Presldent Roosevelt. "I never had anydeluslons about that man,'' he said.
amid shouts of laughter. "He Is gone,"
he said. ln mock tonea of sorrow. Ad-
dreselng the Republicans, he said:
"Some of you hope he wlll never come
back. But my regret ls that he left
at all. because if he had staye'd here
you would have been in such a row
wlthin ninety days you would not
know whether you were Republicans
or Democrats."

Mr. Clark said he sat In the Ilous.
yesterday and heard Mr. Payne sayhe had been in the House twenty years
preparing tarlff bills."
"My God!" he exclaimed, "what a

set of lles he must have heard In thattlme.''
Mr. Clark read some comparisons

between the Dingley and Payne bllls
prepared by a government expert in
the committee. These. he sald, showed
that the averago rate of theDingley
bill was 44.IS per cent., whlle under
tlo Payne bill they were 45.72 por
cent., "showing 1.56 per cent. worse
than the Dingley blll." He der.lared
that no man of bad temper or blustcr
could conceal that fact from the Amer¬
ican people. Many of the reductlons
in the bill. he maintained, were more
apparent than real.

StiKor Waa "Staggered."
Dlscussing the reductlon on retined

sugar, Mr. Clark said it was held <
as a great boon to thu consumer.
"When thu sugar trust recelved that
tremendous blow between the eyes," he
said, "instead of seelng starn, it saw
a stream of gold ilowing into its cof-
fers every year of the continuance of
the Payne tarlff bill." He declared
that a man must eat sugar at top
speed for flfteen months ln order to find
a nickel in hls pocket at the end of
that time as the result of any benellt
that mlght accrue to hlm from the
blll, and lf he mlssed a day he -would
not get the nickel. He could not un-
derstand, he said, why such tenderness
was shown the sugar trust, whlch he
characterlzed as a eriminal.

If, Mr. Clark sald, the Standard Oil
Company was not, as he belleved, the
sole beneflelary under tho bill, ha
would not object to the crude oll pro-
ducers getting a revenue tarlff, Speak¬
er Cannon took the floor to make an
explanatlon, when Mr. Clark sald he had
gone to the White House to dlscuss the
tarlff question wlth President Taft be¬
fore, tho bill was reported. Mr. Cannon
admltted that he went there at the in¬
vitation of the President, hut denied
that the tarlff was discussed or If it
was, he tlid not know It. Mr. Cannon
took occasion to remark that he rarely
corrected mlsrepresentation, but it
seemed in the present Instance he
could do so wlth propriety. In former
years, he declared, lie had sat In the
chalr and on the floor and heard mis-
representations "abounding ln absolute
falsohood that have been taken for
truth by the muckracking newspapers
and even wrltten in the Democratlc
platform."

"Uncle Joe" ISxplalua.
Mr. Clarke protested that he was not

trylng to mlsreprosent the Speaker.
"I sometlmes think." suavely replied

Mr. Cannon, "that perhaps.he ls not as
ciear aa to the matter of the diffor-
ence between the suggestlon of that
whlch is error and the lottlng alone of
that whlch Is truth as he mlght havo
been ln diacusslng the publlc questions
touchiug t^ie rovonues."
Resumlng hls arguinotit, Mr. Clark

announeed that lf glven the opportunity
ho would vote to put boots nnd shoes
on the freo list, "aml,." he 3ald, "they
can hellow about free traders as much
as they please."
Never. he sald, would tho tarlff ho

taken off boots and shoes, unless lt
was done whon lt was taken off of
hides.

Mr. Clark predluted tiuit when the
Senate got through wlth rutting aml
curvlug lhe PaytlO bill, Mr. I'ayno
would not recognize hls own child
when ho met It in tho road. "Tho

TO PRESIDENT TAFT

Says Tariff Has Killed the Cof¬
fee Industry in the Island,
and House of Delegates Is
Nonenity on Account

Council.

