DAYTONA, FLA.. March 25..The

thlrd day's tourncy of tho Daytona
Beach race8 were conllned alm03t cs-
clualvcly to motor cycle and blcycle
races, there belng only two automobile
races, the Daytona'handlcap, whlch wae
run twice, a distance of four mlles each
The prlncipal feature of the day's

events was the breaking of the world's
one-hour motor cycle record of sixty-
nlne miles by Walter Goerke, of Brook¬
lyn, N. Y., the former record being
one hour, made orr the Brookland ce¬
ment track, ln England. Goerke also
eatabllahcd a new world's record foi
the kllometre, covering the distance in
27 4-t> seconds. Robert htubbs. of Blr-
mlngham, Ala.. also lowered'the world's
one-mile motor cyclo record, mado yes¬
terday by Goerke, ln the remarkably
fast tlme of 43 2-5 seconds, agalnst
Goerkc's tlme of 15 1-5 seconds.
The Bulck team, composed of Strang

Burman, Myera and Dewitt, logetliei
wlth thelr cars, left tlils morning for
Atlanta to enter in the hlll-cllmblng
conteat. The big rccord-'breaklng
Benz, after breaking her plston, was
ahlpped bark to 2<c\v York to-day, when
it was found that tho car could not be
repalred. II. J. Kilpatrlck also shipped
hls Red Pevll back to Now York to-
duy.
