cert In the Clty Auditorlum.
When tho question of turning thc

old Third Market into an auditorlum
was flrst hroached, the diITlcultle3 ln
tho way seemed tnauporable, nnd even
aftcr tho concrete lloors had been put
ln tho acoustlcs wero so bad that all
hopo of uslng lt for tho Wednesday
Club concert hall last spring had to
bn abandoned. The Clty Councll..how¬
ever, very wisoly adopted the entlrely
Fucccssful expodlont of puttlng In a

cclllng and thorcby removed all acous-

tlc dlfilcultios. In additlon, tho Clty
Councll hns put In 1,000 orchestra
chalrs. Tho present auditorlum, there¬
fore, is In point of comfort. seatlng
capacity nnd general adaptablllty for
the purpose for whlch lt ls Intended,
fully up to tho ex:pcctatlons and hopes
that havo so long lnsplred tho muslc-
lovors of Rlchmond ln their effort to
popularlzo tho work of tho great mas¬

ters. As a result of thc3o Improve-
ments. tho Wednesday Club is, for the
flrst time in its llfc, able to offer
Its tickcts at a prlce that will plnce
them withln tho reach of every one.

As a moro ass.t for tho clty nlono
such R possiblllty ls of tho grcatest
valuo and slgnlfleance. The Damrosch
Orchcstra. wlth Its soloists,- the mag-
nlllcent chorus of tho Wednesday Club,
tho melodious songs from a thousand
children's throats, aro nll to be cn-

.1oyed at a price a llttlo moro than

the cost of a movlng picturo show.
Tl-.is much tho auditorlum has ac¬

compllshed already. nnd thls is but a

promlsc of what may bo accompllsh¬
ed in a greater measure in lhe future.

T..Y UF.FOR_.rr THE ABO-t-ITTOI. OF
dotbi.e taxation.

While steadjly urglng tbo reform of
tho present system of assessing taxes
ns thc flrst css'ential in regenerating
tl: present decrepit tax code of Vir¬
ginia. this newspaper ha3 Inslsted that
tnero are other and hardly less ob-
noxlous feaitures of tho law whlch de-
! and lmmediato modlflcation. Among
these ls tlio prlnclplo of doublo taxa¬
tion on certain classes of property, a

prlnclple which conflicts wlth every
fundamental doctrlno of correct taxa-
llon. The mortgage tax is, ln our Judg-
ment, the worst examplo of doublo
taxation now on the statuto books. This
tax should at the earlieat posslblo mo-
rnent bo so modificd as to regard tho
mortgago as un interest tn lhe prop¬
erty, and hence taxablo only as a part
of the property.
Whllo thls chango wlll remove tho

double tax on mortgages, Justlco bo-
twocn all mortgagors wlll not bo
-.chieved until ono othor defect in the
present law has beon repalred. A3 thc
law now stands, all s;->ck3, bonds, capi¬
tal tnvested, etc. havo to bo liated in
Schedulo C of tho tax return. On thls

.ichcd.le, however, where stocks, bonds
ind other evldencos of debt aro llsted,
tho tax-payor is allowed to deduct
"from tho aggrcgato amount thcrcoi
all such bonda, demands, or claims noi
otherwlse deducted owlng to othera a:
_uch prlncipal debter, and not as guar-
a-ntor, indorser, or -..urcty" (Acts 1D02-
94. chap. 148, see. S).
On Its face, thls is a most rcasonablc

provlslon. allowlng, as it does, the mnr
who owes money to deduct that buii
from the amounts owod by him am
tsxed against him. Bntthis provisloi
»Ilows of great injustice ro certali
nr. rtgasors. If ono man bappens t.
own bonda to the arnount of, say, $10.
00", and hao a house rnortgaged to th
tmount cf $7,000, under the law h
con deduc'. the latter sum from hi
tcxablo bonds, etc, under Schedulo C
On tho other hand, tho man who own.
no taxablo securitles, and yet has hi
property rnortgaged, must pay on Ui
full assessed valuo of tho propert
without any offsot or discount.
The remedy for thls defect in th

law le manifest, Tho sectlon allowin
offsets shouii* bo so modificd as t
provido that the credlts should nc
Include the prlncipal of any mortgag
or deed of trust owed by tho tax
payer. in thla marner, and by apply
Ing the principle that the mortgage
nn ituerc-st m the property, we bellcv
that the Virginia law regardlng mort
gages may bo placed on a Just an
ecjuitable footlng._^

