.superlhtendents of educatlon, whlch is
uttr-cting the strongest men among
us. and growlng recognltion of these
leaders as the real shepherds of the
people.

"6. Tho National Bureau of Eduea¬
tion at 'Washington has made such
vise of its llmlted r'esou'rdes as has ren¬
dered it a valuable relnforcement ot
every good cdiicatlonul, movement
throughout Iho land. We aro glad to
note that Congress has begun to make
distinct ihcreaso in the appropriation,
as. what has hitherto heen made ls to-
taily Inadequate to the needs of the
ofllee aml painfully dlaproportlonato to
tlie imponanco of thc interests whlch
lt served. Wc respeetfiilly urge upon
Congress that it undertako wlthout
further dela.y t,ho pluclng of thls bu¬
reau upon o plu.no ot cflleloney'such as

will onablc it.to rendor in full the scr-

vice which thc States rcprescntod in
thls conferenco reqtiire and expect
froin sijcli a Feilcral ofllee."

WASHINGTON, April 16.. I'rcsl-
dcut Taft to-day told a largo
body of Fennsylvanlans and

Vlrgtnlans that he had lieard tnucb
sald about tlio proper quallilcatlons of
a man for Prealdent of thu United
-States, but that after an expcrieiiCH
of slx weeks in tho exccutlve chalr he
had come to thc concluslon that he
lacltcd one cssential i|uallflcation.thc
ability tu decline invltatlons. lle was
trylug, he sald, to cducato himself
up to thls stundard, but hc could nol
-begln tho experlmcnt of dccllnatiuu
upon such a body of distlnguished men
and upon nn lnvitatlon presented wlth
such cordlallty and Iieartlness.

lle agreed to go to Petersburg, Va.,
May I'J, and bc present at thc urivt.lt-
Ing of a flne monument at Fort Ma-
hone to tho Pennsylvanla troops who
feli ln thc fights during the famous
slege of (Scncral Grant. Thc monu-
nient has been crccted by the State
of Pennsylvania. under tho supervlslon
of a battlefleld commisslon and a
Joint commlttee of the heglslature. Thc
unvelllng ceremonios will be partlci-
pated in by ofllclals and former Civll
War soldiers of both States.

luvltiitlon Exteoded.
TJie invltation to the President was

presented by Major Isaac Brown, of
the Pennsylvania Battlefleld Commls¬
sion: State Senator Fox, of the Penn¬
sylvanla leglslatlvo joint commlttee.
who also kuvc the President a letter
from Governor Stuart: Senator Martin,
of Virginia, wlth a letter from Gov¬
ernor Swanson, of that fetate; Mayor
Jones, of Petersburg; W. N. .loncs,
t-liairinan of lhe Petersburg Board of
Aldermen; M. T. Patterson, president
Petersburg Clty Councll; Charles H.
Davle, president of the Petersburg
Chamber of Commerce; Representativ<_
Olmsted, of Pennsylvania, and a large
number of others. Includlng the mem¬
bers of lhe battlelield commisslun.

President Taft wlll spend the
Kreatcr part of May 19 on tlie battle-
lield of Petersburg, aud will have
polnted out _*omc of the spols of tliat
great slruggle. He will probably
lca.c Washlngton the morning of thc
1.0 tli, nrrivlug ln FctorRburg aftcr
noon. He wlll be in that viclnlty un¬
til tho nlght of tho 10th. when hc
w-iii go to Charlotte, N. C. wherc lie
is to attend tho Mecklenburg colo-
bratlon on thc 20th of May. Thls ln¬
vitatlon was accepted by him several
weeks ago. ITe wlll return from Char¬
lotte the afternoon or evening of thc
20th, gettlng to AVashington thc morn¬

President Taft told thc lahor leaders
tliat he regarded the matt<*r of an antl-
Injunetlon law as one of the most Im-
portiint phasos ot hls nilministratlon.
Ile added that he felt lie. had made nls
position clear on the subject In nls
speech of acceptance Inst July at Cln-
elnnatl and had conflrnicd tliat portion
In hls Itmugural address.
The federatlon councll urged tho

President to uso hls efforts for an
exlenslon of the elght-hour law. so
that It wlll apply to contractors nnd
subcontractors furnishltiK materials
und (ittings for governinotit buildlngs
and other goverrinicnl works. The l.i-.v
now applles only to "irovornryeii*.
