While condltlons ln tho near Hast con¬
tinue to bo alarmlng, the Stato Do
pHrtincnt has heen assured hy Grea:
Brltaln thnt her ships on tho sccno are

adoquate io protect Amerlcans as well
ns Engllsh subjocts.
Further a'lvices to-day from the Lon¬

don embassy contnln the Informatlon
Hint Russia hns sent an expedltlon to
Tabriz for thc relief of forelgn nntlonn.
It is also statcd that the Brltlsh rep-
I'ogontntlves at Teheran do uot regard
lhe filtuatlon as serlous ns tho Ameri¬
can lrgutlon has Indlcatcd.
A dlspateh from tho American em-

bassy at Constantlnople states that af-
icr scvere flghtlng the clty ls ln com-
pieto control of the constltutlonnl
forces,
Tho dlspateh says tho dragoman or

intqrp.ro ter of tho American embassy,
a Turk, has been sllghtly wounded.
nnd that,Mr. Moore, tho newspaper
corrcspondent, Is rcsting easy. No
other Amerlcans havo beon Injured.

Trouble. is llkely to continue in tho
provinces, It is said. untll quiet is ro-
storod In Constantlnople. Recent in¬
formatlon from thc provinces is far
from roassurng,
The national assembly slttlng at San

Stefano has decllned to reeognlze tho
legal existence of the present Cabinet.
Tlio members of the Cabinet aro scat-
tcred and no new Cabinet has been
formed, nccnrdlng to recent udvlces.

Vlce-Coiisul Dcbbas. at Merslna, has
advised the department that Morslna
is qulet, but thut conditions at Lata-
kia. and Eassal are uneasy. Tho slt¬
uation at lladjln ls reported as worsc.

Consul Nathan, nt Patraa, Greccc,
.was cabled orders yesterday to
immedlately to Merslna to tako chargo
of the consulate, becaus* of h'u knowl¬
edge of Arabic and modern Greck,
which may he of great asslstance to
Amerlcans there.

S1TLATION GRAVE.
BEIRUT, April 25..Thc sltuation in

Aslatlc Turkey is one of extreme grav-
itj. Ilow many thousands havo beon
massarrcd cannot bc ostimated, tho dls-
tiTi-ljances lutving been so wldcspread.
Latest estlmutcs placo the number of
kllled tn Adana. nt upproxlmatcly 25,-
OOu, and thousands have boen done to
death In lhe towns of other dlstricts.
The stato of siege which several of the
places aro undergolng hus brought tho
inhabit'ants to lhe verge of slarvatlon.

Several warships ure ln these waters,
but the disordei's are so far-reachin^
that tho efforts of the powers to rc-
atore normal condltlons havo as yet
haruly been felt. The French crulscr
Jules Forry nrrlvcd hero to-day, ond
lcii for Latakla, where swarms of re-
fu^eos nre pourlng In. Brltlsh, French
11u.1 German warships nro at other

-ports, and marlnca have been landed

'whero 10,000 peoplo are bosleged by
lmmcnsc bands of Kurds and Circiis'-
Mians, Only two daya ago a Btitish
wurshlp returned from thnt place, tho
governor havlng refused the com-
mnndcr pcrmlsslOn to land n small
party.

Children drlnk
out of anlmal tracks aftcr u shower.
Thero waa Incessant flrlng on Grcrdc
pubjects sent out under escort yes¬
terday,

OFFfCfAL TITLES
Abdul Hamid's Line Rulcd Over

Vast Tcrritory for Six
Centuries.

Every olllolal tltlo of Abdul Hamld
ls tho rocord of a great vlctory won

hy ono of IiIb nnccators, but, alnco tho
decndence of the Turklsh Eniplre, tho
flrst slgna of whlcll camo after lhe
death of Hollmnn tho Mngnlflcent,
three ccnturlea ago, not ono of the
Sultans hns had so many tltlcs whlch
nro hlstorlo nnd no more.
Turkey onco comprlsed, besldes Its

presont terrltory, Oreoce, Bulgarla,
Eastern Itouinclla, Roumanla, Servla,
Bosnia, llerzogovlnn, a portlon of
Southorn Ilussla, Asln Mlnor to tho
bordera of PerBla, Egypt, Syrla, Trlp-
oll, Tunis, Alglers and numeroua Isl¬
ands ln tho Moditerrnnean.
Accordlng to his vnrlous tltlcs Ab¬

dul llnnild rolgns over a population of
50,000,000, nnd nn area twlco tho slzo
of Europo without Bussla. In roallty,
Alglors and Tunls, 175,000 square
mllea nnd 5,000,000 Inhabltanta, aro
Fronch. Egypt, 500,000 mlles nnd over
6.000.000 lnhabltants, la Independont.
Servla and Bosnia, 40,000 mlles and
S.DOO.poo lnhnbltanta, ore Auatrlan. '.
Wallachla and Moldavla, 46,000 mllea
and 5,000,0*00 inhabltanta, aro United
ln tho lndopendcnt klngdom of Kou-
mnnla. Bulgarla, Jndopendent, und
Kastorn Boumella, ln fact a part of
Bulgarla, 40,000 aquaro mllea and 3,-
000,000 Inhabitnnts, ond Groece, 1.25.000
mllea nnd 2,000,000 inhabltanta, llguro
with no more reason ln tho Turklsh
Sultan'a llst than dld Franco ln that
of the Intcr Engllsh klngs.
In Africa Turkey hns o.nly Trlpoll: in

