AS TO CONDEM.VING MATERIALS
FOR ROADS,

A letter from a Halifax county gen¬
tleman, printed elsewhere this morning,
gives quite a dlfferent picture of road-
building methods In hls dlstrict from
that presented by another correspond-
ent last week. The earlier letter In¬
formed us that road superintondents
were stripplng off the gray top soll
from valuable farm lands, to uso as

material in construction, damaging
them to the extent of $-10 an acre and
two years' unproductlveness, and com-

pensating injured owners to the timo
of Just $15 an acro. Tho injustice
of such a procedure, as well as its
economlc unwlsdom, was inanlfest. But
our present correspondent, who ap-
pears to speak from experlence and
knowledge, asserts tersely onough
that in sucli statements our previous
authority "Is mistaken." Wc trust
that he ls. Upon the issue in accu-

racy here ralsed. wc shall not further
seek to pass, other than to say that
the burden of probablllty seems to he

wlth "Halifax" rather than with Mr
Henderson. Peoplo who sell propertj
to tho government'do jiot"usually suf¬
fer loss thereby. '±Sg-
As wo remarkcd b&fgrc. condcrrina

tion ia doubtless as "reasonable anc

necessary .for seeuring-road material'
as for obtalnlng a rlght of way. Bu
thc rlght must be cxerclsed botli fair
ly and wlsely, and the damages flxed
as between the land owner and th<
county, so as to do the least possibli
Injustice to elther.

If the prlco so C3tlmatcd is prohlbi
live, whlch may or may not be th

case the county can and should Im

port lts material from a dlstance.

SHIP Sl-n.SIDV LESSON.

l.tist Yt-nr Was Had One for Merelinnt
Marine.

There ls a lesson for our shlp sub-
sldy advocates in lho record ot forelgn
ocean shipping in 1B0S, a year of gen¬
eral business depression. The reports
of the North German Lloyd and tlio
Cttnard Companles, whlch we furnished
to our readers ,yesterday. showed a
heavy deflclt for the former on the
year's buslness and a failure of thc lat¬
ter to earn a dividend. These are the
two great llnes most comnionly quoted
as recelvlng stibsldies from their gov-
ernments, but they appear to derive
little flnancial advantage from them.
Tlio German subsldv Is only for a mail
servlce to the East, which has proved
unprofltable, and the Engllsh subven-
tion for fast mail steamers fitted for
naval servlce Is of no material beneftt
flnanclally to tho company. All the
greut ocean linea suffered heavily last
year. and many vessels were laid up

i ne reporm oi an inc unes snow

tliat they had thc strongest incentlve
for "-ettlng buslness wherever it could
be found wHth a chanco of pt'oiit, and
lioiio of them fallod to seek every op¬
portunity for lt. It Is a necessary pol-
Icy If they aro to keep up the compe-
tiiion for which thero ls no escape on
tlie ocean and avold bankruptcy. All
tlie European companies depond large¬
ly upon the trade of the United States,
and thoy compete for it sharply. They
never discriminato agalnst It for the
benuflt of tho trade of thelr own cotin¬
trles. for that would not bo "buslness,"
and thoy aro forced to operate on bus¬
iness princlples if they are to llve.

In fact, lt ls all rather myste-
rlous, and accounts for the rfgld boy-
cott which the remainder of tho Col-
loredo-Mannsfold famlly abservc wllh
regard to the princess, their examplo
being followed by all of thc Austrlau
greut world.

It ls owing to this that the princess,
who ls a woman of remarkable beauty
and fasclnatlon, nnd who has on sev-
oral oocaslons vlslted New 'York with
lier husband, makes' hor homo almost
wholly in France.

Sir,.In your issue of Tuesday, Aprl!

20, 1909, I llnd publislied a letter fron
Frank Henderson, of Houston, Va.
also an edltorial comment upon hlt
letter. As theso publicatlons aro cal-
culated to do our county and our sec¬
tion a great injustice, I havo beer
requested to answer them, and I hav-
consented to do so, although I air
averso to enterlng lnto newspapei
dlscusslons,

I take it that Mr. Henderson com
plalns llrst, of tho law authorlzlng thi
rcad authorlties take soil and othei
materlal for road purposes, and see
ondly, of tho manner In whlcll thi
road authorlties are exerclslng theii
rights under the law. Let us conslde:
iirstly the law.

