It may be true thut the Board of |,
Health revealed a blas ln Its Inves- I,
tlratlon of the dairy lnspoction matter. .,

Indeed, it would be strnngo lt lt hud
not. But prepossession on the purt of
such a body ln favor of ono of Its own

offlclnla is no reflectlon upon lt. Rnth-
er Is lt a tribute to the offlcial. Tho j.
board would appear reprehenslblo lf !t[,
had jn lts employ a man whom lt was
not inclined to iitAnd by under attuck.
Yet it is even plalner that tho board
has noro to lose than anybody clso by
mlsplaced Bympathy wlth nn unworthy
offlcial; and lt |s hardiy to be hnagtne.l !,
that men dolng. thls dltlicult and high-
ly responsiblo work would let merel,
partlsan focling lmpcl them to cllng
to a man whoso conduct had been such
as to ehako thelr own confidonco ln
hlm.
There is, of course, no crltlcism upon

tlio suggestlon tliat the matlor should
bo carrled to Hic courts. Indeed, slnco
some soreness now secms to exlst, It
would bo entlrely deslrable to have
both-sldes fully heard beforo a tribunal
whlch nobody could accuse of par-
tlallty. But ln the mcantime tho
board, by lts record ln the past and lt3
responslbilltlcs for the futtiro, ls cn-

tltled to have lts own vcrdict aeceptcd
Riid abidod by, It munt be remembered
that thls body, in ralsing tho cjuality
of our mllk supply to lts present hlgh [
Ktandard, has had to do some excoed-
Ingly unpopular work. Even the most j
publlc-splrited dalryman mlght find it'
hard to chcrlsh kfndly affeetloh for |
the Inspector who drops down on hira
une.vpectedly, scores hltn severely and
orders hlm t0 make costly Improve-
ments. Resentment and charges of
unf&lrness are almost Inevitable under

'cucli condltions. But the board could
hardiy fall to realize that to hold ob-
stinately on to cn Inspector who Is
either unfair or incompetent would be
limply to make its dlfRcult work tcn
tlmes more diirlcult. as to Inspector
C-.trtiF. in- w.%. certalnly indlsf-reet In
<¦¦ tlrg business profit and a glft
f:< rn one of the oelrymen, a dangerous
kind of transactlon whlch should be
cle rly forbldtlen for the future. But
wt have not seen that the dairymen.
wuh fntrly full opportunlties for mak-
Ing themst us heard, have been- able
ir make any stronger polnt agalnst
hln. than that. i

GOOD NEWS FOR HICHMOND.
Prosperlty conventions are very good

in thelr way, but for our part we pre-!
for prosperlty news. and of thls de-!
slrable stimulus Klchmond lius had lts
full share ln the last few days.

I'irst came tho Information that tho
Chesapeako atul Ohlo Rallroad had
glven an order for thirty-nve locomo-
tlves, for whlch President Steven3
Hpecifled the Richmond works. Thls
means an expcndiiuro of two or threo
hundred thousana dollars for labor In
this town alone, thereby filllng mar¬
ket basketa and refrige.rators that hav,;

^ been on scunt rations for somo time.
Richmond ia fortunateiy not a ono-
industry town. but tho L-ocomotlve
"Works ls a very important factor ln
Ihe prosperlty of thls community, and
ils creastne; business wia bo folt
throughout the wholo clty. Next
comes the good nows that the Chesa¬
peako and Ohlo Railroad will spend
from throe to flve thousand _ollar_V,jnore per month ln lts ahops, whlch
means that $100 a day additional wlll
be paid out to tho mechanlcs of thls
city.
Theso two facts, though they botr

como from tho same sourcc, suggesi
that tho expected ls about to happen
and that Ihe long-delayed prosperitj
Is once more knocklng ut our doors
The Chesapeako and Ohlo Rallroai
would hardiy buy thirty-ilve englne:
,r_nd push lts work In tho shops lf i
were not satisfled that the domanc
upon lts motlvo. power was Itnmlnen
and certaln. And for tho railroad ti
need these extra curs and englne:
necessarily implies that the consump
tlon >f eoal ls Incrouslng; thut mov

