Monumont Avenue. Impponed lo pnss,
nnd, wlth th.> nssistnncQ of othors, rcn-
dcred all tlio nld be could. After n«l-
Jnlnlsterlng "llrst nld lo the Injured,"
and restoring the patients as far ua

posslble wlth such llmited means ns
ho and poople ln tlio vlcinlty hnd. Mr.
Plzzlnl deposltod the four members .>f
his party on the roadsldo, nnd took
iho vlctlms ln his automoblle. hurry-
Ing back to Richmond at twenty-ilve
mlles an hour. It wns no tlme for tho
observance of speed laws, and Mr. I»li-
alni drove hls machine for all it would
btand.

Bralned nnil 11-r-itcrlenl.
Mrs. Brown was vlolently hysterlcal

«n tho return Journey. srrenming out
.sevoral timos from frlght nnd shock.
Mra. Krengcl horo the .journey well,
tittering only an ocaslonnl inoan. Mr.
Brown wns alniost bosido himself, f>>r
Mrs. Krengel wns hls guest, out on
Iier flrst drlvo ln tlie country for many
months. Both women wero constantly
attended by physlclnns last nlght, and
wtrong hopes are held for tholr recov¬
ery. The doctors wero unablo to say
¦whether elther had sufferorl lnternal-
Jy. Mrs. Krcngol was badly laeeratcl
.and brulsed about tho loft eyc, whlch
.was entirely closed, and hor loft hlp
.was also severely brulsed. No boties.
lt ls thought, were brokon. Mrs.
Brown was also severely brulsed abou»
the body and generally sliaken up.
Mr. Brown suffered a sovoro blow on
hls head and loft hlp, btit was not
hurt otherwlse, except from thc sIiock,
The accldent occurred soon aftor

the party had turned for thelr hotne-
.wh__ trlp. Tho horso suddcnlv stum-
hlcd and foll, brenklng thc sliigletroe
nnd harness. As ho struggled to his
fcot, he reared and klcked. Tlie car¬
riage lurched ln the opposlte dircctlun.
carconed and topplcd ovor Into the
ditch, throwlng tho threo occupants
out on thelr heads. Mr. Brown stlll
clung to tho rolns and wa.s drugged
.some dlstance before tlio anlmal. mad.
dened wlth tcrror, frced himself and
galloped off.

Both Mrs. Krengel and Mrs. Brown

lay unconsclous in the diteh. and a
llttle furilier up the road Mr. Brown
lell. How long they rcnmlned tn
yiliUr tinconscious state nono of them

-tknows, but it probably lasted ten or
Ilfteen minutos. When Mr. Brown re-
vlvod and got to hls feet and saw hls
companloiig lyirtg stlll by the roadsldo,ho could not at llrst iimiginc what hud
happened. and knew not what to do.

Stlll duzed. ho ran hlther nnd von
for some mlnutes. and then started upthe road. seeklng help. Tho ncaresl
houso was a farmhouse ou top of h
distant hill. Flnally ho mot a negro,nnd told hlm of hls pllght. While lu.
returned to where the women lay, thc
negro ran to tho farmhouse, and sum-
moiicd the male members of the famlly;
ln a few mlmites thoro were sevcral
lnon on the sccno.
Thc two women were somewhat re-

stored when Mr. Fl/./.Ini appeared witl:
his automoblle. Hls party at once dis-
mounted and the three vlclllins (if thc
accldent were helped luto tho car,

RcHuued by Automobilc,
Tho drlve home wus fast. Thougl

hysterlcal, Mrs. Brown dld not lost
consclousness until nfter sne had help¬
ed llft Mrs. Krengel out and had got-
ten to her own door. Shu collapseji
on tho steps, and had to bc carrled up-
tstalrs. Dr. Mlchaux was called. anc
after a hypodermlc was adinliilstered,
ishe reated more easlly.

Mrs. Krongel had been ill sonu

Unlon TJiooJogloat feemlnnry, in Olnter
Park, havo boon askod to rotire from
tho instil,utlon booauso of irregularl-
tles In taking cortaln oxamlnatlons ro-

"Whllo not donylng tho fact thnt tho

studonts had beerr expollod, Presldont
VV. W., Mooro, 6* tho lnstltutlon, whon
soon last nlght, rofuscd to glve out any
fncta in connectlon wlth. tho case.

