Mr. Hamllton states that the league
wlll be behind a wcll-deflned demand
for proper enforcement of the new
laws, and that to thls end moncy has
already been ralsed to support the
movement. He declares that there is
llttle cause for alarm along thls llne.
As the rest of the State, aslde from
the three clties named, is already dry,
Mr. Hamllton states that the league
nt-eds only to conflne its efforts and
Watchfulness to the three clties.
