CHASED HIM AROUND RING

Crowd Did Not Relish Mintite-
and-Half Fight When It-Ex¬

pected Forty-fivc Rounds.

Hugo Kelly, of Chlcago, wns knocked
out ln the flrst round by Billy Papkc,
the Illlnols thundcrbolt. nt Colrnu, to-
day, ln a bout scheduled to go forty-
ilve rounds for tho mlddlcwclght cham¬
plonshlp, whlch Stanlcy Ketchel sur-
rr ndered some tlme ngo to become a

henvywelght.
A large crowd gathered nt tho rlng-

Blde, expectlng to see a long drawn out
battle, ns both men were tralned to
tho mlnutc, and tho bettlng was even
money. Ed. Smlth was the referee, and
both llghtcrs mado the wclght nt the
nppolnted tlme. A prellmlnnry bout
was over when Kelly nnd Papko on-
tored tho ring and rocelved a blg
greetlng. They looked in splendid
physlcai conditlon and evonly matchod.
Both wore adheslve bandages over

tholr knuckles, whlch oach examlned
ticfore tho glovos were drawn on. It
was 2:30 o'elock, and no tlme was
wasted ln rlnglng tho gong.

Mndc (lulck Joh of It.
Kelly had won the toss-and occu-

pled tho southwest corner, wlth the
6un at hls back, but before thc llght
began there was a howl from Popke,
who wanted the same corner, rather
than havo the sun blazo dlrectly.lnto
hls* eyes.
Tho referee flnally soltled tho mat¬

ter and the strugglo began. Papko
opened wlth n wlld rush nnd forced
Kolly to tho ropos, where tho Chlcago
man, blocklng severai terrlilc swlngs
for tho head, came back with a couplo
of hard bodyvblows. Papko stuck close,
howover, rlpping ln tremendous punch-
es, which had great power betilnd
them,' Kelly retreatcd beforo thls
jiiorcilcss onslaught, gottlng at Papko
ln tho faco wlth short hooks. Papko
<*Jnally ran his man Into a corner and
";Vit rlght and left hard to tho jaw.
'.hoso lilows were overpowerlng. and
.fclly dropped totho bonrds, whllo tho

tfofcree counted nlno seconds.
When Kelly got up he was helplessly

groggy. Ho staggered bllndly along
ono slde of the rlng, clutchlng at the
ropes. Papke rushed ln close, took
dcllberate alm, and then banged the
Chlcago man on the slde of the head
Wlth a rlght -that nearly dld the trlck.

Thls was quickly followed by a left
hook, whlch landed squarely on tho
poirit of tho jaw, and Kelly foll llke
n log, tho back of hls head hlttlng
the floor wlth a crftsh. It was a clean
knockout. After ten seconds had'been
counted Kelly was stlll unconsclous.
He soon revlved -and asked what had
happened.

Going After ICctcbcl.
Papko was declared tho winner., of

course. nnd announcod that he would
nt onco challonge Ketchel, who
stopped him ln eleven rounds last.Ko-
vember for tho mlddlowelght tltle.

-P-.vfvlTe" said that if Ketchel had reallyj
left the mlddlewelght class'he would
defend tho tltle agalnst all comers.

It was not n chanco blow thnt beat
Kelly. He was simply punched Into
nubmlssloji by a better man ln every
respect.

The shortness of tho mlll dld not
please tho crowd by any means. It dld
not last moro than a mlnute and a
half.
