A FLIN'G AT GOMPERS

He Is Denounced for Dcfying
Court While Under Jail

Sentence.

NEW TORK, May 17..-An attack on

"llie methods of organlzed labor"
broke the otherwise calm routlne ol
the flrat day'a sesslon of the National
Association of Manufacturers, wlilcli
convened to-day at tha.Waldorf Astorla
Thls aijralgnmcnt of certaln phaaea'of
lnhor unionlsm, lnclnding a fllng at
Samuel 'Gompers, presldent of thc
Amerlcan Federatlon of Labor, waa em-

bodied'ln a report of the committee on

Industrlal education, of whlch Anthony
Ittner. ofSt. Louls. is chalrman.. After
conslderablc dlscusslon the report was

referred to a special committee after
tho- conventlon had gone on record jifl
indorslrtg not an nttack on organlzed
labor per se. but "the methods of or¬

ganlzed labor."
The attltude of the delegates was

made clear when tlie motlon to refer
th. report to a special committee was

mad.
Then Mr. Ittner rose and offered a

BUggestion: "That thls committee to
which the report is to be rcferred has
the power to emasculate anythlng ln
the report that mlght appear to tho
membera as lmpropcr or an unfalr at-
vtack upon labor."

He added that "we do not fight the
labor organizations by themselves. "Wo
conslder tliem beneflclal, but we fight
the methods of organlzed labor.and
some of them are damnabte." His
statemonts were followed by applause
and the' motion wna adopted. Before
the report waa read lt became known
that Fredertck "W. Senyer, of Mtlwau-
kee, a member of the committee, liad
refused to slgn lt on the ground that
It contained unwarrantcd attacks on

labor, and further, ln his oplnlon. the
personal vlewa of the chalrman of ,the
committee to the excluslon of other
members.
The reference to Samuel Oompcrs, to

which Mr. Senyer partlcularly objected,
re-ads an follows: '

"To put organlzed labor ln chargs
of a movement ln the Interest of In¬
dustrlal education nnd trade tralnlng
would be llke puttlng the lamb ln tlie*
care of the wolf or the clilcken" in
care of the hawk. W-iness the effor'.s
of Mr. Gompers and his lleutenants
to secure class leglslatlon in Con¬
gress, thelr attacks on the power of
tha eourts to Issue Injunctlons an-1
thelr proposed amendments to the an-

ti-trust law.
"We see the Presldent of tho Ame¬

rlcan Federatlon of Labor defying the
hlghest court ln the land, and that,
too. whlle he ]s under a jail sen-

ttnee. "VVho is there amongst us thit
would ftssume the task of teachlng
Gompers the error of hla wai-?"
Labor unlonlsm. it is set forth. dom-

inates the Soclety for the Promotlin
i>f industrlal Education, and while the
rerort favored trade schools, ln whlch
*iue graduatc should be a flnlshed
workman, it. alleged that ln manv

large citles. a' skllled- workman could
not pro<$ure employ'ment wllhout a

unlon card.
The Committee on Currency recom-

mended that the association indorse
'jhe Fowler currency bill and advo-
catp its passago by committees.
The Committee on Trafllc dcclar^s

lhat mucli hardshlp has resuUed to

slilppera from tho increase. railroad
rates whlch ln some Instances have
caused serlous loss on contracts made?
ou the haals of the lower rates. Adop-
tlon of the uniform hill of ladlng tn
the Southern terrltory ls urged, tli.it
shlpments all over the country may be
under the same set of condltlons.

Manchester is to be thoroughly

clcanoa, mado now and renovated,
should the ordinance lntroduced by
John W.-Mooro at the meetlng,of the
Street Commlttoe last-nlght be pass¬
ed. Mr. Moore's ordinance comes as
a request to the Mayor to set asltle a
day to be known as "Cleanlng Day,"
and asks that tho lst of Juno bo des-
tgnated. The Mayor ,was present at
the meetlng, and it- ls thought that
he will ask tho*City Councll ,to ac-
cedo to tho request of the committee.

ln making the motlon Mr. -Moore
suggested that many of the clties of
tho Stato luitl observefl such a. day.
und that in every instance they had
been most successful. Tho cltlzens.
ospeclally the merchants alo-»_. Hull
Street, wlll be asked to do thelr part,
iind to make the street in front of
thelr establishments as clean as pos-
sible. It Is also suggested that the
Virginia Passenger and Power Com¬
pany bo asked to run Its sprlnkler
through the citv. changlng the water
dtstributor so tliat it would east wa¬
ter on each slde of tho tracks. as
nearly as posslble to the pavement.
The city will furnish water for this.

