Tho Bed
Sox fought dosperatcly overy lnch of

"Wlth
the thousands Btlll yolllng, stamplng
and wavlng hats and handkcrchlefs,
Nelson Sandherr trled to end the gnme
then and there, but hls long drlye
to rlght fleld was captured by Little
Warrlor Klng after a run of about two
block?.

.Inj-'w Double Ilrrnka It t'p.
Jay kanzler broke the gamo up after

ono -was out ln tho cleventh_ and when
Bussey and Llpe were camp'ed at aec¬
ond and flrat. Kanzler smashed thu
ball Into deep rlght far out oX Klng's
reach and Bussey romped homo wlth
the winning tally. Tho hlt was easlly
b two-bagger and Lipo could havo
Bcored on lt, but Bussey's run alone
counted. Again the fans went wlld
with Joy and cheer aftor cheer went
up from hundreda of throats. It was

Kanr.ler who broke np the second game
here with the Red Sox at tho opauing
of the season, hls long smash to cen¬

tre fleld ln the tenth Innlng scorlng
two runs, and giving the Champlons a

2-to-l victory.
From tho openlng round tho game

was a pltchlng duel betweon Baxtcr
Sparks, a former Champlon. and Curtls
Walker, a former Bed Sox. Both were
anxious for victory and worked hard.
Walker weakened In the sixth and the
Box crowded two runa over tho plate
and took the land.

Sparks Pltcbc* Woll.
.Sparks pltched good ball, keeplng

hls hlts well scattcred, but one of hla
passes proved dlsastrous. Smlth was
tho only Champlon who seemed ablo
,to connect wlth Spark's twlsters.
Arthur mado three safetles, hls flrst
ecoring a run and hls third sendlng

over tho tylng run ln the nlnth. Tho
Kittno wag a hard ono for Sparks to
lose, and tho two errors 'mado by the
.Sox figured promlnently ln the out-
como of tho battle. ;When the Champlons spread out on
tho-fleld for tho openlng of the battle
the grandstand and nearly all thu
blcaohers wero crowded, and tho fans
got bu»y wjth thcir cheers.
The Bed Sox rooters wero vory much

in evldence, and they wero loyai to the
end. Bleacher Jlm took a sent ln thelr
nilclHt, nnd hls fog-horn volco could
bo heard abovo thelr ahouts. Jlm wore
a long black coat, a "stovo-plpo" hat,
a flowlng red necktie and a groen vest.
Plnned In hls buttonhole wns what he
termed n "laurcl wreath."
Each sldo got ono man on ln the

flrst, Klng oponlng for Danvllle by
drawlng four bad ones. Sulllvnn sac-
rlflccd him to Becond, but Flsher and
Powell wero easy outs. Wlth hls flrst
pltched ball Sparks crackod Llpe on
the hlp and Perry trottcd to flrat.

In the last half of the second, the

third. Messltt then banged a hlgh
bouncer toward Flsher. Tydeman
rushed acrosa tho diamond and trled
to stab the ball wlth ono hand, but
he fumbled and Tltman counted. Llt¬
tlo Warrlor Flsher nabbed Walker's
hard smaah to rlght.

Danvlilo broke Into tho run column
In the openlng of tho tlilrd, after Klng
and Sulllvan wore out. Flsher Blngled
and Btole second and scored on Pow-
ell'a /felnglo to ccntre. Smlth mnde a
pretty throw to the plate to get Flsh¬
er, but the runner slld safely over the
pan.
The Champs copped another ln tho

third. Llpe drew four wide onea and
Kanzler Bacrlflced him to second.
Smlth hlt a hot one toward third, and
the ball struck tho bag, bounclng- oft
Into left fleld. Llpe counted.

There was no more run gettlng un¬

tll tho sixth, when Danvlilo forged to
tho front. Aftor Flsher flow out to
Ison, Walker passed Powell and he
stolo second. Tydeman singled to left,
advanclng Powell to third. Tydeman
stolo second and Stafford hlt a Texas
leaguer Just behlnd JImmy Iaon, Pow¬
ell counting. Tltmar. made a moss of
recoverlng the ball, and Tydeman
raced home.

"Pop" Messltt opened tho nlnth for
Hlchmond wlth a single to centre.
Bussey sacrlflced him to second Llpe
hlt a foul fly, whlch' WcBtlake cap¬
tured, and SparkB walked Kanzler.
Smlth walked to the bat and the fans
begged him to hlt lt. Sparks hurled
a fast one over tho pan and Smlth
leaned agalnst lt wlth hls bat. Tho
ball shot over third base llko a rlfie
bullet and scorched the grass ln left
held. Mesaltt scorlng eas:iy. Sand¬
herr then banged a long one to rlght.
