TO PUT DOUBLE TRACK
ON BELT LINE BRIDGE

Citizens May Urge Space for
Driveway and Footpath Over

Structurc.

COMPANY LIKELY TO AGREE

Plan Would Connect West End
and Manchester, Where Ave¬

nue Is Needed.

Because of the larger number of
frelght tralns whlch pass over it daily,
the Belt Llne Bridge Company has de-
termined to lay a double track on the
l.lgh gtructure whlch crcsses the James
River just above thc Pumphouse, space
huving been reserved for an emergency
of thls kind when the bridge was llrst
erected.
More interestlng to the publlc gen¬

erally, however, than the announce-
ment of thls Irnprovement is the state¬
ment made yeateiday that negotlaUons
wlll be opened wlth the cempany by
whlch a driveway and footpath may b*5
provided, thus affording more dlrect
connectlon wlth the growlng West
Knd section and Chestenield county.

Compiuij* Mny Favor It.
From what can be learned lt ls be-

lieved that the company wlll be ln-
clined to encourage thla movement,
though of course the extra expense
must be pald by the clty or the coun-
tles of Henrlco and Chesterfield. ln
a measure, an additional free bridge
would be opened between Richmond
and Manchester, whlch would be par-
ticularly helpful to the Forest Hlll
Park sectlon, now a prosperous and
flourlshing community.
Although a driveway mlght be re-

garded as somewhat dangerous, wlth
horses movlng ln and out between
tr-ins, that elemerit would not cxist
so far as automoblles and pedestrlans
are concerned. nor would lt be as dan¬
gerous to horses as some mlght be led
to suppose.
At tne present time persons are not

permiUfcd to walk across the Belt Llne
Bridge. Wlrh a free footpath, how¬
ever, there would be greater communi-
catlon between the citles, and the
change would be universally commend-
ed by citlzens generally.

TrTe Belt Llne Bridge ls owned by a

company, of which Henry Walter, of thu
Atlantlc Coast' Llne Railroad. is presi¬
dent. it is used almost exclusjyely by tha
Atlantlc Coast Llpe, for frelght tralns,
whlch eut away from the Rlchmond,
Frederlcltsbtirg and Potomac Itallrqal
track at Acca, cutting ln on the At¬
lantlc Coast Blne at Clopton, one mlle
out of Manchester. By thls route 4H
freights. are detoured, thus obviating..
the neces'slty of bringlng them through
the heart of the city. The bridge it¬
self ls threc-nuurters of a mlle long.

Grent Tlilujr for Two Citles.
"If satisfactory nrrangements can

be made with the company by whlch a
footpath and driveway can be provid¬
ed," sald a buslness man last nlght,
*'it will be of the greatest vnlue to
the clty and Manchester. I believe
that the company would not be 'IIs-
posed to reslst the movement whlch
wlll be made, but, on the other hand,
will favor it. The owners of the,
bridge wlll derlve no benetlt, as a mat¬
ter of course. though the publlc wlll."
Wlth the iucreasing movement of

the truck crop from Florlda antl North
Carollna, along wlth the volume of
regular trafnee, the Atlantlc Coast Llne
has been forced to add to its frelght
equlpment, the best Indcx of this good
buslness being shown In tho demand
for a double track bridge.

The Councll Commlttee on Streets

has been called in speclal sesslon fur
this afternoon at 3 o'clock to conslder
the application of the Richmond and
Henrlco Railway Company for an ex¬
tenslon of lts franchise for one year.the company to deposit wlth the clty
within sixty days $100,000 aa a guar-
antee of good falth and abllity to pro-
ceed wlth the work, which has hung
flro for the past elght years, slnce the
origlnai franchlso was granted. The
franchise lncludes an extensive street-
car system from the far West End.
partly over the tracks of the present
street car llnes, eastwardly to Fiftli
and Broad, thence to Marshall, and
eastwardly on Marshall over a viaduct
from Fourteenth Street to Church Hlll
and thence to Fulton. The viaduct
planned ls to be open to general trafne.
the company to charge a toll to pedes-
trians and vehlcles.

piers for the viaduct, whlch was aban-
doned when the linanclal crlsis came
on. The promoters now clalm to havo
assurances of sufflcient funds to carry
on the work of constructlon, and the
extenslon Is Indorsed bv the board ot
directors of tho Chamber of Commerce;

It wlll meet wlth opposition In tho
commlttee, however, as members havo
before voted for extenslons on tho
assurance that tlie llne would at oti.x*
he built,' and at several lpoetlnirs.

