People may  wonder why Susan,
Countess of Malmesbury, should have
considered It necessary after writing the
life of her first husband, the third Earl
of Malmesbury, to have pald o similar
tribute to the memory of her sccond
husband, the late Major-General Sir
John = Arvdagh, for ‘whereas  Locd
Malmesbury was o statesman of na-
tlonal, even International, Importance,
SIr John Ardagh, though a very charm-
Ing man and a distinguished membar
of the! milltary professlon, could not
put forward any aimilar pretensions to
fame, "

In writing the 1ife, however, of Sir
John, ' Lady Malmesbury's object has
been to clear.his name of the asper-
sions unjustly cast upon it at the time
of the Boer War, when he was direp-
tor-general of the Intelligence Depart-
ment of the Britlsh army, and popu-
larly held responsible for the alleged
ignorance of the English commandors
of the mlilitary conditlons of the
Transvanl and of the Orange Frae
State. Bhe s able, however, to show,
by means of his correspondence and
papers, that he obtained absolutely ecor-
rect information before the war brole
out, not only of the fighting strengta
Of the Hoers, of thelr armaments, of
the guns and ammunition ot their dis-
posal, but even of their plans of cam-
palgn.  She alsp is able to demonstralo
that he had the topography of the Boe=
States carefully mapped  out  In ad-
vance, and that 4t was owlng to ob-
jectlons on the part of the government
of Natal, and to political and finuncial
considerations, that he wuas prevented
from obtalning simllar topographical
Information concerning Natal Itself,
