Building.
NEW YORK, June 29..The patlents

of the Mnnlinttnn Eye, Enr, Noso nnd
Throat Hospltal n.id the inmates of
tho Clara de Hirsch Htmie for Worklnr;
Gtrls and of several tenemont houses
Bot a bnd scaro thls mornlng when u

fire occurred at S o'clook In tho Da
Hirsch Trade School, whlch occupien
a central posltlon ln rolntlon to those
other structures and ls near to all
of them at 222 and 224 East Sl.xtleth
Street.

Coolness and presence of. mind
among the nurses and residents at the
Glrls' Home prevented a pnnlc. Tho
lire burncd brlskly for a whlle atui

the patlents in the ... hospltal weru
greatly frlghtened at' ilrsl. On the
fifth nnd slxth Iloors of tho hospltal
were slxty chlldren, who were aroused
by the In the Trade School across a

narrow court.
The building ls supposcd to be flre-

proof, but the desks and furnishlngs
burned so hotly that the windows wero
burst out.
Wards L and M, on tho fifth nnd

slxth lioors, are occupled by the chll¬
dren. The windows were opon and tho
bmoke poured in from the burning
building. The glare of the ilames was
lerrlfylng to tho lltt.le patlents, but
the nurses told them. there was no
danger. although they did not feel per-
fectly sure of what they were saylng.
The giris in the De Hirsch home aro

occustoroed to fire dfllls at all hours,
nnd when the nlarm was sounded thls
mornlng they sprang from bed, seized
t.heir clothes and flled out ln good or-
der. Tho glrls arrange thelr clothes
before golng to bed so that they can
lell whero evcrythlng is ln the dark.

The casq of thc Orlnoco Corporatlon
nnd the Venezuelan government, whlch,
accordlng to the arbitration protocol
of last February, is to be settled,
dlrectly between the partles concorned,
has entered upon sensational develop-
ments.

After a newspapor campnlgn of
weeks on the part or rival claimant."
to block approval of the Amerlcan
protocol, Niromedas Zuolaga and Fe-
dro Uztaris, clalmants to tho Imataca
lron mlne ln oppositlon to the corpo-
ration, have brought suit for criminnl
libei agalnst Rudolpn Dolge, represen-
tatlve here of the corporatlon, charg-
lng him wlth having purposely re-
tained certain documents signed by
George Turnbull until Turnbull was
out of the country, and then glvlng
them publlclty.

Turnbull left Caracas June 14.
These papers are sald to be exceed-
Ingly damaglng to Zuolaga and'Uzta-
ris, showlng that thelr nlleged titles
to the Imataca mlne are not valld.

Zuolaga and Uztnris reserve tho
right, lh thelr complalnC, to brlng ac-

tion agalnst John Brewer, the Amerl¬
can consular agent here, nnd any other
person implicated wlth Mr. Dolge.

Mra. Dlllon. who was almost prostratod

wlth grlef, told the story of the boy havlng
left home on Monday morning, and she wns

so much aftect«d that «he could hardly tell
the reportor the facts ln tho ense.
She sald that the llttlo fellow was alwnys

most obedlent, and that he nud mnrer
before been away from home. Mrs. Dlllon
sald that she had rccelved a number ot
reports from varlous people who sald that
they had seen hlm on the street yesterday.
Yesterday ufternoon the grlef-atrlcken

mother receivoi word that the body of a

boy had been found ln the rlvar. She im-
medlutcly got lnto communlcatlon wlth the
authorlties In Uiehmond and found that
the body whlch had been recovered was
that of a man welghing more than lil
pounds.
Tho mother ls at a loss to know what

could have happened to hor chlld. She can-
not belleve that he could remain awny froir
homc on hls own aceord. She stated post-
tively that ho was not Incllnod to be way-
ward, and that he was most famlllar wltr
the locatlon of hls home. The pollce havi
been notlfled of hls dlsappearance and ar<

dolng everythlng possible to locato hlm.
The boy Is only eleven years old and, ac-

