Thea g¢hildren ‘holong to the Inhorer
elhas,” yery gonerally, and they rap-
rasented ol the patlonalllies in Naw
York, Only fourtosn of tho GDD ware
found Lo have anuml teath.

While there wers %508 unsound toeth
among 460 e‘n!lﬂren, the examination
showaed that 2,551 teeth could he saved
T propor ﬂenl.luny at this time, thera
being only 267 teeth so_far gons that
they must ho extracted. One s not
surprised to rond that of tha By
children, anly twanty-iivo had evar haigd
any dental troatmont whatoever, other
than extraction, The Burenu of AMuy-
nlvlpal - Rosearch, having ralsed tho
probliém of the testh  nf the poorer
schaool children, states 1ts [nanelal as-
el as folowe:
