Ambaesadors Jussorand and Bryce
and Presldent Taft all co:nmIttc-_ thelr
^respective countrles to pollcles of
peace. In the shadow of an old fort-
(resa which wltnessed some of the
bloodlest battles ln all hlstory, they
ex pressed the hope that never agaln
would the peace of the great natiom
«_ tho world bo interrupted by a war.

Inapected ttulna.
The Presldent and tho ambassadors

and the members of thelr staffs were
conducted through the rulns of "Old
Tl," as the natlves call the stronghold,
whlch 1b now ln course of restoratlon.
Tliere was hlstorlc Interest ln the place
allke for the representatlves of Great
Brltaln, France and tho Unlted States,
for the rocky promontory was held
ln turn by the French, the Engllsh and
the Amerlcan troops. Some of the old
cannon were ln place- to-day, and hun¬
dreds of rusty retics were on vlew.
Below the fort, on the placld waters

of the lake, set among a flotllla of
modern naval vessels, was a reproduc-
tlon of Champlatn's little caravel, the
l>oa De Dleu.

People Get Exclted.
A heavy raln fell durlng: the morn¬

lng and threatened a po_tponement of
some of the outdoor features. After
the Presldent had inspected the fort
he proceeded to the grandatand, whlch
stood half way down the hlll. The
cheering of the people as the Taft
automoblle was seen comlng down the
stcep incllne was suddenly changed to
a tense sllence, when the blg machine,
Its wheels locked by the brakes, but
sllpplng over the treacherous aurface,
began to skld toward the edge of the
roadway. The chauffeur qulckly got
tho car under control, however, and
the'danger was over ln an Instant. The
Presldent was' the least con'cerned of

.. any person ln the large throng.
AValked ln Knln.

An afternoon shower followed the
ceremonles, and the Presldent had to
walk a quarter of a mile or more ln
the raln to the boat, whlch, after a

; twenty-mlle sall, landed Its dlstln-
t gulshed passengers at Fort Henry. The
.Presldent seemed rather to. enjoy the
lehower than otherwlse.

Mr. Taft was tho guest to-nlght of

tlme on the trlp, the Presldent met

AniliaHHiiilorn Speak.
., To-morrow the scene of the celebra-
\ilon shifts to Plattshurg, where the
Presldent agaln wlll make a brief ad-
sflress, and where Senator Ellhu Root
"'.wlll dellver the historlcal oratlon of
i-the celobratlon. Mr. Taft wlll take
*back wlth hlm to Washington several
;rellcs from "Old Tl," among them be-
ilng an anclent key and the head o£

States on the
implied compllment that those two
Countrles had paid to her by s&ndlng
here, as the personal representatlves
jof thelr respective chlef executlves,
jmen so dtstlngulshed In llterature, in
Jhlstory, ln statesmanshlp and ln dl-
j*plomacy."The States of New York and Ver-
xnont were most fortunate ln belng
able to flnd a place upon which threa
natlons could celebrate the past wlth
entlre consistency and wlth great joy;

CHICAGO, ILL., July 6..The nami

of "Tom" Taggart, of French Llcl
Springs, Ind. former chairman of thi
Democratic National Commlttee, wai

brought lnto the recoid of tho Ellt
Glngles trlal in Judge Brontano's couri
here to-day.
The young Irlsh lacemakor, on crosn

examinatlon, had told of the alleger
search of her rooms by Mlss Agnei
Barrotte, her accuser, and tho late Mrs
Cecllla Kenyon, who were looking foi
lace which Mlss Barrotte clalmed Mlsi
Glngles had stolen. Thls brought thi
story around to Mlss Glngles's vlslt tt
Mlss Barrette's room at tho Welling-
ton Hotel on a subsequent occaslon
when, according to Mlss Glngles, shi
was forclbly dlsrobed by Miss Barretti
and Mrs. Kenyon.
"Dld you flght against them?" shi

was asked.
"Yes; untll I was worn out wltl

crylng and my exertlons."
"Was any man mentloned?"
"Yes."
"Who was It?"
"It was Tom Taggart, I believe."
"Who mentloned the name?"
"Mlss Barrette. She sald; 'If Tag

gart were onjy here.' "

