Declares There Was Nothing to'|

Conceal About Woman's Death
at Hygeia,

JUST BACK FROM CANADA

Called: There to See Richmo;{d
Patient, Which Explains
Silence Heretofore,

The Tlmes-Dispateh recelved the fol-
lowing ktatement last nlght from Dr.
J. Alllson Hodges regarding the death
of a woman patient at the Hygein
Hospltal on the evening of July 8:

On. my return to Richmond Friday
night after n week's ahsence,: ] was
surprised beyond measurs to find that
th_ﬂ newspapers  had been uslng my
name and that of tTie Aygela Hospltal
very freely In connectlon with the un-
fortunale death of =z lady patlent at
that!Institution,

With such provocatlon, however, T
would not even now make a statement,
except thal during my absence some of
my friends had promised that I would
do =0 when I returned, and I feel that
In Justice to .them and my associntes
who dld everything possible to ald the
Injured patlent, It'1s necessary,

That afternoon soon after tha gccur-
rence A reporter wvislted me, having
heard a description of the accldent
from an eyewitness and questioned me
dabout the results of If, and I frankly
and openly. answered every question
that fie nslfe:l, except n8 1o the lady's
name. I at frst demurred, sayigh thet
I 'had nol;'or course, yet Ijard from
her husband “and felt ‘a dellcacy in
glving out the name, but afterwards,
when told by the city editor that ig
the name was not glven {t might alarm
the relatives of aother patlents, 1 Im-
mediately gave It 3y

My only renson for demurring to
this at first was that (he husband
waos not present, and I felt thalt hae
should glve the authority to maka
publle the name, and that hes should
algso gel the facts At frst liand from
me, as I did mot wish to shock hlm
unduly if' he should read an account
of It before arriving here.

To  show. my wlillingness, though,
that'the reporter should have all oth-
‘er' information possible, T tolg him that
1 had no objection to his seelng the
patient' If he deslred to do so, but he
sald that It wng not necessary.

The whola ogcurrence was so pub-
lic that It never accurred to me that
gny  ong should thinle that any facts
would be conceéaled In wny way, nnd
thore wng  certalnly: no desire to do
anyihing In the matter except lo make
the blaw as lght to the family as pos-
slble: e
