The
completed ang authentie 1ist, not to
be ready for some weeks, Is Intended
to glve faithful readers who kiow
no language but English a true ple-
ture of man's imaginings and reason-
inga through more than twenty cen-
turles.! Critics will bs better able Lo
appralsa tha list In that llght when
they have seen It, whlell they have
never yet done:
With the criticlsm, not to say abuse,
of ‘Dr, Ellot t_cr undertaking this worlc
at all, we have had no sympathy
whataver.

progress. A clalm that has been re-
peatedly’ brought out in the present
controversy 1 to the effect that in this
and kindred Industries human 'life 1a
the cheapedt asset about the plant.

In thig connection it |s Interesting to
nota that the figures of the Censns
Bureay on the subject of viplent death
carry out thls contentlon., Such a
census was taken In 1906, which ex-
tended to 43 per cent. of tle people,
Of theso 120,99 persons were killed in
each 100,000 population. * Upon o basls
of ‘85,000,000 people for the whole esun-
try, this rate woulll amount to 105,785
as the total number of pooplo meeting
violent death in a single year, The ra-
turns show the number of  suicldes,
homicldes, and such other deaths as
cannot. be regarded ns resulting from
tha Industrles of the country, Theae
belng deducted from the total, there
remain some 75,000 who in a sinogle
year met death in the Industries.

These figures ‘are out of all propor-
tion tp those,of other countries, In Eu-
rope, for instance, the life and property
logs: from fire !s but one-sixth of that

of

{n_ this country. The death rata In
mining 18 about one-fifth that In
America, On the railroads the figures

aro to the discredit of thls country,
and Bo it Is In all the Industries, Thfs
country Is prodigal in many ways, but
aboye a1l 18 It ciareless of ‘human life.
Tho laws are.lax in thelr requiremant
of a proper sateguarding of life, and
In the placing of responsiblility tor dls-
aster, Industry ‘has: found that it is
eheaper to fight damage sults than to
make condltlons safe, ‘The  human-
{tarian side)of the case does not up-
‘peal l.u-mduslrﬁ. end tha meting-out of
sudden death has' not been made un-
profitable.
