PARIS, July 24..France has not

yet reeovoreu from Its aurprlso
at tho suddon fall of Prcmlcr

Clemenceau. Nothing could bc moro
typlcally French than tlio manner of
thls great Frencnnian's defeat. France
ls tho only large country where tho
temporary effect of oratory has tho I
power to change pollclcs und destroy
goivernments. M. Clemenceau simply '
aaid bluntly in the trlbunn of tho j
Chamber of Doputlea what a majority |
of hls supporters had long sald among ,

themselves ln public. Ills crlmo was |
that he cxprossed tho same vlews in
jitibllc, and for that offunso his fol-
lowers rose up and smoto him.
No mati ln France ls less concerned

over tho defeat than M. Clemenceau.
It has long been deciared by hls
frlends and foes aliko that the only
human passion or sentiment to whlch
M. Clemenceau Is any longer ausccp-
tlble Is patrlotlEm. It Is not too
much to say that he Is tho greatest
Btatesman ln Europe. And his coun-
try's lndebtedncss to him ls far heavler
than lt reallzes. Hls defeat by no
means implles hls rctlrement. In
Journals and In Parliament ho wlll con¬
tinue hls political actlvitles. and it is
not itnprobablo that some not dlstant
cmergency may call him back to tho
helm of state.

Another Hrmiirknlilr Man.
HlB successor, M. Brland, ls another

remarkable man. It would be rather
iinjust to descrlbe him as a reformed
Koclallst, although only a few years
ago he waa an ardent supportcr of
some of the most extremo doctrlncs of
soclalism. Experlence and responsl-
hllity liavo modltled and enlightened
hls vlewB untll lt Is signlflcant of hls
present policy that honest Itepublicans
welcome hls appointment, whilo his
ussoclates look askanco upon lt. He
ls the moat eloquent and most per- *.

.suaalvo speaker ln the Chamber, and
thls counts for much ln France. Hia
methods are not so crushlng as M.
Clemenceau's, who could demolish an
cnemy wlth a sentence.
No member of the present Chamber

.wlll forget Clcmenceau's first words
when he rose to reply not long ago to
three hours of lmpractlcable rhetorlc
from M. .laures; "I shall not make
any unfalr use of tho enormous ad-
vantage whlch the possesslon of com- j
nion senso gives me over M. Jaures."
M. Brland ls pcrsuaslve rather than

ylndlcatlve, and hlB masterly handllng
of the campaign between state and
church showed that ho possesses all
the <-uullt!es of a genuine statesman. |

Complete* Cablnet.
M. Brland to-day succeeded ln com-

pletlng the new Cablnet, his offer
to General Brun and Admlral De La
1'ayrero to tako the portfollos of
Minister of "War and. Minister of
Marine, respcctivoly, havlng been ac¬
cepted.
The Paris press seems skeptlcal regard-

lng the duration of the new cablnet, but.
Ihe general impression la favorable. Tho:
inoneycd Interests are especlally gratiliedt
at the dlsappearanco of M. Culllaux from;the tinance mlnistry.
Tho socialists manifest consternatlon al

the fact that the portfollos of war and
marines go to professionals, but tho cour-.
Bgo of M. Brland 'n placing the nationai
defenso ln the hands of a general and
the navy In tho hands of an admlral is
considered the best guaranteo that the
abiiso of politlcs, which hus caused so
many abuses ln the army and navy, wlll
be eliminated. Admlral Do La Payrero'
has been maritlmo prefect at Brest and!
Is conslilcred an able adminlstrator.
Tho forecast of the mlnisterlal declara-jllon regarding the necesslty of a coalltion

of capitul and labor strlkes is a welcome
note in nowspapers which are inclined to
glve the Ideas dissemlnated by Samuel;
Oompers, president of the Amerlcan Fed-1
eratlon of Labor, who twlce saw Minister
of Labor Vivianl whlle here, a large share
of credit for tho inaugurutlon of thls!

After a few mo¬
ments spent ln trylng out the motor
and propellers, Orvllle stepped Into
the machlne unaccompanled.

This was a disappointment to ^np
onlookens. who had prlmed. themselves
for a fllght whlch would mark ihe
llrst attempt to carry a passenger slnce
tho accldent last fall. when Lieutenant
Selfrldge lost hls life.
Tho Wrlght-manned blrd of the alr

to-day rose to a height of 100 teet.
Some very sharp turnB wero made. On
one of them the craft careened con-

Bldersbly, causlng the spectatortt for
a raoment to gasp. Orvllle soon rlght-
ed lt, Jiowover, and a general ttlgh of
rellef went up. Among the crowd were
