lodgrd agalnst him hy the police and
detectives, The prisoner {8 Harry
Aull, twenty-elght years old, and un-
der the act passed at the last sexsion
of the Leglslature no optlon s left
to the judge hefore whom he (s tried
but to sentence him to thirty years

In the Eastern Penitentlary If a ver-
dlet of gullty shall he returned.
Served Two Termna,

The accused {8 defended by ono of
the most adroit members of  the
Junlor bar, who has Intercsted him-
8611 In the man's behalf In order to
#ave hlm, If at all possible, from the
long prigon term which {8 confronting
Lifm. On July 7 the wccused was cuf-
tured by Speclil OfMcers Kearse ani
MeCarthy, of the BElghth District, and
charged with breaking Into & house at
Elghth Bireet and Falrmount Avenue,
and It was sald that in sddition to the
burglary charge ouo of highway rob-
bery will be made agalnst the pris-
oner, 4

Aull, or Kurtz, has already seryved
two terms of more than one year each
in «the Eastern Penitentlary, and this
brings him wlithin the law swhere a
thirty-year sentonce muat he Imposed
it the jury shall render a verdict of
gullty, He will also he the first one
to be tried under the new law. He
was committed (o prison wlthout ball,
and will be tried In a short time,
Swooned When Told I'robable Fate.

Aull's attorney visited him on Thurs-
day to get i statement of his case,
and in talking over the matter the
lawyer mentioned the new aet of Ak
sembly directing the trial judge to
pronounce a thirty-year sentence, The
Young man swooned when he heard
this, and for gomse time It was thoughtl
he would lose hls reason, Yester-
day .the Informatlon was conveyed tn
his counsel that his hlack halr had
become whlite during the night, so
great was his terror that he would
recelve the long sentence; The ac-
cused {8 the black sheep of a promi-
nent Baltlmore famlily, which has al-
rendy. dena mueh te reform him and
save him from himself,

For a tlme Aull would repent and
keep himself out of trouble, but evil
assoclntes were always able to get
him away from hils homn agaln, and,
belng easily advized, he would Very
soon get Into the hands of the pollee.

AL the trial of the man un attempt
will be made to show that at times he
ls mentally unbalanced, and that (t s
during these perlods he Is tempted Into
wrongdolng., Ha declares that e has
been unlucky, a vietim of eircum-
slances, and that the police have “got
him" for all the ecrimes he has com-
mitted. The pollca und datectives, how-
ever, do not think so, and are trying
to fasten upon him other crimes.

Luw Itecently I'asncid.

The law which leaves a judge no dis-
cretion ag to the sentence of thirty
years when a prisoner hag already
sarved two terms Inoa penltentiary In
the Btate of Pennsylvanla, was passad
on May 10 of the present year,

It was at first believed that Higgins,

Bristol-on-the-Border

Imaginary Line Which is Cause of Real

Stde is T!u'l.f Mint-Julep

BRISTOL, VA., July 24—From the
very moment of Its Inception, Bristol,
on the troublesome houndary Iine that
#eparates Tennesse from Virginia, was
destined to bo a place of unique and
complicated pituatione,

These matters of difference and dis-
pute, which have just recently heen
emphaslzed by a local optinn election
by which one-half of the oMy, with Its
population of 20,000, ls destined to bhe
dry as a Sahara, while the other |s to
flow with' “booze,’ belong not alone to
the present generation, but extend back
to colonlal days. They had thelr orl-
gin with the conception of that great
boundary llne In the minds of Charles
II, and his counsel, when, In 1665, it
exlsted as an imaginary line, dividing
what then constituted Virginia terri-
tory from tho territory of Nerth Car-
nllna. The confusion and Alsputa
which attended any effort to locate
and mark this imaginary llite by naol-
ural bhounds extended through much of
colonial history, and reached far into
national life. Pilece by pleca this line
was localed and marked, until in
1856-'60 It was finally complated, and
the disputes arlsing over the boundary
between Virginla and Tennessee !sct-
tled. :

The-repeated troubles arising “cver
the State line, which has from thie out-
sel necessltated two Beparale clty gov-
ernments, ecach with Its complete
of officers, caused Virginlans to econ-
celve the Idea that the wholo of Bris-
Lol should Be in the Old Do:mninlon,
and sult wagfentered in thoe tame of
Virginia to =hift tho Stato Jino north-
ward the dislance of about one apd a
half miles, This sult was warnhy con-
tested, and nfter Hiigation lasting
ahout three years, Tennesscea won and
Virginla was taxed with the costs
And this was another step thyward the
embarrazsment and confusion gprowing
outb of o half-and-half town, sprawling
across the State line, which not enly
divides the town equaily, but divides
the principal thoroughfara with  the
same nleety and preclsion, and in do-
ing so divides also the clectris car
line, one rall of which Is in Virginia
and the other in Tennassaa,

With thess explanatory observatlons,
It is caslly understood haw Dristol has
heen the ecentre for many unique and
Interesting. sltuations, soma of -vhich
have been of suflicient slgnificance to
pive the town world-wide renown.

White, partly hecause they folt that hie
should pay for smashing the glass ang
partly as & means of maintaining thelp
clilm to jurisdiction to the north gido
of the street, a matter which In thoss
days was disputed by the authorities
of Tennesseca Bristol, but White fled
to Tennessee, where he 'was arrested
and held, the authoritieg thus ABsSCrt-
Ing thelr alleged jurlsdiction over the
north side of the street. White gavo
bond for his nppearance and  was
released. Returning to his home on
the Virginla side, with the improgsion
that e would be Immune for the rea-
Eon thaty ho had been held to answer
for the same offenss on the Tennosses
slde, e was nevertheless arrested and
required: to elther zo to fail or=give
hond In the sum of $1,000. Hevac-
cepted the alternative of giving bond,
and was thus under bond to appear
for trial for one and the samao offenso.
In two different States. Tha Virginia
slde got first claim on Whita and
punished him b¥ a fine.
