AT ELEVENTH HOUR

High W.ind Delays Attempt Until
Nightfall and Then Troubde With
Motor Develops . Farmers

Getting Anxious About
..Passing of Machine

Over Crops.

WASHINGTON, D. C, July 28..A
perslstent wlnd and a suddenly
discovered stoppage ln the gas-

olene feed pipe of hls motor prevented
Orvllle Wrlght from maklng thls eve¬

nlng hls flnal cross-country, two-man
test of the aeroplane. After he had
walted for an hour, In supposed read¬
iness for tho start, wlih the aeroplane
on the monorall at Fort Myer, tho
wlnd dled down at last to llttle more
than a whlsper, and then lt was dis¬
covered that the fuel feeder was ob-
etructed. By that tlme it was dusk,
and the flight was deciared off. the
army oill-luIh grantlng three days' ad¬
ditional tlme for tho test. Tlio tlme
llmit under the original contract ex-

plred to-day.
Great Crowd Dlsappolnted.

The failure of the trial dlsappolnted
an Immense crowd, lncludlng President
Taft and practlcally all the most prom¬
lnent government offlclals. Along the
course lald out for the trlal people
were gathered, on foot. on horseback
and In vehlcles of every conceivable
character. At Shuter Hill, Just outslde
Ihe clty of Alexandrla, whpre the turn-

Ing polnt was located. was assembled
what must have been a falr fjuorum of
the people of that community.
The crowd at Shuter Hill was a se¬

rious embarrassmont to the ofllcers ln
charge of the trlal. They had wlth
them only a small cavalry detall. and
found It imposslble to k'ep the people
off the great space which they Intended
tr, reserve as a landlng place for the
aeroplane ln case lt was necessary for
Ihe avlator* to nllght.

Element of lleal Perll.
In addltion to the aspc-ct of the un-

prrcedented filght aB a spectacle. there
was well understood to br. an element
r. very real perll. In order to maln-
io:n a Javel couraa/.lt will be neces-.ary
ior Wrlght to keep at an allltude of
from fifty to 250 feet nbovo the sharpiy
roiiinu country. Officers of the Slgnal
Corps have been over this ground re-

peatedly ln bnlloons, but no one, not
even elther of the Wr'ghts, ha* ever
h«en along her« in a h«javler-than-alr
tnuchine, and the air currents whlch
wlll affect such a flight are practically
unknown.
Wrlght has discovered ln hls clrcults

of the parade ground at Fort Myer
that trees and buildlngs and even the
contour of the ground profoundly In¬
fluence the currents of air. He-has no
chart to show what whlrlpools and
cddles of atmosphere he wlll have to
contend wlth on this thrllllng journey.

nalloon Got Awny.
The course was marked by brlght

yellow cylindrlcal captlve balloons. The
only real excltement of the day was

when one of these, near Fort Myer, es-

caped, and dlsplayed a dlsposltlon to

"beat Wrlght to Shuter Hill." for
there lt wa3 captured, somewhat dam-

( nged. All along the road between Fort
Myer and the turnlng polnt, a relay
series of mounted soldiers ln khakl sat
on their horses. It was to be their
duty, ln case of accldent, to hasten to
ithe fallen machlne and then bear word

post-haste back to the fort.
On the course there was no other

means of communlcatlon, and the moon

was ridlng ln a nlght sky before the
people reallzed that there was to be
no apectacle to-nlght. The farmers,

f white and black, down the way, view
1 the whole affalr wlth mingled emo-

tlons. Many of them are chiefly
rn.tra.ld that Wrlght wlll drop ln through
their humble roofs, or, what they feel
would be more serious, work havoo in
flelds and gardens. They were any-
thlng but pleased to-nlght when in¬
formed that they had stlll another day
ln whlch to dread the new blrd of the

.air.
May Try It To-Day.

. It was quite dark when the slgnal
corps detalls pulled down the markers
and towed them back to Fort Myer. If
weather condltions promlse a filght
to-morrow they wlll he replaced ln
the same posltlons ln the morning.
Seven thousand people surgea ln ex-

eltement as the aeroplane was wheeled
aoross the fleld to the startlng rall
¦hortly before 7 o'clock. The only
persons in that vast assemblage who
dlsplayed no agltatlon were the two
Wrlghts, their sister, Miss Katharlne
Wrlght, and Lleutenant Foulers, the
young ofllcer who had been selected to
make the flight with Orvllle.

