Before the po¬

lice could protect him sufilcleiitly lo

ward off the people, Gifford was struck
in the face and hit on tho head with

pop bottles, and one fan was pre-
vented from choking h'ini only by the
eletermined efforts «f a detectlve, who
took the man away as he was clutch-
lng the throat of the umplre.

Vinplre Truby Badly Beaten.

SEARCHING FOR MURDERER
Mystery Surroundjiig Kllllng of Roclies-

ter Glrl na Deep as Ever.

ROCHESTER, N. Y., August 10..
Neither the inquest into the murder of
Anna Schumacher to-day nor the search
that has been continued by county
and city pollce officers has afforded
anything llko a substantlal clue to
the ldentlty of the man who assaulted
and brutally killed tho seventeen-year-
old glrl last Saturday near Holy Sepul-
clire Cemetery. The innocent charnc¬
ter of the glrl was easily establlshed.
and the opinion Is generally malntalned
that the murderer was not a tramp;
that he was famillar wlth the vlcinity
in which the" crlme was commltted,
and that he ls now in the city or

near it.
Two men have been questloned by

the police in conneetion with the caso,
but both were released.
Perhaps the most interestlng evl¬

dence given at the inquest was that
of the two coroners' physlclans, who
testlfled that parts of the face of thi-
dead girl were In such condition as to

establish the fact that the murderer
vlslted the scene of the crlme twlce
and that the body was exposed to day-
light for some time.

Efforts are being made to flnd a

young woman, who, lt is said. was with
Miss Schumacher when she was decor-
atlng the graves of her family on Sat¬
urday afternoon.

It developed to-nlght that a man

called at a farmhouse, neay the ceme¬

tery on Sunday, and asked for a pair
Of trousers, saylng that his had been
torn. A pair was given to him an 1
thls evenlng the discarded trousers
wero found near tho cemotery. They
are stalned wlth blood.
Two siispf-e-ts were arrested at Vic¬

tor, ln Onlario county, this evenlng.

Bronze statues of Georgo Washington
niul Robert E. Lee, Vlrglnla's contrl-
biltlon to the natlon's Hall of Fame
wero placed In Ktatuary Hall at tli
Capltol to-dny. Forrnnl ceremonles at-
fcndlng tho unvelllng wlll take place
at some tlme yet to be dotormlned.

Both atatueg are notablo works of
art. I-ee is plctureel In tho unlform of
the South, nnd hls statue stands h.
twoon tho-<p of Robert Fulton. Inventnr
of the steamboat, and J. L. M. Curry,
of Alabama. Near the statue of Lee
are statues of General James Shields,
of Illlnols, and General Phlllp Kearny,
of New Jersey, ln tho unlform of tho
Union army. The Lee statue was de-
slgned hy Edward V. Vnlontlno, ot
Rlchmond.
The Washington statue was placed

ln the southeast end of the hall, he-
tween tho statuejH of General Ethan
Allen, of Vermont. and General Peter
Muhlenberg, of Pennsylvania, a dls¬
tlngulshed soleller anel statesman, of
Revolutlonary tlmes, and a brother
of tho flrst Speaker of the House of
Ropresentatlves. The WashlnBton
statue Is a repllca of Houdon's famous
masterpleco, now at the Capltol ln
Richmond.

EUlott Wood. superlntendent of the
Capltol, to-day sald that formal ac-

ceptance of the two statues ls not re¬

qulred, although presentatlon of them
may be made wlth elahorate cero-
monles ot the Instanco of tho Virginia
Statue Commission, and wlth tho per-
mlsslon of Congress.

Persch ls spa-
clflcallv charged wlth the larceny ';f
$40,000, a proflt obtalned hy the sale
of 15,600 shares of Ohio Copper. com¬

mon. and 4,600 shares of Davls-Daly
Copper, common. which on agent for
Helnzc placed with the Wlndsor Trust
Company, of thls clty. as securlty for
a loan of $50,000. Tho stock was not
held by the bank, but was turned ovor
to a clerk actlng for Persch. anel al
tho Iatte-r's orders thrown on the cur'r
mark»t nnd sold for opproxlmately
$90,000. How Persch obtainod the cap¬
ltal to carry through the eleal anel why
tho stock was rellnquished by the trust
company are points yet to be cleareel
up.
