Ie would then have boen
“de facto Mavor,” and [(hose who denlt
with Iim, thinking him duly author-
fzed, would have Leen upheld in the ro-
sult of thelr acts as agalnst the eliy.
Not only President Peters, but almaost
anybody in the world, could have acted
as Mayor de facto, for Lo aet In such a
capheity s something that requires no
vestipe or semblonee of authority. So
while nobody really was Mayor uafter
jobert Whittet, Jr, made his exodus Lo
Hyannls, which eity now leaps into
the lUmellrht of munlicipal hizstory, nl-
most any one might have tried to aet
ng Mayor de faclo.
