T. Wlckham, recelvers. had
a cut of-Washington Monurnent. Theso
wlll soon be used up. and ln fact are
nhout gone now. Souvenlr hunters
wlll probably gobhle up the last of
thf-se, as well as get a strlp of the new
tlckets. One of the fads nowadays Is
to make a collectlon of tlckets. just ns
the collectors keep colns, stamps and
houvenlr pomcards.
