Tit-e-ivell CourtUoune.

[Speclal to The Times-Dispatch.]TAZEXVVSL.U VA., August 19..Upon'
almost the tdentlc.il spot made famous
over a quarter of a century ago by the
memorable debate between Unlted
States Senator H. H. Rlddleberger and
Hon. John W. Danlel on the lawn of
Colonel A. J. May occured to-day
the preliminary ceremonles of the ]ay-
ing of the corner-stono of the new
public school building. under the au¬
splces of the Tazewell Lodge of Ma-
_ons. The oration was dellvered by
Rev. Stuart French, D. D., of Atlanta,
Ga.. who waa pressed into servlce at
tlie last mlnute ln the absence of Judge
-uke, of Charlottesvllle, who was un¬
able to fill the engagement on account
of lllness. Dr. French dellvered a flno
educational address.

sald that Vlrglnla had made more
progress ln the past slx years along
educational lines than any State ln
the Union, and told of the wonderful
progress the South has made ln edu¬
cational llnes, and how unselflsh the
South had been ln dlvldlng equally
wlth the negro in her Impovertshed
condltlon, glving hlm equal rlghts to
obtaln an educatlon for hls better-
ment.
Dr. French was Introduced by Hon.

F. M. B. Coullng, of Tazewell. At
tho concluslon of the address the pro-
cesslon marehed to tho new school
bulldlng, and ln tho presence of a
large crowd the corner-stone was laid
wlth impresslve Masonlc ceremonles.
