Willlamm tlie Conqueror, nearly a
thousand years ago, grinted the manor
and lands’ of Addingtan, in Burray, to
Wla ehlef cook, o Norman of the nimo
of Tezellng, on the gonditlon thot he and
Lhe f(uture owners of Addinglon, pros
vided tlie soverclgns of Lngland with
a dish of “dilllgrout’ for thelr refresh-
ment durlng the coronption’ ceremonies,
According to ah account of the coro-
natlon of Georgae L1[, thls particular
dlah conglytp of meal cooked with nl-
Hugnr, spléed, currants,
wing the brawnof capons, and chopped
holled chicken, served with fingers of
tougt) At Lthe coronatlons of CGeorge
1L and' George 1V, 'the dish In ques-
thon was ?rnpurorl in the royal kitehens
by the King's master cool, DUL waos
handed to the sovereign by the lord
of the manor, of Addington In a royal
sllver porringer, which he relalned as
Iis: perqulsite. At the coronations ot
Ldward VIL, of Queen Vietorid, and of
William IV, the owners of Addington
were dispensed from thele obligations
by o royual prociggnation lssued for the
purpoad,  Ilad they not thius been ro-
lieved of thelr dutles, amd hid they
falled to perform therm, the manor and
lnndg of Addington would hiave been
torteited to the erown,

From Willlam tha Conqueror's eaqok,
Addington passed Inta the posseesion
of Sir Robert Aguillon, whose descend-
ants obtiined from Henry ITL o leenso
stlll preserved in writing, to fortify
the house. " Then it was nequired by
the Knlghts Templars. In the oigh-
teenth century It belonged ' to Barlow
Trecothiclk, Lord Mayer of London In
1770, who erected the present mansion
on tho slte of the orlginal bullding,
portions of which aboye ground, na
well ne the vaults and cellars below
the surface of tho soll, still remadn.

In 1807, wlien the Archblshop of Can-
terbury sold his pelace of Croydon, the
rulns ot which ‘1 described (n these
letters ahoub three weeks ngo, he pur-
chased with the proceeds the Manor
of Addington, which since then hons
been Known asg the Palace of Adding,
ton. Tor no mntter wheither a apirit-
ual peer of Parllament (that is 10 any,

i cottage, it s always deslgnated of-
flelally ns his “palnce.”

Dr. dManners Sutton's successor in
the primacy, Dr, Howley, made many
addlitions to the manslon and beautlfled
the park.
