To thls Brooklyn physlclon, thorefore,
belongs tho honor of achleving the

great gonl of cxploration, the object
of centurios of qucst. All Amerlca
will rojolco in this honor galned by
one of her citizens.

It ls slgnlficant that Dr. Cook's
d>sh for the Pole was a prlvate enter-

priso, tinsupported by any government
or geographlcnl soclety. It was the

outcome of an nmbition fostered by
travel with Peary and experlences in

Axtoxctic reglor.s. Cook's plans wero

quletly formulated, and the real pur¬
pose of his expedltlon was ooncealed
until he was undor -way to his Jour-
ney's end. Unaccompnnlcd by any
whlto man, ho accompllshod what

eclentlsts have dreamed of for cen-

turles. His own descrlption of his

sensations'as he placod tho Amerlcan
<lag on the "top ot the world" wlll
doubtless go down in the olasslcs of

all times. In the same manner, his

fortltude and daring will stand out

alwayB ln the annals of Amerlca.
The geographical and meteorologlcal

results of Dr. Cook's expedltlon can

only be ascertained when the explorer
has recovered from his exposuro and

hardshlps. Whatever the results may

he. the geographors wlll chart a new

coast, and thls nlneteenth century
Eldorado.tho goal of Sooresby, of

Parry, of Nares, ot Greely, of Peary,
ot Abruzzl and of Nansen, has been

jocated for all times. Compared with

thls achievement, the future explora-
Ition of unknown corners of the globc
eeems easy. Tho hlghest heights of

tho Himalayas and tho deepest depths
of Afrlcan Jungles will ere long be

reached. What Shackleton almost

achieved ln the Antaroticrcgions will

be perfectefl by some other exploror.

publlcnn tarlff methoda havo rocolvod
ln tho past six months has been too
thorough for any nftormath to obliter-
ato lt wholly. It ls truo that tho West,
busy and prosporous, ls llkoly to bo
mor0 tolerant and forgiving than tho
West idle nnd hungry. But it is cqually
true that lndustrlal conditlons In Sep¬
tember have no bcaring on themorallty
of -what was dono In tho Sonato ln
May and Juno. Prosperlty carries no
absolutlon wlth it, The tarlff must be
Jtidged by tho gross lnlqultics lt con-
tttlns, and not by tho "wrve" whlch lt
has the good fortune to fall ln wlth.
Rcpubllcan luck Js proverblal and
transcendent, but tho West, being long-
headed, ia not llkely to confuse these
two.

RE-ENTER T11E OTSTEIt.
Tho oyster season opened yesterday

wlth prospects in Virginia better than
last year. As tho warm weather wlll
probably Hmlt the tonglng for some
weeks yet, the exact truth about tho
sltuatton cannot bo at onco dotcrmlned.
Reptrts from Norfoik, however, ln*l-
cate that the otttlook is good. Some
plantors havo exatnlned their prlvato
beds, and finding thom well stocked
with oysters of good quallty, are led to
hopo for a prosperous season. In ad-
dltlon, the tpngers cxpect tho market
to be .trong, as tho "sets" in Narra-
gansett Bay and along Long Island
Sound were failures thls year. Tho Vlr¬
glnla blvalve wlll therefora be ln de¬
mand, and should flnd a ready market
in tho North. Thls ls pleasant news
to all who aro interested in the welfaro
ot this great industry, and should be
the occasion of rejoicing throughout
TIdewater,
The condltlon of the natural rocks

remains ln doubt. Tonglng on theso
rocks does not begln for two weeks
yet, and until that tlme there is no
means of knowlng: how their condltlon
comparcs wlth that of a year ago. An!
lmprovement in tho yield of tho rocks
thls season wlll help the tongers to al
better living, and is therefore to bo
wolcotned; but it will of ltself be incon-
cluslve. An occaslonal good yield, as
ls woll known to oystermen, is made
sometitnes from rocks that aro practl-
cally barren in normal times. This is
due to tho llttle understood habtts of
the oyster, and not to the real condl¬
tlon of the bottoms. Good se'asons may
vary with bad scasons, and the rocks
may still be gradually denuded.

Tho immedfate destiny of the
publlc bottoms must depend on
the results of the expert examl-
natlon of them now being mad©-
under the auspices of the Unlted
Statea government. Thus alone can bo
satlsfactorlly adjusted the rlval claims
of tongers nnd plantors to large areas
at prosont open to publlc exploitation.
Meanwhlle, overy indicatlon of an lm¬
provement tn the trade this year wlll
be greoted wlth satisfaction.

