When the Hester report o year ago
showed that the Houthern mills had
‘for the first time gone ahead of thosa
of the North by A narrow margin, tho
fact was generally attributed te un-
favorable commerclal ‘conditions hav-

able stir among cotion men, for such
results weére hardly expeeted, although
t hod been reporled for some time
that Southern mille were Increasng
thelr Epindles at a faster rate than
Northern mills, and that the expan-
gion of cotton manufacturing In the
South was on a scale seldom known
in any Industry. For years the bulla
hera have been clalming that the cen-
tra of the ecotton manufacturing in-
duatry of the world was fast moving
from Lancashire to the IUnited Htates,
and thot eventually the eentre would
ba established in the South,

Secrotary Hester's Etatement this
afternoon was taken as confirmition
by the bulls of their predlctions,
