On
appronching the saloon, two soldlers
ran out and made for the reservatlon.
One wan captured, but Couller folled
to phey a command to halt, and was
shot down by, Private * Elam, who
clnime'td have actod under orders from,
the ledtenant.

“Sir, If Lisutenant Hazlehurst ptald
me 1o firde into the ‘alr, I dld not’ un-
derstand it that way,!” declared Elnm.

“Coulter was eecaplng from me,
did not know whether to shoot ar not.
an I agked my officer, 1 understood
him slmply te reply: ‘Yes, ghoot) On
that command I fired, and Coulter felll!

Killing Not Intended.

Elam taold the court that he did not
shoot with the deliberate alm of kill-
ing Coulter., He sald that he would
not sawear that Hazlehurat did not say
more than merely 'Yes, ghoot! but he
heard nothing more. Private Elmer N.
Smith, ‘the third member of the saouad
under Lirutenant Hazlehurat. testified
that Private Pinkston, wno ran out of
the saloon with Coulter, oheved the
command to halt, and was left In his
charge, while IIazlehurst and Elam
continued in plrsult ef Coulter, He
did not hear the order to flre. He
testifled that Pinkston was Intoxicated.

Elam =saldl that the shooting took
placa outside tho reservation: Afler
Coulter fell, Lirutenant Hazlehurst
sald to the witness: “"“Why, I told you
to flre Into the air'

The members of the eourt this after-
noon viewed the scene of the shoatihg.

UVIS EUR ORGE, FRANCE, Septem-
ber 7.—E. Lefebvre,  the Frenca
aviator waa killed by a fall from

{s aeroplane In which he was prac-
ticlng over the aviation fNeld here this
afternoon. Lefebvre sustalned mortal
injurles when ths machine crashed to
the ground. Ald was rendered him,
but he dled scon after,

The cause of the aceldent remalns a
mystery, The machine left the ground
easily, and fleaw around thes aerodrome
at o helght of about twenty feet, mak-
ing the turn gracefully. Suddenly,
without apparent reason, |t tlited
sharply downward ‘and, propelled by
the force of the motor, struck the
ground with great violence,

The oviator was pitched out on his
head and lay uncongcious amidst the
wreckage of the machine. Willing
hands ralsed him and carrled him to e
shed, and a doctor wus haatily sum-
moned, but notwithstanding his minly-
tratlons, the aviator died within a few
minutes.

HEAD AND LIMBS
FOUND IN SACK

Believed Girl Was Cut to Pieces
and Thrown from Bridge by
Some One Acquainted With
Surgery——Had Left
Home for
Visit,

ETROIT, MICH.,
Bloodless ‘from the ruthless
. knife of 'a murderer and
Bhrunken by severdl days' Immersion
In' the waters of Eeoree Creck, tha
dismembered body of Miss Maybella
Millman, twenty-séven years oid, of
Ann Arbor, Mich.,, lies in the county
morgue to-night. A portion of the
lower part of the trunk of the unfor-
tunate girl Iz atiss mlssing.

Men are dragging Ecorse Creek in
the hope of discovering . the remain-
ing portion af the girl's body, and the
police of Ann_ Arbor and Detrolt are
uniting In a deésperate endeavor to
solve the mystery of Mizs Millman's
murder. Miss Martha Hennlng, of Dea-
troit, o former schoolmate of the AMlll-
man girl, Identified the body.

Shifts to Aon Arbor,

The =cene of the Investigation of
the murder shifted to-nlght from De=
troit to Ann Arbor. After prolonged
questioning of Miss Henning, who iden-
tified the head of the body, the oili-
cers left hurriedly for the unlversity

town. They were accompanieg by
Harry Mlllman, brother of ths dead
girl.

Sherlft Gaston and his deputies re-
fuse. to give out definitely the ciue
they are working on, but most of tha
quesations put to Mias Henning this af-
ternoon  were concerning Maybelle's
physical conditlon, as the
body leads the authorities to helleve
the cutting, was done hy some one welt
acqualnted with surgery.

trolt, to visit her three weeks ago.
The last words of Maybelle to her

Introducing the explorer, tha
Crown Prince sald that hls reception
in Greenland and at Copenhagen show-
ed the way the Danes appreciated
his  wonderful exploit,  The prince
then hegged the honor of presenting
to hlm tha medal of the Geographleal
Soclety.

“It g’ too early,” sald the explor-
er, “to glve the general rasults of the
expedition. Time Is required to di-
geat the work of polar affort. You
tave not allowed time in Copenhagen.
This northward dash has ogcupled tho
minds of men for more than 300 years.
Slowly ' ang surely the ladder of lati-
tudes has been cllnibad with varlous
dagrecs, of success,.
