OPENING THE DOOR TO COMMISSION
GOVERNMENT.

The Norfolk Landmeark urges that all
cities In the State which ars interested
in securing a simpler and more efficient
form of city government should joln
hands with a wview to pressing the
matter in an organized way upon the
attentlon of the next Leglslature, Wa
understood that this is just what the
Roanoke Chamber of Commerce pro-
posed and promised us long ago. All
commercial organjzations throughout
the State were [nvited to formulate
deflnite opinlons about commission
government and send representatives
to express them at a epecial convention
in Noanoke, This excellent suggestion
was made in a clreular letier of May
2§ Jast, The conventlon was to have
been held on the 15th and 16th of thils
month.  We have seen little in ths
press about this proposed gatherlng of
inte, and small evidence that the clties
were co-operating towards
making It We ghould say
that a second circular from the Roon-
noite Chamber was needed, reminding
the laggards that the hour set for the
conventlon iz now cloge. at hand, 1t
would be in every way a pity If this
movement fell through. It Is declded-
Iy the most definite and effectual plan
for making commission government a
possibility In Virginie that has so far
been: proposed.

In thiz State the campaign for com-
mizelon government must begin at the
hottom, which is In an amendment to
the Constitutlon. This fact WiE Tecog-
nized by the speclal commiitee on elty
government here In Richmond, whlich,
while recommending a ecombination
syotern for the present, unanimously
decdared for a hill preparing the way
for the aary amendment. Tha
estesmed Landmarle draws attentlon to
the fart that Senator Sale's billiin the
last  Leglglature, providlng for this
amendment, though It passed the Sen-
ate, was never heard of In the Ilouse,
It ruotes Senator Salp as being of the
opinion that the next Loglslature will
be ready to pass such a measure. There
ean bre mo doubt that the Senator Is
correat in this opinlon, The sentlment
for a slmpler and better form of clty
government 1A% grown decldedly vigor-
sua within the past year, and thes Leg-
sintura could hardly ignore if, par-
ticuinrly i€ In recelpt of o memorlal
from the lapgest citles In the State,
Mo one demands, it 1s to be noted, t_lmt
the Leglalature proceed to alter the
form of all city chinrlirs or forct oonew
fvetern upon any munielpality.
