The steamer Oscar 11., wlth Dr. Fred¬
erlek A. Cook aboard! wlll not arrive
at New York untll Tuesday mornlng.
Thls is at the urgent request of the
receptlon committoo whlch ls to meet
Dr. Cook. The steamer could have
reached Sandy Hook Monday after¬
noon. but a message from the recep¬
tlon commlttee asklng that the arrlval
be delayed, owlng to the fact that It
was Imposslble to change the commlt-
tee's arrangem'.-nts. waa recelved thls
evenlng by wlreless, and the captaln
consented to comply wlth the requeat.
The Oscar II. Is. therefore, under de-
creased speed. an,| wlll reach Quaran-
tlne about 7:30 Tuesday mornlng.

Dr. Cook appears to exerclse great
yestralnt. but can hardly rcpress a na¬
tural annoynne'e at Impeachment of hls
veraclty. wlthout proofs, He roquest-
ed the Assoclated Press to tnake pub¬
llc the followlng:
"Commander Peary has as yet glven

to the world no proofs of hls own case.

My clalm has been fully rccognized by
Denmark and by the Klng of Swe-
den. The Presldent of the Unlted
Btates of Amerlca has wlred me hls
confidenee; my clalm has been accepted
by the International Bureau for Polar
Hesearch at Brussels; most of the geo-
graphlcal socletles of Europe have sent
me congratulatlons. whlch means falth
ond acceptanee for the present, and nl-
most every explorer of note has come

forward wlth warm and frlendly ap-
proval.

"A speclflc record of my Journey Is
Bccessible to all, and every one who
reads can declde for hlmself. When
Peary publlshes a slmllar report, then
our cases are paraltel. Why should
Peary be allowed to make hlmself a

aelf-appolnted dlctator of my affairs?
In justlce to hlmself, ln justlce to the
world, and to guard the honor of na¬

tlonal prestlge, he should be compellcd
to prove hls own case. He should pub-
llsh at once a preliminary narratlve,
to be compared with mlne, and let
falr-mlnded people ponder over the
matter while the ilnal records by which
our cases may be eventually proved
are belng prepared.

"I know Peary. the explorer. As
Buch he ls a hero ln Arctlc annals, and
descrves the credlt of a long and hard
record. To Peary, the explorer, I am

Btlll wllllng to Hp my hat, but Peary's
unfounded accusatlons have dlsclosed
another slde to hls character whlch
wlll never be forgotten."

back and Whltney obtntnod permisslon
from Commander Peary to remaln at

the Etah station. Commander Peary
utatloned John Murphy. boatswaln ot
the Roosevelt, and Willlam Prltchard,
asslstant cook of the Roosevelt. at

Etah, to guard the stores. Murphy,
telllng of hls experlence at Etah, sald
to the neWBpaper men:
"Commander Peary told me to go

ashore at Etah to guard the stores
fwhlch I saw taken from tho Roosevelt
and the Erlk. Prltchard was wlth me,

,6ome tlme last sprlng a white man

oarne lnto camp, and Mr. Whltney told
me that lt was Dr, Cook, He dld not

SERVICE IS NOW
AT STANDSTILL

Thousands Cheer Strikers ao

They Parade Through Streets.
Effort to Restore Order
Before Visit of President

Taft and His Party
To-Day.

OMAHA. NEB., September 19..Vto-
lence In the street car strike
broke out at Council Bluffs thls

afternoon. when a car on the Inter-
urban llne was deralled and the wln-
dows smashed. Conductor Doolittle
was hlt In tho face wlth a brlck, but
was not serlously hurt. Flve personh
were arrested durlng the' afternoon,
eharged wlth rlotous conduct.

Thls afternoon 350 strikers paraded
through the principal streets of the clty
and wero applauded by thousands of
spoctators who Ilned the streets. At
the tlmo a crowd of probably -',000, of
whom not an Inconsldcrable number
were women, had gathered at the cor-|
ner of Fourteenth andJFarnam Streets,
.where for an hour or^nore every car
whlch passed on elther street had to
run tho gauntlet of glbes and Jeors.
At flrst tho trolleys were pulled off
and tho ropes cut, so that thn cotiduc-
tors were compelled to ollmb on top of
the cars to replac'e the trolleys.

After the rlotlng at Council BlufTs
all cars ln that clty wero taken ofr,
and ln this clty servlce was dlscontln-
ued at 7 o'clock, as was done lant nlgnt.

