EngUsh kleals dlffer, Lord Bnitlm-ro
and My Maryland II., champlons of tho
last Natlonal Horse Show, ln New Yovk,
gettlng flrst in tho appolntment cl.-ca
for vlctorla palrs, as well as ln the ap¬
polntment class for Btanhope phaetoi
palrs, but when show ln the cinsi
where appolntments dld not count they
wero placed tlflh.
Rlnglng Bells. Moonshlne, Lord Baltl-

more and My Maryland II., Vlrglnla
and Lady Baltlmore and Chatterbox
were nmong the rlbbon wlnncrs, and
they aro all promlsed for tho cnming
natlonal show. t

Tho best horses ln Alfred O. Vnn-
derbllt's strlng were not shown there,
but with Gibson Boy, Wanda, Tona-
wanda and two four-In-hand teams h«
won two thlrd'prlzes, besldes carrylng
off tho Gold Coachlng Cwp In tho
"coachlng Marathon," tho distlnct hlt
of the London Show. E. T. Stotesbury's
trotters almost swept the boards ln
tho llght harness classes. Curlously,
Luclo G. and Penrl Onward, champlon-
shlp wlnners ln slngle and doublo har¬
ness In the Now York show of 1908,
faiicd to take bluo rtbbons. but Lugano
and Lotno wero flrst In the class for
palrs, whlle Mary Glenor. 2:21 1-2, waa
champlon ln single harness.

Mr. Harrlman has Nala as a star ln

his strlng. This heavy gig horse of
quallty shares the distinctlon with Gal-
lant Lad, of Loulavlllo, of belng tho
fincst glg horso In the world. Nala will
ho oxhiblted at tho Loulavllle show,
October 11 after whlch Mr. Harrlman
will prcparo his entire Blring for tho
comlng natlonal show.
