thc honor wlthout thc "Mlghtest ques¬
tion mark attachod to hls record. The
"demon t-lugger." who has been one of
the blggest factors in brlnglng the
pennant home to Detrolt for the thlrd
successlvo time, has pounded tliat
horsehldo wlth marvelous conslstency
since the mlddle of the season.

It ls still fresh ln the fans* memory
how "Ty" started out tho season.
wit-lding hl3 cudgcl liko a bush
leaguer. Many mournful tales cma-
nated from the Tlger camp at that
tlme, notwithstandlng tho fact that
Jonnlngs's men were gettlng away wlth
vlctorles wlth thelr accustomed regu-
larlty.
Tho Tlger fans and fannesees mourn-

ed to see thelr Idol fall back among
the ordlnary players. They had ex¬
pected better. "Ty" was young and
full of "pep.' and most every one look¬
ed to see hlm shatter all previous rec¬
ords, but he slmply failed to respond.

It
Is reasonably safe to say that since
tho last of June hc hp.s been hlttlng
at a .400 rate, or better.
When the averages published last

Sunday wero complled Cobb's average
was .371. a truly wonderful mark.
