DUKES AS CDSTLY
AS
Chancellor Makes Bitter

Attack on House
of Lords.

VIGOROUSDEFENSE
OF NEW BUDGET

England Has Had Stormy Week
of Politics and End Is Not in
Sight.King Seeking to
Act as Peacemaker.

Election Is As-
sured.

[Speciai Cable to The Tlmes-Dlspatch.J

LOSVOS, October 9..Thls has beerl
a week of great polltlcal exclt'e-
ment, culmlnallng ln Prlme Mln-

ister' Asqulth's sudden vlslt to tho
King and the announcemcnt that tho
ilousu of Commons would adjourn a
week from to-day.
Thero is no longer any serlousness

In tho attempta to keep up the prc.
tense that the vlslts of Bord Rosebory,
the Earl of Cawdor and Premler As-
qulth to Balmoral were not connccted
Wlth thc polltlcal crlsls. The oiiiclal
and reasonable enough explanatlon of
the week's adjournrnent ls that fully
a week ls requlred for draftlng alter-
atlona to the budget, but thero ls no
doubt that these vislts to the King
and the week's adjournrnent have one
object, that of affording an opportu-
nity to ascertain whother the consti-
tutlonal crlsls lnvolvco ln thc rejectlon
of the budget by the House of l,oids
cannot be averted.

It ls not suggested that the King
ls gtvlng the welght of hls personal
ald to eithcr alde, but ralher that he is
acting ln homo politics as he has so

consistently done ln intcrnatlonal pol¬
itics in hls favorite role of peace¬
maker.
Meanwhilo nothlng is sald or done

to throw the sUght'.-st llght on the sit-
uatlon. l.loyd George, Chancellor of
tho Exchequer, declarcs to-day that
the Lords must pass the budget as lt
stands, but despito the assurances
such as thls from responslble mlnia-
tcrs, there is a strong tendency to re-

vert to the first Idea that a general
electlon wlll coine ln November. It
seems almost imposslble that the polnt
of dissolutlon can bo reached in such
a short time, but the Spectator feara
it. The Outlook warnH the Unionlsts
against a sudden dissolutlon. The
Saturday Revlew admits that it ap-

pears abaurd, but aays lf the govern-
ment ihinks the psychological moment
haa come. then dlssolution wlll occur

in November.
Speculatlon on tliese polats and ln-

tcrest In the "coiistitutlonal crlais"
have put the budget itself. free trade,
tariff reform and other planks in both

polltlcal platforms into the back-
ground, but the Unionlsts evidently in-
tend to play urieroployment, whlch ia

expected to bo greater thaii ever dur-

Ing the comlng wlnter. as their chief
card agalnst tho budget.

llltter Attack on Lords.

Eloyd George, Chancellor of tho Ex¬

chequer, ln a speech at Newcastle thls
afternoon mado a vlgorous derense ot

tho budget and a bitter attack on the
House of Borda. He declared that tho

blll was now practlcally ln the form

ln whlch it was golng to become an

act of Parliament. Ho sald that lu-

stead of tho measure belng an attack

on industry and property, it was a fact

that alnce its lntroduction ln tho House
of Commons trade and Industry had
Improved.
The only stock whlch had gono down

alnce the lntroduction of the blll, said
tho chancellor, was that in dukes, ln

whlch there had been a great slump.
A fully equlpped duke costs as much
to keep up as a couplo of Dread-

jnoughis. So long as dukes were con-

tent to be mere ldols and preserved
that kind of atately sllence whlch bc-
camo their rank and intelllgence, sald
the chancellor, all went well. When
the budget came, however, they step-
iped down from their perches becauso
the rrtoasuro knockcd a llttle gllt off
their stage coaches.
What tho Bords would do wlth the

budget, declared the chancellor, con-

cerned themselves more than it dld
the government. The more Irrespon-
alble and feather-headed among them
wanted it thrown out. What the oth-
ers would do depended lnthe first
place on reports from the country.
The chancellor went on dramatlcal-

ly: "What our fathera obtalnecV
through centurles of struggle, strlfo
and bloodshed we wlll not Ughtly plvo
up. Wc aro not going to bo traitors
(loud choers). The cionstlttltlon ls
to be torn to pleces. Eet them reallzo
what they aro dolng. They aro forclng
a revolution.
"The Bords may declaro a re\'olu-

tlon," sald tho chancellor, "but It is
the people who wlll dlrect It (loud
eheers). Iasues will bo ralsod that
they llttle dream of."
Tho chnncellor concluded by deelar-

1ng the government was golng to have
all the taxes In the budget or none.

