Ncw Minister Declares That Hc
Was Misquotcd in Chicago
Publication.Said t<r>Havc
Talked Freely of State

Department's Secret
Affairs.

WASHINGTON, D. C, October 10.
.Charles R. Crane's s'udden,
unespeoted aml hltherto mys-

t»rlous recall to Washlngton by Secre-
tary of State Knox, as he was at the

point of salllng from Sun Franclsco to

nssume hls dutles as minister of tho

Unlted States to Chlna, was caused h.v
developments Involvlng the questlon of
Air. Crane's lllness for 111aT" post. Thls
much Is known to-nlght ln well In-
formed quarters ln Washlngton. Un-
less Mr. Crane ls ahle to clear hlmself
ln the eyes of Secretary Knox of an

accusatlon of a serious breach of what
the State Department regords, as the
lirst prlnclple of diplomatk- dUcrctlon,
tho conference wlth his offleial chlef
may result ln the abrupt termlnatlon
of Mx. Crane's connectlon with the
dlplomntic sorvlce.
Minister Crane arrlved In Washlng¬

ton late thls afternoon ffom hls hur-
rlcd Journey across th<« contlnent. He
rrlteratc.i hls declaratlon of Ignorance
ss to thc occaslon for hls rather dra-
jnntie recall from the woter's edge of
the Paclflc, and docllned to dlscuss the
matter In any of Its aspect's beyond
sayIng. that while he expected to be
licro several days. he had reserved
new aceonimodat lons for thc trans-
racitlc voyagc, on thc steamr-r salllng
from San Franclsco on Octohe:- 20.¦
n. weel: from Wednesday.

Iiiillnerrrt TiilU.
The State Department has In hand,

H Is sald. what It regards as more or

less convlnelng evldence that Minister
Crane on the evo of his departure for
the Far Kast became responsible for
thc publlcatlon ln a Chlcago liews'papor
of what the department vlews as a
most Indlscrcet discusslon pf thc atti-
tudo of the Unlted States toward the
two trcatics recently negotlated b>-
tween Chlna and Japan. This the de¬
partment holds lo have been the more
serious because that attltude ls stlll
iioder confldential conslderatlon, no
decislon havlng been arrlvod :il. While
the speeehes delivered by Mr. Crune
before tlio Amerlcan Aslatlc A'ssocla-
tion and at a dlnner glven In hls honor
at Chlcago are vlewed ut tho State
Department as havlng been at b'-st un-

wlsc and undlplomallc, they had been
carefully consldered nfter thelr dellv¬
ery and beforo Mr. Crane started fur
San Franclsco, and although deprecat-
«d, woro not regarded as justlfylng any
change lu hls plans.
Tho Chlcago pdhlicatlon falls. how¬

ever. ln thc eyes of tho department.
lnto a cutegory very dlfferent and far
moro serious.
Chlna and Japan early lust month

ontercd into treaties which contained
provlslons regarded by the State De¬
partment as very surprlslng and pos-
slbly objectlonablc to thls government.
Hy these treaties Japan would secure
rlghts in Blanchurla which are held by
somo dlplonists to be. in dlrect vlola-
tlon of both letter and spirlt of ths
1'ortsmouth treaty. Chlna has agreeil
lu tho treaties now under consfderatlon
that before oxtcrtdtng her present rail¬
way system in Blanchurla she shall
c.onsult Japan and presumably obtain
her consenl thereto. This provlslo'n
ls regarded as Inhnrmoni.uis wltli the
declaratlon of Japan ln the treaty of
l'ortsinouth that she wlll not obstrucl
pny nieasurcs taken by Chlna for thb
development of her empire.

