APPLICATION of tha prlnclples of
buslness and well-defined sys
tem towards the spread of

Chrlstlanlty among the heathen peo-
ples of forelgn lands, the propaga
llon of tho gospel as lt has already
gone. forward and embraced thousands
wlthln lts grace, and the presslng need
of further and more continuod effort
to place tho Chrlstlan falth wlthln
reach of all the millions to whom. the
Word of God is yet unknown, was the
general theme ln three meetlngs yes¬
terday of the Laymen's Missionary
Movement now ln conventlon hero. All
tho meetlngs wero held ln St. Paul's
Church.

Intensely Earnest.
Wlthout show or display, or any

tsemblance of emotionalism, the meet¬
lngs were chac-acterized by a most ln-
tense eurncstness vlslble among- tho
congregated laymen.a lalty composed
of sound buslness men and members ot
all the professions gathered to be In¬
formed as to how best they mlght help
ln preachlng truth the world over,
obeylng the btbllcal lnjunctlon to go
and preach the gospel to every man, ln
every land.
The addresses were of a stlrrlng na¬

ture, lnsplrlng to the l&ggards and tho
doubtlng, encouraglng to the workers
and the misslonarles thernselves, and
the Interest they made manlfest seems
a splendid argury for the fuiniment of
tho promlse the conventlon contalns
(ox world-wide' evangeilzatlon. The
most Interesting phase of the lay
movement ls thal tt ls wlthout a. min¬
ister for lts. head, that lts promulga-
tors are buslness men who appear to
be as deeply lrabuod wlth Chrlstlan
prlnclples as thoso who havo studled
all the lore contained in every text-
book known to theologlcal lnstltu-
tions.
To reach the whole world in one

goneratlon ls the battle cry, for, as
the speakers say, thls ls tho only gen¬
eration ln which the men of to-day
.wlll have the prlvllege of holdlng out

,8. helplng hand to the unconverted
I across the eeas. And to do thls, no
Chrlstlan man ln tho world ls without
responslblllty, lt waa urged, and no
man can avoid succeBsfully hls obll¬
gatlon towards God.

Korean OITera Tbanks.
As to what has already been accom-

pltshed. lt remalned for a Korean boy
to come forward yesterday afternoon
to thank the people of America that
the gospel had reaehed hls natlve land
and brought to hlm a meusage of
peace. Paul I>. Cynn, now a student
*t Randolph-Macon, could hardly say
moro than offer hls thanks, but he was
Impressive. Thon Rev. H. P. Williams,
©f Nashville, edltor of The IMlsslon-
ary, told last nlght of an experience
.he had had wlth a Korean boy whu
wanted to become converted. At -flrst
tho missionary refused to allow hlm to
come lnto the church, fearlng that ho
mlght not be ablo to wlthstand tht
punlshment of hls father. But the
boy had replled. "If ,l?sus dled for mo,
X can give up my life for Hlm." Ho
was admitted. As tho reports of pro¬
gress wero encouraglns, so were tho
reports of what stlll remains to be
done Impressive and startllng..
There ls always a need of money to

fill the terrible Inadequaclos under
which tho misslonarles are laborlng
wlth barely eiipugh salary to llve on,
and wlth almost total lack of equlp¬
ment.
In thls connectlon Professor J. T.

Henderson, of Brlstol, sald that, the
tlme for oyster suppers and loe cream
feosts as a means o£ raislng monoy
had passed: that they were not .ilvlne
Instltutlons. It would tako more than
a fractlonal currency to relleve the
burden, ho sald, which rests upon every
man's shoulder.

