Centre of Movement.

J. Campbell Whlte outllned a busl¬
ness system In missionary flnance, ad-
vocatlng a regular weekly contrlbutlon,
to bo forwardod immediately to head¬
quarters, so^s to save borrowlng and
heavy Interest. --ffhe weekly contrlbu¬
tlon ls the following out of the scrlp-
tural Idea. which Is that every man
ahould lay by once a week as Qod iius

prospered hlm. He suggested a doubic
offerlng, half for home mlsslons nnd
the other half for the forelgn fleld.
Ho sald that the greatest lever for
raislng the money Is the world's need,
and declared that glving waa a part of
worshlp.
The most touching feature of the af¬

ternoon session oamo at the end, whon
Paul P. Cynn, a Korean convert. now a
student at Bundolph-Macon Collego,
went to the rostrum, nnd In hls halt-
Ing way thanked Chrlatiana for what
they had done for hlm.
