Usual Talk of Dick Croker, But
He Disclaims Intention of
Return to Politics.Ban-
nard Is Looming Up as

Gubcrnatorial
Timber.

NEW YORK, November 3..Battle-
scarred Tammany. whlch yes-
terday elected a Moyor, but lost

a clty, took up to-day the gloomy work
of settlng- lt« house ln order for four
years of avowed antl-Tammany gov-
trnment In greater New York.

Analysts showa that tho «lectlon,
.whlch resulted In the defeat by the
l-'ualon forces o£ every important Tam
many-Democratlc cundldate below the
Mayor, was more of a vlctory for the
antl-Tammany Democrats, who had
Jlned up v.-iiii tho Republlcans under
the Fuslon banricr, than for the
(itralghl-out Republlcans.
Antl-Tammany Democrats clocted on

tho Republlcun-Kuslon tlcket for four
years wlll be in absolute control of
the clty purae strlngs. They wlll have
a clear majorlty In tiie Board of Es-
tltnate and Apportlonmcnt, one of the
niost powerful munlclpal bodtes in any
clty of the world, and thereforo the
rlght of spendlng more than f 1.000,000,-
C00 of the clty's money.

Iloard Couipletely Ln»t.
The Board of Estirnate, as etected,

tncludex, bcsldcs Mayor-Elect Oaynor.
Who In the past has been a sirong
anti-machine inan.flve antt-Tam-
jnany Democrats and two Republlcans.
The slxteen votes allotted the varloua
ineinbers of the board are so dls-
iribuled that, besldes Justlcc Uaynor's
three ballots, the antl-Tammany Demo¬
crats wlll. have nlne and tho Republl-
cans four.

In thls board, accordlng to the antl-
Tammany Democrats, is to be found a
ttucleus of wliat they belleve wlll make;
for a oomplete reorganlzatlon of thei
Democratlc party ln Oreater New York.jPerslstent rumor had lt to-day that'
the. attenipt to create a. new order of
things for the New "i ork City Demo-
cracy already was underway. Charles

j V. Murphy, who succeeded Rlchard
Croker as Tammany leader, came out
wlth a formal dlsavowal of these
rumors, at the same time denylng a
report that he was to be deposed from
the leadershlp.

"I have,no intention of reslgnlng,"
eald Murphy. "I have not heard of
any oppositlon to me wlthln the party,
and I have heard nothing about these
reportcd rumbllngs of discontent and
approachtng revolt."
The presence of Rlchard Croker In

the clty was a matter of conslderable
speculatlon to those who were studylng
the sltuatlon, and the announcement
that he had extended his vlslt here
flve days longer than prevtously an-
nounced was rogarded as slgnlilcant.

Croker "Out for Good,"
"I am out of politlcs for good and

ntl," Mr. Croker declared. "Not for
$1,000,000 would I reconslder my de-
termlnatlon to keep ln the background.
Yes, they asked mo to come back: they
always do that. But I'm too old and
couldn't stand the racket."
Complete returns on the ballotlng

ln tho aldermanlc dlstrlcts show that
Tammany lost ground also ln that
body and that the Democratlc majorlty
.wlll be cut down from thlrty-one to a

majorlty by a slngla vote. In addltlon
to thls loss several of the nomlnally
Democratlc votes-from Brooklyn dls¬
trlcts are the product of a fusiori be-
tween the Democratlc and the Hear.st
lndependent forces, and are hardly to
be depended upon to support thefr
Democratlc colleagues ln all instances.

Otto T. Bannard. the defeated Re-
publlcan candldate for Mayor, loomed
to-day as a possiblllty for the New
York State gubernatorlal nomlnatton
next year. Herbert Parsons, Republl-
ean county chalrman, sald ln a brlef
¦tatement:

"Mr. Bannard's clean and buslness-
llke campalgn agalnst tremendous odds
has had lts effect, and I thlnk we shall
hear from hlm again. He has proved
Jilmself an excellent stanflard bearer,
and the party has need of many such
*nen."

