HIE MEN HELO ON
Arrested in Connection With

Killing and Burning of
Hood farnily.

ALL PR0TEST INN0CENCE

Fear of Violence at Beckley
Causes Removal of Three

to Bilucneld.

[Speclal to Tho Tlmes-DIspatch.1
ROANOKE, VA, November 7..Mlke1

FerreiyNelson Thompson and Harleo
Llvely, arrested ln oonnectlon wlth the
quadruplo murder of tho Hood famlly
at Harper, W. Va., wero taken to Blue-,
fleld from Beckley last nlght for safe-
keeplng. Susplclon polnts strongly to
Ferrell as at least knowlng somethlng
of tho kllllng. Ed. Scruggs and Wlley
Durham are belng held at Beckley
pendlng an lnvestlgatlon of tho case.
Last Sunday nlght some one entered

thc homo of George W. Hood, Sr., and
murdered him, hls daughter, a son and
a younger glrl. George Hood was
olghty-one years old. Two other mem¬
bers of tho famlly, who wero out at
the tlmo ot the flre, escapcd death.
They were Wlnfleld Hood and another
daughter. Ferrell ls thlrty-four years
of age. and was known ln Harper and
the surroundlng country. He admlts
that ho was courtlng Mlsa Almeda
Hood, who was kllled and burned, and
that he had spent last S'unday nlght
wlth her up to an early hour ln tho
mornlng.

It was commonly sald at Harper that
Jllko Ferrell would marry the Hood
glrl about Cir.lstmas. The roport nras
ctrcul..t_d that Ferrell left Hood ln a
rage, but Ferrell dcrues this. -Ite saya
that he left without taiklng to the old
man.
Shortly after thls report got abroad

the coroner's Jury which aat In the
case declded that the members of tho
famlly ha-i como to thelr death by
burnlng - and other violence.
Warr_»nts were issued for Ferroll and

5ho other four men wlth whom he
claims he spent the nlght durlng whlch
the murders and arson were commltted.
After tho arrest of tho qulntet threo
*>f them wero taken to Blueilold and
neld there on account of the fear of
violence belng offered at Beckley.
Ferrell ls trylng -to provo a direct

-llbi, and with the ald of tho four
men who wero arre3ted wlth him he
hopes to bo able to do thls. Whlle
.Ferrell; Llvely and Thompson were be¬
ing examined at Rlusfleld last nlght an
examinatlon as rlgrld was belng con-
ducted at Beckley, wlth Scruggs and
Durham ln the wltness chairs.
Roy Hood was shot through the head

presumably by some one who flred
through the window at him. The mur-
derers then entered tho house and
kllled tne daughter, Almeda, and the
young glrl, Emma. The bodies of these
three were found ln the front parlor,
and nothlng could be told as to how
the girls "came to thelr death, as tho
heads wero destroyed and the limbs
were burned I'rom the bodies. The old
man was found ln the rear room, and
lt was evident that he had been struck
Over .tho head wlth some heavy In-
strument In tho hands of a strong man.
One of tho suspects last night explalned
thls clrcumstanco by saylng that per¬
haps a beam from the fall Ing houso
struck him, but the evldences of flro
show that tho head must have been
beaten ln before the flre touched lt.
