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THE PRESIDENT.
Richmond wakea thls morning to

find a dlstlngulshcd vlsltor wlthln her
K»tes. Presldent Taft mak.es an easy
capture ot the clty. He comes ln amlty
and good wlll and ls welcomed wlth
our most bountlful and best.
No Presldent slnce the war has

gotten closor to the hearts of the
South than Wllliam H. Taft. Probably
not one has been s0 personally pop-
u*ar ln the South. There is no acci¬
dent about this. The South has drawn
istd Interested Mr. Taft from the start.
He has slncerely deslred to understand
our part of the country and be un-

ri-.rstood by It. He has gone to par-
tloular palns to make frlends with us

nsid to wln our confidence. And the
fr'outhcrn people. the frlendllest and
most human people In tho world, havo
rc-sponded wlth thut qulck cordlulity
whlch ls so chaructcrlstlc of them.
Has there been polltles back of thls

f;*ank woolng of our sectlon of the

country? No doubt. Mr. Taft Is a party |
man of the staunchest sort. Pushing
the tenets of hls falth would naturally
present ltself to him as a natlonal
eorvice. But we havo lnstlnctlvely be¬
lleved that the message that Secretary
Dlcklnson carrled not long ago to hls
¦v.vn Tennessee ls true. There has
been another and hlgher motlve ln
these amlable overtures than a con-

t.lentlous plugglng for votes. For Mr.

Taft, besldea belng a sturdy Republl¬
can, Is a thoroughgolng nntionalist.
The spectacle of a solid group of

States, members of the Unlon, yet stlll
rarrylng remlnders, falnt but tangiblo,
ot thelr one-tlme soparatlon from the

Unlon, made a stralght appeal to his
Fonse of justlce and deep-seated love

of national harmony. The situation dld

not seem right to him, as lt has not Beerr-

td right to us. Very earnestly has he
deslred to be, and to be consldered,
tho Presldent of tho whole Unlted
States. And here the South, whlch has
Its feollngs like any other sectlon of
the country, has boen ready and wlll-
Ing to meet him more than half way.
The other part of Mr. Taffs pro¬

gram. the polltlcal part, ls destlned
to carry through some day, too. In

tho nature of the case. the South will
iot remain a polltlcal unlt forever, Hdre
ln Vlrglnla. so far as the last test at
the polls can show, the movement to

break that solid front is making no

headway Just now. But probably.the
tlme ls not far dlstant when one

Bouthern State wlll be found to have
voted wlth Mr. Taffs party, and then
another and perhaps another. There
will be no surrendor of princlple ln

.thls. Two large, natural and almost
Irreslstlble forces wlll be behlnd lt.
One ls the changlng conditions in

the South. With immense travall the
South has at last delivered herself from
the house of bondage. Politically. so-

eially, lnd«-strlally. she ls free. Tho

palns of tffe" new birth are already
Fadlng from memory, and the genera-
tlon that infllcted them is fast slipping
Into.the past The white man rules
the South, deflnltely and flnally, and
now at length he can face the
knowledge that hls ls a land of great
plenty and enormous potentlal wealth.
New thoughts, new ambitlons, perhaps
new polltlcal Ideals, are ocoupylng hls
.mlnd.
And hand ln hand wlth this change

comes that other and stlll more slg-
¦nlflcant change which has taken place
tn the'-publlc sentlment of the country.
¦.nd so of the Republlcan party, toward
the South. No one who has eyes to seo

and ears to hear can posslbly questlon
thls change. By no possiblllty can Mr.
Taft be confounded with the type of

Republlcan which we knew here too

well In 1S68. He and hundreds of
thousands like him belong to that
newer type of the North, East nnd

"West whlch slncerely admirea and re-

. pects the South; whlch knows that
the South fought'for what lt belleved
to be the Just cause and fought with a

bravery whlch splendidly stood by it
.nd guided }t through the heavy days
of reconstructlon; which concludes
that. after all, the South has known
best how to meet Its own pecullar
problcms; whlch approves the dlsfran-
ehlsemcnt of the worthless negro and
the enforcement of white rule; -whlch
.srelcomes the ngure of Robert E. Lce
Into the company of great men ln u

