The origin of his peerage (8 very ro-
mantic. Fla great-grandfather halled
from the Is=le 'of Man, drifted over to
Dublin; whera' he_became the errand
boy of ‘a’ second-hand hookseller, and
then, being ambitlous, started in busl-
ness for himsels in the same llne. One
day he found aloitery tleket In the
pages of an old second-hand hook
which he had purchased with a job lot
