Beglnning, hoavevor, avith the month

Says Mrs. Eddy's 'Letter Con-

BOSTON, MASS., Novembor 18..For
twenty hours, ten yesterday and ten

to-day, Mrs. Augusta E. Stetson, of
New York, accused of "mental mal-
practlce," was In secret conference
wlth tho board of dlrectors of the
Flrst Church of Chrlst, Sclentlst, ln
the lnneri councll rooms of the Mother
Church.

thelr testimony."

Mrs. Stetson's statement follows:
"Our beloved leader^ Mary Baker

Eddy, has requested us all to unlte
wlth those ln our church who are sup-
porting the Mother Church dlrectors.
To-day I ha\*e recolved a copy of her
letter addressed to the trustees of oui
church,
"For twenty-flve years I have glad-

ly obeyed her leading ln every ques¬
tion. I have alavays found that by
doln_- this I dreav nearer to God.
"My students know that I have

taught them to do llke\vl6e wlthoul
questlonlng her wlsdom; therefore
they do not now need any word frorr
me ln addltion to what our beloved
leader has sald to guide them at thli
hour. They wlll kpoav lt is right foi
them to unito wlth those who sup-
ported the mother church dlrectori
in the Judgment ronder*d agalnst me
I myself. have boen obeylng tha
judgment, and I 6hall contlnue to d<
so. I shall furthermore obey mj
leader by unltlng avlth those who fel
lt avas rlght to condemn tne ln thel:
testimony. My leader's letter lnduce
me to boltave that' I may have beei
wrong where 1 felt that I avas abso
lutely rlght.
