"WILL DO JUSTICE
IFHEAVENSFALL"

Decision as to County Treasurers'
Commissfons.State Cannot
Charge Insane Persons for
Care in Asylums.Other
Cases in Virginia Court

of Last Resort.

IN a decislon handcd down yesterday
by tho Supreme Court of Appeals
of Vlrglnla, lt ls ruled that a

property-owner Uvlng near a round-
house or tennlnal yard may reoover
damages for Injury to hls property hy
dlrt, soot and other corollarles of the
work of cleaning or "hostlerlng" loco-
motives. Thls decislon wlll arouse tho
grcatOBt Interest among the legal fra-
ternity of the Oommonwealth.
The case la that of Terrell agalnst

the Chesapeake and Ohlo Railway
Company. The Judgment of tho Cor¬
poratlon Court of the clty of Char-
luttesvllle Is rcverscd.
ln Its pleadlngs the railroad company

asiierted that if lt is made to pay
damagea ln thla case, and the prlnciplo
Ih establlshed as law ln Vlrglnla 11
wlll bo diftlcult to percclvo how, where
and when a rallroad company ln the
State may establish a pefrnanent ter-
mlnal yard on whlch lt may do' the
buslness necessary to tho hostlerlng of
englneB. "If the prlnclple were once es¬
tabllshed," declared the rallroad, "tbe
runnlng of trains upon thefc roads wlll
become dlfflcult.at best a most ex-
penslve matter, and poBBlbly may be
provented entlrely."
Judge Cardwell, whose oplnlon ghowi

the deepcst thought, says In reply: "lt
would be a Bource of regret lf, ln the
adinlnlstratlon of justlce by the estab¬
llshment aud enforcement of sound
prlnclplcB, the prosperlty of our people
should be hlndered or checked, but lt
would be not only a source of regret,
but of rcproach, if materlal prosperlty
wero stlmulated and encouraged 'ioy
refusul to glve every cltl/.cn a rcmedy
for wrongs ho may susta^n, even
though Infllcted by forceu which con-
stltuto factors in our material de¬
velopment and growth.

Courts Must Do Ilutj.
"Courts have no pollcies, and can¬

not permtt conaequences to lnfluence
their judgments further than to serva
as warnlngs and lncentlves to thorough
Invcatlgatlon and careful eonslderatlon
of the causes submltted to them. Those
dutles belng faithfully performed,
courts may awalt tho result wlth pa-
tlence. if not always with confldenco,
and say wlth the great Lord Mansfleld:
'Klat Justltia, ruat coelum.'"

It was alleged ln this casa by the
plalntlff Terrell that he was damagcd
by englnea on tho track. whlch rang
thelr bells, blew thelr whlatles, emltted
prolonged and dcafenlng roars of
steam, and fllled the alr wlth vast
clouds of smoke, soot, dust, clnders and
ashee, whlch damaged tho plalntiffs
furnlture, Clothes, beddlng, curtalns
and food. The rallroad demurred to
the evldence, whlch was upheld by,the
court. The Supremo Court. now over-
rules the demurrer, and remands the
case to be further proceeded wlth ln
accordance wlth tho viewa expressed.

Trea»urer»» Comnilaiilnns.
Another decislon of general Interest

is one affectlng the commtssions of
county treasurers for collectlng taxes
prlor to the Code of 1904. Before that
tlme there seemed to be doubt as to
whether the dlfferent funds.general,
schooi and road.should. be Iumped to-
gether for tho purpose of ascertalning
the proper compensatlon of treasurers
on the graduated percentage system,
or whether they should be treated sep-
arately. Some citlzens of Nelson coun¬
ty entered sult to forco the collectlon
of alleged lrnproper commissions re-
talned by Treasurer J. E. Peebles, of
that county. The board of supervisora
finally agrced to release tho treasurer
from the dlfference clalmed to be due
prlor to 1904, provlded he would settle
ln accordance wlth the latest act for
hls collectlons slnce that tlme. Tho
Commonwealth's Attorney was ln-
structed to brlng sult for the commis¬
sions on this baals only. The petltion-
lng cltlzens were dlsssatlsfled and asked
the court to dismlss tho sult of the
Commonwealth's Attorney and conslder
thcirs. The Circuit^Court sustalned o
demurrer to thls plea, and ^{je appeal
resulted.

