THINKS SMALL COLLEGES
SHOULD HELP CHANGE RULES

"Small colleges. as well as the blg
unlversltles, ought to be represented
on the rules commlttee," sald George
E. O'Hearn, former Amherst Agrlcul-
tural College tstar, and for two seasons

coach of tho Wllllam and Mary Col¬
lege football team, "for the vlewpolnt
of those who make the rules for foot¬
ball all over thls country Is that of
the large Instltutlon. If the rules
were made so that the smallcr in
Btltutlons mlght be talym lnto con-
bideratlon. there would be less danger
of accldent and death in the games
that are played, for ln many cases the
euperior strength of the larger col¬
lege Is, under the rules, allowed to

demand too much from tho smaller
team. A blg| college. wlth plenty of
materlai to draw from. can practlcally
dlsable a small college by making lt
play thlrty-flve mlnute halves. Equlty
und falrness requlre that the needs of
the small college bo eonsldered ln
making up the rules, and representa-
tlvc-s of such colleges ought to be per-
mlttc-d to partlclpate in the football
leglslatlon of the fu'ture.

In vlew of the unfortunate fatalltles
which have characterlzed thls season

on the gridiron, I favor amendment of
the present rules, so that within the
thlrty-flve-yard llne, only flve yards
shall be reqtilred as the galu ln three
downs. L'nder the present system, the
onslde kick and the forward pass can

bo used more or l^ss frequently and
auccessfully up to that llne, and then
comes the necesslty for llne attack.
To requlre a back, already fatlgued by
the advance, to go through for four

yards eacli down, lnslde the thlrty-
flvc-yard llne, Instead of two, as was

the case In the old system. serlously
aggravates hls chance of belng In¬
jured. He becomes desperate, wlth
such a great dlstance to galn, and be¬
comes too w'lling to hazard hls bodj
In maklns an assault. I thlnk manj
of the coaches wlll agree wlth me that
to requlre a galn of ten yards ln each
three downs. lnslde of the thlrty-flve-
yard llne, Ig entlrely too much. and
that a reductlon of the dlstance tc
flve yards wlthln that terrltory wlll dc
much to lessen the chanco of fatalltles
in the game. After driving up to that
dlstance, the backs are naturally ex-
hausted, and lt makes them desperate
within the thlrty-five-yard llne and
lnducos them to out do thelr strength
against oppositlon that is naturallj
more obstinate so cloae to the goa!
than elsewhere.
"The death of Archer Chrlstian wai

a personal sorrow to me. I coachec
hlm when he was a substltute on th<
Woodberry Forest football team, anc
I then appreclated hlc worth as a foot¬
ball player and as a man. Whenevei
he was called down for an error lr
hls play, he always came to tne as the
coach before study hours and discussc-r
wlth me hls mlstakes, evtnclng a de-
slre to do better by correctlng what¬
ever mlsplay he had made. He was ln-
terested ln the game for the game'i
sake, and he would havo made a sta:
Dack for the Universlty had he llved
He was always anxious to better hli
game, always ready to do the best h<
could. He was a dlstlnct losg to Vlr
glnla athletlcs.

The sun never sets upon It.

It Is stated that the gamo ls played
In more cotintrles and by moro people
than nny othor sport ever Invented.
Whlle In no land besldes the Unlted
States haa lt been developed to the
point of absorblng the attentlon of
moat of the inale and a large part ot
the femnle publlc toward the elotse of
a blg leugue season, nearly all othjr
countrles have teams whlch aro en-

tering Into the sport wlth cnthusiasm.
Slartlng, lt Is presumed, wlth the

Engllsh game of "rounders," lt was

transplanted to Amerlcan soll In the
form of "town ball." gradually belng
evolvod lnto a sport wltnesaed annually
by milllons of people, whlch is a pro-
fesslon wlth a largo number of peo¬
ple, and whlch Is played by thousands.
of athletes, amateur and tjrofesslonal.
Communlcatlons are belng recelved

from all over the world on various
subjects connected wlth the game by
Chairman Herrman, of tho Natlonal
Baseball Commisslon. "the Supreme
Court of BaHeball."
Baseball Ib played ln every contlnent

on the globe," says Mr. Herrman. "On
the nies of the commisslon are com¬
munlcatlons from Ireland, Germany,
and England, as European representa-
tlves of the great Amerlcan game. Go¬
lng into Africa we have had queries
from Johannesburg and Cape Town, ln
both of whlch are some Amerlcan rcp-
resentatlves who apparently havo suc-
ceeded ln lntorestlng the Engllsh and
the natlves ln baseball.

