WILL BE BROUGHT
TO CAPITAL TO-DAY

Jury- Returns Verdict After Be¬
ing Out All Night.Prisoner
Maintains His Innocence
and Says That Bad Com¬
pany Is Responsible

for Downfall.

GHCNDY, VA., November 27..-
After belng out all nlght ln tho
Llttle case, tho Jury camo lnto

court thls mornlng and returned a ver¬

dlct of gullty of murdor. The. prisoner
stood and recelved hls scntonce wlthout
dlsplaylng any marked feellng, and ho
was linmedlately sentenced by tho pre-
fldlng Judgo to bo electrocuted ln the
Stato I'rlMon at Htchmond on January 7.
The verdlct gives general satisfaction
ln thls communlty, whero at one tlme
thero woro serlous threats of deallug
fummarlly wlth the prisoner, but no
other oulcomo than hls belng declared
gullty was oven contemplatcd.

Mnlnfiuaa IIIx Innocence,
"I am innocent, but havo to die, and

jail because I havc fooled wllh lulerior
women and kept bad company. lt la
my past record that I havo to die for,
and not for tho-crlme wlth whlch I am
charged. If |t was iiut for drlnk and
women I would not have been ln thls
troublo to-day."

In th_~_ words Howard Llttle stlll
maintains hls Jnnocen.o and perMnts
that he la gulltless ot the crlme for
whlch tho Siate has sald that ho must
give hls life. Llquor and womon.
whlch Llttle says have been the causo
of hlu downfall, have played an Im¬
portant part in hls life.
The prlsonor. ls bearlng up romark-

ably well undi-r the scntonce linpo.ed
upon hlm. Ile stlll mainlalns hls usual
cotupoBUrc, and aslde from talklng a

great ilea! of hls Innocence, he appears
to be no less troubled than lf he was

pursutug 11i« vocatlon as a lumbcrman.
History or tlie Crinie.

The crlnio for which Llttle wlll pay
the death ponalty was committed on
llic night of Septembcr 21 at Hurloy, a
haiulc-i iu Buchanan county, several
mlles from tho railroad. On that nlght
several poople In tho nelghborhood
of the Meadows horne heard iwo ahots
llrcd, but aa that ls no uncommon oc-
i-urrt-nce In that communlty. no at¬
tention was pald to 11, untll several
hours- afterwards, when flames wero
seen ln the dlrectlon from whlch the
sound of the shots camo. Gatherlng
together a number of frlonds, several
iu tho nelghborhood proceeded to the
Meadows horne. And as they entered
the yard they dlscovered tho bofly of
Georgo Meadows, wlth two bullet-
holea ln lt. Further Investlgatlon dls-
closed tho bodies of Mrs. Betsy Jus-
II., her daughter, Mrs. Meadows, and
three children, all flve of whom wero
so badly burned that they were hardly

I recognlzable. Marks upon thelr bodies
proved that they had been unqucstlon-

I ably kllled by a blow from an axe or

j other Instrument, and not by the
smoko or flre.
As soon as dayllght arrlved thoy

spread the nows, and a pack of blood-
hounds was secured, and after clrcllng
around a whlle, went off In the moun-
talns to tho home of another Justls,
and aftowards of Sllas Blankenshlp,
but each of these had no trouble prov-
lug an altbl, and they were not ar¬
rested. No motlve could be nsslgned
for-the crlme, so the detectlves wero
called ln to asslst.

It soon developed that Mrs. .Ttiatls
had recelved a large sum of money
for some tlmber land whlch sho hnd
recehtly sold, and a search for thls be¬
gan. but of tho total amount of $1,300
only $SO0 could be found.

