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THB CASE AGAINST ALVEY.

Jlm Roblnson, the negro drlver for

Alvoy Brothers, was convlcted ln tho

Police Court of defraudlng the clty

aud sentenced to nlnety days ln Jall.
He appealed, and last week hls appeal
was denled. Hls attorney theroupon
made a motion for a new trlal, and wlll

argue thls motion ln the Hustings
Court next Frlday. If a now trlal ls

granted to Roblnson, the other end of

thls fraud and robbery case wlll doubt¬

less remain up ln the alr for weeks

or months longer. But lf a now trlal

la denled. we look to see action ln an¬

other dlrectlon foll.w speedlly.., For,
.anless an appeal to tha Supreme Court

ls oontemplated, that would be tho end

of Jlm Roblnson's case, and thore

would then be no reason ln the world

why he should not be taken lnto court

and required to tell what he knows.

Jlm Roblnson ls a detall ln thls case.

If he is all there ls to lt, the sltuatlon
never deserved all tho space that has

been glven to lt, and does not deserve

these comments. But nobody belloves

that Roblnson ls ali there ls to lt.

Hls employer, Edward Alvey. was ln
court on September 8 to answer to the

charge of being the responslble'wrong-
docr, who used Roblnson as hls cat's-

.paw. The case agalnst hlm collapsed
that day because the negro would not

testlfy. But we were confldently as-

sured at the tlme that that was only
the beglnnlng. A reporter approached
Commonwealth's Attorney Folkes just
after Alvey was dlsmlssed, last Sep¬
tember and aBked hlm lf lt was all

over. Mr. Folke3 replled:
Over? Well, I should say not. Thls

ls Just a spark. Of course, we were

aurprlsed at the turn the case took,
but the end ls not yet by any means'.
We can get.but. good Lord! You see

the Mayor; he will tell you about lu
Tho reporter saw the Mayor, who

told hlm about lt as follows:
Wa are Just gettlng lnto shape to

flght. Whlle we cannot try Alvey on

the charge or warrant ln court thls
mornlng. we can and wlll try hlm on

a number of warrants. We have direct
testimony lmplicatlng hlm in at least
fifteen cases. . . . The Council in¬
vestlgatlon wlll largely determlne tho
clvll phase of the sl'.uatlon. . . .

The Chlef of Police, the Common¬
wealth's Attorney and myself wlll look
after tho crlmlnal end.

Slnce these words wero spoken; tbe

Council, through Its Street Commlttee,
has handled the clvll end of \\\o mat¬

ter wlth thoroughnes3 and ablllty. It
found that the clty had beon syste-
matically robbed on grain dellverles
for a perlod of somo two years; lt
broke off all relations wlth Alvey Bro¬

thers, and lt dlrected the Clty Attor¬

ney to proceed agalnst Edward Alvey
to recover the amounts of whlch the

clty had been defrauded. Wo assume

that the City Attorney ls now prepar¬
ing to carrj*. Out ,_,these lnstructions,
and thus _hc*"blvll'end of the caso ls

dlsposed of. Ttils *leavcs only "the

crlmlnal end," ln ch.trge of the offi-
clals named above. ln an unsettled and
lndetermlnate conditlon. In tlie
course of the remarks from whlch we

have here quoted tho Mayor elgnifl-
cantly pointed out that after Itobln-
fon'e appeal was flnally decided hls
testimony would bo at once avallable.
Thls ls doubtless the substantlal rea¬

son behlnd the inactlon of tho last
two months and a half, whlch ls oth-
trwlse inexpllcable. It is qulte likely
that Roblnson's appeal wlll be dlsposed
of on Frlday. In that case the Com¬
monwealth's Attorney may be expected
to aet lmmedlately. Tho confident way
ln which ho and the Mayor greeted th_

collapso of September 8, us ladlcuted
Rbove, was dlstlncUy oncouraglng to

tll who deslre to see thls case ex-

plored to the bottom, and the commu-

nity naturally expects to see vlgorous
laaguage such as this justifled by de-
clslve action.

