tho ballot-bc-x?" asked Dr. II- D. C.
Maclachlan la»l nlght at tho Sevpntii
Street Cliristian Church ln llie course
of a strlklng sei'inon on "Church and
State."
"Thoy are marshallng tbelrfltrength;'.'

lio snld. "so that Ihe forces of evil
may defeal tho torces of good, nnd l
niy that it is your «luty*;,iis Cliristian
men io voto for rlgliteuiisncsH In our
politlcal llfe.

"lt iiincs my fnlth to try to linddr-
staud how- the church mllitant may bc.
como the church trlumplmnt If It does

fjiot partlclpate iu tlie polltlcnl llght
for moral beUormont and for the ob-
llterntlon of <-lvic corruptlon- Thero
aro tlmes when n vote is no loss splrlt-
ual tlidii a prayer,

Hu- Apolnglxcd Too Long.
"'The rlght of tho church t'o go Inlo

polltlcs, under proper clrcumstances. Is
Just as much tlie right of tlie church
as bapttsm. The pulplt has apologized
loo Imig; tho sword ls nuulc lo Out,
nnd tlio Cross was creatcd to hlast tho
forces of evil."

Dr. Maclachlan; ileclared that tho
practlcal pollllcs of the kingdoni of
Odd cannot be separulcd irom the
practlcal polltlcs of the fctato. The
church must stand for morallty; It
must creato the envlroiimcnt of rlglit-
cousness, and. if necessary, It must
enter tiie leglslative hall. Whlle It
iniist nol meddle in matters not loucli-
Ing inorals atid rellglon. lt hus Just as
much rlplit to organlzo the forces of
good in politics as the forces of cvll
havo to do ns much.

*-Tlio man higher up must bo cliinl-
nated." lio sald, "and if nccessary to
Ao this. tlie church hns n ripcht to go
Into tlio courts. tlie leglslative halis,
iho. City Councll. or anywhero else,
and tight for measures that Instirc- the
publlc safoty or tlie better admlnistra-
ilon of the law. The man who rellcs
on prayer alonc ls Uko the farmer
who prays for good crops and turns
not a hand to tho plow."

Must Iteiuovc Cause.
Jt is a poor gospcl, he said. that con-

rorts a drunkard and then lets him ko
and wantlor down the streets, wlth an
open saloon at every corner calling
blin back to tlio old life. Coverty and
the open saloon. hc declared. must go.
for thoy are Iho groat unilerljing rea-
sons nf present corruption. Tlie seat
of tho .disease must bc reached and
tho cause of the cvll erndlcuted.not
the symptoms. but the germ must be
treated; and this is tho prlnciple to
be followed in polltlcs;

'Uflghl for llio good in the common
way of common "men." he added. "That
is what tlie Christ.ian must do. If the
cliuveh wlshes t'o Instruct lts member
in llie dutles which rolato to him as a
Cliristian in politics, it has the rlglit
to do It."

I'ower in I'oHlie*.
Dr. Maclachlan vjgorously crlticizea

tlio concepllon tliat the prcacher must
l.e :imc servlng, uiiwllling lo combat
evil, because it mlght mako hls church
poorcr or unpopiilar.* He nmlnlalncd
that the truo mlnlster ls beholdcn only
to God, and it is hls duty to speakplainly and to figbt corruptlon.
Hc spoko of tho recent parade of

Biblo classes in Rlchinond, dcclaringthat lt was one of the most impresaivesights that ho had ever seen, and what
a forco for righteousne-ss those 1.000
men miglit bo. in polltlcs if they worked
to thai ond.
"The church," lio said, "must stand

for rlghteousness ln these days of graftnnd corruptlon in polltlcs. and If
Christlnn men will vote. and vote
rlght, tho day wlll come when Con-
Kressmen will nol clare to sneer at
tho church ln politics.'¦

Nothing travc-1** fnstr-r
than bntl news, tt ls said. and thls
rumor seeinod lo tnke tho wlreless
roulp. Friends onllnd ili sorrrnvful llt¬
tlo processlon- to offer condolences to
Ihe-bereaved famlly and to speak In
awed tones of tho many vlrtues of
"the deceased." AU day long the tele¬
phone rang. Most of *.ho calls wcru
nnsworcd by the man himself, who a*-
sured cnxlous friends thnt he wns tho
llves. sulclde 'lint ever took the deadly
ilose.
Thn report started yesterday morn¬

lng before Mr. Moore enrno down to hls
placp of business. Betn*r a druggist.
ho ls entltled to puMiie hls trade on
the Sabbuth. Ho wns met nt tho door
by a friond. who looked as tliough ho
hnd ein-ountered u. ghost. Mr. Moore
spoke pleasnntly.
'Thought you wero dead," snld the

man. stlll looklng wlld.
"No," repht-d tlie doctor; "just a

llttlo lnte."
"But," perslsted the man. "thev till

»ay you commltted sulclde last lilght.So you nln't dead?"
"Wlto? Me?" replled Dr. Moore. "No.