WASHINGTON, D. C, March 2*..
That Porto Rlco was governed
better under Spanlsh rule than

under Amerlcan admlnlstratlon, that
:he Spanish-Amertcan War and tlio con-

jequent occupatlon of tho island by
the United States haa ruined tho cof¬
fee induBtry, the moat Important ln tho
island, and that the executive council,
composed largely of Amerlcans, ls re¬
sponsible entlrely for the present crlsls,
were tho doclarations mado to-nlght by
buia .Munoz Rlvera, chairman of tho
:ommlsslon now hore.
The commlssion was appolnted by the

Houso of Delegates to lay before Presl-
lent Taft, Congress and tho Amerlenn
people, tho reasons for the cxlstlng
conditions ln the Island, and to ask
for concesslons from this country, both
ln regard to the form of govemment in
Iho island and the tarlff proposition.

Ask Only Juatlcc.
Commissioner Rivera clalmed that

all the Porto Blcans ask for ls Justlce
and that tho Amerlcans are not glvlhg
them tlils. He said that tlio House
of Delegates has been made practleally
a nonenity by the executive council
correspondlng to tho upper house, and
that the upper body refused to llster
to the Houso of Delegates In tha re¬
cent extraordinary session of the Portc
Rlcan Congress, called by Govornei
Post, even when tho lower body wa«

perfectly willing to mako all necea-
sary concesslon in leglslation.
Commissioner Larrinaga, delegatt

from Porto Rlco to Congress, wlll en-
deavor to-morrow to arrange for ar
Interview for the commisslon wlth
President Taft. The latter has tht
power to straighten out tho situatlon
but the desired change in govcrnment
will require congresslonal amendment
to tho Foraker act, by whlch tU<
Island is governed. v

Blame* the TnrltV.
In regard to tlie tarlff on coffei

Commissioner Rlvera declared that, ii
a result of the Amerlcan occupatlor
of the island, the protective articb
had dropped from $35 to |0 a hundret
pounds, all ita forelgn markets hav¬
ing been taken away as a result ol
the American tariff law.
He declared that tho Executlvt

Council uoes not conslder the deslres
of the Porto Rlcan people ln ute leg¬
lslation whlch comes before them. H<
sald that the upper body has refuset
to sanctlon bllls passed by the House
whlch met with the approval of tht
people of the entire island. Inatcac
of grantlng them manual tralnlng
schools, for Instance, which, he said
were much needed and desired, th<
Executive Council sent back a blll t<
do away wlth the only boys' charltj
school in the island.
He relates the statement that thi

Porto Ricans ask only for justice, bu
at the present the island's govem¬
ment is worse than that practiced bj
some of the most, tyrannlcal govern
ments in the world.

Oppnrtiinltlea for Graft.
NEW TORK, March 24..A dlshonest

man holdlng thn poaltlon of Pollce
Commissioner ln New Tork Clty easily
mlght become a milllonalre In a few
montha, ao great are tho opportunl-
tles for llllcit galns, according to a
atatement to-day by Commlaatoner
Bingham.
During Mr. Blngham's flrat year ln

the ofllee, he aaid, a slnglo brlbe of
$600,000 a year was offered hlm lf he
would protect certain crlmlnal lnter¬
ests. "Compliance with the condition:-)
of the offer," ho added, "would have
been entlrely of a negatlve matter.
all thoy wanted was to be let alone."
Commlsatoner Bingham was worked

up over the refusal of the City Alder-
ment to vote hlm an approprlatlon of
5100,000 for a secret aervlce to inves¬
tigate black hand crimes and other
matters.

brlbe oftyr, whlch he had recelved
when ho llrst took up tho ofllee.

"Tho offer waa, of courae, carefully
guarded," he sald. "It came from a
suave gentleman who knew how to
handle words to pertectlon, and was
able to make hla hearer understand
what was meant wlthout laying hlm¬
self open to any unpleasant after
effects.

"I listencd untll I understood what
tho fellow was about. Then I gave
hlm such a talklng to that he will
nover forget hls vlslt here as long as
ho Ilves. I have not heard from hlm
since."
Commlasloner Bingham decllned to

glve the name of the man who had
made tho offer, nor would he say what
lnterests had sought protectlon.

It was rumored later that Distriet
Attorney Joromo would Investigate the
charges made by Mr. Bingham.

ceive Death Verdict.