WHY DODGE THE aVESTIONS?
As a controverslallst, tho Petcrsburs

Index-Appoal ls something of a dls-

nppolntmont, owlng to Its fancy for

plcklng a phraso or so from n general
cllsscrtatlon nnd sollloqulr.ing upon
that as though lt could positlvcly
descry nothlng clso on tho horizon.

Wo recently had occaslon to'stato our

contemporary's hypotheslg of campolgn
ethtcs, as we had grasped lt, some¬

thing like this: That lt was proper for
a candldat© to enter a campaign wlth
a mentally rescrved purposo of such a

naturo that ho would havo to dlscard
lt ot onco lf anybody asked whether
or not he had lt. In caso thia buiu-

rnary was unfalr or Inaccurate, we

courtcd public correctlon and rebuko.
Tlio succceding Issuo of thc Index-
Appcal contalns half a column, secin-

ingly intended to bo a contribution to

our Joint dlscusslon, and containing
rebuko enough, heaven knows; but of
our statement of Ita posltlon ln the
solo matter nt Issue wo can find no

word ln exceptlon. If our contempo¬
rary ls really willing to let that stand
aa Us deltberate vlew of tho duty of
n cnmlidato toward the eloctorate,
thoro ls obvlously nothlng tnoro to say.
Its oplnlon on a matter of prlnelple
and our own dlffcr so wldely that all
dlscusslon ls a waste of time.
But wo prefer not to let tho matter

go by default. To stlmulato thought
and facllltato reply, wo had reduced the
prlnelple hero involved to a couple of
simplo questlons, to which wo have
alrcady cpeciflcally lnvited thc Index-
Appeal's attention. Our contemporary
has so far ovineed no intorost In thcae
questlons, though lt has found spa.ee
enough to belabor us lustlly for cer¬

taln exhlbltlons ot "narrow-gaugo
splto" and "attempts to bellttle" lt, of
which. it seems, wo have beon guilty.
Overslghts, of course, aflllct tho best
of us; and that there may be no pos-
slbllity of mlstake, wo 6hall venture
to rcpeat thesa questlons hero. rencw-
Ing our prevlous suggestlon that they
aro not unworthj- of attention:

If U was rlght for candldates to
enter tho campaign wlth tho purpose
of defeatltig any. Sta.-wldo leglsla¬
tion by tho plea thfijgthey wero "elected
on a local option'^gjgdge," why should
thoy not inform tlio-voters of this pur¬
poso beforchand? '-__

lf lt was wrong for them to enter
the campaign with such a purpose.
why should honest pcrsons conspiro to
help them carry through this wrong?
Unless tho Index-Appcul can answer

theso questlons fully, honcstly and con-
vlnclngly, wo assuro U that nny fur¬
ther ohscrvations that It mlght be
tempted to n)ako would be mcrely a
uselesa spolllng of good whlt0 paper.
Vague, yet florce phtllppica aro, por-
haps, not to bo desplscd whoro they
eervo to roliovo the fcellngs, but in-
telllgcnt people will rarely accopt
thctn as a substltuto for loglc.

BTIIAK ALI.EN IHTCHCOCK.

Efflcleut aud Hlgb-Mlnded Public SeV-
vant Dlil Great Work.