Europo only a fourth of Its former ter¬
rltory and population. ln Asla Ib tho
bulk of Turkey'a domlnlon. and thls
haa been reducod to nbout 6$0,00o
5<ium-o mHe. atul 16,000.000 lnhabltants.

17ti.S34,372 Mohatnmciluns ln the world,
Burope- contalns 6,S2f>,000; Oceanlca,
24,6«ti,7S7; Africa, 36,000,000, and Asla,
109.535.5S5.
Abdul Hamid's carcer rcflccts tho

qualities nnd dofects of tho Otlimnti
fainlly.which aiono among all famllics
may boast ot a dynasty whlch haa
rclgned unlnterruptodly for slx centu¬
ries.

In tho thlrtocnth contury whon Nor-
mans and Saxons were united Into ono
peoplo. Ertroghul. son of Kolhnan and
a mombor of the Oguz famlly of Turks,
wns journeying with 400 cavallcrs from
tlio Euphrates to Anatolta. At'Angorii
a battle was raglng. Ertroghul and
his men nlded the weaker slde impul-
sively, wlth the love that nomiids have
for adventuro, and whon thoy had con-
qucrod they discovered that they had
defcated aMongui army and hadservea
Kay-Kubad. tho Soljuk Sultan of Icon-
K'tn. Tho Soljuk Sultan mado granta
of lands to his unexpected alllos.
Later, Ertroghul aided him magnlil-
Ctntly against the Mongols and Greeks
before Brusa. and received as a roward
Sultanonl, the barrlcr between Chrts-
tl.m ahd Moslem domlnlons on the
Bltttynlan marches. In 1258, Eskisher,
Sugut.whlch was Ertroghul's capital
.and other fortlflod towns and hamlcta
ln a fortlle land wero evldenccs of tho
valor of the nomads. ln that yeur. at
Sugut, Othman, son of Ertroghul, was
born, *
Othman, when his father, Ertroghul,

died, and ho was hoad of thc clan, con-
qtiercd Yeulshcr by craft; then he rav-
neoil Bltliynla, capturod Brusa, defeat¬
ed the Turkish Emlrs who had suc-
cceded tho Seljuks, and dled tho found-
cr of tho family of Otlirnanlls, whlch
thc Europeans call Ottomans. Ho loft
his sword, on tho blndo of which every
Sultan sweurs ut coronatlon; a snlt
bcwl, tho symbol of hospltality: a

spoon, a braided coat and whlto llnoji
turban, flags. horses, a yoko of oxen,
nnd some sheep.

'Ii'kIiiiiIiikh of Ottomnn Power.
His son Orkhan camo to the thronc

and won ln threo battles tho rost of
tho northwost corner of Asla Minor.
Then ho took sovoral years to rcor-
ganize hia army, foundlng tho llrst
permanent rcglmcnts of modern times.
Thero was a corps formed of 1,000
Chrlstian boys recrulted among tho
slrongest of tho Grook captlves. Thla
wns thc origin of tho famous Jaiilssa-
rlcs.

ln 1361 thc OttotnajfB had wonThrace
and Macedonia frofj*=£.lho Grook Em-
peror. ln 13S9 thes^had won Servla
and- Bulgarla. Itv^TdFe Wallachla, ln
H03, Karavan, Slvas and Bosnia, Mu-
raii I. .was tho * conqueror.' lio waa
killed ln-.hla tcnt by a warrlor, who
enmo in tho gulso of a inessagc bearor.
Since then, until tho presont" century,
when forelgn ambassadors aro not por-
mittcd to approach thc Sultan too
clc-soly, strangers were never presentod
to tho Sultan except led by two cour-
tlcrs lloldlng tholr arms.