Articlo XIV., Sectlon 1, of tho Con
stltutlon of the United States. anc
Article I., Sectlon 11, of tho Consti
tution ot Virginia, both provldo tha
no person shall be deprlved ot hl:
property without duo process of law
The statuto authorlzlng tho taklng o
soil for road purposes wlll be foum
ln Sectlon 944a, Code ot Virginia. Sinc
the adoptlon of our last amended Con
.stltutlon I havo notlced what mlgh
be termed a fashlonable saying: "I
is unconstltuttonal." Whlle I do no
Intend to enter lnto a prolix argu
ment as to the constltutionaiity of thi
law, It might be well to conslder th
life and hlstory of our present statuti
I have not all of tho legislatlve enact
ments to refer. to. but if you wlll ex
amlno the Codo of Virginia, 1819, Vo
11., page 235, you will find thls prc
vlslon-o-1-5-- Every surveyor of road
. . . may take stone or wood fo
that purpose.l. e., for the, purposo c

repalrlng roads.from any adjoinin
lands.

It will be obscrvod that undor th!
sectlon the road surveyor could onl
tako stone or wood, but the Virglni
Code of 1849, at page 272, Sectlon 3
provldes that the surveyor of any roa
may take from any convenlent )anc
so much wood, stone, gravel or eart
as may be necessary to bo used 1
constructlng or repairlng such roa>
and the marginal reference to tl
above quoted sectlon of the Codo i

1819 shows that the statuto found
tho Codo of 1819 was amended ln 183
The same statute wlll,be found In tl
Code of 1S60 at page 303, and ln tl
Code of 1873, at page 500, and in tt
Code of 1887, at page 290. Sectlon 98
Now I have referred to tho constlti

tlonal provlslon that no person sha
be deprlved of h's property wlthoi
due process ot law, and tho questl"
artses, Has our statuto mot wlth th:
requirement?

If you will Iook to the law you w
find that every protectlon ls glvon t!
land-owner. and tho only objectton
tho statute ls that tt does not suf
clently protect the publlo, and amen
ments aro needed for that purpose.
As to the land-owners' lands beli

taken without just compensatlon, t
nroposltlon la absolutely absurd.
have been ln thls State a llttlo long
than Mr. Henderson, and having tak
some Interest In tho roads, I kne
somethlng of what compensatlon lan
owners ask and get for thelr land a:
soil. To glve you an Idea of that
will ctte two lnstances ln whlch
aoted as a commlssioner or vlewer
assess land damages for a propos
change or changes ln roads.

In tho flrst Instanoe, a man h
bought a tract of land lying on a pu
Uc rond at tho prlco of ?8 por ac
Tho publlo rodd was so bad and h
for years been so bad that the pub
vas forced to turn out and drlve o\
thls land. Tha purehaser ot this la
declared hls purpose to lnclosp tl
land over whlch tho publlo had. be
drlvlng. although ho dld not prppi
to oultvate lt, and. therefore. ll \

camo necessary lo condemn It for road
purposes. I nnd tho other vlowors
viowoil tho land proposed lo bo taken,
wlth tho owner, and after measurlng
and ascertalnlng tho amount ot land
proposed to bo tnken, tho next thing
wns to flx tlie damages. Wo askctl
tho land-owner what lio expected, but
ho would fix no valuo on tho land.
Wo rcallzed that whonover tho county
got anything from an Indlvldual lt
wus expected to pay moro than o*iy-
body elKO and moro than It was worth,
und tho unlvorsal rule waa for tho
county to pay an exorbltant prlco;
therefore wo knew that we had lo
Hx a high valuatlon. Therefore wo al¬
lowed that man .25 por acro for tho
land actually taken, although lie had
only pald $0 per acro for tho entlre
tract, and tlio land proposed to bo
tukcu wus along tho publlo road and
liad boon used for road purposes for
years, and tho taklng ot thls land
would not Injure the reslduo of the
tiact. Ho deinurred to thls and sald
ho expected ut least $50 per acre; ho
oxceptcd 'to our report, and by hook
und by crook dld get lils $50 por acre.
As to the second lnstance, a chunge
was proposed ln a public road whlch
would necessltato tho taklng of about
one-half acre of land and would cut
oft about ono acro ot wood land from
tho west ot the tract. Tho land-
owner had orlglnnlly pald $5 an acro
for this land. Though I was opposed
to allowlng bo much, the vlewers al¬
lowed that man 138 for that half-acre.
Tlie land-owner oxceptcd to our report
and another set of vlowem was ap¬
polnted, and they allowed hlm elther
$62.50 or ,75 for tliat half-acro of land.
1 do not remember whlch. Tho land-
owner excopted to that report and
tsald ho wanted $100 for tho Iind, whlcll
cent hlm JJK.r.O. and tho board of super¬
visors abandonod tho proposed roiul.
Theso may be exceptional cases, and I
am frank to udmlt thut the last enso
cltod abovo was un exceptional caso
iu whicli the land-ownor demanded a
grosaly uxcesalvo prlcc, but I hazard
tho assortlou that lu every case ln
whlch thc land-owner demands lt, ho
receives more than the actual valuo
of tho soil taken for road purposes,
and in no case ls ho asked or expected
to take less than its value.