mlners wlll bo etnployed, tnoro fac
tories wlll bo busy. nnd that tlu

"conflscatory" taxatlon a moment long-
tr than thoy deslre to do so. Cer¬
talnly they aro a large enough factor
ln publlc sentlment and leglslatlon to
make thelr Influence felt. If thoy wlll
grlmly sct thelr faces agalnst such
hlgh-prlccd ltixurles as old-ago pen-
sions and tlreadnaughts. lt wlll at once

cease to be necessary for thc Chnncel-
lor of the Excheqtier to blced them so

unmerclfully. If they Inslst on havlng
theso luxttrlos, they need not fly lnto
a rage when the Inevltablo blll ls pre-
st-nted.

The House has voted to indcllnitely
postpone the bil] introdtfeed by Mr. Du-
pont, of St. John's, to make an appro¬prlatlon for the purpose of securlng
immiKt-atlon. Wo hope that thls will
not end the matter.' Somtlhing should
be done for the purpose of securlng
imrnigiation, though the bill for this
purpose should be carofully prepared

vllle Board of Trade, are advortlsin
farmlng lands ln Duval county. !_,
reply to advertisements already pub-
lished they are receiving about 2.000
Inquiries per month. All of these in-
ciulries are from persons thinlcinp; of
moving hore. Some of them are from
Indlviduals and others from partles.
It ls safc to say that 30.000 people a
year are receiving information about
Duval county farniing___rids. The ad-
vertisement is too recent to have se-
cured any great linniigratlon as yet,
but the demand for Duval county land
has,been vastly increased, and Its value
is r'ising wlth almost lneredible rapld-
ity.

If the cxpendtture of .5.000 would In¬
crease the value of Florida lands $1
per square mlle, It would brlng into
the State nearly twelve tlmes as much
as lt cost. If it would Uicreaae tho
value of the land 2 cents per acre, the
tax on tho Increase would very much
more thun pay the cost.
Does any man thlnk that a judlclous

advertlsement of Florida lands would
fall to add more than $1,000,000 a year
to the tax values of tho State? Ono
mlllion dollars would be a low estl-
mate and the Increased uaaessment
would pay back the oxpendlture many
tlmes over every year.
No man ever acqulrcd wealth by ro-

f uslng to spend money. No State wlll
advanee just by an unthinklng econ-

omy. Any intelligent man or any ln-
tetiigenlly governcd State will always
be rcadv to pay out money when con-

* vinced that it will brlng back moro
' than was paid out. \Vo cannot con-

'cetvo of a man who could doubt that
a nroppr advertlsement of the SUte
would pay for Itself many tlmes over.

Thls ln-
qittry Is a mere fonuailty, and Is all-
swerod hy all govornmonts ln thc nt-
Otmtitlvo, savo by that of the Unlted
States, whlch atln hesltatca about por-
mittliitc Ita offlclals to accept foreign
decoratlons.
To the amazemcnt of everybody at

Chrlstltinia, howevor, tho Swedlsh gov¬
ernment roplled that lt dld not wish
any of Its offleere, or even of Its cltl-
?.ens, to recelvo or' wcnr Norwoglan
ordors. Of course thls could only he
constriied as Indlcatlng that the blt-
terness whlch was croutod in Sweden
by tho secesston of Norway stlll re-
lnalns unappoascd. But In Norway lt
has been rogardod as a downrlght
inauit; so much so thnt most of her
lcading generals, government olllclnls
and statesmon havo beon sendlng back
thelr Swedlsh ordors of knighthood to
Stockholm, statlng that whllo they
had' been honored to rocelve thoni nt
the hand3 of the lato Klng Osenr,
wlioses momory they revered, they
cculd not any longer foel it conslst-
ont to wear tho orders of a klngdom
that considered Norwoglan decoratlons
as unworthy of belng worn by its sub-
Jocts*.
Tho Rcandinavians aro of nll tho

monnrchial peopio of Europe thc most
deiriocrotlo. In Norway and Deiimark.
indeed, noblllary tltles elther do not
cxlsl or aro of llttlo or no account,
Yet horo wo havo two of these coun-
trles brought almost to tho brlnk of
war once moro over what ls, aftor all, a
mero questlon of ribbon.