"It Is entlroly out of my provlnce,*'
sald Dr. Mooro, "to mnko any nn-

nouncomont concornlng any action on
tho part of the faculty wlthout tho
consont and sanctlon of that body, nnd,
therefore, at thls tlme I can mako no

statement"
"You do not deny that the expulslon

of tho two students has taken plnco?"
ho was askod.
"By no moana," wns the reply. Dr.

Mooro decllned to dlvulgo tho namos
of tho studentn.

C'licatlno; ln Kiniiilnntlon.
Accordlng to tho roport regardlng

tho matter, the two students In ques¬
tlon woro cuught ln tho act of choat-
lug ln a recent examlnation. Tho mat¬
ter was taken up flrst by tho studont
body, nnd thon by tho faculty. Aftor a
tliorough lnvestlgatlon, the faou'*.y-,ox-
pelled both mon. Tho story as told
irt thls clty has lt tliat ono ot thom
ls. stlll at tho semlnary, whoro ho Is
constantly watched by hls 'former
clnssmatcs to prevont hlm from car¬
rying out hls threat of sulclde. Ro-
gardlng thls report a studont, when
seen last nlght, stated that though
one of tho mon was stlll at tho ln¬
stltutlon. there was no foundatlon tor
the rumor.

"I know very llttlo corfc'crnlng tho
clrcumstances surrourtdlng the case. as
It happoncd In a class below me," sald
the studont ln questlon. "but I do not
bellove that one of the men |s undor
guard."

Stipprcttnlng tlie Xnnwi,
When the expulslon took place tho

faculty dlscussed maklng tho matter
public. but flnally doclded to glve out
nothing ofllclally. it ls. howevor, a
matter of reeord on the minutos ot tho
meetlng.
The affalr has crcated a stlr at ths

semlnary. whoro lt ls unlyersally re-
grotted. Though It hns geen gencrally
talked of around the campus, tho s'tud-
ents havo been careful not to let thn
namos of elther party reach the ears
of tho publlc. and rofusc to dlvulgo the
names when questloned. Both men
were members of tlie junior or flrst-
year class, and, it ls said, were vcry
popular. One has alroady left the ln¬
stltutlon, nnd tho other wlll leave ln a
fow days.

ACCEPT FUI FOR
Bids Will Shortly Be Irivited on

New Government Ob-
servatory.

Bids wlll soon bo lnvlted for the
Unlted States Govornmont Weathor
Bureau, plans for whlch have been ap-
proved by the Councll Commlttoo on
Grounds and Buildings, and by the
Clty Englneer ana Building- Inspector.
Tho accepted plans aro tho work of
Archltoct P. J. Whlto, of thls city.
and havo recelved tho sanctlon of In¬
spector Calvert, representlng tho gov¬
ernment authoritles. Tho building
will stand on a knoll just east of the
kcoper's houso in Chlmborazo Park. on
a plot of land donatod by tho clty to
the Unitod States government Tho
arehltect's estlmato for the building,
comploto, Including walkways, drlves
and surroundlng grounds, ls about
$18,000. It wlll bo necessary, accord¬
lng to Inspector Calvort, to havo tho
building under contract boforo June
30. when tho flscal year of tho gov¬
ernment closes, as othorwise tho ap¬
proprlation would lapso.

Bosldos containlng the weather ln¬
st rumonts, tho building -wlll have on
tho llrst floor a large publlc exhlbi¬
tion room, in whlch visltora may ob-
servo tho machlnery ln operation and
havo lllii8lratod tho mannor ln whlch
forecasts of tho weather are made. At
tho suggestlon of tho Building Inspec¬
tor, all wlres for telegraph and tele-
phono sorvlco entering the building
wlll be carrled underground, so as not
to mar the park by a line of poles.

MAY DELAY ISSUE
OF SEWER BONDS

Aldermen Scck to Ovenload Prop-
osition With Anicndments and

Sccitre Its Rccommittal.