Eutlnmlnstlc Over-ldeu.
While Manchester ls by no means a

dirty town, it is accustomed to th.e
usual amount of dirt that the ordinary
municipalitj- has to stand. and from
the manner ln whlch the ordinance of¬
fered by Mr. Moore was recelved lt
vould seem that th/ move wa-? popular.
Mr. Moore, ln fact. was compltmented
on hls ldea, and lt appears to be a fore-
gone concluslon that the Mayor wlll
at once tako lt up wlth both branches
of the Councll. Mayor Maurice was
not tho least cnthuslastlc among those
who heard the dlscusslon, and though
he dld not make any statement on the
floor. he afterwards showed by his re-
marks that he was thoroughly in ac-
cord with the movement. In fact, it
was tho suggestion of tho Mayor that
the Passenger and Power Company be
asked to lend Its street sprlnkler for
the occaslon.

Kcntly .or Memorlal Dny.
Though llnal plans could not be con-

summated at tho meetlng last nlght.
owlng to tho fact that soveral of those
asked to particlpate were not present,
the Cemetery Committee got tho pro¬
gram for the Memorlal Day exerclses
under way. and wlll. at a meeting to
be called ln a few days, be able flnally
to determlno the order of the day.
Several commlttees from the local se-
cret orders were present, and each one
assured the committee that their re-
spective orders would work in har-
mony for tho succoss of tho day.
The only matter of importance de¬

cided on by the commltteo was the
fact that the processlon which would
take part ln the exerclses would meet
at tho City Hall at 3 o'clock, and from
there would procced ln order to the
cemetery. The ordej. of Odd-Fellows
of the city assured the committee,
through tho speclal delegation sent to
the meetlng, tliatlt would be on hand
and tliat it would.tSko part ln the
program by tho marktug of the gravea
of departod memberscwlth Inscrlptlons
of a permanent chat-LCtcr.

Th-__,various lodges bf the Junior Or¬
der of United American Mechanics will
rlecorate the grav'es of tho dead mem¬
bers with flags. These lodges will
meet to-morrow nlght at J_2f?ayette
Hall to perfect plans for the occaslon.
Moro than twenty of the members

Southern at West Falls
Church.

WASfllNOTON, D. C, May 17..
Ge.irgc u. Nicolson, slxly-flvo years of
ago, who lunKbeen cmployed au clerk
in tlie pension, olllce slnco .Tnnuai'y 3;
ISS7, was struck liy traln 131 on thi.
AViialiihgton and Ohlo Imtneli of Uio
Southorn Railway- thls morning ,it
West Kalis Oiiurcli, Va., nnd inslantly
kllled. Tho accident occurrod Ahotit
8:15 o'clock. Mr. Nicolson wtui liurry-
Ing to tho station to board a car
for thls'city. lt is stated by wltnesso..
he wns atruck whllo crosslng tho track
in irvnt ot tho trnln.thc cnglno slr'k-
liig'hlm wlth forco suinclent to tliro.v
him ten feet ln tho alr. HIs.skull wa._
frdcturea ln two placcs and his right
leg borlcen.
Thore were sevoral persons about

the station at tho tlmo tlio nccltlent
liappened and they hurrlod lo Mr.
Nicolson, but life was cxtlnet whoa
lie was plckcd up.
An undortakcr took charge of tlio

body and remuved i. to__.hls osttib-
llshment. Thomas P. Wllllams, Mayor
of Falls Church, actlng as coroner,
vlsltod tho scenc of the nccldcnt and
dlrected thc undcrtakcr to take chargo
of the body.

Mrs. Nicolson was away from homo
visltlng frlends in Maryland. Sho wns
expectod to return home thla evening.
Two grown sons nnd two daughlcra
sutvive the dead man. Ono of the
sons, Gordon Nicolson, was at home at
the tlmo of lho accident.

Mr. Nicolson was a natlve of Glou¬
cester, Mldtllcsex county, Va., and was
a Confederate veteran, havlng served
ln a Virginia reglment throughout tho
Clvll "War. Georgo L. Nicolson, gen¬
eral supcrlntemlent of the Chesapeake
and Ohlo Canal, is a half-brothor of
tho doceased. Mr. Nicolson was cm.
ployed as clerk.ln tho certllicato dlvi¬
sion of the pension offlce. He was un-
usually popular with the other clerks
ln hls dlvision, and hla death caused
genuine sorrow among thom. He had
been a resldent of West Falls Church
a number of years, and had used the
car llna twlce a day.