MYSTERY ABOUT
BOARD MEETING

Nobody Can Find Out When
Superintendcnt of City Schools

Will Be Elected.

MAY IGNORE LOCAL BOARD

City Hall Full of Reports That
J. A. C. Chandler.Will Suc¬

ceed Mr. Fox.

Although Assistant Superlntendent
Albert H. Hlll, of the Rlchmond clty
schools, has been Indorscd by the Clty
School Board and oy many leadlng cit¬
lzens of Rlchmond, lncluding tho
lllchmond Educatlon Associatlon and
the teachers of the varlous schools,
reports lndlcate that lt ls by no means
certaln that ho wlll be elected by tho
State Board of Educatlon, ln whose
hands the election Ues. Indeed, an air
of mystery pervndes the wholo matter
of the electtoA of school superlntend-
ents, no lnforrnation belng oblalnable
at the Department of Publlc Instruc-
tlon as to when the State Board wlll
meet, although anuouncemonts wero
made some timo ago that the elcctlons
would be held ln May. The ofllce of
superlntendent of the Rlchmond schools
becomes vacant by the retlrement of
Superlntendent Fox July 1, and tho
new superlntendent wlll have hls hand«
full from that time to prepare for the
openlng of the schools ln Septomber,
especlally as lt Is expected to open
at least a part of the,now hlgh school
building nt thnt time.

Clty Hniird for Hlll.
Iu. the City School Board Mr. Hlll

was the cholce i\f all save Chalrman
Hutzler, who has been pronounced ln
hls opposltlon. Mr. Hlll also has the
lndorsement of tho leadlng mombers
of the Clty Councll, one of ___cm was
plain ln his assertlon last night of
hls bellef that the State Board of
Educntlon was playlng polltics ln lts
secrecy over the date of the election,
nnd lts rumored opposltlon to Mr. Hlll,
the cholce of Rlchmond people for,
the posltlon. It was potnted out wlth'
some force that no member of the
State Board of Educatlon votes in
Rlchmond, and that the only members
llvlng here are the Governor. Superln¬
tendent of Publlc Instructlon and At-
torney-General, who merely have 'offi¬
cial resklencesr ln Rlchmond, and go
home to vote.
Though he avolds dlscusslon of the

matter hlmself, lt was sald at the Clty
Hall yesterday that nothwlthqtandlng
the recommendatlon of the Clty School
Board of Richmond, the State Board
will elect as superlntendent. Dr. J. A.
C. Chandler, of Richmond College.

Chandler is a relatlve of Prlncipal
A. B. Chandler, of Lelgh School, sald
to be slated by tho Clty School Board
for tho posltlon of assistant superln¬
tendent. should the State Board ele-
vate Mr. Hlll. ln accordanco wlth the
recommendatlon. The posltlon of as¬

sistant superlntendent ls created and
maintalned by the clty, and the State
Board has no authorlty ln that selec-
tion.

Can Get >"o I_*ormntlou.
Contests are also on tn Norfolk and

Newport News for posltions as school
superlntendents, and ln each place there
is much unrest and complalnt at the
secretlve pollcy of the State Board,
both in postponing the election beyond
the tlme already announced and ln re-

fuslng to state when it will be held.
Sevoral Rlchmond men of dlstlnction,
both in the buslness and educational
world, have recently called on Super¬
lntendent Eggleston, of the State
Board, ln support of Assistant Superln¬
tendent Hlll's candldacy without se-

curing from that official any lnforrna¬
tion as to the date of the meeting or

as to whether he would recommend
that the nominatlon of'the Rlchmond
School Board be approved.

EPPS 0U1TS RftCE
FOR CIT1SERGEANT
Bdieves He Could Have Defeated

Smith Until Mudtitudc Got
Into Contest.

ALUANCE TALK IS DENIED

Politlcians Hear That Sheriff Re-
tired in Favor of Satterfield,

,Who Wfll Reward Him.

Sheriff John E. Epps, who up to thls
tlme has been a candldate for Clty
Sergeant, lssued a statomont last
nlght., declaring that ho had retlred
from the race, Mr. EppB says that he
dld not thlnk at tho tlme he entered
that so many othera would bo ln tho
fleld. a multlpllclty of candtdatqs, ln
hls judgment, meaning tho election of
the lncumbent, Mr. Smlth, t0 whom ho
ls vlolently opposed.
Nothlng on the face of tho state¬

ment of Mr. Epps tends to show in
whpse Interest he has wlthdrawn, yet
local politlcians are of oplnion that
he ls ln leaguo wlth Alderman John L.
Satterfield, and thnt if the latter ls
elected the sheriff will be appolntod
flrst deputy. Rumors of tho probable
retlroment of Mr. Epps havo been in
clrculatlon for several days, and hls
formal statement of wlthdrawal will
cause no great surprlse among politl-
clnns.