SHOT DOWN DOING HIS DUTY
Kiilliui Held for Shootlng Oillcer Jn

I'liiln Clothes.
NEW YORK, June 29..Whlle hold-

lng up hls gold shield to show an
Italla-n from whom he demandcd ad-
mission to an Itallan boardlng-house
that he came ln the name of the law,
Detectlve Joseph Becker, attoched to
Parkville Street Statlon, Brooklyn, was
shot down at 2:15 o'clock this mornlng.
Becker was out on assignment to

investigate a report of a shootlng at
155.1 Flfty-nlnth Street, tho address in
front of whlch he was wounded.
Wlth hlm was . Dctoctive Wllliam

Moyers, and to the pollce systcm of
sending plaln clothes men out ln palrs
ls probably due the capture of the man
suspectud of uslng the gun.
Aleyers turned in a call for tho re-

serves anu then guarded the cntrance
to nrevent any one from leavlng the
place.

TwclVe M<mi Arrested.
When help from tho statlon house

arrlved the place was surrounded and
twelvo mon, found lnslde, were ar¬
rested.

Later, after belng examined before
Pollce Captaln Farr at the statlon
house, all but one of the Jtalians were
released. The police belleve that the
man detalned is the one they want.
He ls described as Austlno Domlnick,
'thlrty-flve years old, and at present
ho ls merely held on susplclon for
further Ihvestigatlon.
Detectlve Becker's Jaw was shat-

tered by the shot and he ls now at the
Norweglan Hospltal in a serlous con-
dltlon.

Suspcct n Rutie Wn.s Used.
Many clroumstances about the shoot¬

lng stili remain to ho explalncd. The
pollce belleve that elther the dctoctives
were lured there on a ruso or else
sorae crimo preceded their arrival.

The. flrst call for an ambulnnce camo
earllor in tho night from the house
,from whlch the detectlve was shot,
nnd when Dr. Byrne, of'the Norwe-
gian Hospltal, respondcd ho- was in-
formed that ho was not wahted, and
that no .one needed a doctor.
Some hours later rumors of serlous

troublo at tho house reached the Park¬
ville statlon, nnd the two plaln clothes
mon wero sent out to investigate.

NOTED WOMAN LAWYER DIES
Mr*. Cnrrti* Biirnliuru Kilgore ISiijoycd

I.Hrjre l'ritctlcc.
PHILADELPHIA, Juno 28_Mrs.

Carrle Bttrnham Kllgoro, the flrst of
hor sex to bo admltted to tho practlco
bf law ln the State of Ponnsylvanla,
dled to-day at hor homo in Swarth-
moro, near here. She was a famillar
(igure in all tho courts ln Phlladelphia
and enjoyed a large practlce. Born
in Vormont ln 1838, Bhe tnught school
in that State and inWisconsln, and la¬
ter studlod medlclne, recelvlng the de-
greo of M. D. from a New York co-
educatlonal lnstltution In 1864. Seven
years latar Mrs. Kilgore decided to
take up tho law and had a hard tlmo
breaklng down tho barrlors then
placed ln tho path of womon araJbl-
tious to bocome mombers of the bnr.
She was flnally admltted to the law
school of tho Universlty of Pennsyl-
vanla in 18S1,
Her dltiicultlcs did not end here, as

the prejudlco agalnst women lawyers
was stlll Btrong. She petlseVered, how-
ovcr, and after belng graduated shu
was admltted to the local, State and
Federal courts ln thls clty, and in duo
tlmo was admltted to practlco in tho
Supreme Court of tho Unlted States.
She was married to Damon Y. Kil¬

gore in 187S and was loft a wldow in
3SSS. A few years ago Mrs. Kilgore
became interested ln balloonlng and
made an nscenslon, remalnlng in tho
alr several hours.

SOLID EARTH CAVING IN
RcNldentx of Autlgoiilsh, N. S., In Alnrm.