Last Friday Mlss Glngles testlflei*
that she had been told she could hav<
plenty of money, good clothes and nt
work lf she would go to French LicV
Springs.
"What dld you thlnk whan MIbs Bar¬

rette told you the sdvantagos of thii
vlslt ?**

"I thought she meant I was to marry
a man."
Judge Brontano's courtroom was

crowded to suffocatlon, and lt was nec¬
essary to clear the alsles when MIse
Glngles resumed tho wltness stand ln
hor own behalf to-day. It Is the the¬
ory of the State that the young Irlsh
lacemaker ls a vlctlm of mythomanla
flrmly bellevlng the remarkable storles
she has told are tho truth.

Knows N-thlus About It.
SYRACUSE, N. Y., July 6.-.Thomas

Taggart was a passenger on the South-
western Llmlted, reaching here thls
afternoon. When shown the Associ¬
ated Pness story of Mlss Glngles's trlaj
he sald:

"I never saw, never- knew or nevei
heard MIbs Glngles's name untll lt
appeared ln this case, and have slncd
never seen her. The only person 3
ever saw or knew who has been ln
any way lnvolved in this case Is Mlss
Barrette, who kept a curio stand at
French Llck. I never rnet her but ln
a buslness way. I know nothing more
of thls case than what I have read to-
day."
Mr. Taggart was ln flne humor.

THAW WINSA POINT
Wlll Be ln Caatody of Sherlff Untll

IlenrluK Is Concluded.
WHITE PLmVINS, N. Y., july 6..

Counsel for Harry K. Thaw, slayer of
Stanford White, to-day, ln the hearlng
before Justlce MIUs to determlne hls
aanlty, scored a partlal vietory by
obtalnlng from the court ari order .re-
movlng Thaw from Matteawan and
placing him in the custody of SherlH
Henry Hyschert, of White Plalns, untll
tho hearlng is concluded.
Only two witnesses were examlned

to-day. The flrst, former Governor
Stone, testifled that, as counsel for
Thaw ln bankruptcy proceedings, he
had occaslon to observe hls cllent
closely, and that ln many conversatlous
and conferences wlth hlm Thaw had
shown uniform. ratlonallty and inteill-
gence. -,

The other wltness, Robert Goode, a
glass manufacturer of Poughkeepslo,
testlfled that he met Thaw at the tlmo
of hls incarceration in tho Poughkeep¬
slo jail, and that he had occaslon to
vlslt him on an average of twicq' a
week. Thaw, he declared, showed no
evldence of unsound mind.
The hearlng was adjourned untll

Monday, when both sldes wlll submlt
expert testlmony. Thaw. who appear¬
ed the picture of health, was accom-
panled ln court by hls mother, Mrs.
Mary Copely Thaw; hls slster, the for¬
mer Countess of Yarmouth; hls brother,
Joslah- Thaw: Charles Morschauser, hla
counsel, and Roger O'Mara.

WILL HOLD STEAMER UP
New York Pollce Believe _con Llng ls

Aboard the Helene lUckmer*.
NEW YORK. July 6..In the hope of

capturlng Leon Llng, murderer of Elsle
SIgel, the ik>llce have just cabled to
several cltles on the Medlterranean
coast and to points through the Suez
Canal and Indian Ocean to hold up the
German steamshlp- Helene RIckmers
and search lt for the fugitlve.
Informatlon ls almost concluslve, tho

pollce say, that Llng shipped from
Phlladelphla between June 10 and 12.
The murder was commltted on June 9.
Detectives found that the Helene

RIckmers left Phlladelphla on June 12,
bound for Itosaki, Japan, and that be¬
fore sailtng her commander, Captaln
Oettlng, shipped several Chlnamen as

part of the crew. Among these Chlna¬
men, who were engaged only a short
tlme before salllng, was one well-dreas-
ed man, who spoke good English, and
who professed to be an expert cook.
Leon Llng wore good clothes,' spoke
English fluently and was a master
cook. .