Had ii Tarlff Conference.
Whlle the pi-el!minarles were being

arranged by the slgnal corps ofllcers
a tarlff conference was ln progress at
the Presldent's tent at the northern
end of the drlll grounds. Senator Ald¬
rich had brought Chairman Payne to
the fort ln hls automobile, and HeP*
resentatlve Tawney, who has Inslsted
on the dollar rate on lumber, was ln
the tent with the President.
These four discussed the flnal agree-

ment reached by the conferees, but
Mr. Taft seemed almost as much In-
tere_|ed ln the posslblllty *of a flight
as ln the tarlff. The three leglsla-
tors left before the President, who
walted until lt was flnally announced
that there would be no flight.

Orvllle Wrlght seomed as muoh dls¬
appolnted aa the spectators over hls
Inablllty to ma,ke the test.. He ex-

plalned that lt was necessary tp. walt
for the wlnd to abate, because lt had
fceen comlng from the East, almost
at right ansles to the course, and
-therefore would retard hls speed
freaUy.

SUPPORT SC0TTISH STRIKERS
Brltlnh Mlnera' Federntlon Polla Heavy

Vote for Co-Operatlon.
LONDON. July 28..The ballottng of

the Miners' Federation of Great Brl¬

taln to declde whether or not a na¬

tional strlke should be declared ln

support of the Scottish miners, who
are reslstlng a wage reduotion of slx-

pence a day in wages, was concluded
to-day and resulted in- 518.361 votes ln
favor of a general strlke and only
62.980 voted agalnst.
Thls unmlstakable determlnatlon of

the men to support thelr Scottish col-
loagues and the apparently equally de-
termlned refusal of the employers .to
agree to the miners' terms renders the
work of the lntermedlarles difflcult.
Another conference between the em¬

ployers and the men wlll be held at
the Board of Trade to-morrow under
tho chalrmanshlp of Wlnsted Spencer
Churchlll, and unless a compromise
Is then reached a general Industrial
upheaval appears lnevltable.

CHOLERA CAUSES PANIC

ST. PETERSBURG, July 28..DIs-

patches recelved here to-day from Po-
lotsk, ln the government of Vltbsk, tho
only city In Russia aslde from St. Pe¬
tersburg, where the cholera has made
much .headway, say that the clty is ln
full panlc owlng to the , ihefflciency
of the sanltary administration ano>the
shoctage of physicians. Forty cases
of cholera are reported daily, and to
cope with thls sltuatlon there are only
flve doctors, who are so overwhelmed
wlth work that they are abllged to re-
fuse thelr servlce3 at nlght.
Heartbreaklng scenes are wltnessed

at the physloians' offlees, whero rela¬
tives of the strloken falrly flght to
8eoure attentlon. Many stores havo
been closed and all well to do persons
aro fleelng from the olty.

Cool and Quick-Witted, Easily

Holds Own During Six-
Hour Examination.

TR1ES TO SHIELD
NAME OF HIS WIFE

Says He May Have Been Legally
lnsane When He Committed
Murder, but Brainstorm
Lasted Only Few Mo-

ments and He Is
Aill Right Now.

WHITE PLAINS. N. T. July 28..
Harry K. Thaw occupied the
wltr.ess stand to-day. For slx

hours he sat ln the chatr whlle Dis¬
trict Attorney Jerome, the man who
twlce trled to send hlm to prison, and
who once already has thwarted an ef¬
fort to release him from a crlminal
insano asylum, delved into his lifo his¬
tory.
Thaw emerged credltably from the

ordeal. Whatever Jerome and hls
alienists may make of the examina¬
tion, to the eye and ear of the laymen
Stanfcrd White's slayer showed no
_lgns of lneanlty on the stand. To-
night, Thaw, the members of hlB
famlly, and hls retlnue of attorneys
and experts are unanlmous ln their
cplnion that he has proved hls fltness
to bo at large. Hls f rler4ls belleve that
lf .-ie acqults hlmself in the future as

well as he did to-day Justice MUls
will have no oholce but to grant hls
appllcatlon for lease from Matteawan.