THE DEMOCUATIO VOTE.
Vlrglnla Republlcans -wlll be palncd

to note that tlie shrinkago in the
Domocratic voto ln thls State is very
far from coming up to tho advertise-
ments. The cnormous defection has
qtilto falled to come off. The voto Is
only 12 per cent. smaller than tho
largest east ln tho party slnce 1003.
when tho Constitutlonal Conventlon
doliberately took steps to reduco the
electorate. Judgo Mann, by tho offlclal
returns, is assured tho support of over
73,000 Dcmocrats at tho polls.
The blggest vote polled by tho Re¬

publlcans ln recent years aggregated
E2,67''J. east for Mr. Taft last year. But
lt ls far from llkoly that tho galn of
tho natlonal Republloan party in Vir¬
ginia at that tlme is held by the Ro-
publlcan State machlno to-day. Taft
as opposed to Bryan offercd attrac-
tlons to indcpeiidont voters whlch are
ln no senso dupllcated tn tho present
oampatgn. But cven If that galn wero
permanent, it would avall nothlng. Tho
Presldent mlght stump his Cablnet
through Vlrglnla until their volces
were frayod to rlblions, but he has no
way of whlstling ovor the 15,000 Deinn-
cratlc votos whlch hls party horo
noods to wlii a vlctory. If the Repub¬
llcans can hold tho vote whlch thoy
got last year they wlll havo dono ex-

ceedlngly woll, but they will stlll be
an cnormous distnnco away from elect-
Ing a Governor if Virginia.

BOTH tho Prlnce and Princess of
WalcM nro to pay n state vlslt
to South Africn next sprlng, for
tho purposo of roprcsontlng tho

Klng at tho opcnlng o£ tho llr_t Par-
¦Uamont of tho new Unlon of South
Africa, Just ln tho anmo way aa theyllgurod at the Innuguration of tho tlrat
Parllamotit of tho Commonwealth of
Australla some sovon years ago. They
aro to go and return by wny of tho
west coust routo, and wlll restrlct tholr
vlslt to tho colonlcs comprlsed ln tho
South Afrlcan Unlon, thero bctng no
IntontlOn whatsoovor of tholr oxtend-
lng tholr tour to tho ZainboBl, Uganda
and Zanzlbar, As tho Princess of
Wales la notorlously a bad sallor, thls
trlp to South Africa la Bomothlng of a
trial to her, and lf sho haa conaonted to
go, it la from conalderatlons of duty
rathor than of pleasuro.
. Tho Marquls do Beauvolr, who has
arrlvod ln thls country, and who, attor
staylng for somo days ln Now York,
at the Waldorf. left yesterday for Chl¬
cngo, wlth M. Remy, of tho great Sllo-
alan Zlnc Syndlcato, ls endeavorlng to
rocoup tho foriirno which ho haa lost,
and whlch compelled hlm last year to
sell hls old chateau and estato of San-
drlcourt, in tho Department of tho
Olse, to Robert Walton Ooolot. of Now
York. Tlio mjLi-qulB Is one of the bost-
known llgures in Parlsian socloty, und
was the princlpal secretary and Fldua
AehutoB of the laje Comto do Parls,
After tho latter's demlso ln Englnnd,
ho jolned the household of tho lato
Due d'Aumale, owner of (Jhantllly; wns
wlth hlm when he dled in SIclly, and
brought hla remalns back to Chantilly
for entombment. ln tho same way «tho
marquls some twenty-flve yejirs pro-viously had brought home from Aus'
tralia tho corpae.of the Due d'Autnale's
onlv survlving son, the Ducdo Ottise,
who had dled ln the antlpodea while on
a trip around tho world. Tho young
prlnce had prevloualy visltcd Japan,
with the marquls as his travellng com-
panlon, and the dainty volume of De
Beauvolr, descrlblng hls stay ln tho
Band of tho Rlsing Sun, was one of the
earllest books of a popular klnd about
tho country, and may be sald to havu
largc-ly contrlbuted to the craze for
things Japanese.
The father of the marquls was a