At a meetlng of the Buslness Men's
Assoclatlon thls afternoon dodslve ac¬

tlon was taken to assist in the main-
tenanoe of order during the strike, and
prinulpally to offer such asslstance as

mlght be necessary to preserve order
durlng the vlslt to Omaha to-morrow
afternoon and evenlng vof Presldent
Taft and his party.

Danger From That Source,
but Papers Have Sought
to Arouse Emotion in

Order to Increase
Receipts.

19..Presldent Taft to-daythe flfty members of the ,

September
met
Jap-

anese Commerclal MIsslon to the
Unlted Statos, bade them a heartywelcome. to the country, assured thom
of the lasting frlendshlp of the Amer¬
lcan people, pald a tribute to thelr
oiialltles of iudustry and patriotism,
and in concluslon drank a toast to
tho Kinperor of Japan as "tho warra
and slncere frlend of Amerlca," aratd
great enthuslasm among both hls Jap-
aneso and Amerlcan hearera.
Tho nffietlng wlth the Japanose waa

at a luncheon at the Lafayotte Club,
on the shores of beautiful Lake Mlnne-
tonka, twenty miles out of tha clty,
tentlered by the Commerclal Club of
Mlnneapolls.
. Presldent Taft scouted the Idea that
there had ever been the sllghtest dan¬
ger of troublo between Japan and
Amerlca. He pald high compllment to
thb milltary valor of Japan when the
country was "flghtlng- ln defonse of
her rlghts and malntenance of her
prestlge on the fleld of battle."

"But." he declared, "Japan to-day ls
flghttng for victories of peace, and we'
all hope sho wlll succeed. We are
not golng to ylold ourselvea ln that
contest. however, If wo can help lt."

"Tme Frlend of .Inpnn."
Preslflent Taft's aeldress followed a

speech by Baron Shlbusawa, a proml¬
nent banker of Toklo, and chalrman of
tho vlsltlng commisslon, ln whlch,
speaklng in his native tongue, he re-
ferr6d to Presldent Taft "as one of
the foremost men of the age. and a

warm and true frlend of Japan."
He proposed the health of tho Presl¬

dent, and led hls fellow-countrymen
ln three resoundlng "banzals." Mr.
Taft proposed the health of the Em-
peror wlth a "banzal," whlch was
caught up and re-echoed by the
Amerlcan guests.

Mr. Taft recelved the members of
the party before the luncheon, declar¬
ing to Baroness Shlbusawa that Amer¬
lca wanted to see more of the ladies
of Japan and to encourage thelr com¬

lng to thls country wlth the men.

"It Isn't fair," sald the Presldent.
"that Japan should keep back the most
charmlng of her creaturea."
To Baron Shlbusawa the Presldent

sald he was sorry he could not re-

celve hlm- at the White House at
Washington.
Baron Kanda, a graduate of Am-

herst, greeted the Presldent as a

fellow member of the Psi Upsllon Fra-
ternlty.
To Mr. Dol, of Osaka, the Presldent

declared he waa golng agaln to Japan
some day Just to see Osaka.

Bitron Shlbusawa, ln the course of
hls address, sald:
"We do not come ln any offlcial ca-

paolty, and so we art? not eharged
wlth any ofllclal message to you. "Wo
may. however, safely clalm that ln
a broad sense we come as unaccredlted
enyoys of p^ace Bent by the people of
Japan to the people of the Urfited
States."

Stnb at Newspapers.
Tho Presldent sald ln part:
"We aro a curlous peoplo. We have

to run our newspapers. We have to
havo at tlmes emotlon3 stlrred In or¬

der that the newspapers shall have clr-
culation. and wc cannot always do
that wlth a statement of the facis.
Therefore we have to draw on our

Imaglnatlons, and thereforo we have
to make that to appear true whlch in
fact ls not true, Just ln order that
thore shall be a clrculation of lntelll-
gence among people.
"Now in tlmes past we have been

stlrred up.that Is. some have been.
thoso of us who knew the facta were
never so stlrred up.by announce-
ments of trouble between Japan and
Amerlca. I bellove that even the news¬

papers have now glven up any such
Idea."
The Presldent left for Des Molnes,

Iowa, at S P. M.
Before leavlng the Presldent sent

tlio followlng letter to Governor John¬
son:
"My Dear Governor Johnson:

"I am vory ""much dellghted to hear
of your Improvement to-day, and I ear-
nostly hope that your recovery wlll
be rapld. As I leavo the State I thank
you agaln for tho cordlal welcome of
yourself and tho peoplo of Mlnnesota.