President Taffs rcst at Yosemite
Park is over. and to-morrow

mornlng he will resumo his spceeh-
maklng tour. Ite wlll stop off at

Merde in thc mornlng long enough to

attend servlces at the Presbyterlan
Church, and ln the af tcrnoon ho wlll

speak beforc the unlted church con-

gregatlons of Fresno. Ife wlll reach
Bos Angeles early Monday mornlng,
and after a two days' stay thero wlll
turn east.
The President lcjft tlie park thls af-

ternoon, bumed by the sun of three
days of ataging. and feellng ilt to face
the inost crithuslaatlc local commlt-
tees that evcr arranged a banquet.
The President alao came out alnglng
tho beautlca of Yosemite, llke other

tourlsta, and saying he would make

overy effort In hla power to make them

more acccsalblc to tho public. Wlth

the President when he left tho park
was John Mulr. the naturallst, who had

been close at hls side for three days.
To hlm the President tendered hls sln-

cere thanks for havlng unfolded bo-

fore hls eyos many of the beautiea^ot
the park that otherwlse would ha\e

passed unnotlced.
<;oc» Down I.oiik Trnll.

The culmlnatlon or tne President s

slght-scelng tour of tho park came

properly enough on hls last day there.

'when he descended on foot tho steep
wlndlng trail from Glacler Polnt to

the foot of tho Yosemite -\allcj. II

took the President three hours to

make thc descent, and almost evci>

stcp opened up a glorlous panorama.
lt was a four-mile walk for the Presi¬
dent over rocks and through sand
anklo decp in places, but Mr. Taft

stood it better than other %memborfl
of hla party. Congressmen McKlnlej
and Necdham. riatlve Catffornlans, both

gave out and had to call for horses

that were belng led by cavalrymen in

the rcar of the party. The Preaidcnt
whlle sympathlzlng wlth them. mopped
hls brow and lnughed heartily as tho

two Calttornkins were helped Into

their saddles. Tho trall at tlincs took

hlm along the brink of prcclplccs
where a sllp or a fall would havo

been fatal.
_

Tho President slopped for only two

brlef rests on tho walk down, nnd
hls faco was streamlng wlth persplra-
t'on when ho flnally landed on tho

fioor of the valleq. A stage waa

waltlng for hlm. and carrled hlm to

one of the Sent'lnol Hotel cottages.
The President had expected to flnd

hls baggage at the hotel, but lt hadn't
arrlved.

No Clothes, Goes to Beu.
Hls clothes were soaklng with per-

splration, nnd so, llke tho boy who
had only one shirt. the Prosldent un-

dressed and went to bed. Ho was in

bed more than an hour while hls cloth-

lrig was belng dried in the kltchen
of the Sentlnel Hotel. The President
probably would have had to take hls
luncheon ln bed if the stage wlth tho

baggage had not arrlved just ln tlme.
The President took the going-to-bed
incldent aH a good joke. He knew that
lt was hopeless to call upon nny of
tho members of hla, party to help hlm
out in his pllght.
The President was up thls mornlng

in tlme to see tho sun rlse.that ls, he
appeared on the yoranda of tho Glacler
Polnt Hotel in both sllppers and pa-
Jamas and watched the eastern llght
gradually break over the snow-capped
Slerras and chase the shadows from
tho valley, .1,200 fect below hlm. The
Prosldent's room at tho llttle hotol
looked out across the valley to the
glant Halt Domo of tho Ostwall, and
ho had requested that ho bo awakenod
as tjie sun came up. Aftorward, how-
ever, tho Prosldent roturned to hla
room for anothor hour's nap.
Mnjor W. W. Forsytho, suporlntond-

ent of the park, had planned to take
tho President down tho four-mile trnll
on muleback. He had two mules, olth-
er of whlch, ho "allowed," would carry
tho President snfely. ^fr. Taft, how-
ever, dccllned and, taklng a strong
mountaln cllmber's staft!. startod tho
descent. Before" loavlng Glacler Polnt,
tho'ugh, he had one more vlew of tho
valley from tho famous overhanglng
roclc. When the President started on
hls downward trlp he was 7,200 foot
abovo aea level, and spmo of hls frlends
wero fearful that he would flnd tho
walklng too strenuous, but tho altl-
tudo dld not causo hlm any discom-
fort.
Mr. Mulr oxplalnefl to tho President

when ho startod that tho Glacler Polnt
trall was orlglnally worn by a thlrstv
man who Uved on tho top of tho cllff.
Hls wlfe wouldn't allow hlm to koop
any whlskey ln tho house, and to get
lt, ho hncl to go down to tho, hotel ln
tho valley. There weren't many places
where ho could mako the desoont, but
he found them and oponed tip tha trail,
whlch lator greatly Improved. so thnt
a sobnr man could travol lt wlth
aafety.
The President had a good deal of fun

wlth the agefl nsturallst on the way
down. Mr. Mulr has spent mnst of hls
llfo ln the Yosemite,-and admlts ho ls
ln lovo wlth lt. Tho more suggestlon
by tho President of tho poaalblllty of
eultlvntlng anvthlng on tho floor of
tlio valloy was sufflclont to causo th<
old man to pauae on tho edgo of a cllff
and <leltvor a llttlo sorruon.
"Why," ho oxulalmed, "thls ls na-