Vlolatlon of "Opcu Door."
Another provlsion relating tV tho

operation of coal mlnes on both sldes
of tho Altung-.Mukden and South Man-
churlan Railway, it is thought may be
objectlonablc to thls government, as

violatlng the. policy of tho "open doo'r,"
as inaugurated by tlie Unlted States
nnd subscribed to by Japan, as well
ns by nll of the leadlng powers of Eu¬
rope. Thls "open door" policy ls ln¬
tended to assure "equal opportunitlos"
to all nations to assist In tho develop¬
ment of China without impalrlng her
torritorlal Integrlty.
Matters of a highly confldential na-

turo wlth respect to tho posltlon of the
United States regarding these nnd
othor provlslons of tho treaties be¬
tween dhlna and Jupan are allegPd to
have been dlvulged lu the Chlcago pub-
llcations, and for these dlsclosures iho
Btato Department is 'disposed. in tln
absence of proof to the contrary, ta
hold Minister Crane responsible.

According Io atlthentle. Informatlon
obtained here to-day, it ls of this
responslblllty that Mr. Crane has beon
¦ummoned to Washlngton from San
Franclsco to acqult hlmself.
The otllclals of tho Stato Department

aro extremely retlcent ou tUo whole
BUbJerlt, most of thom nffectlng ontlrc
lgnoranco of lt, and all referring in-
quirers to Secretary Knox, who, ur.
to a lato hour to-nlght, was Inacces-
elble. Meanwhlle, to-morrow's . de¬
velopments are awaltod wlth an In¬
terest wlilch may falrly bo described
as intensu.

"I do not know why l was sum-
tnoned to Washlngton by Secretary
Knox,'.' Minister Cruuo snld upon hls
arrlval hero lato thls afternoon from
San Franclsco, when.ee ho was ro-
called almost at tho inoinorit of sall-
Ing* for hls post at I'eklug 'as mlnlmai
of tho Unlted Statos to Chlna.

Have Him Bound
Hard and Fast.

PARTY MEN THINK
THEY'RE BUNCOED

Angry Western Rcpublicans De-
clare That President Cannot
Till Field of Roosevelt
Politics With Present
Team of Senate and
House Leaders.

MAIMSO.N, WIS., Oclober 10."Mr.

Tnft rnnnol peritunde llils conu-

try thnt lie enn tlll thc fleld of
Hooftcvcit pollcles wltli Aldrleh nnd

Cnnnoii for li In tciiin. Ile hns got io
linve u dlttercnt pnlr of plow homes."

In that language a Wisconsin mem¬

ber of the Ilouse described to The

Tlmes-Dlspatch corrcspondent the feel-

fng of nepubllcans ln Wisconsin re-

gurding the present admlnlstratlon. He

had been asked what was the effect on

the nepubllcans of thls State of the

recent speeches of the President.
The radlcal nepubllcans here have

become suspiclous of Mr. Taft. not. per¬
haps of hls intcntlons. at leajtt not
openly so as yet, but of his power. or

at aiiy rate of hls dotermlnatlon to
carry out hls announced program, lf
carrylng lt out shall develop a hard
flght wlth Aldrleh and Cannon. And
there ls s'carcely a I'.epublicun In Wls-
consln who believes that such a pro¬
gram can be enacted lnto law wlthout
a flght with Aldrleh and Cannon.

"Have Ilecn "Iluneocd."
nepubllcans have practically made up

thelr mlnds wlth regard to thelr Pres¬
ident. They tell thernselves that they
have been "buncoed." and that Poose-
velt was decelved in hls man when he
selected Taft for his successor. They
say that Taft has gone over entlrely
to the camp of the enemy, and, that
Aldrleh and Cannon have hlm bound
herd and fast and ready for dellvery
at any necded polnt.

Only one argument Is needed by
these men tn demonstrate fully thelr
position. They polnt to the course ot
the President In heiplng Cannon in the
organlzatlon of the Ilouse and In
trcatlng wlth Aldrleh and Cannon
throughout the tarlff flght. That In-
dicates beyond Questlon. in Ihelr
mlnds. thn readiness of tlie President
to contlnue dealing wlth Aldrleh and
Cannon throughout hls admlnlstratlon.
nnd one mlght just as well wlilstln at
the wind and tell it to stop blowlng
as to tell these men that Aldrleh' and
Cannon will ever put thorugh a satis-
factoty program of corporation legis¬
lation except undcr the compelllug In-
fluence of a club'.