To Couvert Orlent,
As manner and means were explaln¬

ed ln the mornlng and afternoon ses-
slons, so at the nlght meeting was por¬
trayed tlie progress of CtuTst's klng¬
dom ln the Orlent as an enoouragtng
Indlcatlon of what missionary ..worlc
has aooompllshed and ls accompllshlng
and a promlse of what may bo dono
¦wlth comblned, earnest effort, ln thu
future. In 150 .years, sald Rov. S. \V,
Brown, Indla wlll be as clvlUzed and
Chrlstlan ns the .Unlted Statos ls lo-
'day, for the Oriental Chrlstlanlty is
gonulne.so genulno, sald one speaker,
that somo Amerlcan Chrlstlans would
not be admitted to Korean ohurchbs.

jEBHARDT TELLS
OF THE KILLING

-onfesses to Murder of An¬
na Luther, Whom He Had
Married, That He Might
Return to First Wife and

Child.Dogs Lead
to Capture.

^ TEW YORK October 25..A year and
^ a half ago a frlendless girl was

murdered lu a forsaken patch ol
voodland near Isllp, Long Island. an6
i week ago her bleached and chu.red
il'.eleton was found, wlth nothing cn
ndlcate Its Identlty but her Jewelry and
i blll of sale from a German shop; three
lays later, through the pollce of Ham-
JUi s, Germany, her Identlty was estab-
Ished as Anna Luther, though thc ra-
Jles flrst carrled the name as r*altVr;aat nlght her husband, Frederlck Geb-
lardt, who had marrled under thc numa
if Otto Mueller, was caught In Ajjtorlu,L I., by a photographer's flashllghl,tnd to-nlght he confessed over hls slg-mture that he ls her slayer. The con-
reaslon follows:
"About December, 1907, I flrst met

Vnna Luther. We were marrled Ia
February, 1008, and went to Europe to
llve. We returned Aprll 6, 19D8. Sh*
went to Henry Wertuph's, ln Newark,
N. J., to spend a day or two. On tho
pretense that I was golng to rent an
ipartment for us to llve ln, I rtiturned
to my home and wlfe ln Astorla. I
met Anna agaln on Aprll 8, ln Newark,
ind we went to an address In Thirty-
fourth Street, New Tork, and then to
Jamalca, L I. We stayed In .Tamaica
untll next day.
"Aprll 9 we went to Bayshore and

we walked about and I showed her
some property. I got lnto an argu¬
ment wlth her about nom* mouey mat¬
tern. and I turned away and wanted
to go back. She followed mo up,
screamlng, and I shot her ln the head.
I dldn't look at her, and do not remem-
ber whether I shot her more than
once.
"Immediately after I went to the

Isllp depot and took a traln for home.
It was nearly dark. On the way home
on the traln I threw the revolver out
of the car wlndow.

Dld Xoi Kill for Money.
"I want to state that I dldn't,kill

Anna Luther "for her money. as "tht
newspapers have stated. My orlglnui
reason for marrylng Anna ls that I
dldn't care to llvo wlth my flrst wife
any longer, but as she.my flrst wlfe.
had glven me a chlld, my deslre to
agaln see my chlld caused mo to want
to get rld of Anna Luther and return
to my flrst wife's chlld.
"Thls ls the reason why I shot Anna

Luther, and I told her ln Bayshore
that I was marrled and had a wlfo
and chlld and must leave her. She
sereamed and ran after me and klssed
me, and wanted me to come back, ond
I shot her.
"Thls confesslon Ib made on my own

ifree wlll, wlthout any hope of recom-

pense belng offered me."
From the tlme of hls arrest last

nlght untll he broke down to-day un¬

der pollce questlonlng, Gebhardt, al¬
though ho admitted that he commltted
blgramy when ho married Anna Luther,
denled all knowledge of hor death.
In a letter wrltten to the G-erman

consul last nlght Mueller, the author,
spoke of a Mr. Bradley. of Denver,
as havlng called to see Mueller's wlfe
durlng hls absence. The descrlptlon
of thls man. who cxisted in Imaglna-
tlon only, answered exactly to'that of
Gebhardt.

Gebhardt, when he was In Germany.
bought two German pollce dogs, and
lt -was by traclng the dogs that tho
detectlves found hls home ln Astorla.
While a newspaper photographer
chanced a flashllght at the dogs the
flare. revealed the pale face of Geb¬
hardt peerlng from the chlnks of an
outhouse. He was run down antl ar¬

rested.