'God blesa you; we all lovo you."
A broad smlle came over the >*rei»i-

lent'a faco an he replled: "That renunila
¦no of the old quotatlon: It may be hI>
rlght to dlssernble your love, but wny
lid you klck me downstalrs?' But 1
have no fault to find on that score,"
added the Presldent. "The fact that
you had so llttlc to do wlth putun«
me where 1 am makes me appreclate
the warmth and aincerity of your r*.-

ceptlon all the more."
The Presldent urged support m car-

rylng out the Roosevelt pollcles, to
brlng about better condltlons of hon-
esty and Integrlty ln buslness and puo-
11c affairs, without regard to party
llnes.
The Presldent referred to the piup-

osltlon to amend the State Constltutlon
by provldlng ln li for an lndetlrmu
contlnuance of statewlde prohlbltion.
He promptly was asked how he xi.ood
on the quesuon.

Avol'da the Queatlon.
"I am not an Alabamlan," he reptlea,

amld laughter. "and I am In BOtncwliat
the posltlon of Brother Fox. who. when
he was called upon to declde a case

between a llon and some other fero-
clous beast, protested that he had a

When the Presldent left for lunch

CAUSEOFHERACT

Husband Jealous Because Shc
Spoke to Stranger on Street
Car, Takes His Property
From Their Rooms.Wife

Lcaves Pitiful
Note.

BECAUSE she no longer held her
husband's love, Mra. Jake Lang,
occupylng rooms at the home of

U B. Slms, 10 North Llnden Streot, at-
tempted to commlt sulclde at 6:30
o'clock yesterday afternoon by shoot-
lng herself wlth a thlrty-two-callbre
revolver ln the rlght side of the stom-
ach, The attempt wlll probably resuit
successfully, for at an early hour thls
mornlng the phyalclana at the City
Home Hospltal, where the woman waa
taken, were atlll worklng over her,
wlth scant hope of savlng her llfe.

Clotlilng Caught Flre.
It waa after ahehad twlce atteiupted

to persuade her husband, who, lt
seoms. had been eatranged from her by
an unfortunate mlstake, to return to
her, that Mrs. Lang went to her rooms
wlth the Intention of endlng her llle.
She and her husband occupled the lower
floor In Mr. Sims's house. She entered
and, fully clothed, lay upon her bed,
and, placlng the pistol agalnat her
body, flred the shot that wlll ln all
probablllty end her llfe.
Evldently, becaus*; she had wrltten a

note to her husband, she had Intended
that nothlng should be known untll
her dead body waa dlscovered. But
her clothes caught flre from the close
lmpact of the powder, and In sudden
alarm, she rushed out on the back
porch. screamlng ln her agony. R. W.
Walker, of 926 Wtest Maln Street, a
near nelghbor, heard her cfles, and
Btiw her staggerlng on the porch. He
went to her ald, and, after extlngulsh-
lng the tlames and flndlng that she
was 8Ufferlng from a bullet wound,
notlfted Mrs. Slms, and the half-dylng
woman waa carrled back to her room.
Dr. Wllllam A McGowan, of 928

West Maln Strjeet. was summoned. and
after admlnlsterlng temporary treat-
ment, he advlued that Mrs. Lang be
taken to a hospltal.

Left Xnte for Hmiband.
All doubt as to sulcldal lntent was

dlBposed of when a note to her hus¬
band, a street car conductor. waa found
ln the room.

"Good-bye, Jake," It ran. 'Tm ln
so much trouble. Be a good boy, and
think of the way I ask forgiveness.