¦natlonal statuary hall. So, as happler
eondltlons have lnsenslbly shifted tho
polnt of vlew of the South, a chang¬
lng sentlment in other parts of tho
rou'ntry has advanced to meet It. And
Inevitably thls meetlng and morgirife
foreshadow a time when Mason and
Dixon's llne wlll fade from the polltl¬
cal map and the once flc-rce uectlonal-
lem will become no more than a soft-
ttned remintscence.
In thls chaln of events, present and

to come. th* Republlcan party ln the
tSouth ls the vltal Jink, No Republlcan
leader has ever shown nnythlng- liko
the desire to clennae and strength.n
hla own party in tha South that Mr.
Taft haa ehown from. tho beglnnlng.
Wlth this ambltlon every Houthernor
JM-OUld _. big enough to feej the heart-

lest sympathy. A clean, vlgorous op¬
posltlon would be of much benofit to
the Southern 8tat«H. The Democratlo
party Is not malntalned as an Instru¬
ment to laneT the ofllces and draw the
salarles. lt ls malntalned as a grcnt
organlzatlon devoted to nervlng tho
people as honestly, lntelllgcntly anel
progresslvely as possible. When It
ceases to do that, lt eleserves to bo de¬
feated. Ab long as lt does that, It has
nothing to fenr from opposltlon, whosn
only effect wlll bo constantly to In-
splre lt to do its beat. Has the Demo¬
cratic party done well or 111 by Vlr¬
glnla? Compara tho State to-day with
the State of forty yoars ago. The
Presldent finds himself thls mornlng In
a smlllng, busy and prosperous clty,
one of many thrlvlng centres In a State
which Ib now maklng a name among
States for wholesome anel vlgorous
progress. If be seeks a monument to
the party which has mannged Vlr-

1NDORSED KOR THE SUPREME
CO URT.

The Rlchmond Bar Assoclatlon met

yesterday and lndoraed Ersklno Mayo
Ross, at present judgo in the Unlted
States Circult Court of Appeals for the
Nlnth District, for the exlBting vacan-

iy ln the Unlted States Supreme Court.
Judge Ross ls a Vlrglnlan by blrth.
was eeliieatcd in tho schools of thls

State, and read law tn Rlchmond. Hls
rapld rlso ln hls profession slnce hls

i-amoval to tho Pacltlc coast has been

partlcularly gratlfylng to hls friends
and fellow-lawyors hero. Nor dld hls
dlstlngulshed .servlces on the Circult
Court bench leave any room for doubt
that ho ls dlstlnctly fltted to slt ln
th0 hlgher trlhunal.
Many great constltutlonal lawyers

wlll be urged for tho placo ln tho Su¬

preme Court left vacant by the death
of Assoclate .Justlce Pcckham. But
wo venture to say that few or none

of them wlll have more substantial
clalms to tho dlstlnctton than this
learned Vlrglnlan-Callfornian, whom
Presldent Cleveland marke<j for just
thls honor many years ago.

MR. TAFT ON NATIONAL HEALTH.
Presldent Taft hlt a bull's eye ln hls

Augusta speech when ho advocated the
eBtabllshment of a natlonal bureau of
health. Perhaps no suggestion mado
durlng hls entlre tour dealt with a

toplc that moro concerns the welfnro
of the whole people, or more affects
the happlness of everyday llfo.
Such a bureau ls a legltlmate field

of congresslonal legislatlon, slnce lt
concerns a subject above tho range
of party or factlon, section or State.
It represents, also, a field lnto which
the Federal government has as yet
ventured but slightly. Yet tho results
nchleved by cltles and States. work¬
lng with limited resources and scanty
approprlatlons, Indicate the vast benc-
flts that mlght result from wlse and
far-seelng loglslatlon.
Indeed, the work which mlght come

wlthln the purvlew of such a bureau ls
almost unllmlted. What Federal quar-
antine does for our ports, Federal
health inspection mlght do tor every
State. When plague swept San Fran¬
clsco, and when yellow fever threat-
ened New Orleans, prompt and lmme-
dlate Federal overslght savod many
llves and protected an entlre section.
The eradlcatlon of the samo yellow
perll from Havana and from the canal
zone, to say nothing of the conquest
of smallpox ln tho Phlllpplnes, were

further trlbutes to the possibiltties of
natlonal health work.
The estahllshment of such a bureau,

offectually organized and adequately
equlpped, would greatly slmpllfy the
health problems of the govornmont.
At present there are at least flve bu-
reaus which dlrectly or lndlrcotly con¬

cern the bodlly welfaro ot the people.
T-he Llfe-Savlng Servlce, the Bureau of
Animal Industry, tho Surgoon-Generals'
ofllces, naval and milltary, and tho
Publio Health and Marlne Hospltal
Servlce tackle tho same problom from
dlfferent polnts of vlew. In many ln-
stances there ls a useless dupllcatlon
of work, as 'for example, ln tho tuber-
culosis sanatorla malntalfied^ by the
army and by the navy.
All of these departments mlght be

consolldated to make a Bureau of Health
that should be natlonal ln Its scope
and preventlva In Us methods. The
work of such a bureau would be a

vast savlng of llfe and a steady aug-
mentatlon of the dynamlc energles o£
the natlon.