In thls case tho SupreiT>«Sa'G-iurt, by
Judge Kelth, took occaslon to dc
somethlng unusual.compllment the
Judge of the lower court. It says:
"Tho learned judge who declded the
caso ln tho Clrcuit Court has not only
had great Judlctal experlence, but n
wldo. acqualntance wlth the admlnls-
tration of affalrs in thls State." The
court further says it regrets that hls
wrltten oplnlon was not part of tht
record. Tho decislon aillrms the Nel¬
son court, saylng that lt ls not altb-
gether clear what the intent of tht
old law was, but if a parttcular con¬
struction has been generally actec
upon and acqulescod in for a lone
perlod, it would lead to great hard-
shlp now to dlsturb lt. "Durlng al
thls perlod," lt ls argued, "treasurers
have been elected and re-elected, havt
stated thelr accounta before tht
Boards of Supervisora, who passec
upon and approved them as belng li
accordance wlth tho law, To rlp ui
these settlementB at thls late daj
nilght breed lltlgatlon that would ex-
tond to every county ln the State ant
causo a great hardshlp to many Inno-
cent people." Tho deeree Is therefon
afflrmed, but wlthout prejudlce to thi
rlghts.of Nelson county in an actloi
at law agalnst tho troasurer and hli
suretles with respeot to tho lovies o:

1804, 1905 and 1906.

CENTURY EDITOR
DIES SUDDENLY

Richard Watson Gilder, Famous
Literary Man, Passes Away

in New York.

NEW YORK, November 18..-Rlchard
WatBon Gilder, L-dtlor-ln-chlef of thu
C'entury Mugazlno^Blnce tts foundallon
In 1881, and wldely known as an author
and lecturer, dled unexpectedly to-
nlglit at the house of his alster, Mrs.
Schuyler Van Heusalaer, of anglna
pectoris.
Mr. Gilder was taken lll during thu

dellvery of a lecture on Tennyson be¬
fore the Y. M. C. A. of Orange, N. J.,
on Wednesday nlght, November 3. He
suffered conslderable paln, but man-

aged to flnish hla lecture. On the way
home he collapsed ln a Jersey Clty
ferry. boat, but mannged flrst to aum-
mon assistancc from New York by
telephone. Tho illnesa was flrwt
dlagnoaed aa Indlgeslion, and nothlng
serious was expected. Mr. Gilder was
up and about tho following day, though
he stlll suffered occaslonal sclzuree of
sharp paln. His physicians, on seeond
diugnosls, reullzed tho naturo of his
malady, but they did not acejualnt Mr.
Gilder with the truth.
Thls morning Mr. Gilder was rcstlng

easlly, and jio fears wero felt. Shortly
after 1 o'clock he grew worse, nnd lt
was reallzed that he had only a few
hours to llve. lie suffered great paln,
and opiates were adminlstercd freeiy
to case his dlstresB. When the end
came at 0 o'clock he waa no longer
consclous.

IVna Youtuful I'ubtlNher.
Richard Watson Gilder, liko many

who have rlsen to place ln letters, early
showed his bent of mlnd. Born at Bor-
dentown, N. J., in 1844, one of eight
chlldren, he was wrltlng, aetting the
type for and publlshlng the St. Thomua
Register at Flushlng, L 1., when ha
was twelvo years old. Four years
later ho unlted with two young col-
leagues In the productlon of a campaign
newspaper supporting Bell and Evarts
for presidential honors.

Hla IntereBt in polttlcg carrled hlm
Into the great civil struggla then
raging, and whlle stlll ln his teens, he
enllsted wlth Landls Phlladelphia Bat-
tery, and served during the campaign
of '63, when Pennsylvanla was in-
vaded by the Confederate forceB. Af¬
ter several ventures he became at the
age of twenty-slx managlng editor of
Scrlbner's, which position he held
eleven years. When. ln 1SS1, the mag-
azlne underwent a reorganization and
change of ownership, Mr. Gilder be-
carne edltor-in-chlef of the Century
Magazine, a position he neld untll his
death.

Better known aa a poct even than
as an editor, Mr- Gilder had publtshed
slx books of vc-rse, among which are
sonnets and lyrica which have found
a aettlng ln the Amerlcan anthology,
and have been rated by crltlcs as uure
to pass Into the herltago of the lan-
Ktiage.