"In Asla we have Japan, the Phll-
ippines and Hong Kong ln China as
centres of baseball, whlle Australla ls
pretty well represented ln all sections
by baseball teams. There also Is some
baseball In Indla. I understand, but I
have never heard dlrectly from there.
"Comlng back across the Paclflc, we

have the game flrmly rooted In the
Sandwlch Islands. Returnlng to our
own contlnent there's much baseball
on our Southern border ln Mexlco,
Cuba and Porto "Rlco, whlle on the
North our Canadlan frlends are nearly,
lf not qulte. as enthuslastlc on baseball
as the people of our own Unlted
States.

"So, you see, baseball Is playd on
every contlnent of the world.In everyollme, as lt wpre.and I feel that I am
not ln danger of being contradlcted
when I say that the sun never sets
upon baseball on hls course around the
world.or rather. in the course of the
world around the sun."

turio.

Outlook for Salllng.
Robert E. Power, who was lurgely

inatrumental In formlng the Lakewoo 1
clnss of clghteen-footers, although
now edltor of a power-boatlng muga-
zlne, Ib stlll a aallor at heart and a
close observer of yachtlng condlti.yns.
Wrltlng on the BUbject of tho elghteen-
footers he has thls to say of yachtlng
on the lakes aa a whole:

"lt Is no aecret that the outlook for
sail yachtlng on the Great Lakes ls not
what some optlmlsts would have us
bellevo. The careful observer can aee
a change, a declded change, in condl¬
tions In the past decade. It may not
be for the worse, but I doubt If it Is
for the better.

"I think Commodoro Walter S. Rus-
sel, of the Detrolt Country Club, ex-
presaed the tendency toward aai!
yachtlng hereabouts ln a talk I had
wlth hlm recently about the prospects
of promotlng a new class of unlversal
rule boats on Lake St. Clalr.

" 'We had to glvo lt up this sea¬
son,' he sald, 'because our young men
are automobile crazy. We have lots
of timber for racing crews, but the
mlnute we suggest that lt takea work
to put a yacht In condltlon they lose
every Bhadow of lnterest. The love
of it which we old fellows havo al¬
ways had, seoms to be lost."
"When a miillonaire organlzatlon

llke the Country Club, with plenty of
money to bulld boats and ldlo hundreds
of young men to sall them, cannot se¬
cure Cortnthlans enough to man a few
small craft, what hope ls there for the
Isolated strugglers in the llttle towns?
It seems, as Mr. Russel says. that the
love of salllng ls dylng out. The man
who beglns boatlng now in more than
nine cases out of ten buys gasolene,
and hls days nflo.it may be measured
in pints per horse-power hour.

"Sail yachtlng on fresh water flour-
lshes most oft Toronto anj other ports
along the north shore of Lake Ontario.
The Canadians hav_ retalned their salt
water heritage, and they jealously
guard agalnst the encroachments of
casler forms of locomotlon. I vlslted
the Royal Canadian Y. C. this fall and i
was astonlshed to see in commlsslon i
so many of the blg old-fashioned j
crulslng sail yachts.whlch were well
known twenty years ago. j

Snll Ynelita Ahnmloneil.
"On tho Amerlcan side of the Great |Lakes. Erle and Ontario, especlally.

crulslng sall yachts arc'so rare aa to |
be considered oddltles. In the Bwiftl
march of time they have Uterally been
left behind.abandoned for want of
men to sall them. When, occaslonally,
one ls seen poklng along outstde, she
is lauehingly referred to as a 'work-
house!'
"The moijern lake sallors are on the

jlb and mafnsall sloops, and about all
their time Is spent racing wlthin hall
of their home port. The Chlcago wa¬
ter front stlll retains some semblance
of topsall days, but the blg boats of
thls class are mostly sad rellcs of glory
long since gone. Tho Chlcago Yacht
Club has done much foi the large sall-
ing yacht by means of its annual long-
dlstance race to Macklnac. The trlp
up Lake Mlchlgan requires seaman-
shlp to a conslderable degree. and
hulls both swift and safe are necessary
to successfully negottate tho long
stretch of open water.
"Betwixt and between wo find some

salllng sport at Rochester, mostly by
past aspirants for the Canada's cup.Buffalo has a mlxed fleot of perhaps a
score sizablo sailers. while Cleveland
ls plnning Its hopes to the eighteen-
footers.
"Toledo ls catboat mad, and so is

Detrolt. In fact, a writer describing
the Inter-Lake Yachtlng Association
regatta at Toledo in August said that
the maln event of che week was the
catboat contest for the President Taft
cup. The boats measure fifteen feet
water line and may carry 260 feet of
sail. Some years ago these dlminutlve
representatlvos of our royal sport wouhi
scarcely have been notlced.