Clear Cnac Proved.
u was rumored tn the communlty

that Howard Llttlo had recently de-
poslted a large sum of money ln a

bailk, but Investlgatlon dlsproved. thls.
But" further Investlgatlon proved that
ho was away from homo on the nlght
of the murder, and that ho had re¬

cently suffered a severe gash in hls
leg, .whlch could not havo been ln-
fllctcd by accldent. but was really In-
fllcteii by George Meadows ln an at-

II tempt to protect hls family. or In a

! light wlth Llttle.
11. was also proven that Llttle had

n borrowed revolver on tho day beforo
} tho murder, and that lt was returned

on the day after. A lantern known to
havo been ln tho .lustls family was

found at Llttle's house, and wlth all
lliese facts before hlm, formlng a per¬
fect chain of clrcumstantlal evidence,
Llttle. was arrested and taken to Jail
ln West Virginia for trlal. He wns
then transfcrred to tho Jail at I.ebanon.
where he was hold untll a few days
beforo tho trlal. Tho general Impres-
slon among the people is that tho Stato
has proved conoluslvoly that Llttlo ls
gullty and wlll havo to pay the ponalty.
Llttle wlll bo taken to RIchmond to-
morrow.

made publlc tl.o partlculars of an al¬
leged attempted ossasslnation of him¬
self on Thanksgiving Day, whilo he
was on the way from hls homo, "Tho
Merry Mllls," to tho resldence of hls
frlend. Krnle O. Money, Chaloner bo-
Ing (ired upon from nmbush, tho bul¬
let passlng wlthln n few lnches of hls
fnce.
^A'lwarrant was sworn out by Chalo¬
ner for tho arrest of Bernarj S. Ilorne,
fortnerly of Pittsburg, Pu., charglng
hlm with the crlme. The prellmlnnry
hearing was held thls aftornoon before
Justlce of tho Peace Qulntus I_ Wll-
Hams. at Keswlck., As Ilorne had a
presslng business engagement ln tho

.North, tho hearing was postponed for
two weeks by mutual consent.
No bnll was roqulred, Ilorne being

recognized upon hls own recognlzanoo
for hls appearance on Deeember 18.
Ilorne ls sald lo have had no Intl-
tuation of the chargo agalnst hlm un¬
tll the w-arrnnt was lssued thls morn¬
lng. lie was taken completely by
surprlso. Chaloner will uso tho lnter-
venlng time. lt Is sald, ln collectlng
further evidence.

» liulimcr'i Story.
"I was rldlng horseback through a

pleee of land owned by Mr. Bernard 3.
Ilorne.*' said Chaloner, In doscrlblng
tho adventure, "surroundlng Oracb
Church. at Clsmont. when a bullet
whlzzed in front of my eyes, from
about two to slx lnches from my fuoe.
It was flred with smokeless powder
and from a Maxtm sound-suppresslng
assassina'tlon rlflc. The dotonatlon of
tho shot was very muflled. A hlgb
wind wns blowlng at the tlmo dlrcct-
ly In' my face. An investlgatlon was
at once made, rovenllng tho fact that
the shot was flred from ambush. That
It was an ambush was corroborated by
four or five gentlemen of tho nelgh¬
borhood. Thero ls no huntlng thore,
as thero Is no game In tho nelghbor¬
hood. It waa In an open fleld. wlth
nly a slnglo hedge of troes. Tn tho

Held ls an empty houso ln whlch nny
ono could concenl himself."

ln answer to an lnqulry as to whom
ho suspected, Chaloner repllod:
"There aro now rlch peopl* from the

North who have shown cnmlty towards
me. I havo sworn out a warrant for
Mr. Bernard S. Itorno and hls chauf-
four."

Ilorne ls sald to be the man whose
ehauffeur Chaloner recently held up
In an automobilo at the polnt ot a
revolver and forcod to lead a young
horse whlch had becomo frlghtened
around tlie machine. Tho Virginia law
rogulatlng tho operation of automo-
blles prescrlbed that tho drlver or a
inachine must stop and descen_ whon
requested to do so and lead frigiitenod
anlmals around the polnt of dangor,
but this was the flrst tlme tho law
was ever enforced ln so vtgoroiis a
manner and by a prlvate Indlvldunl.
Chaloner admlts that ho carrled an
unconcealed revolver about hls pei'Bon
when rldlng, and advlsos other peoplo
to do lhe same, "for their own pro-
teetlon."

Ilorne, a very wealthy man, orlgl-
nally from Pittsburg, was married ln
that clty soma years ago to Mlss An-
thony, at thnt tlme tho champion wo¬
inan golf player of Amerlca. TIe owns
a handsomo country placo near Kes«
wlck, nnd is a member ot tho hunt¬
lng colony, ownlug many prlzo-win-
ning show horses.