Poet Le
Galllenne, authoi- o£ "The Poet With
the Coward's Tongue," whlch is gen¬
erally supposed to' be about Poet Wat¬
son. and which P. W. did not like ln
the least. Mr. Wtttsori has, in fact,
Bu_g_sted that Mr. Le Galllenne have
a few frlends waltlng in the study on

tliu occaslon ot the aforetald call "tc
see falr play." Now thls Im rather
grlsly talk, and the country ls waltlng
wlth much apprehenslon and dlsmaj
tha arrlval of the Lusltanla, upor
whlch boat the militant Watson ii

being convoyed to our shores.
Poets are supposed to he ruthtr ro-

mantlc creatures, and lf Mr. Le Gal¬
llenne llves up to iils hair and eye;
ln the plctures he, at least, is one. Nt
poet is supposed to be a man of action
T-he thought of bieepa ln eonnectfoi
wlth bards is vulgar aml nbhorrcnt. Ti
nee two BW_t slngers mlxlng lt up ul
<-#*rer tlie house, pumrmr-Hng and _.oug
t«g aad. t-ltlng.lik*.-. a coui'le of dnmkei
"pargem.h, would bo. dlslUuslonlzliig ii
Hj,» lait degree. To urevent such

painful spectaole would bo a profound
servleo to tho cause of lettern,
Wo enrnostly heg Poots "VVatson and

Le Oalllonno, if they muat flght at all,
not to flght wlth thelr arms and legs.
*We Implo-o them at loaHt to oonslder,
Instead, eonnots at ..twenty pacos. Let
Poet Watson, as, tho nggrleved party,
have tho rlght to flro firot. At the
word, let hlm rcnd ln a loud, rapld,
menaclng voioe tlie worst sonnet ho
haB evor writton. It will probably
bo very bad indeed, lf Poot Lo dal-
lienne escapes untvounded, let hlm
thon read tho dendllcst sonnet ln his
collectlon, Probably Poet Wateon wlll
find him an adversary fully worthy
of lils steel ln thla connectlon. Let
the two pocts keep thls up, ln fair
turn-and-turn-about, until ono or tho
othor admlta himself worsted or falls
dead. Thls decent procodure will ef-
fectually case the hurt whlch honor
feels, and at the samo time sparo the
world the shamo of soelng dlvinely-
flred troubndours descend into a fleld
where tha vlllngo cut-up ls thelr equal
and tho Bowery tough the master of
a score of them.

T1II3 CUltSl- OF J'ARMIA'O TIIA-
DITION.

Vlrginla's revorence for the past haB
been at once hor greatest bane and
greatest blessing. It has led the State
lnto more sound polltlcal posltlons and
lnto moro absurd anomaltes than any \
other ainglo force. Where men havo j
modelcd thelr conduct from the great |
deeds of the past, Virginia has been j
blessed; butt where they have trled
bllndly to follow outworn tradltlona, i

tho State has suffered enormously.
Alost especlally has thls' been the

caso wlth our agrlculture. Men who
Inherlted broad acres and family sil¬
ver too often regarded them ln exactly
tho same way. Tnoy were each to bo

used preclsely aa thelr fathers had
used them. The crops were to be
planted in the same way, ln tho same

fields, and cultivated ln the name old
style. To do othorwise would havo
been to vlolate tlme-honorad tradltitns.
As a result, the old State was loft be-
hlnd ln the.march of progress, wlth
worn-out flelds and antiquated methods.
A few men are sacrlleglous enough

to vlolate tho old Ideas of farmlng.
Thoy are rich to-day. Thelr success

has precipitated the revolutlon now on

betweon tne old and the new, between
sclence and traaitlon. The results of
this conflict are to be seen ln our own

State, though not t-o torcibly, perhaps,
as in other parts of the South. In
Louisiana ar.d Arkanaas, for example,
boys and mon have alike become con-

verts to tho new syBtem. Twenty-four
thousand of them from the ono State
and 20,000 from the other have-**'en-
rolled themselves ln the farmlng clubs
of the Department of Agrlculture an*
bound themselves to farm by tho new

methods outllned ln the aepartment'a
publlcatlons. The work, of the boya
ls pecullarly Interestlng. They kept
up thelr regular work and cultivated,
each of them, a llttle plot, usually only
a .Ingle acre, on tneir fajher's estates.
Often the old men have condemned
the innovatlons and predieted falluro
for the "book-farmlng" lads. New-
t'angled Ideas, they sald, would not dd
ln farm ing. But when the end of the
season came-around the boys gathered,
ln somo cases, 74 bushels of corn from"
an acre, where their fathors, side by
side wlth thom, averaged 20. One lad
made $400 for his seed corn, raised on

a slngle acre.