slr. I'm as llve as a chlcken and feel-
Ing flnc."
Just about this time the- telephone

inpg. and tlie fun began. Somo wanted
to know how it huppened and others
tho detalls of the funeral nrrnnge-
inents*. All expressed honest surprlsethat the rumor -was not truo.
At first Dr. Moore was Incllned to

treat it ns a joke, but as tlie day
woro on ho becamo worried. more from
tho labor of telling prople that he
.¦.ns not dead than anything olse. Last
nlght hc said wlth *:rcat cmphasls:"No. str, I am not dead. and don't
e.pe_t to bo any tlme soon.

expect to use the best part of my tlme

Health Officiajs Bclicvc .Battle-
sliip Fleet Brought in Viru-

lent Disease.

.East Franklln Street, wns taken t0 thi
smallpox hospltal ln iienrlcn countyA forco of vnc-*lnntors wns Immedlate-
ly set to work ln the nelghborhood.
Accordlng to tho negro's account lu

hns been worklng nbout Bnltltnoro foi
some timo, hls last employment be¬
lng at Sparrow's Point. Md. Uo. came
to Vlrglnla on November 20', golng tr
Crewe, on the Norfdlk and Westcrr
Rallway. On Novembor 2S ho came
to Richmond and secured employmentworklng on tho constructlon of a sewet
ln Falrmount.
He whs taken sick whlle at work

on Thursday. and ou Frlday an erup-tion appeared. Dr. Pretlow was calle-1
iu Saturdny mornlng. nnd tho case wa't
at once dlagnopod and repnrtcd to tht
Board of Health. The smallpox hos¬
pital, closed for more than six months,
was hastlly made ready.

Offielals of tho Health Depnrtinonl
are of tho oplnlon that the disease. wo.'
contracterl at Crewe, or somo polnt on
tho Norfolk and Western in thai
locality, as thero has boon no known
case ln Rlohmond from whlch !t could
bave developed. A force of doctorr
vacclnated cverybotly in tho locality *n
whlch the man was found. rcrsotu
wlshlng to take this precaution agalnstdisease will bo treated freo of cost al
the offlce'of tho Doard of Health ln th<
C'lty Hall botween tho hours of 9 antl
11 A. M. daily.

.Vluih Cnse Tlils "Vcnr.
Tho case makes the ninth this year.tho lowest number on record, and only

one of the nlne cases orlglnated ln
Richmond. There -were onlv twelve
cases last year, of which flve werr
brought ln at one timo. ln 1007 therfi
wero thirty-flve cases, and in 1906,the yoar precedlng the reorganlzatlon
of the _*oard of Health, thoro were IS3
cases.
Up to last year the cases ln Vlr¬

glnla were of a very mlld type, but
there havo been three cases thls year,includlng the present one, of vlrulent
confltient smallpox, in whlch the pa¬tient has broken out all over tlie body.Chlef Health Offlcer Levy nnd State
Health Commlssloner Williams are ol
llio oplnlon that the vlralent form of
the dlseaso was brought Into Virginiawlth the returnlng battleshlp fleet af¬
tor its world cruise, the disease be¬
ing prevalent ln Northern Afrlca.
Fowlkes had never been successfullyvacclnated, though he says hls arm
was once scratched and It failed to
tako.

In vlew of the dangerous type ot
the disease and tho hlgh mortality.Chlef Health Offlcer Levy said last
nlght that he would most carnestly
urge overy person who liiid not beer
vacclnated ln the lats threo or fout
years to tako the precaution at onco
as whlle a single vaccinatlon In child-
liood might prove a sufliclent protec¬tlon against the old mild type, ln
whlch fatalltles were almost unknown
only a recent well-dcveloped tnjcctlonof the vacclne virus would be an ado-
quato protectlon to ono exposod tc
the more dangerous form of the dis¬
ease, a re.verslon to the type well
known ln Vlrglnla a generation or
two ago.

duties of guardianshlp wlth Mr. Bowli
spent a long day. Thoro wero objec
tlons, as it was Sunday. to a socls

of soveral different dcuonilnatlons t
thelr varlous churches. (They rend newspapers. which wer
badly mutllated wlth accounts of pro
ceedlngs In tho Conway trlal cllppe
out. and oach was nccordod tho prlv
llogo of talking wlth hls wlfo o
swecthcart over tho telephone.