PRISONERS ARE NOW
UNDER CLOSE GUARD

NTo Violence Expected, but It Is
Whispered About That Lynch-
ing May Be Attemptcd.
One Defendant Gets Off

With Fifteen
Years.

POWHATAN C. H., VA.. March 24..
After belng out forty minutes,
tho Jury shortly after C o'clock

thls afternoon returned a verdict of
niurder ln the first degreo agalnst
Lewls Jenklns. Joe and Isham Taylor,
and a vordlct of murder in tho second
degree against John Brown. whose
punlshment was flxcd at lifteen years
In tho ponltRntiary. The threo prlu-
clpals took what Is practleally a sen¬
tence of death wlthout tlinchlng.
Brown whlmperod. Afterwards, how¬
ever, he appeared happy over the fact
that ho had been dealt wlth less
sevcrcly than the others.
Sentence wlll not bo passed untll af¬

ter the trial of Willlam Brown, son
of John Brown, whoso trial beglns to-
morrow morning. There la less evl¬
dence agalnst hlm than agalnst tlie
others. Judge Hundley said that he
did not wish to go through the ordeal
of passlng sentence more than once.
Tho trial of tho younger Brown wil!
probably be finlshed early in tlie day
The crowd wai ted in liushed sus-

pense whlle the Jury was out. Every
man stood up wltli tho prisoners to
hear the verdict read. It -was recelved
ln sitence. Judge Hundley ordorcd the
courtroom cleared, and lhe spectatora
followed tho prisonerci to tho jail.
They wero so close behlnd that ihe
oflicers ordered them to hail, and the
prisoners looked back ln tcrror. Noth¬
ing was sa'd, and the men scon ilis-
perscd.

Shacklcd to Kloor.
The prisoners were lak ;u insidc ilie

jall, and the two Taylora aud Jenklns
were roanacled and snackleil to the
floor. Isham Taylor lad !.. ;m,i ii
realize what tho verdict meant. f.eudt
ot awoat stood out on hls forelu.ad,
and the tears coursed duta n hla el ft
His wife collapsed and fal n.-il ..-.i:-M.
the jail. The other twn i.n n ..,;.
still immobile.
Policeman Johnson, who brought t:.<

prisoners here, and who haa done most
effectlve work on the case', ia remaln¬
lng in the cell wlth tlio prisoners to-
nlght, kceping watch with tho othOf
offlcera. Deputy Sheriff Traylor ail 1
Constable Burch, of Henrlco county,
are also helping to guard tlie piis-
oners. Sheriff Baugh has sworn In half
a dozen deputies to keep guard on the
outside. He ls following out the ol-.l
maxlm that to bo forearmed Is to he
forewarned, Although there has been
no actual slgn of trouble. there are a
few whlspers going around that mob
violence Is nt least a possibltity.
Violence mlght have broken out had

Brown been acquitted. The bellef that
the gang had premeditated other as-
sasslnatlons ls galnlng credence. Tt
was contldently expected that the jury
would not be out more than ilvo or ten
minutes. It -was learned afterwards
tliat the iialloling was over Brown's
sentence. Tlie jury ranged between
elght and elghteen years as the pen¬
alty. One wanted to give elght years,
two ten nnd three elghteen years. On
the thlrd ballot tlie Jurors eomproihlscd
on tlfteen years.

Evldence Cbnvlnclng.
AU the evldence agalnst the threo

principals was absolutely convincing.
Jenkins's own testimony would have
convicted hlm wiinout any other. He
swore that all he knew had been told
hlm by a "splrlt and angels." HC even

stopped several minutes during the
giving of his evldence to hear from
the "splrlt." He denied positively thal
he was present when the crime was

commltted, but he descrlbed every ctr-
cumstance of the murder and arson
with a rhlnuteness of detail that could
have been gained only by one who
wus present. He remembered even tha
dlfferent colns and bills whlch were
stolen froin Johnson's body and from
Jlrs. Skipwlth's room.

Joe Taylor, he said. kllled Mrs.

According to the evl¬
dence, tlie negroes went ahout thelr
work dellberately, even stopplng to
eat blseults and preserves.