Ethan AUon Hltchcock, whose death
we record to-day, was an admlrabie
type of tho hlgh-mlndod public scrvant.
Born in tho South, yet 'wlth Now IQng-
land blood In hls velns. ho becumo a
inoruhnnt and nianufacturer, Ho bo-
gan lils puhllo careor ln tho dlplomatlc
Korvlco, hecomlng our llrst ambassudoi
to the Russlan court. During MeKln-
ley's ,adi)ilnlstratlon ho was placed at
t |io hoatl of tho Interior Department
whero tho greut udmlulstrativo task ol
his life awaltod him. Tho department
hud bocomo lnfested wlth dry rot anc
petty forms of corruptlon. He wat
surrounded by suhordinatea who weri
contlnually hotruying the puhllo ln-
tereat, und who for so long tlmo man-
nged to hoodwlnk tho seorotary
Eventually thoy were dlsooverod anc
Binoked out, only to dlsoloso that thej
wero ln league wlth powerful despollen
of -tho public domaln, and wlth Sona-
tors aud nepresontatlvos ln Congresi
Ktanding haok of defectl.vo and un-
rlshtooua land law«,.Wushlpgton Her
*vld.

Although Slr Chnrlcs is a very rlch

man, both through the monoy whlch
lle inherltod from his father an.l
through his marrlage, ho hua grndu-
atcd from thc bankruptoy court. Hut
this was not. because ho could not pay.
but because he would not surrender
the damngee awarded to tlie scuiptor,
Klcbard. Ilelt. who was not long aftor¬
wards sontenccd to a- term of pctial
servltude for forgery and fraud, thus
justifylng that oplnlon for tho expres-
slan of which Clmrlio Lawes had been
mulcted In damage.'-. Lawes, who was
at the tlmo moro or lesa dependenl
on his very/cwealthy father. know that
ho was right about Belt, and, sooner
tlian pay tbe damages or costs, went
into voluntury bankruptoy.
Tho Lnwes-Bolt caao wns the catiso

¦"_"c.ebre of 1S83. Thero woro ln reallty
three Bclt triala, two civll and one
criminul. Tho tlrst "ne wus brought
nbout by a--rathcr aensatlonal para¬
graph, whlch appeared ln tlie London
aocloty paper, Vanily Fair. Intlmallng
that Rlchard Belt, who hud recently
quittcd the studlo of Cliarlle Lawes,
and had set up as a scuiptor on his
own account, wns not In reallty thc
author of the statuo of Dcan Stanloy.
of tho Byron monument and of the
memorlal bust3 ot Charles Klngsley
nnd Cunon Conway, but that they hud
been mado for' lilm.that he was
vholly Incapablo ol» doing anything ln
lhe shape of artiatio work. and that
ho was nelthcr a scuiptor nor an ar-
tist, but morcly a atatue Jobber and
nn ltnpostor. This artlclo remalned
uncontradlctdd for several months.
untll, when Belt acnt In deslgns for
a memorlal advertlscd for by the Cor¬
poratlon of London. Charles Lawes
wroto to the Lord Mayor, calling at¬
tentlon to tho statements ln Vanlty
Faiiv avowlng hlmself tho author
thereof, and laylng stress on tho fact
that thoy had never been contradlcted.
It was only then that Belt wns forced
by his friends to bring the mattor Into
court and to lnstitute a civll suit
agalnst Lawes for damages.
The trial lastod forty-flve days, all

the most emlncnt counsel of the day
being ongaged in thc case, the legal
cxpenscs of Belt belng defrayed by a