Bayezld, whom tho old Engllsh hls-
torlans called Bnjazet, was saluted as
Sultan on tho battlolleld. In presence
uf tho dead body of hla fathor ho
killed his brother Yakub and thus
establlslicd a prooedent that tho Koriin
aiiproves, for thc Koran s.-.ys, "Scdltion
is worso than slaughtor." and brothers
uf Sultans are ever Hodltious.
Bayozld was consccruted as S'ultan

by tho tltular liead of tho Mohammq-
dnn rollglbn, lils martial surnamo w.'ts
Tho Thunderbolt. When the Popo pro-
claimod a cru.sado, and unltod armles
of Christlans mot boforo NIcopollB,
Bayezld led them into ambush and
crushed them.
Ten thousand prisoners of war woro

brought boforo Bayezid tho next day,
and from doybroak tlll 4 ln tho after¬
noon thc Sultan sat watchlng tho
agonios of his eiiomles, tlll at last lils
own olllcers, moved perl.aps by pliy
nnd disgtt.st, or clso by rcgrot at tho
loss of so many markotablo slavos,
bogged him tc» make an ond of tho
butqhory and send tho remalnder of
iho prisoners Into captlvlty, \
Bayezld wns lord of tho lands of tho

Grook Emplro as far aa tho Danubo
and or AEia to tho hanks of tho i_u-
phrast'ea, Ilo paBsed through Thcr-
mopylao and cstabllshod his aulhority!
upon Peloponesus. Tho Turklsh troops
wero on the point of of'foctiug tho con-
quest of Constnntlnoplo when Tlnuir,
whom tho Europeans call Tamoralen,also of Turklsh raco. aftor ho had
conquorod ovory prbvlnca that ho cov-
oted, attacked Bayczld's army lu Cap-
padocla and caused tho Sultan'a son
Ertoghul lo bo oxecutod. Tho Sultan,
when Informed of Tlmitr's advance, li
moro bravndo went hunting. When
ho returned Timur ha-l, captured 1,1s
camp.
Thus, on tha fleld of Angora, was

tho Ottoman Emplro shattered in tho
placo whoro it was created; Bayezid
waa carrled in n barred lltlor In 'L'l-
nitir'f* vlctorious pagaant.
But a dozen years afterward tho Ot¬

toman Emplro had recovorad Its. lost
provincoa, lt needed hut a vylso and
liuii.Mit suvoreign lo rotrlovo Iho dis-
»8t( r and reatoro thn uttonion powerto Ua former supromafy aiul renown.Buch u ruler wns Mohummod -1,. thn
li'iu .,t' Uayozhi. .Tlm Grooks ilosorll-Od
lihn as "iieisovering as a caniel,". and
to hla pnidcuco aud pagacUy ihe Otto-
iman Eu.piro owod ut much aa U dld to

lho dghtlng titmlltlev ,,t? hla prefloeoa-
aorn nud surcoMfiors.
Mohtmimed tnitisfoned hls cnpltnl to

Kunipo. Ho mado Adrlnnople lho inf-
fropolla of (hn Ottomntm. Murnd II.
fought sucrni'sfull.v ngiilnst Muslnfii.
n. prelnndor, snd hud him hnngod "to
convlnco tho world thut ho waa an
Impostor."

He loft to hls suocos-
sor nn omplro to tho extent of whlch
fow permanent addltlona wero ever
made. excopt tho Island of Cyprus ond
Candla, His domlnlon comprlsed all
tho most celebrated citles ,of blbllcal
and classlcal history excopt Bome.
.Syraciino and Perscipolis. Tho sites of
Carthngc, Memphls,. Tyro, Nlnoveh,
Bahylon. nnd Palmyra wero Ottoman
ground. ond tho citles of Alexandrla,
.Torusalcin, Smyrna. Damascus, r*'leo,
Brusa, AthotiB, Phllippi nnd Adrianople,
bosldes many of later but not inferior
celebrlty, such as Algiers, Calro. Mecca,
Medlna, Basra, Bagdad, and Belgrade,
obeyed tho Snltnn at Constantlnople.
Tho eastern recoss of tho Medltorrn-
ncan. tho Propontls, thc Palus Maeotls,
tho Kuxlne and the Tted Sea woro Turk¬
ish llmlts. Hls relgn was the climax.
of Turkish history. From 1566 tho
oourso of Turkish history Ia down¬
ward.
Tho rlse of Kussla nml tho efforts

of Knglnnd to restrain her from on-
croachlng on thn TurUlsh provinces
form al] tho latest rorords of tlio Otto¬
man Kmplro. Mnhvnud IT. swept, n.wny
lho mediaovnl s()londor of the seragllo.
Tho household of lhe Ottoman mou-
nrcli of to-day Ih very comtnonplacc
ln comparlson wlth that of tho clgh-
to.ertth contury, yet the modern seragllo
ls hardly nn nnchorilc's cell.
Abdul-Azlz employed 6,000 ffervants