Jlr. Henderson speaks of tlio road
people flxlng an arbltrary prlco of $U>
per acro for tho best tobacco lands. but
in thls he ls mlstiikon.
There aro. two classes of people In

this county.ono class is begglng for
better roads. I have heard of a sec¬
tlon of tlils county ln whlch. when
tho road superintendent came to bulld
roads, tlie farmers would meet hlm ln
a splrit of falrnnss and judgment and
\i.-iy to hlm that ho could take thelr
.*oil at a fair prlce, which was agreed
upon by tlio land-owner. nnd the aver¬
age prlco was about $15 per acre.
Thoso farmers go farther; Ihey roallzo
that tlio prlncipal cost ot bulldlng an
earth or gray soil road ls hauling tho
soil. so ihey autliorlzo the road su¬
perintendcnt to take tho soil most con-
venlcnt to th* road, and agaln they
go further, they lend tholr teams and
wagons free of charge to tho county
to help bulld thc roads ln thelr nelgh-
borhood.
Now, the other class ls clamorlng for

good road*. but they say, as Mr. Hen¬
derson says, that lt Ifl an outrage for
the road authorlties to lako any road
mutcrlni from tho adjacent land.s. I
liavo heard good men undortako to
maintaln thls posltlon, but it Is un-
tenable. The proposltlon ls as well
establlshed as is our government, that
the rights of the Indlvlduat are subor-
dinaie to tho rights of the publlc. and
wherever thc public Interests requlro
lt. wlth few oxceptions. prlvato /prop¬
orty may be taken for publlc uses upon
compensatlng the Indlvldual for hlf
property. Were it otherwlse thero
would bo no railroads, no highways, no
anything of a publlc nature.

Mr. Henderson speaks of so-eallcri
permanent roads. I should llke for
Mr. Henderson to tell us how to bulld
permanent roads. Wc havo tried our
gray soil roads. whlch cost from $800
to $1,000 a mlle, and they last about
fifteen or twenty years. and can bo
repalred at llttlo cost. whlle a macadam
road would cost $5,000 a mlle and not
last half as long; and in Mr. Hen-
derson's district, ln which ho has
150 mlles of publlc roada and a road
ft-nd of $3,000 a year, 1 should llko to
t-eo hlm solve tho problem of good
roads and macadamlzlng.

In concluslon, Mr. Henderson says
tho law ought to be repealed. No.
not repealed, but amended. As it ls
tlio road peoplo take the materlal
which the publio is obliged to have.
Then thls land-owner goes to hls
nelghborlng justlee and has him ap¬
point three of hls neighbors to go
tliere and nssess tho damages, and I
have seen them thrust thelr hands lnto
tho pocket of tho publlc ln a manner
whlch was shocklng to good con-
Kcionce. The amendment which wo
need ls a provlslon authorlzlng a con-
dc-mnation of tho property and flxlng
tho compensatlon to be pald beforo tho
property ls ever taken; then the pub¬
lic can oxeroise somo discretlon and
refuse to tako tho property if tha
land-owners value it too high. As lt
Is, tho publlo ls at tho mercy of the
land-owners; not tho land-owners at
tho mercy of the P****<-*HAIjIFAX.