Emperor Nlcholas has determlne;l
upon tho erectlon at St. Petersburg of
a pantheon, ln whlch ono of tlio prln-
cipal memoriale will bo that of tho
poet Pushkln. Attachcd theroto ls to
ho a Pushkln museum, whero all tho
rellcs of the most populur of. Musco-
vlto poots wlll bo shown. Tho Cznr
himself wlll turn over to tho museum
all tho manuscrlpts, papers and other
Kouvenlrs of Pushkln now preserved
in the Imperinl Ubra.ry, whllo the
Imperlal Museum nt Moscow, and the
archlves of tho college where the an-
thor of "Boria Godounow" spent hls
ycuth, wlll' llkowiae bo called upon
to surronder overytlilng In thelr pos¬
sesslon relatinp- to thc bard. Sevcral
prlvato collectors have ulso been ap-
proached, and Alexander Oncgulno, art
cnormously wealthy Russlan, who has
converted hls manslon ln thc Rue do
Martgnan, ln Parls, lnto a vorltablo
Pushkln museum, has alroady Intl-
mated to Emperor Nlcholas that he
wlll turn over to hlm hls entire col¬
lection when tho new par. theon at St.
Petersburg is ready. Tlie Oncgulno
collection contalns letters. autographs,
mnnuscrlpta. gloves, walkln_ stlcks,
plstols, cigar boxes, pocket and memo-
rarduni boolcs, match boxes. buttoria\
sleeve llnks: in fact. everv concelvablo
tMn_ that belonged tn the poet- whlle
ln a beautiful rock crysta' caskot ro-
poses hls death mask. Tho ensket ls
perched on n mngnltlccntly carved sil¬
ver tablo, and wlnter and summer ls
surrounded evory day wlth a perfect
bank of fresh violets.

People ln thls country have no Idea
of the extent to which the enthuslasm
ln behalf of thls popular poet, who has
bcen dead for nearly 100 years, exlsts
to thls day ln Russia. In fact, there
ls hardly a Russlan of educatlon who
does not conslclcr It necessary to .splt
on the grourid ln token of execratlon
whenever any mentlon Ls made of tho
name of the man who kllled hlm; that
ls, Baron d'Heeckcren, half-brother of
Napoleon III. Havlng married the sls-
¦e: of Pushkln's wlfe. ho had the mls-
ftitunt- to iucur such bittei jealousy
on the part of the poet that the latter
ir.sistcd upon fightl. g a duel wlth hlm.
ln that duel Pushkln fell. His adver-
sary was compelled to leavo thc coun¬
try. and went to France, where, on tho
nccession to the throne of Napoleon
III., he was appolnted to a sonatorshlp
or the Fronch Einplre.

Let me add that the chlld of Mme.
Pushkln, whose blrth was the detor-
mining cause of the duel, marrlea whor
she grew up tho late General Doubelt:
was divorced b.v hlm, and then mar
rled morganntlcally tho late Princc
Nlcholas of Nassau, and now survlves
ns Countess Merenberg, mother of thc
Countess of Torby.

Lord Desart, who has been presld-
lng over tho dollborations of the In-
Urnatlonal Naval 'Congreas ln Eng-
land, has just recelvod irom the hands
o£ Klng Edward a barony of the Unlted
Klngdom. As Lord Desart was already
an earl, and as such superlor not only
t.-> barons, but evon to vlscounts, thls
honor conferred upon hlm by hls sov-
erelgn requlres somo explanatlon. Tho
fact ls that tho earldom of Lord (Desart
ls an Irlsh one, and ns such does not
carry with lt a seat ln the Houso of
Lords. As he has never succeodod ln
socurlng electlon as ono of tho repro-
sontatlve peers of Ireland, he has been
excluded from the 'gllded ohamber, and
il is becauso tho government wlshes to
have hlm there that lt ha_ secured
from the crown for hlm a barony of
tho Unlted Klngdom, whlch wlll enablo
hlm to glve tho Houso of Lords tho
beneflt of his legal experlence. Tho
latter ls very extonslve. For not only
is ho an authorlty on lnternatlonal law,
but he was also tho secretary and tho
principal worklng mernber of tlio Judl-
cature Acts Commlssion; whilo for
moro than a quartor of a century ho
has beon tho prlncipal legal advlser
to tho, Troasurv Department and dl-
tector of government prosocutlons. ns
well as Klng's proctor. Ho has an
American son-ln-law, ln the person of
Willlam Bayard Cutting, of New York,
and, havlng no son, will be succeodod
on his doath in hls Irlsh honors by hla
younger brother, Captaln the Hon. Ot-
way Cuffo, who ls a gontlemon in
waltlng to tho King, and the only
membor of tho lattor's household Who
is u self-proclaimod and ardeni homo
ruler.