CRY FOR SMOOTH PAVING

Would Add a $500,000 Rider to
l3ond Ordinance for Street

Iniprovcinents.
Amoiiilmonts, whleh wlll bo offrrrod In

tho Board of Aldermen to-morrow
nlght, mny have tho offoct of tylng up
Jndollnltely tho proposcd Issuo of bonds
l'or publlc lniprovomotits. The move-
mont comes thls tlmo from mombnrs
of tlm Streot Commlttee, who wlsh thc
bond issuo, already $l,r.00.000, tho
largest single Issuo ovor mado by tho
clty of Rlchmond, Inoreased by an¬
other |500,000 for streot Improvement*-).
Leaulng advocatos of tho amendment
polnt out that by far tho largost pro¬
portlon of tho proposod Issuo ls for
sewers and water malns, and that
thero should bo somo provlslon for the
grndlng and gravellng of tho stroets
thus dug up; for curbltig and guttor
lng stroets |n the outlying sections, and
for a very goneral extension of smooth
pavlng ln all parta of the clty.
Tho advocatos also clalm that while

such an amendment would bring tho
clty stlll closor to Its bonded llmlt,
yet If tho clty ls so dangorously near
to tho present llmlt tho margln would
not be sufllclent to moot an omorgon-
cy, and mlght as woll bo usnd for
current lniprovcnicnts.

Wlll Oppuae Delay.
Tho rimendmont wlll moot with

prompt opposltlon, not only ln tho
bourd generally,' but from ^membersof the Street Commlttee, and tho most
that thu advocatos could accompllsh
to-morrow nlght is to have tho wholo
mattor recommlttod to thc Finance
Commlttee for further consideratlon.
which would mean a delay of sovcral
months in tho Irnprovements project-
ed. MombeiH of tlie Finance Commit¬
teo havo pronounced themselves posl-
tively us opposed to any amendment
to tho bond Issue ordlnanco and to
any Increase ln tlio amount under any
clrcumstancos.
Theso members polnt to tho tottorlng

condltlon of tho Free Brldgc. und say
that Bichniond may at almost any day
be compelled to pay a large 8hare in
roplaclng that structure wlth a per-
mancnt and adequutc bridgo. The con-
tinued compluints of, the Clty School
Board over tbe condltlon of both whlto
and colored schools, ls causlng some
approhenslon, and if furthor bonds aro
to be Issued, thc graded schools wlll
come In for n good ghare.
"Ono of the most difllcuit matter.-"

tho Flnanco Committeo has *to de-
termine," sald a member of tliat com-
mlttoo yesterday, "Is what Improve-
ments should properly be provlded by
a bond issue, thus dlstrlbutlng the cost
over a period of thlrty years, and what
should bo met out of current revenucs.
For myself I would voto against any
bond Issue for smooth pavlng at thls
tlme, as that ls a luxury,"'whon tho
clty Ir yet In want of necessltles."

I'rtipoMltlqn should Stund Alone.
A member of tho Street Committee

j from thc lower branch sald yesterday
1 that he would, opposq any amendment
to tho present bond' Issuo ordinance,
whlch ho belleved to be csscrttial and
wlse, saylng that after thls propo¬
sltlon Is passed and the work mapped
out, If the Finance Commlttee coulc*.
soe its way to the sale of further
bonds, a second Issue mlght bo taket
up on Its merlts, and not bo tacked n*«
a rlde'r to tho sewor bond propoB-*-
tion.
"When 1 seo tho warTSgiolcgatlon fron

Clay Ward. tho largest "and most rar-
ldly dovoloplng ward In the city," hj
sald. ''wllling to dlvert a large part
of Its apportlonment for gradlng and
gravellng, and curbs and gutters, f»
tlio smooth pavlng of Park Avenue, I
begin to belleve that there is not aj
much demand for street lmprovemenc
In tho annexed territory as wo had
beon lod to bellevo. I think the slreett
should grow as tho clty grows, bv
annual approprlation. from current
revonuo. nnd.-lf thoro must'be smooth
pavlng. let the Councll mako a sup-
plementary approprlation fcr speciilcstredts ns the rovenues justlfy."