Mr. Kpps'n Stnfement.
In his notloe of wlthdrawal Sheriff

Epps says;
"I entered the race for the Demo¬

cratlc nomlnlntlon for the offlce of
Sergeant of the clty of Rlchmond, and
docllnod re-olection t0 the offlce of
Sheriff of thls clty, for which I hnd
no opposition, because I was fully
satlsfled-that a large majority of tho
peoplo md not desiro the re-electlon
of the lncumbent. J. C. Smlth, and
that tho people had reached thls con-

cluslon because Mr. Smlth had not ef-
ficlontly or properly dlscharged the
dutles of that offlce. A publlc oftlco
ls a publlc trust, and ln return tho
offlcer should give hls best servlce to

the people who eleoted hlm. I was

satlsfled that Mr. Smith had not done

thls, and therefore determined to be
a candldate for the offlce of City Ser-
goant. After I had entered tho race,
and had been the only opponent of Mr.
Smlth for several months, a number
of other gentlemen nlso became can¬

didates, thereby lncreaslng the chances
of Mr. Smlth's rc-electlon, and mak¬
lng more doubtful my election. After
thoroughly canvnsslng the votes of
thls clty, I now feel confldent, as I
dld ln the beginnlng, that if Mr. Smlth
and myself had been the only candi¬
dates I would have been nomlnated by
a largo majority, but am also of the
oplnion that should all the candidates
remain ln the fleld it would more than
llkely result in the election of Mr.
Smlth. Thls I do not deslre, and far
such reason I have declded to retlre
from the race.

"I wlsh to take thls opportunlty,
however, of expresslng to my many
frlends my slncero appreclatlon of
thelr efforts ln my behalf, and to
thank them for the assurances they
gave mo of thelr future support should
I remain a candldate.

. "In concluslon, I slmply request my
frlends to give tholr vote and ald to

the mnn who ln thelr oplnion wlll
hoBt dlscharge the lmportant dutles
of the offlce of Clty Sergeant."

OnuHes No Panlc.
The effeet of the wlthdrawal of Mr.

Epps was freely dlscussed last nlght.
The Smlth people dld not seem ln the
least degree dlscouraged. "They sald
that thelr favorite would wln under
any clrcumstances, though some of
them preferred that thero should be
a heavy fleld.

Mr. Satterfield decllned to dlscuss
the propositlon, further than to say
that he had had no conference wlth
Mr. Epps, though ho hoped lt was
true that he had wlthdrawn, because
he thought wlth a clear fleld or a ma¬
terial reductlon of tlie number of the
canaidates, ho would wln handlly.
Frlends of James Anthony heard of

tho wlthdrawal of Mr. Epps early In
the evening. and thoy went to work
at once to capture the voters who hnd
formerly pledgefl themselves to tho
present Sheriff. "They say they have
reason to belleve that though Mr. Epps
may deslre hls support to go ln a

body to ono candldate, or another, he
will he unable to "dellver the goods."
The Anthony people are clalmlng that
the retlroment of Mr. Epps materlnllv
augments tho chances of tholr favor¬
ite, though counterclaims are belng
mado by tho supporters of other prom¬
inent candidates.

MANY POINTS DISCUSSED

Southside City to Present,List of
Needs in Event of An- ,

ncxation.

Consolidation of Rlchmond and Man.
chester was dlscussed Informally laat
nlght at the Clty Hall by -oommltteet
from the Counclls of the two cltles,
Whlle no actlon of a flnal nature wai

taken, and some points of objectlon
were ralsed, yet on the whole tho
trond of discusslon seemod hopeful ol
an ultlmate agreement on a falr basln
for tho unlon of the cltles, wlth somo

mutual give and take. Whlle tho Clty
Attorney had held that the two com¬

mittees ln formal actlon must alt
aeparately and keep separato records,
aendlng separate recommcndatlons to
thelr respectlvo Counclls, yet much ol
tho discusslon laat nlght wa» ln th«
form of a Jolnt caucus, wlthout
recorded actlon, the two bodles slttlng
aa a commlttee of the whole, wlth
Chalrman Spence, of the Rlchmond
commltteo ln the chalr, and Chalrman
Brown, of Manchester, as the chlet
spokesman for that delegatlon.