Work of l.'iKlcrnroiiiiil.
tVNTIGONISH, N, S., June 29..The

dlsappearanco of great stretches of
road from the hlghway Is causlng much
alarm among the people of thls town.
Tho flrst cave-In occurred a few days
ngo, when a portlon of the Jnmes
Road, slx milcs from here, sank, car-
rying with it a telcphone pole, of
whlch no portlon can be seen.
No sooncr had thls oponlng been

fllled up than the earth caved In agaln,
with a long stretch of tho hlghway
whlch had not been dlsturbed before,
maklng a hola about 100 feet long and
thlrty wide. Tho cavlty ls now filled
wlth water, formlng a small lake.
Slnce then there havo been two other
depresslons on other sectlons of the
road.
The roadbcd of tho Intercolonlal Rall-

way has been serlously affected by
the phenomenon, tho ralls having set-
tled more than a foot in several placos,
and tho appearance of cracks ln the
earth along tho tracks causes the ot-
flclals to belleve that othor cave-lns
wlll occur. The entire roadbed in the
vlcinity is carefully watched to pre-
vent accidents. J. W. MacKenzle, as-
slstant road commlssionor for Nova
Scotia, states that the reason of the
dlsturbances is that subterrancan
waters are dissolving the plaster, which
is very plentiful ln the soil, causlng
the earth to fall in. Mr. MacKenzlo
says lt is his bcllef that tho whole
dlstrict wlll oventually become a largo
lake.

$500,000 FOR A REMBRANDT
I.ord I.aii.iclovrm; Sald to Have Sold Hln

Fanioti.i l'lcture "The 31111."
L.ONDON, Juno 29..An unconflrmed

statement is made, though it ls be-
Ueved In art clrcles, that the Marquls
of Lansdowne has followed the ex-
ample of the Duka of Norfolk ln sell-
Ing a famous work of art. Thls is
Rembrandt's picturo "The Mlll," paln:-
ed in 1660, which deplcts the sunset
rays lightlng up a lonely wlnd-mill
upon a rulned bastion.
The plcture has had varlous owners,

but it has been ln the possesslon of the
Lansdowne famlly at thelr county seat,
Bowood, for more than 100 years. They
bought it orlginally for 800 gulneas
($4,200). To-day's rumor mentions a
sum approaching $500,000 as the price
it has now fetched.

actlvitles of life begln early ln the
day, as naturo lntends; and
Whereas, ln consequence of thls

chango no rallroad wlll be compelled
to change a single schedule, nor any
factory Its hours of work:
Bo it ordalnecl that from and after

2 o'clock in tho mornlng of May 1
of each year, untll 2 o'clock ln the
mornlng of October 1 ln each year, the
stnndard tlme shall be ono hour In
advance of tho standard Ume now ln
use.

GIRL WAS MADLY IN LOVE
W1TH MAN WHO KILLED HER

Sentimental Letter Written by Mrs. Woodill Found in
Eastman's Bungalow."Lame Bob's" Last Message

to Station Agent Was Protestation of lnnocence.
ST. MICHAELS. MD., June 29..Tho

feellngs entertalned by Mrs. Edlth May
Woodlll towards her slayer, "Lame
I3ob" Eastman, are Indlcated ln a let¬
ter signed "Edlth," partg of whlch
were found ln tho bung-alow of thj
murderer and sulclde last Sunday.
Tho mlsalvc whlch Is ln Mrs. iWoodlU'u
handwrltlng, an<i whicli ls couched ln
tnost sentlmental language, was pre-
flumably sent to Eastman. lt not only
lndlcates a warm attachment for the
man, but seems to prove that she had
known hlm at least a year. On the
same paper ln Eastman's handwrltlng
ls the followlrig:

"Little Dear,.I cannot Hvo aftor
our short day of bllss wlth the eom-
Ing of you and parting over before
rae. If we meet ln the unknown let's
contlnue the bllssfui times that vjh
spent here. I am wlth you ln every
thought."