The Helene RIckmers was the only
vossel whloh left Phlladelphla about
that tlme for the Orlent. The shlp -was
last reported at Ta-rlfa, a seaport town
of Spain, flfteen miles southwest from
Glbraltar, on June 26.

LEFT IN HHLtWAY
Milkman, Groping Way
ThroughyMakes Gruesome
Discovery in New York.

TRAIL OF BLOODY
FOOTPRINTS FOUND

Police Think Double Motive Ex-
isted for Crime.Body of Vic-
tim, Tcrribly Mutilated, Sti.1
Unidentified.Fruit Deal-
ers Tell Story of Mys-

terious Visitor.

NEW YORK, July 6..The most
brutal butchery ln all the mur¬
der mysterleB that havo been

piling up so rapldly on the hands of
the homlcide bureau day by day was

dlscovered thls mornlng by an East
Sido milkman. The vlctim was

comely young woman. The body, with
Ekull crushed, facev. dlsflgured and
clothing dMsarranged and torn, lay
at the back of a narrow hallway.

Tlie pollce declared that the motive
for the crlme was probably double,
but that robbery was orie part of It.
In thelr oplnion the glrl was not one
of the residents of the quarter. Her
dlsflgurement will make further Iden¬
tlflcation difficult: The lnstrument
wlth which the murder was done could
not be found, and the trall of the
murderer ends wlth the bloody foot-
prlnts, whlch extend a few yards and
reveal no further lmpresslon.*

SUIkinan Mnken Grneaotue Flnd.
It was nearly 3 o'clock when Morris

Gross, a milkman, Jumped off hls
wagon ln front of .36 East Thlrteenth
Street. Thls ls an old tenement house,
and its narrow hallway was one of hls
worst bugaboos. It was so dark that
when he got to the foot of the stalrs,
where he waa to set the cans. he
trlpped over the murdered woman be¬
fore he saw her.
Morris was so frlghtened that he

was hardly able to get back to the
wagon. A pollceman who was called
Judged the woman to be about thlrty-
Ilve years old. She was plump. about
flve feet four inches tall, and welghed
about 160 pounds. Her skln was very
white and her hair black.
Not much could be told of the wo¬

man's features, for her face was very
much brulsed. Her eyes were swollen,
her Jaw broken and the back of her
head crushed ln. One shoe had been
removed, and the stocklng had been
turned down. as lf ln a quest for money.

Trall of Bloody Footprlnta.
The floor o_ the hallway showed foot-

prlnts plalnly outllned ln blood leadlng
toward the rear. The murderer had
evldently worn rubber-soled shoes. A
door ln the wall gave entrance to the
rear room of a saloon, and at the ex-
treme end of the hall was a door open-
lng lnto the yard. There were tracks
leadlng to both doors.
Pollceman Sherer found the door Into

the back room of the saloon unlocked.
Stretched out on the table was a man
fast asleep. The pollceman awoke hlm
and asked hlm who he was. He proved
to be Phlllp Call, son of Blagio Call,
tha proprletor of the saloon. Both
father and son were locked up on sus¬
plclon. Phlllp Call at flrst told the
pollce that he had heard nolses ln the
hall. Afterward he denled lt.

Mark* on Floor Tell Story.
The footprints led from the thres-

hold toward the table, as lf the mur¬
derer had been trylng to grope his way
out .dn unfamlllar surroundlngs. Ap-
parently he did not see the table untll
he had come almost upon lt Then he
seems to have stood still for a moment
or two, observlng the sleeper before
startlng back: to the hall.
In the hallway agaln. the footprints

ran toward the rear exlt, and thence
to the bulkhead cellar doors. Here the
murderer seems to have paused agaln
and looked ln the wlndow, whlch was

open about four Inches, as lf concerned
about tho man on the table. After thls
he figures ln two appearances ln Thlr¬
teenth Street, as a man in whito yacht-
Ing shoes, before he flnally. drops out
of the ken of the poltcemen.
Aaka for Water at Frult StnndH.
Vlncerrzo Gallane and Tony Delucla

were ln a frult stand at 216 First Ave¬
nue when the supposed murderer ap¬
peared at lio'clocj- A. M. The man's
hands and shirt were covered with
stains and he asked lf he could have
water wlth whlch to wash up.