Ordeal I» Not Over.
But Tr.aw's crdeal ls not over. He

will remaln on the witness stand to-
:norrow and perhaps a day longer. The
f-'tate's attorneys belleve that lf he ls
lnsane h<j*will te more llkely to betray
hlmself toward the end, when wearled
ly Jerome's contlnued hammerlng.
Nelther Thaw nor the New Vork

district attorney dlsplayed anythlng
but the utmost good nature to-day.
Frequently the dlalogue resembled the
chat of friends at an afternoon tea.
Sometlmes Thaw thought he had seored
a polnt. and smiled with the keenesr
enjoyment. The smlle was always re-

flected on the face of hls whlte-halred
mother, who sat ln court- throughout
the day wlth the other members of the
Thaw famlly.
Jerome to-day strove to establlsh

Thaw's Insanlty mainly on hls alleged
halluclnation8 regarding Stanford
White's treatment of young girl-r.
Time and again he asked the wltnes.V
own oplnlon of hls mental state.
Thaw's replles ln substance were; "I
have always been sane, mentally.
¦When I killed I may have been legally
lnsane for a few moments. I am now

sane."
I.nuglia at Jerome.

Three years' conflnement do not
seem to have emblttered Thaw. To-

day, he expressed regret for certaln of
the' more unspeakable charges whlch
he made ln hls will against the man
he killed.
At times the wltne3s seored on the

district attorney so palpably that the
whole courtroom Jolned rn hls snalle
of trlumph. One characterlstlc eptsode
occurred when Jerome asked Thaw 19
explaln hls hostlllty to Dr. Allan Mac-
Lane Hamilton, one of the State's for¬
mer alienists. Thaw sald he did not
know exactly why he dlsllked Hamil¬
ton., It was Uke the case of Dr. Fell,
he added.
"Who ls Fell?" lnqulred Jerome ln-

nocently.
"Why, don't you know?" exclalmed

the witness ln real or felgned surprlso.
Then he quoted the flrst two llnes of
the nonsense rhyme:

"I do not like you, Dr. Fell,
"The reason why, I cannot tell."

Trylujr. to Sbleld Her Name.
Thaw's mood was not always Jovlal.

One Hne of questions that mafc hlm
knit hls brows had to do with hls re-

latlons wlth Evelyn Nesblt before their
marrlage. Although it has been al¬
leged that Thaw has broken wlth hls
wife, and that she ls aldlng the, oppo¬
sltlon, he show-ed. a strong deslre to-
day to shleld her name.
Susan Merrlll, the chlef witness at

Tuesday's sesslon, was ln court to-day,
but did not take the stand. Thaw swore
that her most damaging charges
agalnst hlm were untrue.

WON'T GO TO PARIS
Janney Abnndonn Qu<-*t for Murdercr

of Hia Brother-ln-Law.
PARIS, July 28..The police have re¬

celved a dlspatch stating that Janney.
the Montgomery, Ala., stock broker, has
abandoned hls lntentlon of comlng to
Paris. Janney sailed on the Campania
from New York on July 21, declarlng
that 'he had seen in a dream the mur-

derer of hls brother-ln-law seated in
a Paris cafe, and that he was going
over to shoot hlm as he would a mad
dog.

J. Q. Janney's brother-ln-law was
named G. D. Spencer. He llved atJMar-
tinsvllle, Va., and was one of the best
known tobacco manufacturers ln tho
South. On tho nlght of July 21. 1905,
he was shot by a burglar and died of
his wound a few months later.
Large rewards wero offered for the

capture of the murderer, but he never
was found. Recently Janney had a

dream, in whlch, he says, the namo
and"whereabouts of tbe murderer were
revealed.

STONE AND COUNSEL
: IN PRISONERS' DOCK

Mlssouri Statesman Takes Stand
and Tells How Impudence of
Biack Servant Compelled Him

to Administer Mild Chas-
tisement.Will Drop

Case Now.

BAI/riMORE, MD., July 28..De¬
claring that under the clrcum¬
stances the assault was Justlfla-

ble, Police Magistrate Eugene Gran-
nan, of the Central Distrlct, thls af¬
ternoon dlsmlssed the case of Unlted
States Senator William J. Stone, of
Mlssouri, charged wlth assaultlng
Lawrence G. Brown, a walter on
Pennsylvanla Railroad train. Justlco
Grannan said:

"Senator Stone, I have traveled a

great deal ln my tlme. I can fully
appreclate the treatment that you re¬

celved at the hands of Brown, who, lt
has been shown, was dlscourteous ln
the extreme. I feel that you had suf-
flclent provocation, and that you were

absolutely justlfled in reprimanding
and striklng Brown. I dlsmlss you."