woll-known dlplomat, the Intimnte
frlend and crony,'of Alexandro Dumas,
Sr., and was married to a granddaugh-
tor of the Due de Trevlse, killed by
Flesehl's Infernal machlno as he rodo
by the slde of Klng Eouls I'hilippo.
The late Marquls de Beauvolr was lady
In wulting to the unhappy Duchesso
d'Orleans, accompanled her mlstress ln
her oventful escape from parls at the
time ot the Kevolution ot 1818, with
her two chlldren, tho Comte de Parls
and tho Due de Chartrea, both of whom
afterwards served on the staff of Gen¬
eral McClollan during tho Amerlcan
Civll War. The old marqUlso remaln-
ed wlth tho Duchess of Orlc-ans untll
the latter's death, at Twickenhorn, ln
185S, and thon jolned the household of
Queon Marle Amelle, who retalned her
as her most trustcd confidant untll her
death. The Beauvolra.. have thus for
generutions been devoted retalncrs of
the house of Bourbon.
The present Marqulse de Beauvolr,

that ls to say, the wifo of the De Beau¬
volr now in thls country, has long been
famous ns one of the rnost brllllant,
elegant and pcrfectly drcssed wonien
ln Parls. She ls an aunt ot the orcs-

I ent Due Decazes. her slster, Sevorine,
now Princess Joseph Lubomlrski, hav¬
lng been proviously married to tho
late Due Decazes, the statesman who
was Mlniiiter of Forelgn Affalrs at
Paris during tho presidency of Marshal
MacMahon.
Dona Jttlla Orslnl, whose death has

just taken place at Rome, was the
wlfe of Phillp. ninetcenth Duke of Gra-
vlna, Prlnce of the Holy ltoman Em¬
plre, and head of the hlstorlc houso of
Orslnl. By birth a Countess Hoyos, of
Hungary (sistor of the Count Hoyos,
who spont a number of years at Wash.
ngton as Austrian envoy), she had for
years been aeparated from her hus-

3 band, whose conduct has been such
; that ho has been suspended from the

exeicises of hls rights and prerogatlves'las prlnce assistant of tho Holy Seat,
II which but for this he would share with
i Prlnce Mark Anthony Colonna. Prlnce
t Phillp, who is a llne-looking, though

All the hopes of the houso of Orslnl
are based on princo Bcllo, tho youngor
son of Prinoe Phillp. He ls an ofllcor
of tho Noble Guard of tho Pope, and
has heen frequently employed, both
by tho Into Eeo XIII and also by tho
present Popo, ln connectlon with spe¬
clal ombassles, notably at. tho corona-
tion of Klng Edward. Indeed, It Is
young Don Lollo who fllls tho-rolo of
Prlnce Assiataiit of the Holy Seat on
state oceuslons at the Vatlcan ln the
absenoe of Prlnce Colonna, Ho i_ stlll
unmarrlod. and when he weds will
need a very rich wlfe. in order to
reatoro tho fortunes of hls houso. Whlle
ho has no money, I eannot concolvo of
a moro hnlllnnt match for any heiress
oC tho Cathollc falth.- For, aslde from

Georglu'H Cry Echocd From All «U«
Other Southcrn StatcB.

A Georgia newspaper, commentlng
on-+he cry from ono of the countles

! of that blg Stato for 1,000 more farm-

ers, remarks'that there are 1-16 coun-

ties ln the State which need as many.
The chance of gcttlng farmers for the
neglected Georgia lands is better than
the chance of getting good farmers.

'All tho Eastern and- Northern States
sadly need good farmers, competent, ln-
telllgent, up-to-dato men to tlll tho
soll properly and got from It tho larg-
est and best crops wlth tho leart pos-
slble cxpendlturo ot tolt and monoy. A
falr share of both capltal -id labor
ls needed in agriculture, of course,
but Intelligenco, a good measure of
enthusiasm, the wlll to learn. and the
abllity to apply learnlng practlcally
are more essentlal..
New York State needs farmers of

the best sort as badly as Georgia needs
them, though perhaps not so many;
140,000 swooplng down at once on the
abandoned, neglected, or Ul-managcd
farms of the Mohawk Valley and the
ttpper and lower tler countles would
scarcely be able to flnd land enough
to work on. There aro somo lntelll-
gont farmers in New Y'ork and New
Hngland, but not many ln comparlson
with the poor and thrlftless ones. Tho
modern farmor must adapt himself to
modern conditlons. Ho should know
how to market crops as well as grow
them, He should not be contont to
do thlngs the way hls hon«rablo but
henighted forefnthcrs did them. iio
need not, if he havo his wlts about
hlm, be controllcd by middlo mon. Hla
market opportunltles rro enormoua.
The dovolopmont of chemistry and
meehanica has greatly increased his
chances of nujklng agriculture proP.t-
able.