N'o Flslit I.ofl In Hlm.
These men don't belleve there is any

light left In Mr. Taft. They are con¬

vlnced now. far ahead of the actual
conflict, that Its lssue# Is already do-
teriulned; that tlie end* wlll be a com-
proinlse, hy .which the corporatlons
wlll he loft untouched and thc
"people".meanlng thernselves and
thelr class.wlll bo "buncoed" again.
lt Is i|iilte useless to polnt out to
them thc folly of reaehing fixed con-
ciuslons now ns to what Is golng to

happen next winner. Ihcy reply
slmply that they are not. prejudglng
anythlng. They are slmply regardlng
the future in the light of tho past
which the wlsdom of all experience
has taught them to do. And. following
thal rule, they see Mr. Taft fatllng
in hls announced Intcntlons, eonipro-
mlzlng or surrenderlng at the criticaI
polnts, and going out of the. prcsidency
at thc end of one term leavlng a

dlsgustcd, disheartencd and defeated
party.

lt Is prrlians not necessary to say
Ihat these aro tho extreme rndlcals.
The se.-ond class is larger. and not so

open tn lts expresslon of discontont,
Itj,coniprises", ln fact. the hulk of tho
rank aiid file of the nepuhlican party
in this State. It is composed of men
who have had a sickenlng experience,
but are not ready..felmpjy on that ac¬
count to glvc up hope.

Fcarful nnd Suspiclous.
At the same tlme they are uneasy.

Many pf them are fearful and sus¬
piclous. Tho blunt fact is that they
have lost some. lf not most, of their
contldence in Mr. Tnft and are afrald
That when tlie crlsis comes he will
not meet It fully in the way they de¬
slre. They cannot belleve any more
than those of the flrst class can tliat
Aldrleh and Cannon wlll permlt. Ihe
announced program of corporatlon
legislation to go through If it can
possihly bo blocked.
One ncw ole-Jient nf hope. however,

has been given tn Wisconsin nepubll¬
cans bv tho Prosldent5R Western trip.
They smlle at tho s-.iggestlon (hat he
has convlnced the people here thnt thc
tarlff law ls a good one. They re¬
ject Ihe suggestion that ho hns im¬
proved. hls own standlng- among the
nepubllcans of tho Northwest by his
speeches. Bul they do thlnk that ho
has learned something hlmself ns to
'helr foelingH, ntid they hopo that ho
wlll proflt by it.

Uciilci All Hnered Things.
"I wlll not mentlon the name of thls

inan; you all know who he ls. But hc
denles everythlng tbe world has held
sacred and leaned upon for centurlos.
Is thls educatlon or damnatlon? This
man would have his rellglon bound by
no creed or dogmn. and. as one bravo
newspaper expressed it, perhaps he
would have thls rellglon bound only
by. hls own breath.

Father Stanton then referred to the
Cathollc Instltutlons. and he sald he
thunked God that In them educatlon ls
not dlvorced from rellglon.

the George Peabody Educntionnl Fund."It looks to me as if the South
would be solidly prohibition within
the next flve years." declared tlie Gov¬
ernor. "Prohlbltlon ls maklng tremen-
dous strldes all through the South.
ln my own State, ihe cases where n
thlrsty man can get a drlnk are few
and far betv.-en." He then proceeded
to tell how t.'ohlbitloii had galned a
foothold in thc Rtatfc and upread jirior
to August last

"Flfteen addltlonal countles went
'dry' at the electlons In that month,"
he contlnued. "and after November 1 .">
next. lt will i,e posslble lo get a
drink ln only six counties of the State,
and then only through the medium of
the county dispensary."
Governor Ansel dlscussed other

phasps of the liquor questlon. and con¬
cluded by savlng that "there Is no
doubt that the prohlbltlon movement
has come to slay. nnd thal It is maklng
steady progress."
Such a potent faetor has It become

throughout the South. lie stated, that
all polltical partles are forced to recog¬
nize thc Issue.

NEW yollK, October 10..In
Statement full of stlng and blte,
devold of Invcctlvo, Willlam J.