UNION MEN ACCUSED
They Are Held llosponalble for Expln-

Nlona In Indianapolis,
INDIANAPOLIS, IND., October 25..

Superintendent of Pollce Metzger to-
nlght sald that hls Investlgatlon of
four explostons of dynamlte that
wreeked bulldlngs ln different parts of
tho clty last mldnlght had satlslled hlm
that they wero brought about by i
carefully organized and skllfully exe-
cuted consplracy by enemles of Albert
von Spreckelsen, a building contractor,
ln revenge for hls havlng employed
non-unlon labor. No arrests have yet
been made, but, according to the po¬
llce, an exposure soon wlll bo made.

Spreckelsen. fearlng further vtolence
to-day. sent hls chlldren out of town.
Hls wlfe remains wlth hlm. He em¬
ployed non-unlon hod-carrlors and iron
workers on the Mystic Shrlner tem¬
ple and theatre now under construc¬
tion. He recelvod no warnlng of the
oxploslons that wreeked his stable and
planlng mlll and two bulldlngs fo.
which ho had contracts. a branch of the
City Llbrary and a branch exchange of
the Central Unlon Telephone Company,
Two automoblles and two horses wore
destroyed ln the explosion and ilre
ln the stable at his house.
The four exploslons occurred within

one minute, and evldently the dyna¬
mlte had been set off- by accurately
prepared tlme fuses.- That no attempt
was mado to damage the Mystlc Slirlt.u
temple, sald to be the flnest building
of lts kind in Ihe country, was due,
the pollce belleve, to the foot:'that. lt
has boen carefully watched at nlght,
The theatre has been leased by. the
Shuberta.

C'hnrua Girl May Itccover.
"WASHINGTON, D. C, October 25..

The condltlon of Mrs. Willlam H
Short, or Evelyn Howard, tho sho\v
girl, who was shot three tlmes by hei
husband yesterday, was reported to-
nlght to be muoh improvod, Surgoont
removed two of the bullots, and thc
yotfng woman ral.jed Immediately af¬
tor the operatlon. It ls bolleved sln
wlll rocover rapidly .unless a relupat
sets ln.
The body of her-husband,'who conv

mltted- sulcido altor shooting hls wlfe
when sho refused to. leave .tlie atugt
aud 'return to hlm. ls stlll ut tlu
inorg-ue, upclalmed,

NO LOHEEB FEAHED
France and United

States Both in Con-
ciliatory Mood.

PRESENT TREATY
ABOUT TO EXPIRE

New Rates Become Effective
Saturday and Shippers Are
Racing Against Time to
Secure Entry of Goods
Under Old.French
Make Concessions.

PARIS, October 26..An offlclal note
lasuod by the government to-day
announceg the decislon of tha

L'nlted States to Impose Its new tarlff
rates upon French Imports after Octo¬
ber. 30, because October 31 falls upon
Sunday, and adds that France, "wlth
more llberal tradltlons" wlll keep the
French custom-houses upon through¬
out the entire day of October 31 for
the admlsslon of Amerlcan goods un¬
der tho old rates.

A . DUtlnct ConceailoB.
WASHINGTON, D. C, October 25..

What Is regarded as a dlstlnct con-
cession to lmportlng lnterests and to
Franco was mado by the Treasury De¬
partment to-day ln directlng the col-
lectors of customs at the varlous
Unlted States ports to kocp custom-
houses open untll 4:30 o'clock next
Saturday aft6rnoon, October 30, on
which date the commerclal agreements
wlth France. Swltzerland and Bulga-
rla wlll explre.
The purposo of the order ls to give

every faclllty to Importers to enter
goods at the reduction rates ot tho
explrlng treaties, and applles partlcu¬
larly to New York and a few other
cltles where the custom houses close
ordlnarily at 1 o'clock on Saturday, lu
deference to local law or custom.