(Slgned) "NELL"
The ink on the plece of paper had

hardly drled before the pistol was
flred.
Mrs. Lang was ln a precarlous condl-

tion, and notlees were Immedlately
Bent out to her husband and her
frlends. The Vlrglnla Rallway and
Power Company was asked to com-
munlcate wlth Jake Lang, a conductor
on the Oakwood Hne, and ask hlm to
come to hls wlfe's bedslde. He came,
but, lt ls sald, he hung back at the
front door, apparently dublous about
golng Into the room where hls wlfe
was posslbly dylng. A policeman urged
hlm to go ln, and the husband flnatly
entered.
Mrs. Lang had refused to be moved

untll he came, and when he came he
left lt, lt ls alleged, ,to the others aa
to where she should be taken. Dr.
McGowan advlsed that'she be taken to
a hospltal, and when no word came
from Lang It was declded to send her
to the Clty Hospltal, and Dr. WomacK,
of the Clty Hospltal corps, was,sum¬
moned.
She was taken out. Far Into the

nlght the Clty Hospltal physlclans and
others worked over the would-be sul¬
clde. and at last sald that there waa
a small chance for her to Ilve. There
were seven Internal perforatlons, and
the one chance for llfe ls hardly more
than a hope that satlsftes for the mo
ment.

Had Famlly Qunrrel.
The attempt at aulclde. lt seems,

was the result of a quarrel between
husband and wlfe. Mrs. Lang was
employed at a restaurant near Elghth
and Maln Streets, where she worked ln
order to buy clothes that her husband
could not aftord. Saturday nlght she
got on a car to go home, and a man,
who had been a regular customer at
the restaurant, gat on the same car
and sat down beslde her, llfting hl8
hat as ho took hls seat. The street
ear conductor husband waa on the
same car, and he' came up and, lt ls
sald, remonstrated wlth hls wlfe. The
ambarrassed stranger rang the bell
and got off, and Mrs. Lang also got ot'C

| at another corner, after an effort to
explaln to her husband that there was
nothlng wrong. He replled, the story
goes. that he would never come home
agaln.
Mrs. Lang returned to her rooms

and apprlaea Mra, 8lraa of what had
transplred. Mrs. Slms told her not to
mlnd, that matters would come out all
rlght. But Mrs. Lang tnformed her
that her husband had once before left
her ln Baltlmore, and that she had to
wrlte to her relatlves to come for her,
as she waB unable to pay the rent that
her husband had left her encumberea
wlth.

Trled to Mnke "Up.
On Sunday Mrs, Lang locked her

rooms whlle. she went to see her
rnother, Mrs. Bowles, who Uves ln

j Fulton. Then she went to see Lang's' mother. asklng her to'tell Jake please
to come back to her, as she wanted
to aee hlm. But.durlng her absenoe
Lang oame to the rooms, got hls thlngs
together and left.
Yesterday, so lt ls sald, Mrs. Lang

agaln saw her husband,-thls tlrrio as
he was maklng hls run to Oakwood.
She pleaded wlth hlm to oome back

to her, but he refused. Then Mrs.
Lang. flndlng thlngs- rather hopoless,
went huck to her rooms and shot hor-
self, She w|ll probably dle.
Mrs, Lang Ib about' twetity years old.

DYNAMITE BOMBS
ARE USED FREELY

Jumored That Coming of Feudist
Callahan Was Ruse Worked

Although Jackson rlvals the lurld

reglons to-nlght, when the lost report
:ame out of there none had been hurt.
Thls ls considered marvelous, an the
aame program ls belng followed to-
nlght as was carrled out last nlght.
Practlcally every buslneBS house and
resldence has tts wlndows broken to-
nlght from last nlght's fusilade, and
ln many cases, the walls were pBne-
trated by heavy bullets. whlch are
manufactured to carry from one to
two mlles.

Bombs Are l'»c<l.
Dynamlte bombs were used plentlfui-

iy last nlght, and three houses were
practlcally wrecked elther as a mark
of Jollincatlon, or because some men
took advantage of the momentary ex-
cltetnent to wreak vengeance on an
enemy.
A cotncldence ls that houses whlch

EUffered most were those of Republl¬
cans.
Elghteen men of the Cynthiana Com-

pany of State Guards, whlch 'was «ent
there to relnforce the Lexlngton Com-
pany, reached here to-nlght, havlng
been ordered home by their captaln.
Thlrty men are on guard there to-
nlght, and thote wlll Ukely reniain
thore untll after the term of Clrcuu
Court, whlch beglns to-morrow, ls
ended. Judge Adams will prestdo over
thls court, and it is believed that the
men who are accused of trying to
assasslnate Ed. Callahan last June
wlll be trled. They are at llberty
under heavy bond, Callahan was ln
Crockettavllle all nlght last nlght, and
200 yardg away twenty millttamen
stood guard at the votlng place to
prevent any recurrence of tho.scenes
of yesterday mornlng, when a Bcore
of masked men rodo up to the door
of Berry Turner'B home, where tne
votlng was done, and, levellng thelr
guns at the lnmates, forced them to
surrender the ballots, whlch they then
threw Into the rlver, where they are
now. A fresh supply sent out from
Jackson under guard entltled an elec¬
tion to be held there.