THE ALDERMEN MEET THE ISSUE.
In voting to lnvestlgato fully all the

polnts ralsed by Clty Accountant Cren-
sho-w's report on tho Collector's ofllce,
tho Aldermen dld thelr clear duty last
nlght. Confllcting statemonts havo
ralsed doubts ln the publlc mlnd ovor

certaln Important polnts here. No
doubts should ovor exlst ln connection
with tho handllng of publlc monoys,
and lt ls necessary that those ralsod
ln the present case should be fully
oleared away. Offlclal lnveatlgatlons
aro never welcome or ploasant, but a

consclentlous leglslatlve body cannot
dodga them when they naturally arise
ana present themselves.
The Aldermen dlscharge_ a respon-

slblllty to the Collector aa well as to
tho clty. Captaln Cunnlngham has ex-
pressod himself as conftdent that he
can expluln any doubtful matters tt
the satlsfactlon of the Councll, the
Mayor. una the publlc, Apparently thi;
language ls a taclt request for an ln-
vc-stlgatlon. At nny rate, lt ls clcui
that an Invcstlgatlon wlll glvo Cap¬
taln Cunnlngham tho falrest possible
opportunity to make tlie explanatlor
.which he ia evidently ready. for. Taert

ln no one In tho clty who doos not de¬
slre to aee his confidence In his own
statement of the case abundantly ,'us-
tlftod.

ItOADS NBAIl AND FAR.
The roads movomont la forglng

steadlly ahcad. Spotsylvania county
voted a bond issue of $100,000 on elec¬
tlon day. tn Waahlngton county tho
questlon'Of a $300,000 issue ls begln¬
nlng to tako tanglblo form. At Rtist-
burg day before yesterday Campbell
county tax-pnyers met to dlscuss the
issue of $200,000 worth of road bonds.
County after county Is thus falltng tn
llne. Every day moro Vlrglnla tax-
payers are reallzlng tho wlsdom of
largo lmmedlato expendltures for road
improvements by which tho comlng
genoratlon wlll largely beneflt and for
whlch lt should help to pay,

In another column, Thomas IT. Har¬
ris. of Frederlcksburg, tells ln detall
how tho movement for a bond Issue
ln Spotsylvania was worked up and
successfully put through. Hls letter
wlll repay a readlngf. A postal card
canvass, after duo advertlsoment of
the Issue, showed "about 25 per cent.
of the people interested." A notable
polnt about theso prellmlnary returns
was that tho men favorable to road
Irnprovement, though only 60 per cent.
of the total number, were paylng $4
in taxes for every dollar pald by tnoso
opposed to the movement. Systematlc
agltatlon contlnued wlth excellent re-
sults. Though several earller attompta
to have a roads-bonds electlon had
falled, the electlon last Tuesday drew
out almost the entlre electorate. Out
of 705 qualltied voters ln the county,
all but oloven actually went to tho
polls and voted. Certalnly there was

no sign of apathy here.
Henrico ls almost tho only, lf not tho

only, county ln the Stato where a bond
Issue for bottot* roads has boen defeat¬
ed ln thu last twelvemonth. The Tlmes-
DIspatch has refused to bellove that
the tax-payers of Henrico are any le_s
hard-heuded or progresslvo than thoso
of other counties. Two points must
be remembored in connectlon with tho
votlng down of the Issue. One ls tha.
the Henrico roads are well above tn.
county average olready, and far bet¬
ter than many counties can' boaut.
The other ls tho prcsence of thls clty
on the edge of the county. -Many Hen¬
rico tax-payers felt, wlth reason, that
Richmond should contrlbute ln some

way to an expeifditure from whlch
she would beneflt. They are entirely
rlght. We havo no doubt that Hen¬
rico would vote a llberal Issue of bonds
provlded that Richmond agreed to con¬
trlbute a falr amount toward the roads
near the clty, whlch Richmond people
largely uso. It would be a most wel¬
come thlng to see the county and the
clty get' together on those terms."*
We note that work on the Peters¬

burg Plke, botween that city and Rich¬
mond, has been stopped on account of
luck of funds, and that Mr. Lewls C.
Wllllams, one of tho leaders ln the
roads cause here. ls making an appeal
for contrtbutlons ln Richmond to help
complete lt. There ls every reason
why this appeal should be answerod
Uberally. The Irnprovement of the
roads leadlng Into thls clty is of very
great and practlcal beneflt to us, ln the
same sort of way that a goo_ brldge
to Manchester is a beneflt, and the mu-
nlclpallty should be prepared to spend
money freely to accompllsh lt.