VATICAN WILL FIGHT
Not Rendy to Submlt to France'a War

on Chrlstianlty.
ROME, November 18..In an addreaa

to the French pilgrims whom ho re¬
celvcd to-day, Pope Pius declared that
Franco was maklng war agalnst the
church wlth an alm bf undermlning the
basls of Chrlstianlty.
Cathollclam, he declared, was suffer¬

ing persecutlon by the French govern¬
ment under. the pretext of the separa-
tlon of state and church. Thls was
proved. he sald. by the expulslon of the
orders, the triale and condamnatlona
Inillcted upon Cardlnal Andrleu and
other bishops, and the threatened laws
whlch woulel extend offlcial protection
to Irrellglous teachers and bring about
a state monopoly of the schoolH.
The Papal words are accepted here

as contlrmation of the opinlon that
the Vatican belleves the atruggle or-
g&nlzed by tho French government on
the school question ls Intended to bo
a decisive battle for tho complete ef-
facement of Chrlstianlty as a factor
ln the rearlng ot chlldren, or, ln other

j words, the suppression of Chrlstianlty
ln the France of to-morrow. It ls
assertcd that the Vatican ls ready to
llght on two questlons, namely, the
denial of legal acknowledgment of the
Cathollc hierarchy and scholastlc ln-
structlon.

JANITOR ARRESTED
Aiikt. Over Dlxchurge, He In Said to

Huve Fircd Honpltal.
SAN FRANCISCO, CAL, Novembor

18..T. T. Saunders, a discharged janl-
tor of St. Luko's Hospital, which was
partly destroyed by fire early to-day.
.was arrested to-night on suspiclon of
belng responslblo for the blaze. He
reslsted arrest, but was overpowered.
He refused to make any statement.
Twenty patlents, many of them suf¬

fering from broken limus and utterly
helpless, were carrled out of the burn-
Ing structure by the police. Nurses
and car men from the nearby barns
asslsted ln thls work.

lt was reported so.n after the fire
started that one man had been left in
the bulldlng, but thls was denied by
the hospital authorltles. The patlents
were taken into tho maln part of the
bulldlng.
According to the police, Saunders was

discharged from his position three days
ago, and since then had appeared at
the hospital and created dlsturbances.
Policem ,n were called to remove hlm
from the hospital Just bofore the lire
started, but ho escaped ln the confu-
aibn that followed.

TRAIN WRECKERS BUSY
Faat Mnll on Seuboiml Dltchcd and

Two l.lvt'M Lont.
SAVANNAH, GA.. Novembor 18..

Two persons were kllled and three
othors injured when the through fast
mall traln of the Seaboard Air Llno
was wrecked two mlles south of Den-
ark, S. C, about 3 o'clock thls morning.
The traln \yas thrown from the track
by the removal of a rall whlle run-
nlng at the rate of forty-tlve mllea an
hour, The dead are a eolored fireman.
who waa caught under tho overturned
englne, and a tramp who waa ateallng
a ride.

Tlie englneer and two of tho pas-
sengers wero Injured, but not serlously.
Everyv effort is being mado to cap-

ture the alleged wreckers. Anotlwr
traln on the same road was derailBd by
wreckers at almost the same place sev¬
eral months ago.

Gullty of Murder.

Stronger Fortification of Entrance
to Chesapeake Bay Urged.
After Election of Officers
the Convention Adjourns
to Meet Next in Provi-

NORFOLK, VA,. November 18..
Resolutions urging the enact-
ment by Congresa of siich legis-

lation as wlll prevont ownershlp or

control by railroads engagcd ,ln Inter¬
state commerce or coaalwlsc shlpping
on competlng water routeB, recommend-
Ing the Immedlate purchase and en-

largemont of the Dclaware and Chesa¬
peake Canal, and an approprlation
neceesary for continuance and complo-
tlon of the Norfolk-Beaufort link,
were adopted, and the second annual
convention of the Atlantic Deeper
Waterways Association adjourned af¬
ter re-electlng olllcers thls afternoon.
The resolutions alao proclalm the

frlendly attltude of tho association to¬
ward other deslrable and practlcable
waterways projects throughout the
country, whlch lt pledgea ltself to sup¬
port. They alao set forth Justlflcatlon
for a continuance of the proposed At¬
lantic lnland waterway north from
New York to Boston, the lmprovemcnt
of the Hudaon Rlver as far as Troy,
and Its connoctlon with Long Island
Sound through the Harlem Rlver and
ahlp canal.
Providence, R. I.. was selectcd as the

next place ot meetlng.
Mr. Moore ne-elected I'rexlilent.