Po.cr Boat Potronlzed.
"As to crulsing on the lake.* in sall¬

lng yachta. there ls nono. Tho power
boat has clalmed the patronage of those
who used to go by the slower means.
Some auxiliarles still seek out the
lonely spots in Gcorgiau 3ay and alongthe wild north shore of Lake Superlor,
i»ut they are rare b'"?ds.
"The most notable new one ls Agawa,

Commodore Jennings's schooner, halllng
from Detrolt. Even she puts-puts
through rivers and narrow channela.
"On the inland lakes of Wlsconsln

and Mlnnesota yatchting really Hour-
Ishes. On White Bear, Winnobago,
Butto dea Morts. Fox and sooros of
other sprlng-fed lakes there are manysallboats. Except on Lake Wlnnebn-
go hoavy seas aro nnknown. If a
boat capslzes or fllls, as so often hap-
pens, thero ia no ballast in tho hull to
slnk her. -

"Racing is keen and splrltod in theso
wators. The boats thero aro marvols
of intelllgont design and workmanshlp,
and the best Eastern sallmakers sup-
ply tho cloth to drlve them."

NURSES LIFT BURDEN AS
THEY HELP TO SAVE LIVES

Of the several prlvate agencles now

at work ln the clty for the altevlation
of sufferlng among the poor and gen¬
eral charlty, nono has been more actlve
than the Instructlve Visitlng Nurses'
Assoclatlon. As reports show, thls work
was started seven years ago ln a very
small way, and has Increased each
year, untll lt ls now one of tho most
potent charltable orgajilzatlons ln the
clty. The work of the assoclatlon ls
not only that of admlnlsterlng to the
poor and noedy, but extends to a cam¬

palgn of educatlon enabling people to
better care for thelr own health.
Speaklng of the assoclatlon, one of

thoso lnterested ln lt and thoroughly
famlllar wlth Its methods, sald yes¬
terday,
"One reads every day of cases of 111-

ness, sufferlng and povorty, but llttlo
ls known of the band of workers which
goes about each day rellevlng, so far
as ln thelr power Ues, the dally neces-
sitles of the slck and instructlng those
of the family who can asslst how to
do so lntelligently. These women, also
in their vlsits, como In contact wlth
lnfectlous and contaglous dlseases and
other affectlons, whlch mlght other-
wlse never reach, untll too late, the
knowledge of those who sclentlflcally
and skllfully combat and overcome the
dlseases.

"Thls work was started ln a small
way ln 1902. Tho Instructlve Visitlng
Nurses' Assoclatlon flrst wag able tc
support only threo nurses. but by grad-
ually acqualntlng the publlc wlth the
work and by generous donatlons re¬
celved on the two Tag Days held, as
well as by large private glfts, lt ls now
posslblo to send out seven nurses,
"Durlng the summec a special nursc

was detalled to look after slck bables
instructlng yo.ung mothers in tholr cart
and feedlng, and ln thls way helped ir
a great measuro to reouco Infant mor-

tallty, whlch has been very hlgh ln thh
clty.

"Tho report for the pei|Iod from
May to September of thls year showt
that durlng the tlme 970 vlstts were
made. Of these nlnoty-flvo woro tc
bables and children up to three years
ot age. Thlrty-four mothers wer<

taught to modlfy mtlk nnd genera
care, but there woro thlrty-one who dlc
not profit by the instruotion. Then
were ten deaths, ono hospital case

slxty-sovon recoVerles, four Improved
flve dlscharged and elght sent t0 th'
country.
"On Novombor 15 a school nurso wa-

detalled for the now Hlgh School. wltl
tho hearty npproval of tho Schoo
Boara, and we are hoptng Cor grea'
results there.

"In order that tho assoclatlon maj
go on wlth thls all-lmportant work-

tho best of charltles, that of helplng
people to help themselves.they ncerj
the cordlal support of everybody, In-
dlvlduals and collectlvo bodles. Wher
the annual Tag Day rolls around foi
1910, a larger reaponse than over If
hoped for, and lt will be needed. Last
year tho association united wlth the
Asscclated Charltles and shared one-

half of the proceeds."