Theso are mero items in the annals
of tho revolutlon. But they lndlcate
two things, surely and unequlvocally:
the old system ls doomed; the new

systom offers a happy, sure and profl¬
table living for tnoso who wlll follow
lt.

GOATS AS CAMPAIGN PUESENTS.
In the contest for the mayoralty of

Newberry, S. C, the other day, Hon.
Colo L. Bleaso admlnlstered stinging
defcat to Hon. "Juice" LangfoYd. Hon.
"Julce" seems to be popular with the
Newberryltes, but he. made a stupend-
ous and lncrediblo blunder in the man-

agement of his campalgn. Instead of
holdlng fast to the time-honored cus¬

tom of glvlng campalgn clgars to tlie
voters, he conceived the rash novelty
of presentlng goats to the voters' sons.

No less than seventy ot theso vlgornus
fauna were personally distrlbuted by
Hon. Juice in tho Mollohon mllls dls¬
trlct of tho town. What put the revo¬

lutlonary idea in tho candldatc's head
lt ls lmpossiule to say, slnce there is
absolutcly no relatlonshlp between
goats and clgars, except posslbly a

l'alnt family resentblance in the smell.
If ho was golng to make n departure
from the stoglo tradltlon at all. there
ls no reason why ho shouldn't just as

well havo preseutcd washwrlngera or

hookworm medicine or seallng-wtix or

dlspensarles. Probably lt would havo
boen far better for Hon. Julce if ho
had. Far lnto the watches of electlon
nlght the Newb.erry streets thundered
wlth the stern feet of the torchlight
parade, and tho Newberry Jtlr was clel't
wlth the new, wlld dlrge beginnlng:
Coloy Blcasc- ls Hi the council rooms

a'couMting up hls votes,
Julco Langford's in tUe Mollohon

a'gathorltig up hls goats.
lf llon. Julco ia a philosopher, us wc

tlrmly bellevo him to be, this painful
bxperlenee should be of the greatest
lielp and beneflt to hlm. l£ ho wlll
ournestly take its lussona to heart,
thero ls a bare chanco that ho may
yet i'Iko phoenlx-Ulcc, etc, and
thoroughly lambaste the arrogant
Coley Blease'at the explratjon of hlt
term;
The way for a candidate to please a

voter ls to give somethlng to tho vot-
e'r. It ls not In tho leust tho samo thlrifj
to glvo somethlng to tho votcr's chll¬
dren, nunts, couslns, giuiidf-itlier or

raothor-ln-law, That is one great truil
th'at llon.

porfluous. Any ono wlto hfts ever beon
chAscd deBperately acrosB three long
flolds, only to bo hutted ovor tho hen-
house ln the end, wlll underatand ua
wlthout another word. History haa n

long tale to toil of tho havoo wrought
hy tho glvlng of goats: of llfelong
frlehdshlps "tvrocked paflt mendlng! ot
hkppy famllles broken up end houses
divldcd against thomsolves; of terrlblo
vondettas, goat vcndcttas, 'jealously
hahded down from generatlon to gon-
f-rntlon: of araon, dlvorce, polaon,
murder and suddan death. To give a

slngle goat to anybody Ib to make
ono's self a marked man for llfo; and
tho Hon. Julco gave aeventy.
Tho flrst step toward forglveneus

and rehabilltation ia honest rcpara-
tlon, and tho seeond llno of the war-

song quoted above."Juice Langford'a
in the Mollohon a'gathorlng up his
goats".suggosts that Hon. Julco has
already gone manfully to work. If hc
ever deslt'CB to ovorthrow the power-
ful Bleasltes, lndeed If ho expects to
contlnue llvlng ln Newberry or any-
whoro at all, he cannot afford to lose
an Instaht ln personnlly calllng for the
goate wlth "a furniture van, and ex-

plaintng *.<_*/ tho outraged parents, as

best he may, that they were all an

unfortunate'mlstake duo to the postal
authorltlea havlng misroad tho ad¬

dresses on the wrappers.