number of his followers and frlonds.
mostly peoplo of the so-callcd acathetlc
cult, of which Oscar Wllde was tho
bright particular star. Indecd, Uiqro
l:i 110 small analogy between tho cu-
lecrs Of theso two men. Tlio Jury in
tlio case was compo.-ed of London pctty
tradesmen, without the sllglitcst knowl-
odgo of art. and when Belt modelcd
in its presonce a bust wlilch was de¬
clared by Lord Leighton, then pres
ilent of the Koyul Academy (hlmself
an eminent scuiptor). by Sir .lohn Mll-
b.i.s and by tho Bculptor, Thornycroft.
both of them members of tho Royal
Acadctuv, to bo utterly devold of ar-
tlstic. merit, and manifestly foshlonod
by dlltoront hands from thoao wlilch
bad produced the statue of Dean Sta.lt-
ley and tlie Lord Byron memorlal. it
decided, nevcrtheless, that Bclt had
proved himself to bo a scuiptor. that
ho had been Klandered. and return.o.
a verdlct ln his favor of $2f..O0O dam¬
ages. This vcrdict wns tipheld on ap¬
peal, in splte of the popular oonvlC-
tion aud tho certajnty in all artistlc
circlos that Lawes" was Justiiled in
his statements and that Belt was an

impostor.
lt waa thcreupon Ihat Lawes, on

tho advlco of his lawyer, Slr George
Lewis, resorted to the bankruptoy

A few months later Belt wns arreatcd

aud trlod at the Central Ctlmlnal Court
ln London on charges of having. ob-
talned by fraud and by forgery sums
to tho amount of $40,000 from Slr *v\ 11-
llam Abdv. Tho frauds practlced upon
Slr Wllllam Abdy by Belt wero of thc
most grosa and shameful detfcr ptlon,
and lt was unlversally felt that Belt
got his merlts when he was sentenced
to a long term of penal servltude.

It was slx years ago that Slr cnarict.

Lawes, who inherited his father a baro-
netcy and great fortuno in 1900, adopt¬
ed the name of Wlttowronge, ou suc-

ceedlng to the cxtenslve property of a

relatlve. and ln oomplianco with .tho
stipulatlons of tho latter's wlll. Many
regrelted it.not only because Slr
Charles had won considcrablc famo as

a scuiptor under tho namo of Lawes,
but also because of the celebrlty en-

joved by his father, who may be sald to
luivo been tho founder of the artiflcial
matiuro lndustry, and of lta application
to lndustry. It is from his estate at
Rothamsted, in Ilcrtfordshlre. now

owned bv Slr Charles, that not only
British, but Amerlcan and forelgn ag-
1-lcultural experta havo obtained much
ot tlielr knowledge nnd the insplra-
tlon of tlielr teachlngs.
Thc lato Slr .Tohn Lawes startcd the

cxpcrlments at Rothamsted ln 1843.
and they aro still going on thero to
thls day, thanks to a trust of $500,000
which Klr John, who received a baro-
notcy for his servlces to agriculturo,
left at his death for tho purpose.

Young Slr Fhilip. Brocklohurst, who
scems to have been tho only mombor
of tho Shaclsleton South Pole cxpedi-
tlon who suffered any injury. having
loat ono of his toes through frost-blte,
was, ln splte of.hls youth, ono of the
chief surveyort. of tho party, at whlch
ho did most important work, and spent
hla twenty-Urst. birthday.that is to

aay, attalned his majorlty.whlle on¬

gaged ln tho first ascont over mado
of Mount Krebus. tho great Antaretle
volcano. His fondness f r travel ind
exploration cbmes to him by inherit-
uneo, ns his father was well known :n
connection wlth geographlcal Investl-
gation. Young Sir Fhilip is very rlch,
thu wealth of the family belng dorlved
from tholr silk manufacturing Und
banklng buslness ln Maccleafleld und
Mmichester.
A cousin of Slr Phlllp. Colonel John

Brocklohurst, ls the own particular
equerry of Queen Alexandra, and, be-
sldes having taken part in the rellof
of Lndysmlth, has enjoyed tho prob¬
ably untque exporlenoe for a commonor
of having been crowned as Klng of
Great Brltaln and Ireland in Wcstmln-
stor, not merely onco, llko Edward VII,
but on several occasions.