and ofllcials, and his prlvy purso cost
£2.000,000 a year. Thoro woro 300
cooks, -too grooms. .100 boatmon, lon
muxiclans, otc, vfhllo tho harem con¬
talned 1.200 odallstnies. Hpeclal ofll-
ccrs attend to the Sultan's pipe, hla
coffee, hls wardrobe, and h'ls perfnmed
wa3hlng basln. On sugar, £16.000
year ls spent. There aro 60O horses
in tho stablo and 150 coachmen and
footmen. Abdul-Azlz was fond of plc¬
tures and Jewelry, and spent $250,000
on them annually. At the end of overy
year ho was' at least thrcc-quarters
of a mllllon deepcr ln debt for his prl¬
vate expondltures.t
Turkey is not feared; but it was

never honcstly bcaten in tho nlnc-
toenth contury. IXussla. from 1S09 lo
1S12. obtalned only slight vlctorles; tho
Grceks. from 1S22 to 1828, had the ad¬
vantage of a Turkish mllltary revolu¬
tion nml preasuro of throe great pow¬
ers; Mahmud Hurrendercd on falsn in¬
formatlon In the tvur wlth Russla of
lS2S-'0; tlio P.usslans were drlven over
the Danubo before the allles arrived In
.the Crimean War. and ln thc latest
war wlth Russla. lt ls openly asserted,
the Russians won by brlblng the su¬
perlor officers of Turkey. Th.rf recont
war with Greece was nn easy victory
for the Turks.

Tho chiet reason for
separatlng the prltuarles hero, was not
to embarrass thoso who may desiro
ti> vote for clty offlclals and havevnoth-
Ing to do wlth the primary to bo held
for State ofllclals, and lf any very
drastlc plcdgo ls made now lt is con¬
tonded that tho two clecttons may as

well have boen arranged for tho samo
day.

lf all those who have announced
themselves for clty posltlona stay ln
tho ileld untll tho primary day, tlie
assessments to bc lald upon tho can*
didatcs wlll bo comparatlvoly small,
but thero wlll probably bo somo with-
drawals, ln which event, tho uinounts
assossed ogainst thoso remalning in
wlll bo about such as havo boen usual.
The Stato Commlttee wlll havo to

lovy assessments upon tlio candidates
ln tho general primary, and thoso wlll
bo baacd upon an cstlmato of tho cost
of conducting the olection ln tho whole
Stato. Four years ago, after tho flght
was over. Chairman Ellyson was abio
to return to each candldate a largo
proportion of his assessment, for tlio
reason that the cost turned out to bo
much less than had flrat boon figured
upon. Tho date of the State primary
ls u questlon about whlch thero Ib a

wlde dlfference of oplnlon. In order
to meet the requlremcnts of'tho plan
ln o'poration, it must bc tixed for soino
tlme ln August. Somo party lenders
uppenr to want tho primary aa enrly
and others as late aa lt can bo held
under tho plan.

A. Thompson. asso-
clate edltor of tho Warrenton Vir¬
glnian, was at a lato hour last nlght
rclcascd on ball of $20,000, D. P. Wood,
Jame3 W. JofTrles, John B. Grayson
and A. W. Strother, four of the most
promlnent men in tho county, golng
on hls bond.
At thc hearing for ball, evidence

was glven by Professor Harris and
Mason Strother, with whom Professor
Harris ivas convcrsing at tho tlme the
trouble commenced and who was an
cye-wltness to tho shooting and con-
(Irmcd the statements of Professor
Harris aa to what occurred at the
tlme. It was testltted to that Profes¬
sor Harris is n small man, welghlng
between 115 and 120 pounds, whllo Mr.
Thompson was a largo man, welghlng
about 1S0, there belng n great dls-
parlty In thelr physlcal strength.
Professor Hnrrls statcd that last Oc-

tobor hc and Mr. Thompson had a. dlf-
llculty, ln whlch Mr. Thompson boat
him sovcrely, and there hud been feol-
Ing over slnce. On Saturday afternoon
Professor Harris escortod some women
teachers from hls school" to the de¬
pot, and there Mr. Thompson mado
somo offenslvc ond profnno remarks at
hlni In the presence of tho teachers.
Ho:saId ho went to a ftiend's houso

to avold Thompson and later went up
town. meeting Irvin Muxhcimor. a
brother-in-law of Thompson, wlth
whom ho conversed. and asked him to
endcavor to influence Thompson and
provont further trouble, whlch Max-
helincr sald hc would do. About thls
tlme Harris saw Thompson upproach-
|ng and left, golng down tho streot.
He said lie stopped to speak to Mason

Strother and whllo doing so Thompson
overlook lilm, took" hold of tho lapol
of hls coat and began heating lilm. In
hls statonnent before Judgo Turner lnst

1 nlght. Harris snld that ho know
Thompson was In tlio habit of oarry-lpg weapons and from threats convoy-
,ed to him, ho belleved himself in im-
mlnont danger and flred at what ho
thought was Thompson's leg'. Threo
bullots. however. entered the abdo-
men and ono tho hlp. Harris then
escaped from Thompson's grlp and
gavo himself up.