Thero has beon so muoh confusion
about tho eons of Princo Albert of
Prussla, who dled aa Regont of Bruns-
wlck, that lt may bo JuBt as well to
montlon that tho youngest ot tho
number, Princo Fredorlok Willlam, Is
frco of any roproach; ls on vcry frtend-
ly terms with hla cousln, tho Emper¬
or, and retalns his commlssion in thc
pi'UHsltin army as n major of fhe Flrst,
and craok, Regluiont of Foot Guards,
formed by tho fnthur of Frcderlck thc
Groat, Princo Fredorlck Willlam, lu-

.} tloed, has bo«n chargod by tho _(m>a peror wlth tho udmlnlstrutlon of thc
vnst ostates of hls father, owlng to thc
lact that hls two older brothors art
vlrtually oxilcd from Gormany. IR
spent tlio greater part ot last yoar a
Koonlgsoarg, rendorlng himself ac
qualntod wlth all the flotails of provln
clal admlnlHtratlon under the dlrectloi
of tho prosldent or governor of th,
provlnce, and from last fail untll t
month ago mado hls homo ln Berlln

Slr,.Thls letter ls not lntended to

rcflect-ujion anybody ln authorlty. for
members ot thc Councll and ot the
School Bourd givo to publlc affulrs
tlmo that Is valuable, often wlthout
even tho rowiird of publlc approcla-
tlon At tlio same tlme, when a school
building, whother tlirough anybodys
tauit or not, gota Into a condltlon that
not only does no credit to tho clty, but
is even diingeroua to children und
teachers, attention ought to be called
to the lacts.
Havlng heard somethltiK us to Bollo-

vtio School belng ln bad imapc. I went
thero recently to soe for rnyself. und
rua klndly shown over tho building
by thc prlnclpnl. Ono of tho llrst
ihlngH that a vlsltor will notlco ls th.a
tho only olllco room provlded ls a llt¬

tle boxed-off placo under ti stalrway,
hurdlv as largo or as good as niost
bath i-ooms. Horo iho prlnclpal, a vet-
oran soldlor and scholar, who has

iservcd tho clty a good many years
most efflclently, and soems llvely and

hearty enough to dO thc samo for as

many moro, admlnlsters tlio affalra
of tho school und recelv^s visltors.
|Not onlv tho olllce. but evcu the olllco
.desk and chalrs provlded, mlght well
brlng u blush to tho face of a Rlch-
mondcr who had soon how differently
somo schools aro equlpped.
Tho school rooms, except thoso ln

the mansard roof, which aro no longer
used because of flro rlsk. uro of good
Blze and pltch. but tho walls nre dlngy
and much cracked. Worso than that,
thc newer wlng of tho building ahowi
slgns of leakago in several places.

The shabby
appearancc of thls ls a srrucll mattei
compared wlth the actual danger ol
boys and girls belng hurt by furthe:
falls of plaster. Patchlng an old cell.

i lng like this ls not likely to make
It any safcr. A wooden or a metalllc

Icelling would seem to be th«* only cor-
'Irect thlng In such a building.

To keep tho patlent ln ignorance is

the least of the objects obtalned by
writlng prescrlptlons ln Latln, lf, in
fact, it be an object at all, excepi
ln very occaslonal und usually jus.l-
tlable Instances. Every professlon, vo-
cation, art and acienco has a technlcal
languoge of lts own whether It be a

"dog" Latln or not. Even tho prlnters'
devll ln hls trade uses terma whlch
an outBider cannot undorstand. but
whlch ls ulmost a ncceasity, and cer-

talnly a convenience, to those follow¬
lng the printing trado. The same may
be sald of tho lawyer, baseball player,
archltect, soldier, sallor, etc.