IndorM Princlplr,
In tho end tho Rlchmond commlttoa

offered a tentatlve propositlon, aa a
bnsla for conslderatlon. the terms men¬

tloned In the ordlnance passed by both
Clty Counclls, doclarlng the unlon to
be deslrable.
Tho paper waa taken ln hand by th-*

Manchester members, wlth the under-
atandlng that they would prepare a

moro detalled list of condltlons or

needs of Manchester, whlch ln tho
view of tho members from the South
Sldo must be lncorporated ln any. nnil
consolidation ordlnance. Thls wlll bo
submitted to the Rlchmond commltte<!
at a meetlng to be held on June IS.
and the list of ltems a« agreed upon
at that tlme wlll be thrown open fnr
general discusslon by the ct^zeng of
oach clty. and expresslons Invlted from
the nichmond Chamber of Commerco
and the Manchester nnd Chesterfield
Business Men's Association.
Only a few of the points that must

necessarlly be provlded for ln any ar-

tlcles of agreement were touched on

last nlght. The discusslon *:as of b

>,most frlendly character, the Manches¬
ter mernhcrs belng somewhat surprtaed
at the wllllngness of the nichmonrlern
to acccde to certain points on whtcn
lt hart been thought there was a dls-
agreement.

Flnanclal statements showlng tha
annual expendltures, the bond lssu*<
and Ilmlt, rate of taxatlon a'nd sourcei
of Income wero exchanged, tho dlsctis-
.v-lon of these papers servlng to explodc
a straot ruraor current ln Manchester
that Rlchmond wlshed to force an an-

nexatlon ln order to borrow money on

Manchester realty. The statement?
showed Manchester wlthln $170,000 of
its bond Ilmlt of 20 por cont.. much
closer ln proportlon to lts taxab'e
values than RlehWvtd ls, wlth lts IS
per cent. bond Ilmlt. The stntoment
led Mr. Ruford, of thp Rlchmond com¬

mlttee. also a member of tho Flnance
Commlttee. to say that until ho ha.l
hnd opportunlty to study thp flgur"s
presented. he could not cnmmlt hlm¬
self to any annexatlon at thls tlm-*,
as much as he would llke to see th-*
two cltles togethejr.
Chalrman Spence. also a momher of

Rlchmond's Flnnncp Commlttee, sald
lie favorod consolldntlon on reason-

nblp tormJ', but would not vote to l"ad
nichmond wlth dehts whlch mlght
provp embarrasslng to ImprovomonH
golng on ln other soctlons of thls city..

Cornpiirlne Tas Hntes.
Thp tax ratn in Manchester was

stated to hp $1.50 on $100. whlle that
in Rlchmond is 11.40 on $100. Rlch¬
mond has, howovor. a sower tax of 10
cents por linear foot on all lots front¬
lng ln streets In which there are sew-

ors nnd water mnlns. Objectlon was

ralsed hy tho Manchester members to
tho Richmond plan of paving side¬
walks and alloys nnd assesslng tho
cost to abuttlng property owners. In
Manchester what olleys and sidowalk*.
havo been pav.ed, tho work has been

done, at tho expense of the munici-
pality.
Manchester was stated to have about

Tfio voters.about the same number
as Henry Ward, the/smallest tn Rlch¬
mond, nnd lt was lhe common oplnion
that lt should bo mado ono ward of
tho unlted cltles, wlth a representa¬
tlve of flve Councllmen and three Al-
dormen, the samo as any othor ward
in Rlchmond.
Speaklng only for hlmself, and not

for the commlttoe, Mr. Campbell, of
Manchostor, thought that a new freo
brldge, to bo erected by Rlchmond in
tho event of consolidation, should r-o

lower down, posslbly near the present
Mayo'B Brldge, so as to reach into tho
heart of Manchester, not west of tho
clty, as tho presont Nlnth Street Freo
Brldgo. Mr. Campbell also thought
that thero should be some guaranleo
that the presont water system of Man¬
chester bo malntainod, and the Rich-
moutl members agroed that tho flltra-
tlon plant should cerlninly bc contln¬
ued until outgrewn by the Southaido
clty or until Richmond can provldo
water as pure and as clear as that
now in use. Personally, Mr. Campbell
snld ho fn.vored, for lhe present at
least, the malntenance of a court of
record ln Manchester.