From the "Little l)enr.'»
The letter Blgned "Edlth" contaittE

tha followlng passages:
"Is the Iron immodcat when It

creeps through the loadstono and
cllngs to Its slde? Is the seed lm-
modest when lt slnks lnto the ground
wlth buddlng Ute? Is tho cloud bold
when lt softens lnto raln and fulls
to earth because lt has no other cholcc,
or Is lt brazen when lt nestles on the
bosom of heaven's arched dome, and
slnking lnto the blue-black lnflnlty
ceases to be Itself?

"Is the human soul lmmodest when
drawn by a force It cannot reslst lt
seeks a stronger soul whlch absorbs
lts ego as the blue sky absorbs a
flontlng cloud, and as the warm earth
swells the uced, as the magnet draws
the Iron?

"I do not foel myself to be bold or

wrong or 'ln myself for drlfting to-
warcl you as I do. I would not feel
myself wrong to go straight to you
to-morrow.
"There ls ever and always some

human soul to love and trust us, and
whose confldence we would not altor.
We are not of our own maktng, and
our llves belong to anothor, Brahma,
who rules and is wlse.
"As one who was unconcerned antl

ln every llne of lt I read only the
same adoratlon that a year's absence
would not shadow.
"And the wonder comes to me that

you dld not, could not, understand,
Surely a llfe such as yours brings tlme
understandlng; you must know lewO
from the modest, tlie untrue from thu
true."
"Dream of you, dld I say? Long for

you would be better, for every heart-
beat seems to cry out against the
enormlty of the crlme that makes me
no longer yours. All the best ln
everythlng seems only to exist because
of you, and for you.

"I hate extstence away from you.
"Why do men dare to 11ft up thelr
volces against the blessed art ln oth¬
ers, which Is but a greater, strongor,
warmer spark of God's soul that they
possess, or can lessen the understand¬
lng -we have one for the other, and no
dlft'orence can make us forget?
"Hemember me always, as you loved

me best, and though were you a.;t

bandlt.anythlng.my lieart . would
beat In responslveness to yours."

What EiiNtniuu Wrotc,
Tlie letters wrltten by Eastman were

found on hls body. One of them wns
adclressed to George Taylor, statlon
agont at Mc-Danlel, and told of thfi
killlng in the same manner as the
lotter to hls wlfe. It reads:

"Mr. Taylor,.Enclosed flnd $10 lo

NEGRO BISHOPS LOSE

j DlNinlMHcd by Iutcrxtnte Comml»»iou.

WASHINGTON'. June 20..Flve Afrl-
jcan Methodlst blshops who complalned
to the Interstate Commerce Commlsslon
jthat they were dlscrlmlnated agnlnst
by Southern rallroads and by the Pull-
jman Company In transportatlon. dln-
ing-car and sleeplng-car facllltles.
have been Informed by the commlsslon
that thelr complaint was not war-
ranted.
The blshops were Wesley .T. Galnes,

H. M. Turnor, Evans Tyr.ee.' C. S. Smlth
and K. \v. Hanipton. Tlyslr complaint
was dlrectod against the Seaboard Alr
LIne, the Rlchmond, Frederickabtirgand Potomac. the Southern Itallway,tbo Central of Georgia and the Pull-
man Company. It was alleged that
the day coaches furnished for negro
passengers ln the Southeastcrn States
were not equal to those provided for
white people; that negroes were deniedsleeplng-car accommodatlons, and that
they were refused food ln the dlntng-
cars solely on account of thelr color.
At the hearlng of the case the com¬

plaint as to the day coaches was
abandoned In vlew of -the welght of
testlmony to the contrary; and wlth
respect to the dlning-car facllltles, the
allegations wero modlfled by conces-
slon. Most. of the complalnants andtheir witnesses testllied that theyactually dld rlde on sleeplng-cars.

It ls held by the cominisslon that
undue discrlmlnatlon or prejudice was
not shown, Und'the e.omplalnt, there-
fore, was dlsmissed.