"Yes, sure," Vlncenzo replled, hand-
Ing hlm the can ln whlch glasses were
rlnsed. "What's the matter7 Been ln
a fight?"
For reply the man laughed and

shrugged his shoulders.
It was sald ln the nelghborhood of

the crime that the woman and a man
had been seen drlnklng last night in
some of tho saloons.
The pollco received the followlng

telegram from Phlladelphla to-nlght;
"Please send mo full-descrlptlon of

body of woman found mucdered in
Thlrteenth Street, your clty, to-day.1
The mosage was slgned "Frank

Rlehards"! the address was given as
1827 Filbort Street, Phlladelphla.
The pollce had no rellable olue to

the murderer to7nlght.

MRS. BROWN SEEKS DIVORCE

nor'n Son.
BALTIMORE, MD., July B..Frank

Snowden Rldgely Brown, son of ex-
Governor Frank Brown, was to-tlny
sued for dlvorce by Mabel Jano
Mlchael Brown, the protty young wo¬
man to whom ho was marrled not quite
thrco years ago.

It ls a sensatlonal story that young
Mrs. Brown tells In her blll for a de¬
cree ot absoluto separatlon, fllod In
the Clrcult Court through Attornoy
Wllllam Colton. She declares that
sho bore wlth her husband as long
as sho posslbly could, and that sho
was Uterally drlven from her apart-
ments nnd forced, for safoty, to es¬
cape to thn apartments of frlends.
At the same' tlme. and through tho

samo attorney, Mrs. Brown brought
sult In the clty court against ex-Gov-
ernor Frank Brown, charglng him wlth
allenatlon of affcctlons^ and demand-
ing $100,000 damages.

Mrs. Brown decldcd finally thls
morning to begln action against her
husband and her father-ln-Iaw. Hor
declslon followed. according to the
bill, a sceno whloh sho had wlth young
Frank Friday at thelr apartments on
North Charles Street. She alleges that
he came into the apartments wlth hls
bulldog, a vlclous anlmal, and threat-
ened to set the brute on her. She
stated that somo of her frlends were
present, and she was therefore humil-
lated -before thelr eyes.

Tho bill states that Mrs. Brown
remonstrated with hlm because of hls
fnany crueltles, and ho lnformed her
that he had only Just begun, and
that If she stayed she would -soon
learn that he was telling her facts.

So, tho blll alleges, the young wlfe
made a hasty exlt from the apartments
and sought refuge with frlends, whose
names she chooses to wlthhold.

The next day she went cautlously
back, and securing some of her cloth¬
ing she went to the home of her par¬
ents, Mr. and Mrs. Mlchael, Chelsea
Terraco and Cllfton Avenue, Wal-
brook.

Judge Elliott signed an order allow-
lng her $50 a week temporary allmony,
$250 counsel fee, and granted a tem¬
porary Injunctlon.

BOY GOT LOST
And Senator Had to Cut White House

Dlnner and lnstltute Search.
WASHINGTON, D. C. July 6..Sena¬

tor Jeff Davis has wrltten a letter to
the Presldent explalning why he dld
not attend a recent dlnner at the White
House to which he was lnvlted. lle
states that hls failure ..to appear was
due not to any lntentlonal dlscour-
tesy, but to the fact that he wb^s com-
pelled to look after hls twelve-year-
old son.
Explalning the presence of hls son

ln the clty, the Senator contlnues: "On
the evenlng of the dlnner I allowed
him to go to Fort Myer wlth a com-
panlon to see the alrship. He dld not
return untll such a lato hour that I
became very much alaxmed about hlm
and went to look for hlm. I dld not
return until it was too late to be
present, ln obedlence to your kind In-
vltatlon."
The Senator'States further that hls

letter owes its origin to newspaper
crltlclsms, and he says he writes in
the fear that some of these may fall
withln the Presldent's observation. He
does not want to be consldered rude,
he declares.