In Priwonera" Dock.
The case whlch brought to the bar

of the Central Station perhaps Its most
dlstlnguished prlsoner grew out of an

lncident on the trlp of Senator Stone
from Philadelphla to Washlngton,
whlch was Interrupted at Unlon Sta¬
tion, this city, last night, when a po¬
llceman of the Pennsylvanla Railroad
entered hls car, and, placing hlm un¬

der arrest, sent hlm. to the statlon-
house ln the patrol wagon, accom¬

panled by Brown, who charged the
Senator wlth havlng assaulted hlm.

Senator Stone and his counsel took
thelr places in the ordlnary prisoners'
dock when the case was calied. At thls
thls point an attorney for the Penn¬
sylvanla Railroal and the Pullman Com¬
pany requested that the case be dls¬
mlssed, Baylng that neither of the com¬
panies he represented deslred to press
the charge.
Brown bejng the complalnant, was

asked by the magistrate whether he
deslred. to prosecute the *ca-e and he.
replle'd:

"I do; I lnslst upon hls belng tried."
Colonel C. D. Foster, counsel for Mr.

Stone, who pleaded the Immuntty of
Senators and Representatlves from ar¬

rest, was overruled by Magistrate Gran¬
nan, who sald that under the law thoy
are llable to arrest for any breach
of the peace. He then asked Senator
Stone to state hls verslon of the af¬
falr.

A Senator** Ebcncrlence.
The Senator said heliad glven Brown

an order for some lunch and also for
a drlnk.
The latter wag not brought as he»

had requested, and he sent Brown
back to correct hls mistake. Stlll the
order was not properly fllled, and
Brown, whon reprlmanded, was lm-
pudent. The Senator's order for
lunch, he sald, he found on Investl¬
gatlon walted In the kitchen after ail
the other guests had been served and
had flnlshed eatlng.
"The fellow put ln an appearance,*'

sald the Senator, "and I uttered re¬
marks calculated to make hlm slt up
and take notice. I was angry at be¬
lng made to wait so long, ana when
I reprlmanded the walter he told me
to wait my turn and then I would be
served. I caw the food was cooked
and getting cold. 'You biack dog,' 1
sald, 'you are trylng to show your re-
sentment.' Then I reached over and
slapped hlm In the face."
Asked afterward whether he lntend¬

ed to take actlon agalnst the railroad,
or the Pullman Company, the Senator
sald he would drop the matter.

He flred only one shot,
The bullet destroyed one eye and
passed through the upper part of the
left. It Is not belleved he can re-

ing.
The sound of the pUtol was not

heard ln any other part of the club-
house, but Mr. Pulllam. ln falllng to
the floor, apparently dlslodged the re¬
celved of a telephone whlch wag on
a table near-by, so that help was
soon at hand.

recent illness lt wag known that he
was subject to severe attacks of mel-
ancholla.

Since hls return to New York ln
June he apparently had been in ex¬
cellent splrlts.

TORPEDO BOAT ISA WONDER
Cut« TliroiiKli llr-iivj- nnrrlera With

Grcnteat Easc.
PORTSMOUTH, ENGLAND, July 28..

In a reallistlo war teHt carried out in
the upper part of Portsmouth harbor
tnis mornlng the lneitlcluncy or a
masslve boom with wire entanglement
to prevent the entrance of hostile tor¬
pedo craft waa fully domonstrated, tho
torpedo boat destroyer Ferret cuttlng
through the obstructlons wlth tho
greatest o,-i.su.
The boom conslsted of masslve balks

of tlmber and steel splkes, and the
outer edge was bound together wlth
stoiit wlre hawsers, with nawser en-
tanglements above and below the wa¬
ter. The Ferret, whose bows wero
speclalty strengthened wlth sharpsteel plates, steamlng at full speed,about thlrty miles an hour, charged di¬
rectly at the centre of the boom and
cut through without, apparently, much
Injury to herself.

Mnnued by Skelrton Crevr.
The Ferret was manned by a skele-

ton crew of volunteers, all of whom
as8embled on deck Just before tho
Impact, expectlng to oe thrown over¬
board by the force of the shock. The
razorllke bow of the swlft travellngshlp, however, cleft the obstructton in
two, as though lt had been a collection
of cabbage stalks lnstead of the do-
stroyer-proof defense whlch heretofore
lt had been regarded.
Tho Ferret seemed to have suffered

some damage under tho water llne, as
the pumps were set to work, but she
showed no outward algns of belng any
worse for the feat and salled quietly
on, wlth her crew gazlng complacentlyat the havoo wrought.