Gaynor. thc Democratlc nomlne.o for
Muyor of Greater New York, llred hls
lirst big projcctlle of the municipal
campaign to-nlght ln nn attack on
Willlam Randolph Hearst.

Karly last week Mr. Hearst Issued o
statement savlng posltlvoly that he
would not run for Mayor, but would
support Justlce Gaynor. Two days la¬
ter he accepted an Indepeiulent noml-
natlon for the olllce,
Surprlscd at thls action, Justlce Gay¬

nor Issued a brlef statement, charg-
Ing Hearst wlth breacti of falth. and
to-nlght he came out wlth a state¬
ment and a letter, purportlng to show
thut Hearst had urged hlm to run for
Mayor nearly slx months ago "on any
tlcket" nnd pledglng hls support.

I.etter from Hearst I'.illtor.
To slrengthen his statement. Justlce

Gaynor flrst made public a letter un-
der dato of October 0, addressed to
hlin by Kudolph Hlock. who occuples
an edltorlal posltlon on the Hearst
papers.
"He asked you," sald I3lock. "lf you

would not run for Mayor ln the fall,
and sald: T don't earc what tlcket you
run on, I'll support you.'"
Judge Gaynor descrlbes Mr. Hearst's

course as glving him "the most pain¬
ful shock I had ever experlenced," aud
as a breach of trust such as he had
never encountered before.

"It may be thnt wlth ull hls money
and newspapers and power, the people
of New Vork may not let him run over
me so easlly as he thlnks."

Many Cases Found Here,
But There's No Cause
for Great Alarm.

THREE DEATHS
IN OCTOBER

Health Department Gives Outt
Record in Order to Remind
Physicians and Parents That
Care Must Be Exercised

to Avoid Danger of
Epidemics.

AT the special request of ChleC
Health OHlcer Levy, The Tlmei-
Dlspatch publlshes tho follow¬

ing advance extract from tho Month¬
ly nulletln ot thc nichmond Health
Department for tho month of Septem¬
ber, wlilch Is just about to go to prcssj
In maklng thls request, Dr. Levy
stated:
"The pollcy of tho Rlchmond Health

Department Is always to take the pub¬
lic very fully Into Its confldonce In all
matters relatlng to th,e health ot tha
clty and thus secure their co-operatlon,
instead of hidlng tlio fucts nnd thus
lettlng contaglous dlseases got the up¬
per hnnd wlthout wnrnlng. Tho .wis-
dom of thls pollcy has already been
proved over and over agaln by actual
results. Thc public knows that. thero
Is nothing hfdden. und "hence thoy do
not. get etamp'eded, nor havo buslness
lnterests ever been hurt by thls pollcy.
"There ds absolutely nothing alarm-

ing In tho present dlphtheria sltuation.
but every doctor and every mother ln
Blchmond should take the trouble to
become aeqtialntod wlth thc facts.".

Three li.-ntli-. In October.
The artlcle In Ihe Monthly Bulletln

follows: ,

I.nter note on .llphilicrlii, wrltten Oc¬
tober IO:. Since tlu* nliovr- \m« wrlltrn.
i-erliiln new plinxrs of tlir dlpli tlicrln
sltiin'lou have nrlnen wlilch nro no Itn-
fiorlnnt llinl tliey mnsi l>.- nottrrd ln
thln l»»ne. of thc lliill.-tlu, nllhougli
llifj (ln uot detil »»llh September tnrt*.

"I'p to ihe lst of October there hatl
been only three denths from dlphtheria.'
in nichmond, two of wlilch, at least
(Including thc one just cited). were
tlearly due to carelcssness of thc at-
tendiug physlcinn ur of thp family.
Durlng tho lirst nlne 'days of October
there have been three more dcaths
from dlphtheria. nnd theso bring out
certaln fucts which must bc fully ap¬
preclated by. the physicians ot Rich¬
mond, as well as by the general pub¬
lic.
"Thc flrst of Ihesc cases dled last