Itoce Agnlnat Tlme.
A French transatlantlc llner Is mak¬

lng a race against tlme in order to
get a cargo of goods in under the
lower rates provided by the commer¬
clal agreement. The steamer ls sched¬
uled to arrive early Saturday after¬
noon, and to-day's extenBlon of the
hours probably wlll permlt the steamer
to enter the goods under the expirlng
agreement.

"Wlth the return to "Washlngton from
Parls of M. Jusserand, the negotlatlons,
so-called, between Franco and America
regardlng appllcatlon of the new tarlff
act to French Imports lnto thls country
have crossed the Atlantlc and here In
Washlngton will be brought out the
terms of ths .agreement which, lt_is
Bssumed, wTH regulate for a term ct
years the trade relatlons of the two
countrleB. ¦. ""¦'
There ls little danger of a tarlff

war In tho oplnlon of the men whoso
buslnoss lt Is to deal wlth the making
of commerclal treaties.

"While M. Jusserand ls diplomatlcally
sllent as to the course he ls under
Instructlons to follow, there ls reason
to belleve that havlng In mlnd the
conclllatory statements made ln Parts
by Senator Aldrleh. hls purpose ls slm¬
ply to make the best of the sltuation
and to secure the mlnlmum tarlff rates
for French products enterlng the
Unlted States ln return for the smallest
posstblc amount of concessions of slm¬
llar reduced rates of Amerlcan Imports
lnto France. i

GAME OF "GOBBLE"
Ice Company Left Fevr Dealera Out of

Its Coinltlue.
NEW YORK, October 25..The thor-

oughness wlth which the Amerlcan Ica
Company, on trlal for attempted re¬
stralnt of trade, Is alleged to have
gobbled up lndependent competltors
was shown to-day by Doputy
State Attorney Osborne, .who read a
list of the buslnesses purchased by I.
O. Blake, at one tlme a branch man¬

ager for the company. The Independ-
ents gathered ln were of varying slzes,
the assets of some of them conslstlng
of nothing more than a slngle horse
and wagon. Most of the agreements
slgned wlth these lndependent dealers
provided cash penaltles of the dealers
engaged in the ice business ln New
York wlthln ten years. .The penaltles
varied in amount from $200 to $75,000.
The name of Charles W. Morse. the

convlcted financier, was frequently
mentioned ln to-day's proceedlngs. and
the name of Augustus C. Sprague, the
mysterlous person who received $1.0,-
000,000 from tho company "for value
recelved," also flgured ln the testl¬
mony. _'.
GREAT WOMAN'S MEETING

'Women, to welcome Mrs. Emellno
Pankhurst. thu British mllltant suffra-
gette, and to proulalm thelo own rlght
to vote.
Among the boxholders were Mrs. O.

H. P Belmont. Mrs. J. G. Phelps-Stpkoa.
Mrs.'Wm. M, Ivlns, Mrs. E. H.-Gary and
Mrs. Henry Phlpps.

Though the meeting had been an¬
nounced for 8:15 o'clock. tho hall was
crowded long before that hour and
more than 1,000 were turned away.

The girl colleglan in cap and gown
was much ln evldonce. while on tho
stage a forest of banners proclalmed
ihe women's organlssations represented,

The llag of Wyoming, the lirst State
to grant women the suffrage, hung
faclng tlie stago, and the ushers woro
orange colored shoulder sashes bearing
the familiar logond: "Votes Ior Wo¬
men."

>ears to be galnlng strength oach
lay under the lendershlp of Otto T.
Sannard, the candidate .for Mayor.
Willlam Jay Schleffelln, chairman of

:he Cltlzens' Unlon, oneof the Fuslon-
Ist bodles, camo out with a claim to-
lay that Mr. Bannard would carry tho
Grreater Clty by a full 50,000 majorlty.
Mr. Schleffelln places the Bannard
voto at 250,000, the Gaynor vote al
200,000, and the .Hearst vote at
120,000, about half wliat hc polled
four yeara ago.