Wm It a Trlckt
There ls a report uround Jackson

that the coming of Ed. Callahan to
Jackson was a plece of potltlcs whlch
was carrled out by both parties in ordor
to secure the presence of State troops
and thuB prevent bloodshed. Of
course. both sides vehemently deny
thls, but the rumors are Just as atrong
as over.
A n6wspaper man, who arrived here

to-nlght from Jackson, says merchants
there told hlm to-day that at leaat
$5,000 worth of ammunltlon was boIu
there yesterday and to-day to moun-
talneers who came to town, and that
thls ls what ls belng shot away by the
election jolllfllcatlonlsts.
A party of newspaper men and others

were compelled to take refuge ln a
brlck telegraph statlon, and remaln
there several hours on account of bul¬
lets whlch were flylng thlck, one of
whlch passed Into the room of the
bulldtng where thls party aat lesa than
an. Inch from one member.
The cltlzens of Jackson, who have

no part In'feud or election trouble,
are staylng close indoors to-nlght.
John Blanton to-nlght asserted that

It was he, and not his brother, Tllden,
who kllled Demosthenes Noble at the
Spring Fork Preclnct polls durlng the
election Tuesday. John was arrestod.
Judge Redwlne to nlght declared

that he would extermlnate tho "bllnd
ttgers" in Breathttt county.

HERMIT F0UND DEAD
He Hnd Wrttten His Wlll on Walln of

Room.

ter G. Llest, who clalmed a dozen
trades and professlons, but who was a
hermlt, was found dead at his home
near Savannah to-day. H« had been
dead slnco Monday. He was seated ln
a chalr, apparently staring at the wall
of his room on whlch he had wrltten
his wlll, leavlng his proporty, whlch
ls conslderable, to his son. who ls ln
school ln Sharon, Ga., or, ln event of
his death, to Henry Dreyer, of Brook-
lyn, N, Y. Two hungry bulldogs were
guardlng the dead man, and threaten-
ed the pollce wlth thelr fangs.
A year or more ago Llest's wlfe kllli

ed herself by bowlng out her bralns
wlth a plstol. He shortly afterwards
marrled agaln after an acquaintance
of olght hours, and was at the tlme
of his death seeklng a dlvorce. Slnce
he separcftod from hts Becond wlfe, he
became an \bsolute hermlt. though he
had never cored much for the soclety

DEMOCRATS ARE
PLEASED WlU
LATER RETURNS

Complete Figures Show
No Evidence of Party

Losses.

COL. JAMES MAKES
UNIQUERECORD

Estimates Show General Apathy
Aroong Republlcans as Well
as Democrats, and Party
Lines Remain Essentially
as Before.How the
Vote Is Canvassed.

MORE complete returns from
Tuesday's Stato election ln-
dlcate that the majorlty of

Judgo Willlam H. Mann over Wtt-
11am P. Kent for the governor-
shlp wlll reach 26,500. Those
countles whlch were lato reportlng
have malntalned thelr usual Demo¬
cratlc majorltlea better than some oj
those whlch reported. ln full wlthltt
a fow hours after the polls closed.
There ls no noteworthy change ln

the sltuatlon. More deflnite returns
warrant no amendment to the oplnlon
expressed yesterday that Colonel James
would be not more than 5,000 votes be-
hlnd the head of the tlcket, despite
the fact that his name had to be'
wrltten or Btampcd on every ballots
All tho other Democratlc nominees ran
well up wlth Judge Mann, and there
wlll be no materlal dlfference ln the
¦nujorlties.
There was no knlflng of Judge Mann

and no movement away from the
Democratlc party to the Republican,
If the estimates of correspondenta are
correct, the Republican losses are
equal to those of the Democrats, ln
proportlon to the total vote. In other
words, whlle Judge Mann's vote 13
probably 12 1-2 per cent. less than
that recelved one year ago by Wil¬
llam Jennlngs Bryan, Mr. Kent's vota
appears to be the same percentage le.ss;
than that given to WUUam H. Taft.