AT tti. iiiHtance of tho Kalser, the

German authorltles are inau-
guratlng meoHures wlth a vlew
to brltiglng to justlce tho swind¬

lers responslblo for tho advortlsements
whlch aro to be found in such numburn
in German and Auslrlan paper*-, elther
Offering for sale a "rlttorgul" (ostate),
carryiiig wlth lt n tltle ot nobility, or
else undertaklng to secure legal adop¬tlon by some nobleman, wlth the right
of succ.-.xlon to hls tltle and name.
Now, ln the flrst place, thero ls to-day
nn castle oi- estate, elther ln Germany
or ln Austrla, the possesslon of whicli
carries wlth lt. Ipao fucto, a tltle of
nobility. Therofore tho ndvertisements
offering to sell an estate thus endowed
aro fraudulcnt, and consequently crlm-
lilttl.
With regard to the acqulsltlon of a

tltle of nobility through adoptlon. that
Is equally Imposslble in Germany. ,in
Austrla, ln France. England and Spaln:
ln fact. everywhere ln Europe. A man,
nfter golng through a numbor of for-
malltles. can bequeath hls name and
also hls estates to an adopted son or
daughter. but cannot transmlt any no-
1'illary dlgnlty whlch he may liavo
in thls fashlon. Occaaionall/ the sov.
erelgn of the country. who, ns "the
fctintain of honor," alone-has tho rlgnt
to bestow tltles. may spcclfically au-
thcrlze a man, by means of a patent,
tc rovlvo In hls own p"rson tho tltular
honors of lils adopto-* .athor, .ho patent
belng cqulvnlunt to i now creation of
tbe tltle. But -monarchs are very
i.li.iry about movlng ln matt.irs of thls
kind, and whlle thev have sometime-*
cotisented to grant petltlona for tho
contlnuation of a title to an adopted
son rolat.l to tho testator, wlth the
object of preventlng the extlnctton of
the famlly honors, the crow.-i would
certalnly refuse to do anythlrnf of the
kind In Instances where the adopted
son had no tles of klnsmanshlo with
hls adopt-d father, and whete the re¬
latlons between thom were bnsel solclv
and entirely on a flnanclal trnnstctlon.

General Weylefs appolntmont to the

offlco of Captaln-General of Catalonla,whlle dlsconcerttng to those who had
looked for a pollcy of conril'atton oa
tho part of the new government >n
Spaln, cannot fall to bring ahout u
restoratlon of law and ordor at Bnr-
celona. whlch has alwaya been the
headquarters of everv revolutlonary

eral, who bear3 the tltle (of Marqulsof Tenerlffe, bestowed upon him for

"VVhileWeyler has the reputation, won lnCuba, of belng ruthlessly sevore. therels no doubt that he possesses to a (ar
greater degreo than any other offlcer
of hls rank In the Spanlsh armv the-spirit of dlsclpllne, of admlnlst'ratlve
order and powers of organlzatlon. In
fact, he ls an extrernely able offlcer,who is respected by the pooplo of Spalnund exercises an enormous lnfluence

htm in this country at the tlme he wasGovernor-General of Cuba, and stlgma-tlzed by Araos Cummlngs on the floorof Congress at Washlngton as "theGlla monster of Spanlsh tyranny, foul-ing wlth hls breath the atmosphere ofclvlllzatlon."
Whlle the Queen mother resents hisblunt manners, yet both she and theyoung Klng,, who Is fond of him. ap¬preciate not only hls qualltles as acommander and as an admlntstratorput also hls loyalty to the orown, forthere ls no doubt that during tho pastten or fifteen years lt has been re-peatedly wlthln hls power to use hlslnfluence with the army, elther to selzeupon the mllltary dlctatorshlp of thecountry or else to carrv through asuccessfxrt coup d'etat ln favor of