The re-eleetlon of Hon. J. Hampton
Moore, of Pennsylvanla, to the presl-
dency of the association aroused a
storm of enthusiasm, applause and
cheers, whlch amounted to an ovatlon.
The enthusiasm waned only long

enough for Mr. Moore to, thank the
convention for the honor, whlch hc
sald he accepted wlth full knowledgc
of the responslbllltles, when lt broke
out afresh.

1D EXPLORE MINE
They Find Bodies of Twenty Vic-

tims of Cherry Dis-
aster.

CHERRY, ILL.. November IS..For
the llrat tlmo slnco tho mlne .horror of
huturday, bodies of some of tho 300
vtctirns wero located to-duy by darlng
explorers In the depths of tho soo'iiiu
g"a]lery.
Twenty bodleB were found withln

sevonty feet of the vcnttlatlng ahaft.
Ono of thom, unrecognlzable, waa
brought to the'surface, and after con-
sldcrable dolay was lakvn to the
town hall to awalt ldenttflcatlon.
The temper of the peoplo waa feared,

and an Rttempt to keep secret the t.lnd-
Ing of tho bodies waa made. Tho men
bound themselvca to malntaln allonce.
That moro than ono victim had hc«n
dlacovered was not generally known
at nlghtfall, and a plan was afoot to
attempt the removal ot tho^othor
bodies late at nlght.
The one brought to the aurface was

concealed for an hour at the top of
tho plt before belng turned over to the
undertaker, and then only because tho
dlacovery had become known.
Of the horrors whlch they encoun-

tered ln the mlne none of tho explorers
would speak, but tholr faces were pale
and their hands tremblcd when they
emerged. Thls much was learned: the
bodies were scorched and swollen.
Death mlght have been duo elther to
gas or tlumcs.
After the removal of the body the

experts held a short conference, and
upon tho condltions reported lt was
dutermlned to break the Boal ot Lhe
mlno shaft at onco. A forco of lftbor-
ers was ordered to tho work, and by
5 o'clock the unsealed shatt wasbelch-
lng out gases and smoke.
Preparatlona were made at onco to

reduce tho temperature ln the ahaft.
A substitute fan, besides the old ono
near the alr shaft, was started, Ita dl-
rcctlon belng reveraed ao as to pull
tho smoke toward the ventllotor.

Volunteera Enter Shnft.
As aoon aa posslble the helmet-ar-

mored .mlne experts descended ln the
shaft. with leads of hose, prepared -to

nght the burnlng coal in th» second
gallery. ^
Newa of the recovery of the flrst

body spread rapldly through the vll-
lago, and as the ambulance. flanked
by soldlers, paaaed through the streets,
women rushed out of their homea anu
pushed frantlcally through the crowds
ln a vain attempt to look Into the
wagon. Rumor was that the body was
that of a boy. Mothers who lost thelr
sons in the mlne pushed forward and
were told that the body was that of
a man. Immedlately a, score of women
who had lost thelr huabands prcased
toward the wagon. State's Attorney
Eckhart gently told them that ldentt¬
flcatlon would require some time, and
tho -crowd thtnned away from. the
Wagoni but 'until lato at nlght tho llt¬
tle brlck morgue waa surrounded by
anxlous Inqulrors.
l«ter.Seven volunteers carrled hose

Into the maln shaft to-nlght aud
turned a stream of water on the burn¬
lng second gallery.
The reeovered body waa identlfled

Appointed. to Eliminate Graft
and Make Department Model
for Country. Said That
Undervaluations Amount
to $20,000,000 a Year.

NEW YORK, Novembor 18..Th«
expected Bhake-up in the New
York custom-houso, aa a resuli

of tho sugar fraud exposurea and agi¬
tation, began to-day - wlth tho abrup'
dismlssal of slx suspectod employos b>
Collector Loeb, At tho same tlme
camo tho announcoment that a houso-
cleanlng commission of eight cuntomi
experts.whoso Integrlty Ib unquos-
tlonod.has boen appolnted by Mr
Loeb to tak. up at onco tho work ol