LEGISLATURES AXD FOOTBALL.
Report comes from West Virginia

th*at the Leglslature wlll movo to

abollsh football fi^jjin that State, with
an apparent majority of the law-makers
favorable to such a step. The same re¬

port has gone out from Vlrgtnla, and
we lmaglne there is llttle doubt that
bllls wlll be Introduced In the comlng
sesslon of the ASBembly making tho
playing of football ln thla b'tate a

penal offense. Other Leglslatures may
be counted upon to fall In llne. A serles
of prohlbltlve laws growing out of this
movement would give the most prac¬
tical expresslon iraaglnable to the
wldespread publlc feeling that foot¬
ball, as wo have had lt thls year, has
forfelted lta place as a flt Amerlcan
sport.
Such a rfeellng is natural ana rlght,

and wo sympathlze wlth lt heartlly.
But wo do not DOllevo that thls ls the
proper way to deal wlth the problem.
The questlon is ono whlch belongs
properly to the dlsclpline of the schools
and colleges, to whose care our boys
and young mon are trusted. lf ex¬

perience proves that any student
pastlme la unduly homlcldal in its ten-
dencles, as experience has proved of
football this year, lt Is^plalnly the
businesB of the schools and colleges
elther to put *an end to that pastlme
or change lta ch'aracter. To go over

thelr headB wlth a State law would
put them, lt seems to us, ln rather an

Ignomlnious posltion. It would imply
that they had proved unworthy of
thelr trust: that havlng boys under
tholr care, they allowed and even en-

douraged them to lndulge ln amuse-

nients so hazardou. that the State
authorltlea were compelled to come to
the rescue and exetciso their dlsclpline
for them.
Thero Is another drawback to re-

signlng the issue to leglslatlve action.
That would mean the throwlng out of
the whole game, lock, stock and bar¬
rel. "Football" would be abollshed,
and Its place would know It no more.

Now it 13 quite posslblo that so drastlc
a step wlll not do necessary. It la
quite posslble tnat tho present game
can be so modifled tnat it can be de-
slrably retained. Valuable suggestions
looklng to that end are already mak¬
ing themselves heard. One of the best
of these, comlng from Dr. Lambeth, of
tho Universlty ot Virginia, is that a

match-game shall bo divlde_. into four
short "quarters," lnstoad of two hal'ves
as now, glvlng two addltional Intervals
for rest and ro'cuperatlon durlng the
course of play. As most of the serlous
accldents come toward the end of the
game, when tho players are exhausted
and thelr resistance weakened, thla
change would certalnly be very help-
ful. In Itself, or course, lt would not
be enough, but comblned with wise
changes ln tho form of play, the aggre-
gate of improvement mlght be enough
to warrant tho preservatlon of the
game.
Apart from its perlls to llfo, foot¬

ball is a game that is admirably worth
beipg presorved. But theso peiils hap-
pen just now to overshadQw all merlts.
The list publlshed ln'yosterday's Tlmes-
IMspatch showed that the game this
year kllled 33 boys and jnen and In¬
jured 210 more.thls with a compara-
tlvely small number of pluyers and a

se.ison cight weeks lojig. No gamo can

stand on those terms. Football must
be elther wholly reformed and much
ituproved ov also dropped altogether.
Thero ls no other' choice. lf tho col¬
leges eloct to stand pat, the Leglsla¬
tures wlll aasurediy start abollsh'ng.
A fuw moro seasons like this ono
would very probably brlugall the States
into line. On tno oth.r hand, lf tho
colleges meet tho sltuatlon as man¬

fully as they shouid, li Is very likely
that thoy wlll bo ablo to savo the
game. It is dlstiitctly up ,.to them,
through thelt assoclatlona and fed-
erated powers, lo decldo what they are
golng to do tibout lt.

speakcrshlp, no matter whether the
majority ln the next Parllament be
Liberal or Unlonlst; for, provldlng a