It may be recalled that King Ed-
wardVs ''coronatlon was preceded by
many rohearsals, ln order that there
might bo no hltch In the ceremony.
As he was Just rocovorlng from a se-
vero operatlon. lt was out of the quos-
tlon that ho should take part tn theso
rehenrsals, and ln consequonco thereof
tho Queon's equerry, Colonel John
Brocklohurst, was deputed to tako his
place. Day after day tho colonel .at
on tho throne of Klng Edwavrt
tho Confessor ln tho old abbny. wa_
anointed, rnbed, crowned, Invested wlth
scoptro ahd wlth a sword of stato, and
recelved tho kneollng homago of peers
and prelatos, glvlng to tho latter tho
klfts of peace.

foro the nctual coronatlon of tho Klng.
it Is Just a questlon iu the minds of
somo people as to whother Colonel
Brocklohurst is not reitlly tho crowned

Payne Blll, Though .. oiiicwhat Iinpruved,
o_Ter» No Hopc to Couauraer.

The Payne b|ll has been somowhat
Improyed, from tho consumers' staud-
polnt, by Its rough passage through
tho House. Coffee and tea are dotl-
nltoly on the freo llst, so are potro¬
loum and lta products. Two Jokora
altectlng the lumber and the cotton
duties adversely to importatlons have
beon ellml-ftated, tho duty on crude co-

coa has been reduood, and several
other mlnor ooncesslons have been
mado to tho consumlng publlc. Hldes
remaln on the freo HBt, but, on tho
other hand. freo lumber is hopelessty
doomod. Those who have beon de¬
mandlng free lumber Bay the reductlon
ln the lumber sohedulo wlll avall tho
consumer nothlng. Louislana rice
planters are secured from the terrlblo
monaoo of Phlllpplne rice, tobacco du¬
ties aro boostod to tho satlsfactlon of
both Virginia and Conneotlout, Mr.
Tawney haa been placated ln the mat¬
ter of barley, and dlvera otbor protec-
tlve dulles have been addod.
We sso no reason, on account of

these ohanges, to altor our origlnal
oplnlon that the blll Is a hlghly pro¬
tectlvo measure, offerlng tho consumer
very llttlo hope that the cost of ltvlng
wlll be ln any wny decreased. Publlo
sentlment how beon able to prevent the
Imposltlon of taxos on tea and coffoe;
lt has not been able to compei che
House to modlfy tho monstrous woolen
sohodulo, to ollmlnate the hlgher duties
on hoslery and gloves, or to change
any of the heavy proteotive dutl-ts
whlch dlroctly alfeot the ordinary cltl-

Tho late Algernon Cnarlos &winbum«
publiahcd hla llrst book ln 1!>61. whon
ho was still in hla twonties. Mvu
yeara aftorward ho waa thu talk :>t
tho town. Hla early fame was nvt
wlthout certaln advcntltlous elomcuis,
whlch ho hnd later to live down. Tno
pagau fcrvors of the "Poems und Bal-
laaa" made a far greator atlr in thu
v,-orld than had been mado by the pure
beauty of "Atalanta in Calydon," though
that mastcrpl.icc had not by any nvetMis
passed unnoticcd. Thenceforth Swin-
burno was a flguro wlth whom iho
critlcs had to recken. In 1875 Mr. Stcd-
man halled him as "tho forcmosi of
tho youngcr school of Brltlsh poels.
and, as time went on, wltncaslng^ iha
dlsappcaranco from thc scene of Ten¬
nyson and Arnold and Morrls, lt becum-i
customary to Kpe#.k of him as the
greatest livlng poet. This vlcw of tho
matter gradually crystallized lnto a

tradltlon. When Alfrcd Austin was
mado laureato half tho dlscontent
rulsed hy the appointment was trace-
ablo to a widesprcad convlctlon tliat
unless Swinburno illled the ofllee it
wero better left .icant. Yot beneath
the steady stream of eulogy'oii which
tlils poet has beon borne for a gene-