In medicine Latin Is used because
It ls a unlversal languoge to tlio
pharmaclst, botanlst and physlcian. lt
ls also used because of the slmpllclty
and regularlty of Ita forma. It ls only
"dog" Latln because new drugs have
been lntroducod whlch have been glven
tho Latln termlnals, as theso aro better
and more wldely understood than the
English terms. If prescrlptlons were
wrltten ln English much mtsundev-
standlng would take place. as there
are frequontly sevoral English terms
used to mean tho same drug, but only
ono Latln.
A prescrlptlon wrltten In Latln and

symbols may he road and fllled ln any
clvlUs-ed country, as tho Koman letters
and Latln nan.es and measure sym¬
bols aro understood by the pharma-
clsts ln any country. The nocesa f/
of thls ls obvlous ovon ln many cltlea
of our own country. For Instance, in
New Orleans, wlth Its French, Span¬
ish and Engllsh-speaklng sections, tho
pharmaciats may only speak ono of
thoso languages, and lf Latln was _ot
used r man mlght havo to go to several
drug storea before ho could havo n

preacrlptlon fllled. and ln the mean-

tlmo the patlont poasibly dle.
Aa to tho "mystorlous'' slgns and

symbols, thoy aro inrtlspenaablo to va-
rloua actencea and trades. Tho ciiri-

Charlea 1'lerio L'Enfaul from' an ob-
scure graveyard ln Marylund. n.ar tlie
Distrlct of Columbla une, to ArllnRtoh
Cemetery la a tujdy trlbule on tlie purt
of tho government to the muti wh<_, In
an architecturnl fienso, created ihe
clty of Washington. The Presidenl. tho
Vlce-l'reaident and the French aintas-
sador partlclpated in the ceronionk.-
tn coniiection with the reburlal. whlch
were wltnessed also by repre.cntatlvea
ot thi. cblef Aincricaii pairlotlc socie-
tlcs.

Major L'Enfanfa aervlce to the na-
tlon ln lts early days was one to be
gi at.-fully rorheinbei ed. He deetgncd
the seat of government ln the newly
acqulred waste along the potomac on
Ilr.es which ignored tho llmitatlons of
tho prcsent and wlscly consldered tho
potentlalltleH of the future. To hls
ccurago, falth and laiaglnatlon Wash¬
lngton owes a happy escapc from the
narrow streets and other dwartlne fea-
turcs of tho convontional American
clty of the t-lghteentb century. He pre-
p_red a plan for a real capltal. drawn
on the most spaclous llnes and capable
of a contlnual growth In dlgnity and
beauty. It has takon a centurv to
reallze a portlon of that growth. and
lmposlng and attractlve as tho capltal
has new become. lt must neverthclesa
continue to piiJ'h forward toward L'EJn-
fnnt's Idoal through many years to
come. Hls famo ls secure and wlll
increase as the work whlch he planned
nioves on. ster> by step. to an Insnlrlng
completinn..New York Tribune.

Kuence of Immemorlal custom, or

through tho vagueness of our statu-
tory wordlngs, cannot be controvertcd.
That our laws lack much In many es-
Fentlal dlrections ls palnfully appar-
cnt. It is all wrong to let men nssoss
thelr own property, and that they vlr-
tually do tt is an estnbllshod fact. lt
is all wrong for one man to pay on
a horse at a falr valuatlon ot $200,
whlle another man swears to nnd pays
f.h an equnllv valuable horse at an un-
falr valuntlon of $75. And yet this
Is frequently and notorlotisly tho case
ln every county ln thc Commnnt-enlth.
A tarlff law should not be fixert hy
pinnufacttirers. nor an ussossmenl by
clirpct levles by the nssessed. Somo-
thlng con-trtictlve along this llne would
at least attract the attention of sensl-
ble cltlzens lf net of the rampant3
on elther side. What about It?.North.