Elkins Announces Intention to

Bcgin Fight for Protection on

the Sea.No More To¬
bacco Coupons.Tax
on Weed Causes
Much Worry.

WASHINGTON, D. C, July 6..
Wlth the tarlff blll comploted
In commlttee of the whole, the

measure was reported to^ the Senate

to-day, and legislatlon provldlng foi

customs dues ls now regarded as on the

homestretch.
The tesslon was brought to a close

temporarlly by a motlon to adjourn
for the day to afford Senators an op¬

portunlty to look over the reprlnt of

the blll before taking further actlon.

The adjournment was wlth tne under-

standlng that when the body recon-

venes all sectlons of the blll,that Sen¬
ators do not deslre to reserve for fur¬
ther amendment shall be agreed to en

bloc. Thereafter the Senate wlll con-

slder the tobacco tax, the only amend¬
ment not adopted ln commlttee of the
whole.

TDnnlel Call* n Ilnlt.
The Senate Jogged along ln unevent-

ful fashlon to-day untll Senator Smoot
stated that he had an amendment, rec¬

ommended by tho Commlttee on FI¬

nance, flxlng dutles on tobacco. He
sent lt to tho desk to be read. Thls
prellmlnary procedure concluded, Sen¬
ator Danlel, of Virginia, ranklng mem¬
ber of the mlnorlty of the Commlttee
on FInance, disputed the statement of
the Senator from Utah that the pro¬
vislon had been recommended by thc
FInance Commlttee. He characterlzec
lt as another "bogus commlttee amend¬
ment." declarlng that the mlnorlty
members of the commlttee had never

seen lt untll tt was presented to-day
in tho Senate.

Mr. Danlel then offered a resolutlon
provldlng that every member of a

commlttee has a right to recelve no¬

tlce of all meetlngs of the commlttee
to whlch he belongs. and a right to
vote .upon any proposltion. "The flve
Democratlc members of the FInance
Commlttee," he sald, "feel that they
have the same right to attend meet
lngs of the commlttee as they have to
attend the meetlngs of the Senate."
He would ask an aye and no vote upon
the resolutlon at the proper tlme, h<
announced.
Mr. Aldrlch suggested that In ordet

to meet the crlticlsm of the Senator
from Virginia the record be changei
to make it appear that tho amendment
was reported by Mr. Smoot, and not bjthe Commlttee on Finance.

Xot the tVny to Meet It. i
Objecting to such a change, Mr. Cui-

berson insisted that thls was not the
way the contention on the Democratlc
side should be met. Mr. Slmmons com-
plained that some of his constituents
have had no opportunlty to appear be¬
fore the FInance Committee to state
thelr vlews on the tobacco tax.
"The tobacco interests," he said

"have practlcally had no investigatlonInto thls matter at all."
Mr. Aldrlch announced that he would

call a meetlng of the FInance Commit¬
tee to-morrow mornlng to give the
mlnorlty members an opportunlty t<
express thelr oplnions upon the mat¬ter.

It was flnally ntrreed that the to¬
bacco amendments' offered by MrSmoot should be printed; that a meet¬
lng of the FInance Commlttee should
bo held to-morrow mornlng for all Its
members, and that the tobacco tax
should not be consldered untll to-
morrow.
The tarlff blll was then reported

from the Commlttee of the "Whole to
the Senate.

The Tobacco Tax.
The tobacco tax ns introduced from

the commlttee to-day retalned the ex-
lstlng rate of $3 per 1.000 on cigats.
welghlng more than three pounds pe¥
1,000, but added a provlso. lncreaslng
the tax on high-grade, clgatts. Thls
provlso flxed a taoc of $6 per 1,000
when tho wholesale price Is between'
$75 and $110. Whero the price was
more than $110.the tax was flxed at
$9 per 1,000. On clgars welghlng three
pounds or less per 1,000 the House rate
of $1 was reduced to 75 centg per
1,000. As to clgarotteg welghlng moro
than three pounds per 1.000" the House
rate of $3.60 was retafned, but on those
welghlng not more than three pounds
the House rate was reduced from $1.50
to $l!25 per 1.000. Tho uso of coupons
or any form of premlum sllps In pack-
ages of tobacco ls prohlblted by a new
section of the blll. Thls section Is
consldered to be broad enough to.pro-
hlblt all forms of trade stlmuiants
through tho promlse of glfts, and wlll
apply to retall sales of clgars from
boxas as well as to tho plaolng of cor-
tlflcates in packages. The laws gov-
ernlng tho sizes of packages of clgars
are ro-enaetod. Addltlonal sizes of
packages of smoktng tobacco ara per-
mltted by the Senate amendment. It
ls provlded that tho new taxes shall
not"tak.a effect untll July 1, 1910.