week. It dld not seem to he a sovero
case, and the doctor admlnistercd L',000
units of nntltoxin! The case got rapid¬
ly worse, and 3.000 unlts were glven
laler. but the cliilld died wlthln a
short tlme.
"Both of the other cases|dled on Oc¬

tober 9. In the first or theso tho child
hart hnd whooplng cought. It then de¬
veloped p'ucutnon'.a, nt d then a ooctnr
wns called ln (October Sl. Op tho
next day the doctor notirod a sllght
while deposit on tlie Inner surface of
the chlld'8 llp. This dld not seem very
siisplcions .<f diphtheria, yot tbe doeloV
look a s.wnh and sent lt to the Cltv
Bneterlologlst. A ctillure was at onc'o
made nnd'- examlned wllliln a few
hours.just as soon as u, growth could
be secured. It showed the presenco of
dlphlherlii. bncllll. Thls was reported
lo tlu- doctor, but the chlld hnd alrendydied.

¦;Tho second of the fatal cases of tho

!M,h wns seen by the doctor for tho lirst
tlme nn tlie mornlng of that dav. H<*
regarded the case as cl early diphthorUand ndvlsed Immediate admlnlstratlon
of aiitltoxiu.
'"Thls ihe mothor ilccltnod ln alloi*
untll llie case hud 'been proved to bo
dlphtheria by bacterlologlcal examina¬
tion. .\ swab was sent io tho Clty
Itucterlologist. and he roporL^f later
lu the day tliat it was positlve. B-'
thls liine. however. Ilio chlld wns in :.
crltlcal condltlon. and ln splle of tho
admlnlstratlon or nntltoxin. lt dled ln
a few hours.
"The abovo cases fnrnish no grounds

for tilarm or mr fearing an opidemie
of dlphtheria. but they .lo show thn
need foi- .:uition and for un under¬
standlng of the sltuation on the part
of the pithllc antl tlie doctors. |f w«
nre not lo see the sacrlflce of lives that
mlght have been saved. They clearly
polnt. io ihe presence of dlphtheria of
Unusual vlr.til?nce, although tho num¬
ber of cases in the clty is small.only
nino at tlie present time. October 10.
'*«"The advlce repeatedly glven ln thn
bulletln covers the sltuation stlll.
Mothers should learn to oxamtne the
throats of tholr children, nnd lf thero
is any appearanee- of whltlsh palches
the doctor sholild bo called at ouce. or
oven lf there aro no such pntches, but
tho throat; ls red and the chlld ls do-
pijesscd. ln the worst form Of dlptl-
Ihorla (Ihat which affects the wind-
plpe) thero aro not usually any such
patehes wlilch can bo seen in tho upper
port of the throat. bul the chlld la
hoarse und crottpy und has trouble ln
hreatlilng.

i'roiup. iicnn llcniallilcil.
"Iu nny of the above r.onditions, and

wlth tho history of these; last three
tutiil cases before us. unuffiial proinpt-
ness of actlon Is demanded. Aiitl¬
toxiu should bo glven in full doses ut
once. nol waltiug (or a buetorlologleal
report. but always sendlng a swab to
be examlned nud reported on for fu¬
ture g-uidunce in the case. With thes..
cuses lo wurn us, less than r.,000 unlts
of nntltoxin should not be glven, even
In whui appears to bo a mlld case. Thls
should bc Increased lf the cuse appears
severe, and the dose should bo repeated
lf there ls not declded lniprovement ln
a f.nv hours.

"lt is in warning the public In Hiioh
sliuutioiiK us thc present thut the
Health Deparwnent linds ono of lts

igroatest flelds of usefulness. ln past
yeara thero |iavo been many opldemlcs
oi dlphthorlii <>f considorablo propor-
llons tn Kicliiiiond. In.lSOO thore. were

sovenly-nlne doatlis (a rule of 97.0 per
100,000i Inhiibliiintsi, und ln 1S0L there
Wore 1IS deaths lu I'UtO of 177.1 per
lllO.(iiin). Thu av.-rago death rate from
dlphtheria iu Blchmond-frohi 1875 to

11908, Incluslve, wus SS.5'. per lOQ.OOft.