Uunnard'a Great Polnl.
Mr. Bannard has been making a

great point ln hls speech of the wlld-
less of Tammany expendltures dur¬
lng the last admtnistrations. To-day,
it a noonday meeting on Union Square,
ie spoko of a ventilatlng apparatue
which was recently Installed ln the
Crlmlnal Courts Building at a cost to
the clty of $91,000, which was a full
$8,000 ln excess of the contract price.
The blower dld not work.

"Instead of drawlng hot air," sald
Mr. Bannard, "lt rcverses Itself. In¬
stead of blowlng cold air, lt draws
cold air. Tou ask anybody about lt
and he says lt Just wdoesg'»;.'WorH. ; ,:n..

"Your city govirnment doesn't work
any better than that blower. It's all
accountable to ono man,-," refer¬
rlng to Charles F. Murphy, the leader
of Tammany Hall, "to that spider ln
Fourteenth Street."

Mr. Bannard Is speaklng a dozen
tlmes a day, and hls managers say
that ho wlll keep lt up untll the cam¬
paign is over. To-nlght he spoke In
eix dlfferent places In Brooklyn.
Judge Gaynor, also, is hard at it.

The artlcle which George Klbbe Tur¬
ner published ln McClure's Magazino
for November on the whlto slave traf¬
flc ln New York has become an Issue
of burning importance. He denounced
Tammany Hall as the power which
protects and fosters the trafHc, utlllz-
lng the police as the means ot pro¬
tectlon for It, and receiving vast prollts
from the sale of the ^unfortunate wo¬
men.

Following closo on the heels of de-
nlals by Charles F. Murphy and Judgo
Gaynor to-day came fulmlnatlons from
other Tammany leaders. Christy Sul¬
llvan, of the clan 'of Sulllvans who are
charged by Turner wlth belng the men
who have fattened most from the trade
ln women, sald to-day that the Eust
Slde, which was declared to be tho re-
cruitlng ground for the nefarlous Irade,
ls clean, and that the story ls a slnnder
on tho humble resldents of the dlstrlct.
John F. Galvln, Tammany'. nomumo
ior the presldency of the Board of
Aldermen, answered wlth an offer tu
pay $30,000 in case the allegatlonu cau
be proven to be correct.

Ulngham Supports Story.
On the other hand came assertions

from former Pollce Commlssloner The¬
odore A. Blngham, who was forded to
reslgn last July by Mayor McClellan,
that he belleved the artlcle of Turner
to be substantlally correet. He snld
that he dld not awaken to the fact
that trafflc ln women was golng on ln
New York untll two years atter he
became Pollce Commlssionor. He snld
that he learned that many-women w*re
taken out of tho East Slde and sold
throughout the Unlted States, ln South
America and even In Europe. Ho. re¬
fused to give names, ln fear that the
Federal Investlgatlon which ls now go¬
lng forward would be interfered wlth.
He sald that the traHlc was golng on
to-day, wlth the connlvance of tho po¬
lice, but that the pollce wero powerless
to stamp lt out because of the amplo
polltical protectlon which was afforded
them by the power which just now ls
domlpanl.that ls, Tammany Hall. Ho
sald that many of the profosslonal ca¬

dets are allted wlth the organlzatlon.
lleui'Nt Caualng Trouble.

Willlam R. Heart's former polltical
organlzatlon. known as tho Independ¬
ence League, the machinery of which
wns absorbed by Tammany Hull at
the recent prlmarles. bobbed up to-
nlght as a legal technlcality, which'
may seriously lnterfere wlth tho pre-
paratlon of the qfiictnl halluts. Clar¬
ence .1. Shearn, counsel for Hearst, ap¬
peared before Supreme Court Justlco
Gernrd at a, nlght session of that trl¬
bunal to-nlght, protestlng agalngt tho
appearanee of iho names of Democratlc
cundldiites under the Independen'ce
Leaguo emblem, wlth tho result that
the court ordered that tho prlnting
of the Uallots, wbleh was alroady un-
der wny. ba suspfluled untll arguments
for both sldes can bo heard to-mor¬
row.