Democrats Lost Nothlng.
The apparent vote ln Tuesday's elec¬

tion is approxlmately 120.000, whlla
that of last November was 136.S5S.
Therefore, whlle Judge Mann's vote.
seems to be about 73,000, lnstead of
Bryan's 82,906, Mr. Kent's is apparent-
ly only in the nelghborhood of 47,000,
as compared to Taft's. 62.573. The
Democrats were more apathetlc than
the Republlcans only because there-
Were more Democrats to be apathetlc.
Tho election of a Democratlc'Legls-

lature assures the re-electlon of Sen-
ator Jonn W. Danlel to the Unlted
atates Senate. Major Danlel is tho
party nomlnee for tihe aenatorshlp
under the prlmary law. However, thls
ls of academlc interest only, for two
very good reasons.

Ftrst, the Republlcans could not
have controlled the Legislature had
every one of thelr candldates been.
elected, for they had only about thlr¬
ty nominees. Second, had there been
no prlmary law, It ls not consldered
llkely that Senator Danlel would have'
had opposltion.

It is well understood that the elec¬
tion of Judge Samuel W. Williams
means thali Samuel L. Kelley, a well-
known Rlchmond lawyer, wlll be the
Henry county reprsentatlve waa not
equally as well understood before tho
prlmary. Mr. Kelley succeeds Colonel
Robert Catlett, the present assistant.

Same Standing ln Hoime.
The Democratlc strength ln the com¬

ing Legislature wlll be exactly the
same as ln the present one, havlng
elghty-slx out of the 100 members of
the House and thlrty-flve out of the
forty Senators.
The Republlcans gained the members

from Patrlck and Botetourt countles,
but lost a member from Washlngton
and Brlstol, whlle the Independent
member from Henry county is suc-
ceeded by a Democrat. The present
Henry county representativo was not
a member of the Democratlc caucus.
Promlnent Domocrats ln Rlchmond

yesterday were loud ln thelr praisa
of the remarkable success of the cam-
paign waged by the Democratlc Stato
Commttteo. No end of apathy in the
party ranks had to be combatted all
the way through, and the natlonal ad-
mtnlstratlon brought all its strength
to bear upon the sltuatlon ln the hope
of maklng inroads In the South. On
top of thls the death of the party's
nomlnee for Secretary of the Common-
wealth, the laje Davld Quln Eggles-
ton, occurrlng nfter the tlme for flltng
notlces of candldacy had closed. left
a yacancy on the tlcket. The party
had no name ou the ballot for that
offlce.
Tho State Committee was called to-

gether as soon as possible and noml-
nated Colonel B. O. James for the of¬
flce. But his name had to be Insertcd
on the ballots, and the voters had to
bo lnstructed everywhere.

C'omiiilitce'N Ktfectlvt- Work.
To thls work tho committee bent Its

every offort. State Chalrman Ellyson,
Secretary J. N. Brenaman and Hunter
Mann worked untirlngly day and nlght.
Clrcular lettera to the number of 6J.000
were aent out, telllng the voters of tlio
sltuatlon. Sample ballots were pre-
pared and lnclosed ln the lettera. Rub-
ber stamps were inade and put, wlth
tnnnito palns as to accuracy, ln the
hands of workers at each of the 1,500
proolncts in the Commonwealth, and
lettera of lnstructlon regardlng thelr use
were matled everywhere. The wonder-
fui effectlveness of thls work is shown
ln the splendld vote given Colonel
James at a tlme when the Republlcans
wero boastlng that they would elact.
thelr nomlnee for that ofnee.