"maklng tho New York oustom-house
a modol for tho ontlre country."
Although the narnos 'of tho aix mor

dlamlssed to-day wore not glven out
Mr. Loeb said that all of them wore
customs Inspectors. Four wcre
formorly assistant welghors on the
sugar docks, and are now undei
charges whlcn aro being lnvestlgau-e
by Henry L. Stlmson, speclal counse
for tho government in the sugar ln-
vestlgattons. The dlrect reoaon for tht
dlamlssal of the other two lnspe-.tor,
was sald by Collector Loeb to be thel:
acceptance recently of tlps frou
steamshlp passengers.
According to report, moro than flftj

othor inspectors are to be ousteel bj
Collector Loeb wlthln a fow layo.
Tho now commission, whlch ls ex

pected to devise a scheme of reorgan
Ization for the customs admlnlstratloi
at the port of New York, Is headed bj
John C. Wllllams. deputy collector. am
Mark P. Andrews, a member of Mr
Loeb'a personal board of logal couusel
Tho other members repreaent all thi
Important departments of the custom
service. They aro John J. Rassekle
wlcz! deputy survcyor; Wllllan
Sprague, deputy colloctor; George J
Smythe, member of the UnltoO State
Clvll Service Board; Malthew M. Co
neya, deputy surveyor, and' John C
Hathorn and Stephen W. 3. Tenneni
deputy appralsers.

Hold Flmt Renalon.
The eight men, known as the col

lector's "advlsory commission," hel
thelr flrst aeaslon in tho cuator#-hous
thla afternoon. Thelr meeting lastd
untll late in tho evening, but nothlni
was glven out aa to the bualness whicl
occupled their attentlon.
The collector waa asked if th

twenty-two welghers whose names h
had submitted to the Unlted State
Clvll Service Commission as "undeslr
ablea" had been indiotetl by the Fod
eral grand jury for compllclty ln th
sugar frauds, but ho decllncd to elthe
confirm or deny the rep.»rt.

Mr. Loeb refused to dlscuss th
charge of a formcr speclal deputy tha
the government had beon defrauded o

dutles aggregating noarly $1,000,00
through the undorweighing of lemon
admltted at thls port between 1898 an
1904.
That the flrst Informatlon of fraud

agalnst the government ln connectio
with sugar lmportatlons was brough
to tho Treasury Department as fa
back as 1898, was declared to-day b
William Theobald, a former confldon
tial agent of tho Treasury Departmen

Mr. Theobald aald that ho was ae
slgned to make an lnvestigatlon on th
sugrar reflnory docks ln Brooklyn a
tha't tlme, but was "called off" afte
threo days' work, and tho lnvestlgatlo
was «w>t contlnued.
The rormer Treasury agent sald tho

tho sugar frauds were a small item i
tho amount of money tho governmer
lost annually from undervaluation c
merchandlse, which would reach $20,
000,000.

Railway Commissioners De-
nounce Attempt of Federal

Officers to "Hog" It All.
WASHINGTON, D. C, Novembor 13.

.Tho feellng of roaentment on the
part of lome rallroad commissioners
dgalnat what they torm tho wlsh of
tho Interstate Commorce Comnlasion
to "hog" all the supervlslon over rail¬
roads, rcaohcd a cllmax at tho con¬
vention of National Association of
Railway Gommlsaloners to-day, whon
the convention waa asked to approvo
the Each blll of tho last Congreas to
cmpowor tho Interstate Commerco
Commlsslon to lnvostlgato nll accldents
on railroads engaged ln interstate
commorce.
Commlsslonor Earle, of South Caro¬

llna, lod ln the donunclatlon of the
blll. The discussion finally reBultod
in CommlsBloner Clarke, of tho Intor-
stato Commerco Commlsslon, and Com¬
missioner Burr, of Flortda, offerlng a
suggcstlon that the blll bo approved lf
amonded ao as to apeclfy that It waa
ln no way to Interfore wlth tho rlghts
of tho State. Thi* course was pur-
sucd.

Scarcely had Secretary Moseley, of
the Interstate Commorce Commlsslon,
flnlshed tho report of a speclal com¬
mittee recommendlng tho approval of
tho Esch blll, before Commissioner
Smlth, of South Dakota, waa objeoting
that lt woiild Intcrfere wlth the right
of the States to lnveatlgate.
Mr. MoBeley sald ho was amaaed to

hear such a stntement. But lt was not
untll Commissioner Earlo obtalnod the
floor that tho situation becamo dell-
cate. "Wo havo heard you ask for
unlform classlflcatlon, unlform de-
murrage, unlform thls and unlform
that," sald Mr. Earle, shaklng nla
flnger at Mr. Moaoley.