Speaker has proved himself compe¬
tent, he la always re-elected, untll
elther he loses his seat ln Parllament.
or else ho himself wlahea to retiro,
from the chair. ln fact, when on one
occaslon BlBraell wlshed to prevent
tho re-elcotlon of Speaker Brand, who
owed hls iiomination to Gladstone, he
found the members of hla own part*
so strongly opposed to any movo of the
klnd that he abandoned hla Intentlon.
An impreasion seems to- prevall In

this country, due to Engllsh popular
songs, that lt ls only necessary to
"catch the Speaker's eye" in order to
have permlsslon to speak ln the House
of Commons. This was at one tlme
the case, but slnce the tenure of ofllce
of Slr John Trovor, -who squlnted most
abominably, and whoso obllqulty of
vlslon led to all klnds of embarrosslng
mlstakes, the Speaker has Imparted
tho pormtsslon needed by a member
before ho cun address the House, by
means not only of a look, but also by
an lnclination of the head and by
calling hlm by name. This orocedure
ha** remalned ln vogue ever slnce.

It ls slnce the reign of William of
Orange and Queen Mary that the
Speaker has enjoyed the title confer¬
red by the crown of "the Flrst Com¬
moner of the-Realm." In the case
of a tle, the Speaker dellvers tho east-
ing vote. But ln all the hlstorv of
Parllament. extonding over hundred.-
of years. thero have only been flfteen
lnstances of thls klnd,
Among the many perqulaltea of the

Speaker, in addttlon to his magnlfl-
cently furnlshed palace at Westmln-
ster, wlth Its full eaulnment of olate,
servants, carriages and, horses, he ls
entltled at the beglnnlnp of each Par¬
llament to two hogshoads of the best
claret from the royal cellars. also to
a buck and a doe kllled ln the royal
preservea at Wlndsor: whlle at Chrlst-
maB the Cloth "Workors' Company of
London ls compelled to send hlm "a
generous wldth" of the best broad¬
cloth. Most of the other city gullds
are Ukewise roulred to furnish hlm
wlth gifts of thls nature, And In ad-
dltlori thercto he ls appolnted to mem¬
bershlp of the Prlvy Council on hls
electlon. and on hls retlrement re-
celvea not only a noerage of the realm
but also a pension of $2''.00n a year
for the remainder of hi« llfe. His
salary is the same as that *.t tne
Prime Minlster, namely. $25,000 a year,
and ho ls provlded with a secretarv.
a chaplain. a counsel, a llbrarito, a
6ergeant-at-arms, two deputles> a
traln-bearer and a mace-bearer.all
pald for by the state.

Although Don Plero Strozzl. Prlnce
of Forano and Duke of Bagnolo, has
been dead two years. it ls only now
that tho various negotlatlons In con¬
neotlon wlth'hls testamentary dispoci-
tlcns have be.n cornpleted. Thfly are
of internatlonal (nt'.rest: for. accordiag
to the terms of h.s wlll, which hns
only lately been admlttedMo probatf,
he bequeaths the celebrated Strozzl
Palace at Florence to the natlon, wlth
tho Idea that it should be .iedlcated
to "some suitable publlc purpose, nnd
be mainialned wlth the decorutn due
to a natlonal monument." "A palace
such as the Strozzi Palace, with whlch
are connected so many hlstorlcal tra-
dlttons, I have always thought can¬
not be considered as ordinary prlvate
property," wrltes the late prlnce ln
hls wlll. "It should not be disposed
of as one disposes of an ordinary
dwelllng or of a park. The history of
the city, and the Inhabltants of the
city, have over these monuments rlghts
which I Intend to respect and protect."
Then he goes on to state that slnce
neither hls brothers nor himself have
male Issue, nor yet a fortune ade-
quate for the malntenance of the pal¬
ace, he wiahes to leave It to tho state,
contlitlonal on certaln charges ln con-
nectlon wlth the rlghts of resldence
thore, or of dowry on tho part of hls
wldow, Countess Sophle Branlcka,
from whom he was judlclally separ¬
ated for years before hls death, and
the payment, spread over four year-.,
of a llttle over $100,000 to his broth¬
ers. The entlre charges, all told, could
not oxceed $200,000, that is to Bay; .1,-
000,000 of francs*. In his wlll Prlnce
Plero excuses himself for thus charg-
Ing tho ownershlp of tho palace wlth
payments lo thls amount, but explains
that he had recelved very large offers
from prlvate sources. both for tho pal¬
ace and for tho family records; offers
suitlclent to place hls brothers ln
great afflucnce, but that he hud de-
clined these offers ln the Intero-ts
of the natlon nnd ot the clty of Flor-
once. Under tho clrcumstances ho felt
that he had a rlght to ask the natlon
to mako a small sacrillce, not :o him¬
self, but to hls brothers, ln order to-
insuro the possesslon of such a na¬
tlonal monument. He llkewiao leavos
to the stato all tho archives and refc-
ords of his house, whlch contatn' a