Otber Amendments.,
Among amendments agreed to to-

day was opjo whlch e..empta laJbor
organlzatlons. fraternal beneflclary so-
olotles and organlzatlons exoluslvely
for charltable and educational pur¬
poses from the, operatlons of tho cor¬

poratlon tax provtslons bf the act.
Amendmonts wero adopted speolfy-

lng Canada. and the West Indlos among
eontlguous countrles lncluded In tho
dlscrlmlnatlng duty of .10 per oent. ad
volorem on Imports not .manufaoturod
ln those oount**!-- and Introduopd lnto
tho Unlted Statos, and also extpndlng
fronv two to- slx: months ln ariy ono'
year the .. perlort durlng whlch do-
mos.lc-buUt foreign vessels may on-

gag- in the coastwlso. trade. Another
arhendn]ont relleves the Unlted States
from all reclprooal obllgatlons. toward

ITALIAN FLAG SHOT DOWN
Pnfrlollc Cltlzcn I'njn J2ri fnr Flrlng

on lt lii I'ort Chester.
PORT CHESTER, N. Y. July 6.."I

don't cn-re a damn what flag lt was,
you had no right to shoot It down,
and I wlll llne you $25 for dolng it,"
sald Pollce Judgo Arthur R. Wllcox,
when Harold Conant, a patrlotlc gro>
cer, was arralgned before hlm yester¬
day on a chargo of shootlng down an
Itallan flag.

"I'll pay the flne, but under protest,
and as an Amerlcan cltizen I'll app'eal
thls ca-aa to a higher court," said Co¬
nant, as he pnld over the $25 and left
the courtroom.
Tho trouble waa caused when Glu-

seppo Maduro, of South Regont Street,
put up an Itallan flag ln front of hls
homo yesterday. Several cltlzons took
notlce of lt and remonstrated wlth
the Itallan. tolling hlm he should
also dlspjay the Stars and Strlpes, but
he said one flag was good enough for
hlrn.

Mr. Conant, who ls the senlor mem¬
ber of tho grocory flrm of Conant &
Fllnt, happened along and ospled the
flag. Ho demandod that tho Stars and
Stripes bo run up on top of the Itallan
flag, and when tho Itallan agaln re¬
fused, Mr. Conant went to his home,
some blocks away, and returned wlth
a shotgun.
Taklng careful alm, he shot away

the halyardsi supportlng the flag, and
down lt came. By this tlme a throng
of Itallans was gathered about the
scene, and lt looked as though Conant
might bo injured, but he pulled out a
revolver, and managed to keep the
crowd away by threatentng to shoot.
I The enraged Maduro, on seelng hls
flag shot down, ran to the Pollce Court
and swore out a warrant for Conant,
and the latter was taken before Judgo
Wllcox. Conant sald that the action
of the Itallan In holstlng tho Itallan
flag on the Fourth of july was treason,
when. the latter refused to run up the
Stars and Stripes above it, and he de-
cided that no flag should float thero.
Judge Wllcox surprlsed every one ln

the courtroom. by flnlng- Conant $25.
There was a blg crowd of Itallans

ln the place. and, lest trouble mlght
occur, the Miller HoBe Company* wns
summoned and thoy attached two lines
of hose to a nearby hydrant, ready to
turn the water into the courtroom
should a Hot begln. Howover, no wa¬
ter was needed to keep order.

Arrive in Richmond by
6 o'Clock This

Evening.