Judgo Gaynor addressed a gathoring
of Columbla students und otl.cru at
tho university lato to-dny, and spoke
beforo a labor mass-meetlng at Cooper
Unlon'to-night. Mr. Hearst spoke Brst
at Murray Hlll Lyceum, In tho heart of
New York Clty proper, and then crnssod
over to Long Island, where he spoke
at College Polnt and Long Island Clty.

The Hearst and Gaynor speeohos to-
irtglit paralleled each other in many
respects. Both- dwelt at length oil
polico reform and both crltluissed Gen¬
eral Theodore A. Blngham, mcontly
oustod aa Pollce CommlHslonor.

In hls Cooper'Unlon sponclv, uftor
revlewlng. polltical tssuos and -uttack-
Ing Hearst. Judge Guypbr referred In-
dlreotly to- tho "whlte slave" chargo.
"We want an ond to thls Blcindoi'Iug
and slanderlng," ho conoluded, "and
wo want a govornment Iu tho Interest
of the wholo pooplo und conformlng to
the people.""

WHEN CONVINCED,
HE WILL APPROVE

Advocates of Improved Streama
Get Little Encouragement
From. President, But Can-
non Delights Them.Long
Journey Down Missis-

sippi Is Begun.

ST. LOTJIS, M0. October 35..-Water¬
way Improvement as a part of a
natlonal pollcy ot conservatlon

of the streams, the lands adjolnlng
them and the forests at thelr sources,
to-day, was the thoraa of two notable
gatherlngs ln St Louls and tn East
St. Louls. 111., lrt which President Taft.
Joseph G. Cannon, Speaker of tho
House of Beproaentatlves, and Gov¬
ernors Deneen, of llllnols, and Hadloy,
of Mlssourl, took leadlng. parts.

Cablnet membors, Unlted Statea
Senators and Representatlves and
ministers from forelgn govornments
llstencd to the spoeches at one or both
ot tho meetlngs. Added to thoso were
State and municipal officers of al)
degrees and close to 100,000 ottlzens
who had flocked to tho two cltles to
see and hear the distinguished speak¬
ers.

To-nlght. the Presldont. the Speaker,
the -dlplomats, tho leglslators and
several hundred 'representatlves of
commerclal organlzatlons ln the Mis¬
sisslppl Valley are speeding down the
Mississlppl River aboard a flotllla of
paddlc wheel steamers, bound for New
Orleans. There the_y aro to assemble
wlth hundreds of others in the annual
conventlon of the Lakes to the Gulf
Deep Waterways Association.

"General Good" the Tcnt.
While the Presldent'3 utteranco on

-waterway Improvement was not so
far-reach Ing regardlng the croatlnn ot
the tourteen-foot channed as that of
President Roosevelt on a slmllar oc¬
caslon, and therefore not untlrely
cheerlng to the advocatos of an Im¬
mediate commencement of tha work;
yet. tho fact that Speaker Cannon ii'n-
qualifledly lndorsed the Chlef Execu-
tive's stand regardlng bond isauea Ior
such projects. gave these samo advo-
cates encouragement. The gunoral
good was the test -which the President
prescrlbed for the undertaklng ot sun-
bltlous works.

"Let life take up each project on-Its1-
merits," he sald, "and dotermtne by
all means at our command whether the
country tn which that project is to o»
carrled out is so far developed as to
Justlfy the expendlture of such a large
sum of money, and whether ihe pro¬
ject be useful -when. done.

"When you have determlned that on

the general prlnclple of good to the
entire country, then I am In favor of
dolng that work as rapidly as lt can
bo done, and I am in favor of Issulns
bonds to do lt."

Referrlng to thls sentlment, which
was uttered ln a meeting at tho St.
Louls Collseum as noon, Speakor Can¬
non, addressing the gathoring at tho
dedlcatlon of the new Federal building
ln East St. Louls, later ln .tho day
said:,, ,

"It is a safe and sound, outllning of
a proper pollcy for us to pursue ln this
great Mlddle West. We havo Im¬
proved the Mississlppl ln the past, and
wo shall be Jmprovlng it a hundred
years from now, when we shall need
all our water courses. We, ln thls
generatlon, wlll do our paxt wisely.
We wlll not throw money lnto rlvers
to be washed lnto the sea. We shall
do that flrst which needs dolng most."