Gettlng Tlred of It.
"We are gettlng tlred of lt. Are you

golng to tako evorythlng? 1*11 tell you
right now. I, aa a rallroad commis¬
sioner of South Carollna, am not golng
to adopt your unlform dcmurrage
code."
Mr. Earle contlnued that lf the

Federal lnapectors should oome to
aome wreck ln South Carollna clalm-
Ing precedonoe on hls lnspectors there
would be a fight

"It would not bo so bad," he added,
"If you had competent men, but you
send out inefflciont, polltlcal, ap-
polntees that try to lord lt over us

wlth the badgo of Federal lnspeotors."
Mr. Moaelcy explalned that at pres¬

ent railroads are requlred to report on

wrecks, and lt waa deslrod to have
these reports more accurate and more

ln detall, wlth a vlew of preventlng
tho railroads from "lylng" about them,
as had been clalmed they sometlmoa
do.

Cost of accountlng must be applled
to rallroad acccunta lf aupervlalon of
rates by publlc offlcers ls to be Intel-
Ugent and falr. Thls was tho posltlon
taken to-day by Assoolato JuBtlce
O'Brlen, of the Suprome Court of Mln-
nesota, ln nddresaing the convention
on the subject of apportlonment as be¬
tween State and Interstate trafflc of
a rallwny valuatlon made for rate-
maklng or rato-regulating purposos.
Durlng the day tho commltteo on

lcglslatlon recommendod, among other
thlnga, the enactment. of a law.requlr-
Ing rallroad securltles holders to exhaust
all thelr rlghts in Stata oourta before
golng Into tho Federal courts.

UNIONISTS AT ODDS
Actlon of Mnchlnlata Tbrows Conven¬

tion Into Bltter Debate,
TORONTO. ONT. November 18..A

resolutlon declarlng that the Interna-
tional Association of Machlnlsta por-
mltted Ita members to take tho places
of unlon elevator constructors who
woro on atrlke for hlgher wages ln
Chlcago, and asklng that the machln-
lsts lmmedlately wlthdraw thelr men
from such employmont, plunged tho
convention of tho AmerlcariiFederatlon
of Labor to-day Into a long and bltter
debate, durlng whlch lt was declared
that aa a result of too much labor pol-
ltlcs the labor movement ln Chlcago
demands purlflcatlon.
Tho convention voted to investlgate

tho controversy, and roquested that
tho machlnlsta at present employed on
elevator construction bo wlthdrawn
until the trouble ls Bettled.
Amalgamatlon of tho Internatlonal

Unlon of Elevator Constructors wlth
the Internatlonal Association of Ma-
ohlnlsts was recommendod.

Presldent JameB O'Connell, of the
Mnchlnlsts* Association, declared that
"the mnchlnory of the country ls reek-
Ing wlth non-unlonlsm," and anpealed
to the bulldlng trados denartmont ot
the fedoratlon "to asslst the machln¬
lsta ln thelr efforts to unlonlze tholr
product."
A yenr's truce waa declared by tne

convention ln the dl«puto between tho
brewery workera, flremen, teamsters
and en'glneers.
Tho entlre aay was glven over to

tho discussion of varlous jurlsdlctlonal
dlsnutes roported by tho commltteo on

adjustment.

DRASTIC MEASURE
MAY NOW BE TAKEN

Explanation Demanded From
President of Nicaragua, Rebels
Are Recognized and War-
ships Rushed to Scene.
Taftv Incensed, Refuses to

Meet Minister.

WASHINGTON, D. C, Novunbai
IS..Aunuuncement that thla
Koverumeut U tlred ot tho

hlgk-handcd action* of the amall Cen¬
tral Amerlcan republlcn practlcally
wua coiitulucd ln a dlnputcU aent Inta
ti>-<lii>- to tlie Bluettelda- Steaunahlp
Company, whlch aonght the protection
of the State Department from Inter-
ference by the luaurgeuts now oper-
atlng ngnluHt Frealdeut Zelaya. An
hour later a peremptory noto, couche-d
ln dlplomatlc luniruagc, but nouo tha
lcia dlrect, waa delivered to Seaor
l'cilpe Hodrl. uc charge d'affalrea ol
the Nlcnragunu legatlou, demanding a
full und complcte explanation of tha
executlon of the two Amettcana..
Leouard Grace and Leroy Cnnnon..
who were cxecuted by order of Ze-la. a
whon they were found ln tho lnaurgeat
army.
Pandlng a satisfaotory explanation

of the occurrence, Presldent Taft haa
refused to recognlze Iaidoro Haxora,
tho new Ntcaraguan minister. Mr.
Taft la thoroughly aroused by the ac-
tlona of tho Zelayan government, and
apporently ls determlned to make tho
Uvea of Unlted States clttzens much.
safer and aonslderably more respected
ln Central Amerlca than they have
been hltherto.