perfect mlno of hlstorlcal Informatlon,
and are of prlcoless valuo; also a num¬
ber of family portralts, whlch ho asks
may be preserved ln the palace, ln or¬
der to protect them, slnce he does-not
rolish tho idea of thelr wlnding up
in somo second-hand dealer's shop.
Hls brother and successor, Leonl

Strozzi, soventh Princo of Forano and
Duko of Bagnolo. formerly an ofllcer
in the navy. and marrled to Dona
Clementlntt Corslni, has no son, only
two daughters; whlle tho other broth¬
er, Do.n Itobcrto, ls a hardoned bach-
olor. The only slster of the Prlncess
Strozzl ls Dona l.ulsa, marrled to
Count Franels Gulcclardlnl. Minlster of
Agrlculture*
Tho Strozzl Palaco has been for the

Inst 500 yoars one of tlie most superb
and majustlc ornaments of tho clty
un the Amo, and a famillar landmark
to every ono of the many thousands
of Amerlcan tourlsts who havo vls-
ttod Florence. It is a inasterplece of
medleval ai-chiteeturc,. and bullt of
such first-class niat.rials that it stands
to-day as perfect In every detnil and
as il'nihjurod by thn lapso of tlmo
aa when cornploted away back In tho
early purt of tho fll'tnonth contury,
when palace. wero bullt not only for
purpos-K of rosldenco, but also of <lc-
fonse agalust foos. Tho palace ls tho
worl. of tho archUects Benedetto da
iMnla.no and of Siniono dol Pollaluolo,
surnamed "II Cronlcs" (lho Story-Tol-
ler), whllo tho Fnnnll. or corner lan-
tcu-ns, tho link-holdors and tho rlngs
aro among tho finest examplos of the
wonderful sklll of tho celebrated
.smlth, N'iocolo Crosso. -Tlio lattor was
'nlcknamed by Lorenzo dl Mcdlgl as
"Tho Caparra" (tho pledge). bocause
ho would never glvo credlt to any
customer. lt was to Nlceolo, by the
hy, that George Eliot sent Tlto to buy
his nian Khlrt, "the gunnent of foar."
Tho Strozzts aro tho oldest houso oi

tho patrlclato of Florence, lta antlqul-
ty bolng greator Inrteod than that ol
tlio clty Itself, nnd It ls a fact that
their namo tlgures as that of a vory
unelent family in rociQi'ds of tho ye'ai
1U50 stlll ln -xistenqe. One of tlu
Htroz-is, as Uml'vector of the Uulvorslly
of Floronco in 1400, flovoted a porttor
ot hlu vaat fortune to the oollectlot
ln Greoca cf anclent manuscrlots, anc

Loo Strozzl commandtid a fleet of some
thirty French shlps whlch salled for
Scotland In a valn attempt to rescue
Queen Mary Stuart a short tlme be¬
fore she fell lnto the hands of her
arohnnemy, Queen Ellzabeth. who sent
her to tho scaffold, Hercules Strozzl
was assosslnated on the eve of hls
marriage by Duke Alfonso I. of Medlel,
who was in love wlth hlB brlde. Phjllp
Strozzl was the admlral of tho French
fleet, who, taken ln battle off the
A-oros by the Spanlards, was made to
"wallc the plank," nnd drowned ny the
Spanish admlral, Santa Cruz.

I may add ln concluslon that ln thus
bequeathlng the Palazzo Strozzl to the
nation, the late Don Plero ls but ful-
fllllng the dlrectlons ot the ancestor
to whom the buildlng owes Ita exist¬
ence; for old Pallas Strozzl Inslsted
that/ If ever hls house should become
oxtlnct, the palace should pass elther
to the clty of Florence or to the na¬
tion. /