ORANGE. VA., July 6..A for a dayof many hardships, one of the good,
roaaa scout car_ of The Tlmes-Dis-

patch-Washington Post reached Orange
to-night at 9 o'oloek, to be received
royally by tho cltlzens ot a county
which ls doing moro for good roads
than any other In the State, and which
has already about fifteen mlles ol
model hluhway. The other car broke
down about Brandy* Statlon, twenty-flve miles away, |and ls expected to
reach Orange eary in the mornlng.
Travellng through Virginia red clay.'after recent ralns ls not the easlest

method of locomotlon even in powerful
motor cars. Tho red mud seems ta
possess a thousand arms, all streached
out to hold the pilgrim back, and so
the Journoy from tho national capltal
to the county seat of Orange, about
eighty-slx mlles, was somewhat h_ltlng>
and punctuated wlth many unwilllna
stops.
The brlght spot in the> clouds, how-

ever, was the ringlng cheers. whlch
greeted the. good roads cars all along
the llne.
At Alexandrla, Falrfax, Manassan

and Culpeper, great crowds were out'to,
welcome the pathfinders for a hlgh*
way between Washington and "Rich.-
monrl. while at the smaler towns, at
the crossroads, and even along the
roadway, groups of men and women
turned out to say "God speed" to the
plan.
Farmers whose horses sHled lnto

fences or rushed madly lnto dltches and
woodd} had no liard words for the
motor cars, for, as one anclent tlller
of the soll romarked, "God roads mean
more to the farmer than to the anto.>
moblle owner. The rlch man uses' thls
road- once a year. but the poor man
uses lt every day."

Two lloutcH Examlned.
Leavlng Washington at 12:30 o'clock

thls mornlng the cars ran to Falrfax'
by dlfferent routes, the -Washington
Post scout gqing by way of Alexandrla,
and The Tlmes-Dlspatch Stevens-
Duyrea maklng the trlp by way of
Rosslyn and Falls Church. In thls way
both Jroads were examlned and two
sectlons were urged to "pull for goodV
roads."
At Alexandrla the Chamber ot Com¬

merce inststed upon belng hospltable,
and fllled tho scout car wlth luncheon.
At Falrfax the scouts encountered

tho orlglnal "wet blanket" cltlzen. for
an anclent gentleman approached tho
car and after expresslng hls oplnion as
to good and bad roads, urged the scouta
to have a brlck walk put down ln
front of hls house, remlndlng those who..
heard hlm of the anlmal ln the Blble
which returned to wallow in the mlre.
To offset thls lncldent lt was pleasant
to meet Captain Joseph B. Wlllard,
with a force of men, lmprovlng the
roads ln front of hls resldence near;
Falrfax.
At Manassas the Mayor and a larg.

party of persons turned out to welcome
the .pathfinders and- speed them on-
thelr way to Culpeper, where a horse
show was ln progress, and the crowd
was enormous. The pleasantest part;.
of the day's< runnlng waa over the'
splendld roads leadlng into 'Orange.
Mr. Waiker, of Woodberry Forest,-;.

met the scouts about four mlles out of
Orange and plloted them lnto the town,;
where a crowd numbering not lesai?
than 300 people had gathered to greet
them.
Owlng to the latenoss of the hour

no meetlng was held, but the Buslness
Men's Assoclatlon of Orange entertaln-
ed the good roads scouts at Hotel.'
Colernan and an lnformal dlscusslon -:
of the hlghway questlon was held, ln
whlch Hon. Charles C. Carlin, mem¬
ber of Congress from thls distrlct, took
a promlnent part. All along the route,
lndeed, Mr. Carlin spoke ln the inter-
ests of good roads, of whlch he ls an
earnest advocate.

"Workiug for Good Road_.
At thls tlme Orange county ls put¬

tlng forth strenuous energles for good
roads, and its enterprislng cltlzens,
roalizing fully the lmportance to be
derlved thoro.rom, both as to conve-
nlonco ln travel and the onhanced val-
uatlon of real estate, ls leavlng no
stono unturned in thls dlrection.