Indoraes Levee System.
The Speaker lndorsed the levee sys¬

tem. congratulatlng East St. Louls nnd
its nelghboring towns on the comple-
tlon of the river barrlers. the dedl¬
catlon of which rormed part of the
day's celebratlon. He prodicted that
the Mlssissippl would yet be perma¬
nently conflned to its banks through¬
out Us length, and urged that the
States adjolnlng the stream sharo tho
cost wlth tho natlonal government.

Just prevlously to tho utterances by
Mr. Cannon, Governor Deneen, of IIll-
nols Issued an offlclal statement, ln
wlilch he assertcd that the comlng ex¬
traordinary session of the General As¬
sembly of llllnols would be expected to
enact legislation enabllng the State
ofllcers to undertake Immediately the
S°0 000,000 worth of wnterway Im¬
provements provided by the bond Issue
recently authorlzed by the electorate.

Governor Hadley. of Mlssouj-l, while
Introduclng President Taft to the Coll¬
seum audience, urged that the devel¬
opment oC river channels lnto navlga-
blo ways would do much towards set¬
tllng the transportatlon problem,
which, he said, was tho greatest be¬
fore thc country to-day.

President Taft made four speeches
to-day, but tho longest consumed Iobs
than half an hour.

Except for hls hoarseness, the Presi¬
dent looked In tlne trim and ready
for the flnal laps of hla long Journey
around the country.

l.enven ou IjOur Journey.
When Presldont Taft left hero at 5

o'clock thi8 afternoon, after a strenu-
ous day of spoech-maklng, dinlng and
riding, he omburked upon a rlvor trip
of nearly 1,200 mlles. Following the
govornment stoamer Oloander. on whose
upper deck tho Presldont stood ao-
knowledging the thunderous farewells
of tho crowds on the leveos and brldges,
came ten river paukets cnrrylng two
Cablnet ofllcers, thlrty ciovernors,' nev-
eral dlplomats, representatlves of elght
"South nnd Contr.U American govern-
monts, at washlngton; twenty Unlted
States Senators, nearly twenty mem¬
bers of Congress ancl offlclals of ovory
State on both sldes of the river, be¬
sldes hundreds of delegates from com¬
merclal bodles, bound tor the conven¬
tlon of tho Lakes-to-the-CSulf Deep
Waterways Assoclatlon nt Now Or¬
leans.
Tho flotllla \\-a« proceded down the

rlvor by the second dlvlslon of the
Atlantlo torpedo bout flotllla of the
Unltod Statos Navy. Thls squadron.
conslstlng of the destroyar Mncdon-
ougli and the torpedo boats Wllkes.
Thorntdn and Tlngey, Is charged wlth
thn duty of preparlng for tho propor
receptlon of tho presldont at each of
the elght clt|o8 Hvherq stops wlll be
inudo before i\r\v Orleans ls reaehed
noxt Saturday mornlng.

^ Leach had testlfled In PolIc«
Jourt this afternoon that on the nlght
if August 27, he drove Dr. George A.
."rltch from the physlclan's offlce to
Hoorae Creek, where tho doctor threw
nto the water three saoks, which
hoy had takon from hla offlce, Dr.
rrltoh was held for trlal ln the Re-
lorder's Court on ttie' chargo of man-

ilaughter ln conneotlon wlth the death
if Mlsa Maybelle Millman, of Ann
Vrbor.
Mlss MUIman's body was found in

.liroo sootlons ln sacks ln Ecorso
Sreek and the lower Detrolt River
iarly in september. The body bore
.'vldence, the pollce and county phy-
ilclans wore satisfied, that a crlmlnal
>peration had been performed or at-
empted .