Attlrude Shown.
The attltudo of the government waa

clearly shown late to-day, whon tha
State Department aent a dlspatch to
the Blueflelds Steamshlp Company, the
headquarters of whlch aro In News Or-
leans. The company's regular steamer
waa about to sall for Blueflelds, Nic¬
aragua, wlth a mlscellaneous cargo.
counted in whlch were a number of
rlfies and other munltlons of war. The
corporatlon waa warned by agents of.
the Nlcaraguan lnaurrectlonary forcos
that tho vosael would be liablo to sela-
ure, and the steamshlp people prompt¬
ly called on the St,ate Dopartment to
declaro the protection this government
would glve In suem a caaa.
The Sato Department promp.ly re-,

pllod. The answer waa the result of.
a conference between the Presldent and
the Secretary of State, and carrled full
welght. It gave the steamshlp con-
oern no encouragemont. and practl¬
cally recognized tho revolu tlonary
forcos operating agalnst the Zelayan
admlnlatratlon, a proceedlng for which
there probably is no parallel In the
records of thla government. The dls¬
patch, dlrected to the steamshlp com¬
pany at New Orleans, and slgned,
"Knox, Secretary of State," read:

"If tho announced blockade or tn-
vestment of the Nlcaraguan port ot
ban Juan dol Norte (Greytown) is ef-,
fectlvely mulntulned, and the requlre-
monts of international law, Includlng
warnlng to approachlng vessels, are
observe.. thls government would not
bo dlsposod to lnterfere to prevent its
enforcement. A naval vessel wlll bq
ordered to Greytown to observe and.
report whothor the blockade la effoct-
lvo."
Nicaragua haa been one of the Cen¬

tral Amerlcan ropubllo that haa glven
thla government more trouble in the
last few years than any other, save,
porhaps. Venezuela, under the away of
Presldent Caatro.

Reservo I» Omlnous.
Tho Stato Dopartment to-day maln-

tained a qulet and reserve that was
doscrlbed by ono dlplomat as "oml-
nouB." It was learned, however, that
both Presldent Taft and Secretary
Knox practlcally havo determlned on
tho exertion of aome forceful moral
auaslon, if nothlng more, wlth a vlow
to bringlng the Central Amerlcan
States to a reallzatlon of thelr reapon-'-
albllities.
Tho executlon of the Amerlcans la

hold here
'

to be lndofenslble. It ls
evident that tho temper of the ad-
minlstratlon has boen thoroughly
aroused, and lf. occaslon warrants the
State Dopartment may advlse aome
drastlo action.
For aome years tho altuatlon inNicaragua has been auythlng but sat-

lsfactory to the United Statos. Last
year Minlstor Coolldge reslgned frotn
his place and returned from the Nlca¬
raguan capltal. It was glven out then
that Mr. Coolldgo returned nierely be¬
cause of his health, but it eventuallyieaked out through dlplomatlc chan-
nels that ho practlcally was forced to
wlthdraw ln order to save hU ellgnlty
and presorvo tho standing of this gov-'
ernment. Sinco thon thore has boen
no dlplomatlc connectlon between the
two govorntnont3 oxoept through tho
Nlcaraguan legatlon hero.

WarshlpH Rushed to Scene.
WASHINGTON, D. C, November

18..Two Amerlcan vessels havo boen
ordored to proceed to Nlcaraguan:
waters, and Presldent Taft has post-
poned lndetlnttely his meeting of Isa-
dore Hazera, tho now minister from
Nicaragua to thls country, as the re¬
sult of news rocolved hero to the eC-
fept that two Amorleans, Loonard
Grace and I,eroy Cannon, captured
whlle servlng wlth the revolutloniat'
army ln Nicaragua, have boen non-
tenoetl to death by PreBldent Zelaya's
ordera, and It ls believed that the e.n, -
tonoo has already been carrled out.