At the concluslon of Leaoh's oross-
sxamlnatlon Attorney Lodge, for Dr.
Frltch. made an unsuccesstul attempt
:o have the complalnt dlamissed on th©
ground that evldenco necessary to
istabllsh tho mnnslaughter charge
iad not been presented.
Chauffeur Leach to-day, on tha

»tand, gave a graphic recltal of the
story he told th'o police about the
avents of the nlght of August 27,
whlchled toDr. Frltch's rearrest. Cross
examination falled tti shake thls testl-
tnony.
Leach sald that he responded to Dr.

Frltch's call for an automoblle early
,n the evening of August 27; that the
loctor told hlm he was in trouble and
needed a frlend, and asked hlm about
accesslblo deep water.
"Have you been kllllng some one?"

the chauffeur tostlfled he asked Dr.
Frltoh.
"You are not suppoBed to know an/-

thlng." was the response Leach sald he
recelved.
^Tir^-ffrranfe'edr' "that Leach"Was' to
return to the doctor's ofllce later and
drlve hlm down tho river.

Carrled Out Sncka.
"When I called for the doctor about

9 o'clock," Leach testlfled, "ho brought
out a newspaper package perhaps
elghteen Inches long, and sald for me
to drlve to hls house. We drovo into
the alley behlnd the doctor's nqiise, anu
under the doctor's directlon I took half
a dozen brioks from a plle ln the alley
and put them in tho automoblle. Whiie
I was dolng thls the doctor went imu
the yard. He returned wlthout the
package. and we drove back to the of¬
flce. We dld not remaln In front of tho
offlce more than ten minutes. Durlng
thls tlme the doctor mude two trlp3 up
tho steps lnto hls offlce. Flrst »ie
brought out a sack that wns heavy
enough to requlre hlm to carry lt wlth
both hands. Then he returuetf and
br.ought out two more sacks, ona m
each hand. Whllo he was at the of¬
flco I saw hlm put a revolver in hls
pocket. Wo drove out Forr Street to
the Western Boulevard."

In reply to a questlon as to what
was done wlth the brlcks, Leach sald
that the doctor got lnto the back ot
the automoblle on the way to the
boulevard, but the wltness was ln-
terrupted by counsel for defense, and
admitted that he .dld not look around
and that the automoblle made too much
nolse for hlm to hear what hls pnsuen-
ger was dolng behlnd hlm. Leach sald
the doctor. rode back to the clty on
the front seat wlth hlm.
"Ho sald lf any one askod me about

where I had been I was to say tha; I
bad taken a party to a road-house
cut Grand Blver Avenue or somewhore
else.
"We stopped under a light and the

doctor gave me ?25. Ho also told rne
not to worry about a bill I owed hlm.
When he told mo he had another pack¬
age to dtspose of, I sald I could not
get away' to attend to lt.

"Since that tlme I have seen the
doctor several tlmes; once by appoint¬
ment; at hls offlce. he told mo that
'hor chum' was noslng around, and
that he had told her that ho had sent
Maybelle to some other doctor.

"1 told the doctor I wouldn't say any
thlng to anybody because I waa too
scared."
On crosa-examlnatlon Leach sald

that whllo "I mlstrusted that there
was something crooked about tho busl
ness, I was wllllng to do a favor for
a frlend, and dW not thlnk of lt at
the tlme as crooked work on my part."

Cnptaln Wallace Spcaka.
"Tho Democratlc party represents

not only the majorlty, but tho prepon-
derance of the Vntellect and vlrtue oi
tha Slate,L'. said -Captaln -W&lloce, who
followed Mr. Toney on tho platform.
ITe told of tho record made by the Ro-
publlcans when they were ln power.Ib
Virginia, and sald that before thelr
tferm expired the people of tlie Com¬
monwealth despised the sight of them
and tho very sound of thelr names.
Whon the Democrats returned to pow¬
er, he sald, they Bettled the State debt
questlon, and made the credlt of Vir¬
ginia equal to that of any State ln
tho Unlon.
Referrlng to Mr. Kent's charges,

Captain Wallace sald that each,Legls¬
lature appolnts a commlttee to check
the flgures and accounts of the Audl-v
tor.
